Gold ornaments from the barrow 2 in the cemetery of Novomikhaylovka I

in southern Khakassia

The cemetery of Novomikhaylovka I was investigated
under the direction of the author by the Beysk expedition
of IIMK RAS from 2004 to 2007. The most interesting
complexes were discovered in kurgan 2. Noteworthy is the
bronze chekan (battleaxe) from grave 2 with a scene in the
animal style on the back. In addition, in the same grave
were found gold ornaments preserved in a compact heap,

possibly put into a bag, viz. a twisted temple ring and two
earrings with pendants of glass beads partly mounted into
gold foil, as well as a mount on a plaque with a hole in the
centre and two fragments of an appliqué made from gold
foil. The closest parallels to the gold ornaments under
consideration were found in cemeteries of the Scythian
period in Tuva.
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
