Composition of the alloy of gold ornaments
from kurgan 2 at the cemetery of Novomikhaylovka I (Khakassia)

The study is a supplement to the article by M. N. Pshenit-
syna ‘Gold ornaments from a Tagar barrow in the cemetery
of Novomikhaylovka I in southern Khakassia)’ in the
present collection. This paper presents the results of XRA
analysis of gold ornaments from the kurgan 2 of the cem-

etery of Novomikhaylovka I belonging to the Tagar culture
(Khakassia). Considering the characteristics of the alloy
of the gold artefacts, the author supposes that some of
them were a jeweller’s set’ including objects intended for
repair of a jewel and scrap metal for repair.
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
