E. KUZMINA (RUSSIA)

DOMESTICATION AND USE STAGES OF A HORSE IN EURO-ASIAN STEPPES
AND CENTRAL ASIA IN THEBRONZE AND NEOLITH SPAH AGE

A horse has played the remarkable part in the history of mankind like no other domes-
ticated animal. A horse has acquired special significance in the military sphere, first used by
military chariot driver and then by horse-rider. Many specialized breeds by horses have been
cultivated. They differed in their functions. However an Akhal-Teke horse remains the test in
its endurance, fastness. One can trace three stages in the history of domestication and ancient
use of ahorse: Stage 1:V-Ill millenniums B.C. The majority of paleozaoogists have agreed
that the centre of horse domestication were Southern Russian steppes, the motherland of wild
ancestors of ahorse, where the ecological environment was favourite for this particular horses
type. The evidence of the horse use in Central Asia of that period is absent. Stage I1:the end
of millennium - the beginning millenniums B.C.I1- according to callipered Eadio carbon data;
or XVIII-XVI centuries B.C.-according to the traditional chronological system. This epoch is
very important in the history of horse-breeding. Contacts with Northern steppe tribes caused
the spread of a horse and chariot across Southern farming areas of Central Asia. As the result
of an intensive selection work carried out in steppes in the middle of millennium 11 B.C. three
specialized breeds of horses were cultivated :



cart horses, undersized, big-headed working horses and elite grace fats thin-legged
horses. These elite horses found themselves in the territory of Turkmenistan as the result of
close contacts with steppe stock breeders and possible migration of the latter to the South of
Central Asia. Stage I11: X11-1X millenniums B. C. Is an important landmark in horse breeding

History. Shepherd steppe and Central Asia tribes made the types of bit and psalies,
which made it possible to use horses for riding, bowing and tilting. Chariots and horses have
spread from Central Asia to India where we can find in ages and loyous to Central Asia one.

THE HORSE CULT IN THE EARLY AND MIDDLE BRONZE PERIOD IN
SOUTHERN RUSSIAN STEPPE

There has been an opinion that a horse was a domestic animal and it was used as a
draught power in Southern steppe of Russia in eneolith period - the Early Bronze one.

As an argument, they explained that had excavated horse bones - as a burial ritual in
funerals. But they were small in number. The population in Southern Steppe of Russia used
bulls (the ones of which have been excavated in large numbers in funerals and barrows) as a
draught power. Besides, the transport means of that time were so massive and hard that could
not allow to use horses as draught ones, and as rectangular yokes bridle equipments. The horse
cult appears later, with the massive spreading of bone snaffle bits and slightly moving chariots.

V. BRUYAKO (UKRAINE)

“HORSEMANSHIP” OF THE EURASIAN SUEPPES PHENOMENON
(the end of the Il - the beginning of the I millennium B.C.)

At the end of the Il - the beginning of the I millennium B.C. the “Horsemanship”
phenomenon was formed in the Eurasian steppes. Henceforth for the 3 thousand years numer-
ous hordes of nomads of Iranian, Turkic, Finno-Urgic, Mongolian origin were the embodi-
ment of this phenomenon.

The main component of warrior - horseman archaeological complex should be con-
sidered the articles of horse harness (bits, cheek pieces) and armament (quiver set and long
blade arms - sword). Though the horse shepherd ship coming-to-be as economic and cultural
type at the Eurasian steppe area has roots at the Early Bronze Age, however exactly the wide
spread of hard (metal) two-constituent bits and long blades (swords) in the first place, just
were those actors which caused appearance the qualitatively new military and cultural stand-
ard - warrior-horseman at the boundary of bronze and Iron epochs.

The centre of these innovations in horseman attributes, in all probability, were dis-
tricts in Central Asia (East Kazakhstan, Altai, East Turkestan). Their spread right up to the
west marches of the Eurasian steppe had to be accompanied by migration of population at the
latitudinal direction (east-west). Concerning migration nature the spread of early Scythian
culture there are now of less doubts. However, apparently, forming of cultural of pre-Scythian
type (Chemogorovka-Novocherkassk = Cimmerians) should be considered to a considerable
extent be conditioned by outside impulse - dislocation of the some forward (probably also

One of the characteristic elements of early Andronov steppe tribe horse munition - a
sintashtin type of Southern Trans-Ural is a corymbose snaffle bit. Nowadays, there are 40
corymbose snaffle bits, originated from funeral complexes. Trasological and typological in-
vestigations of this series allows to single out some main types of corymbose snaffle bits and
reconstruct the principles of their usage in horse munition of steppe tribes in Trans-Ural.

R. ARAZOVA (AZERBAIJAN)

THE HORSE IN THE BRONZE AGE OF AZERBAIJAN

The problem of domestic horse presents an exclusively scientific and practical inter-
est in archeological literature. It’s believed that taming of the horse happened simultaneously
in several zones because of which different kinds of domestic horses referring to ancient times
were met in Asia and Europe. The bones of the domestic horses were not found in the early
settlement of Trans Caucasian. But the excavations of skills, jaws and other bones on the
territory of Alikemekukacy settlement in Mugan plain presents an early evidence of taming the
horse not only on the Caucasus but all over Asian and European territories. In paleolith epoch
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the citizens of Trans Caucasian and in particular, Azerbaijan had already known domestic
horse which was proved by a number of discoveries. It was difficult to decide whether it was
used as riding or in hearse. But there is proof that the horse was used as the means of transport
for riding in 111 century B. C. perhaps the horses were also used in teams.

G. F. KOROBKOVA (RUSSIA)

AN ANCIENT BRIDLE IN PALEOMETAL PERIOD
(the technology of bone snaffle bit preparation)

The questions dealing with the first origin of horse bridles, fixed within materials of
eneolitic settlements are under consideration (TV-Ill c. B.C.,Ukraine (set.Dereivka) and North
Kazakhstan (set.Botay)).

These were horn (Dereivka) and bone (Botay) snaffle bits with opening for belt con-
necting with soft equipments. In South Russian Steppe and forests horses have been used as
draught ones, in North Kazakhstan - as saddle horses in herd breeding.

The stable form of snaffle bits appeared in steppe and forest zones of Eurasia in
paleometal period due to the formation of large cultural-historical communities - andronov,
srubnoi and later - skythian, sarmatian, saxonian, etc. Having formed in early eneolith period
the great ancient steppe community has already used wheel transportation, but bridles had not
been applied yet. The early corymbose snaffle bits were fixed in Sintashtin Culture of South-
ern Ural. We may observe some technological differences within morphological similarities of
corymbose snaffle bits in steppe and forest zones of Eurasia. Technological and functional
modifications served as progress in horse bridles. In bridle reconstruction, besides morphol-
ogy, trasological investigation of snaffle bit surface plays a leading role. On the basis of trace
processing we can observe the detailed technology of snaffle bit preparation. These investiga-
tions are made by Korobkova, Kileynikov, and Usachuk. In this report, a question on detailed
technology of preparation of 7 snaffle bits from Utev grave (VI/K.6,pp.4,5,6; K.2,p.3/) is
taken into consideration. They are presented by oval (6) and disk (I) of dashboards with de-
tailed slat, 4 nomadic pins, 1 central and 3 small apertures in slats, situated in one row, hori-
zontally-6. Oval snaffle bits are divided into 2 sorts due to the bounders of their dashboard’s
central aperture: with round aperture, made by drill from external slide - 4 and - square one -
2, broken through by metal mandrel from two sides. A disk snaffle bit differs from others not
only by its form, but it has two transparent apertures, situated one above another, and it has
rich and complex omamentary with metal fretted borders. In comparison with Utev snaffle bits
from Podonie, there are some differences in technological processing. This is the evidence of
local technological traditionalism.

THE HORSE AND A RIDER IN ILYPTICS IF BACTRIA AND MARGIANA

In 1998 the monograph “Myths of ancient Bactria and Margiana on its seals and
amulets” by W.l.Sarianidi presenting the catalogue of the seals of Bactria and Margiana was
published.

The image of a horse and a rider can be met on amulets, seals and cylinders. As a
rule, all of them are depicted in the images of heaven-winged-horses galloping or going at a
trot.

' The cylindrical seals differ from the previous ones not only by their form but
mainly from the fact that the whole plots were cut on them.

The date of amulets and seals should be connected with the boundary of 11-1 centuries
BC. Itis known that in myths of Ancient East the sacred horses were comparing to the heaven
cult and, as a rule, they were depicted winged.

O.V. OBELCHENKO (RUSSIA)
BURIALS OF HORSEMEN IN SOGD

The dominant type of corpse placing in the burial mounds of Sogda was that of stretch-
ing on back along axis of a catacomb. But there was another type of course-placing - the so-
called “horseman’s pose”, which differed from other type of contorted corpse-placing.

Ethnography and ancient history can adduce a lot of proofs concerning the burials of
corpses, which “were riding” on horse at the head of funeral procession. Ancient burials with
horse or with the parts of harness, also existed. All these concepts of the horse role in the burial
ritual at ancient people have been changing and acquiring new forms in the course of time.

Neither the horse nor the details of harness were at the burials in ancient Sogda. But
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the ideas that the horse was a companion in the future life, were still existing the typical pose
of the corpses can prove this suggestion. This pose, precisely, corresponds to the pose of
horseman sitting on the horseback, without having stirrups.

Peoples of Central Asia still have traces of former ideas about transition in the future
life on the horse. Burial stretchers - tabut, used by karakalpaks for conveying coipses to the
cemetery - are called “agash-at”, which means “wooden horse”.

The ideas of transition in the future life on the four-legged wooden horse “agach-at”
had existed till the present time among Uzbek people of Tashkent.

Burial equipment’s of the burial mounds dated by that time, also the evidence of
being burials of horsemen. The long double-bladed swords with short cross were the weapons
of these warriors. These swords were as a rule long and hewing in contradiction to the swords
of the former epoch. They also serve suitable to the tactics of horse battle. Some written
sources and archaeological evidence prove the fact of the katafraktaries’existence, is the horse-
men robed in protective armour.

HORSEMAN BURIALS OF SINTASHTY AND GENESIS PROBLEMS OF
KHARIZMATIC CLANS

Phenomenon of Sintashty is in the centre of attention of scientists investigating the
Bronze Age. The Ukrainian orientalist O.Prizak joins the two problems of the appearance of
kharezmatic clans and horses. Clans became the immediate consequence of the invention of
the hearse. The proto-town civilization in the South of the Urals was discovered. Archaeolo-
gists found reinforced settlements and burials belonging to the Sintashtic culture.
The unique archaeological complexes of the region allow to put forward the hypothesis about
the Southern Uralian origin of Kharizmatic clans. The earliest cases of putting bodies of sol-
diers with light horses into the burials chambers were marked in the burials near fortress wall.

The next peak of development of Kharezmatic clans was connected with the appear-
ance of cavalry, which caused a new revolution in military affairs on the verge of I1-1 millen-
nium B.C.

A.Ya. SHETENKO (RUSSIA)

THE ARCHAEOLOGICAL DATA ABOUT THE APPEARANCE OF A HORSE IN
THE SOUTHERN PART OF MIDDLE ASIA

At present time it is known that on the territory of Middle Asia the remains of a horse
were found in Darbazakar | stay (the lowland of Zarawshan) of the neolith period. It is also
marked that during the Neolith Period the horses had been used on the territory of Kazakhstan.
At the same time, there is a probability that this animal was used by the population of Middle
Asian steppes. The horse’s remains were also uncovered in Murgab valley that had been
located on the territory of two settlements - Kelleli and Taip I.

The new osteological materials, touching upon this theme, were received after the
excavations, which had been conducted near the mountainous plain of Kopetdag - Namazga-
depe and Tekkem-Depe. According to these facts we can infer that at that period the horses
were already used by the people.

The appearance of the horse in Middle Asia is referred to the end of the epoch of the
developed bronze, because the remains of the animal have not been found yet in the upper
layers of Altyn-Depe.

A breeding of horses in Middle East in the droughty regions of Levant (Palestine) is
referred to the epoch of the middle bronze (1950-1550 B.C.).

At the beginning of the Il millennium BC the first Indo-Europeans and hettes began to
settle down on the territory of Middle Asia. According to the archaeological documents the
appearance of horse cult in front East is connected with the settlement of these tribes.

During this epoch in the mountainous regions of Middle Asia the nomadic way of
living began to form. The petrogliphes state that at that time the horses played an important
role in the religious believes. Probably, in Middle the creation of myths and legends about the
horses is referred to that time. They were continued to develop in the following epochs.

B.HELWING (GERMANY)

EQUID BURIALS OF THE THIRD MILLENNIUM
BC. IN GREATER MESOPOTAMIA, AGAIN

Human burials accompanied by one or several equids are rare, but nonetheless re-
markable phenomenon encountered during the third and early second millennium B.C. through-
out Greater Mesopotamia. They have attracted a great deal of scholarly attention, and have
been addressed from different angles, especially from archaeozoological and philological per-
spectives.

Looking more closely at the topic, there is good reason to investigate the subject
again: sophisticated as the debate on species and status of the equid burials from
archaeozoological and philological perspectives has been, this makes quite a contrast to their
rather simplistic interpretations provided by archaeologists as markers of high status, prestige
and wealth without much further differentiation. That such an interpretation might be too sim-
ple is evident from texts such as the «Death of Umammu» or a document from Adab comment-
ing on funeral preparations for a certain Billala and his wife, in some contexts equids show up
in the burials as part of a lager symbolic package, including presents to the gods of the
netherworld. A clear distinction of such presents is difficult but should be attempted by doing
a detailed spatial analysis of the burial.

First, evidence on third millennium B.C. equid burials in Greater Mesopotamia will
be presented, including new data of rather varied significance from various excavations in
Syria, and an analysis of the available material considering the structure and context of the
burials as well as their spatial distribution is attempted. From this, it will become apparent that
equid burials do not represent just one single group of grave monuments of high status perso-
nae, but that different burial groups and thus different motivations for the equid burials can be
distinguished. Albeit one group of men in lavishly furnished tombs is indeed associated with
weapons and might thus be interpreted as warriors, other high status tombs including men and
women use equid parts probably for different reasons. The combination of equid, dog and
human burial is yet another group that might hint at personal (emotional?) relations between
the deceased and the animals accompanying. Other, complete equid carcasses occur in asso-
ciation with temples or temple related features and do thus open wide space for further inter-
pretation of the role of equids in cultic contexts.

In order to distinguish the cognitive constellations behind the perception of equids in
the burial contexts, pictorial evidence is then systematically grouped. On sumerian artwork,
equids are shown mainly in military contexts, pulling chariots equipped for warfare or chariots
returning home from a glorious victory. The war chariot in itself is a significant marker of
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social class as is evident from votive plagues showing equids pulling chariots but lead by
servants, while the main character is displayed in a symposium scene. In is indeed well possi-
ble that burials including pairs of draft animals and weapons do thus represent a specific
military functionary.

Much less abundant is the depiction of equids pulling chariots in civil scenes. Some hunting
scenes can be distinguished from ED seal impressions, but out of this small group, an even
smaller group is distinguished that shows the equid-pulled chariot with its human hero en-
gaged in animal combat scenes, thus once again gaining a mythical quality. Interestingly, equids
never star on the animal side of the animal combat scenes and are never shown as mythical
characters by themselves, as far as we known from the ED iconographic record.

However, people of northern Mesopotamia might have an altogether different attitude towards
equids. E.g., a recently found seal from Tell Mozan displays an equid jumping towards a
seated god, so far the only 3rd millennium illustration of such an animal in context with a
divine being. Singular as the find is, it might be a hint at a different cognitive concept applied
to equids in this part of Mesopotamia. This coincides with donkey sacrifices in nearby Tell
Brak, a phenomenon not yet encountered in the south so far. Also, it might not be a coinci-
dence either that most equid burials from the north do not simply fit the «warrior burial»
scheme, and it should thus be considered that those might carry an altogether different mean-
ing. Finally, such a different attitude towards equids in northern Mesopotamia, heartland of the
later human kingdom, gains even more significance.

A. YE. SIMONYAN (ARMENIA)

HORSES, HORSE BREEDING, CHARIOTS AND RIDERS IN ANCIENT
ARMENIA

In the layers of the New Stone Age settlements in Ararat valley (V-1V millenniums
B.C.) there have been found bones of horses with vivid signs of domestication. Horse bones
were found in a series of monuments of Early Bronze Age in the Armenian Highland (middle
of the IV-111 millenniums B.C.) as well. According to the amount of the revealed bones horses
were the third among other domestic animals, and according to the ontological data they were
used for riding. The first riders were the shepherds and horse-herds, spies and messengers.
The wide use of a riding horse can give an explanation to the phenomenon of the spreading of
the Shengavit culture over a territory of about one million esq., and the exclusive identity of
stereo tops and artifacts within a whole millennium in the monuments of the same culture
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spread on the area of hundreds and sometimes thousands of kilometres. Riding made it possi-
ble to have a safe communication between the centre of Shengavit culture and its outlaying
districts and prevented them from assimilating with local environment. The first statuettes of
horses made of terracotta and stone also belong to the Early Bronze Age. The stone statuette-
amulet with two rings of its back from Shengavit also proves the cult of the horse.

In the Middle Bronze Age (23-16 cc. B.C.) anew tenor of life establishes in Armenia,
in which distant pastures dominate. Horse bones as well as the first samples of wooden car-
riages with massive wooden wheels in the Middle Bronze Age are found in burial complexes.

In the monuments of Late Bronze and Early Iron Ages in Armenia (15-9 cc. B.C.)
horse devices such as different badges, buttons, bells and bits are widely represented. Images
of horses and chariots were made on bronze belts, on rocks, on relieves of the cromlech stones.
Horse burials, two-and-four-wheeled wooden carts and chariots, their bronze models, bronze
statuettes in the graves prove the special status of the horse both as a cult animal and as a riding
means.

The given data show the unique role of the Armenian Highland in the process of
domestication of the horse and horse breeding, where the best horses of the ancient world were
bred both for riding and for harness in military chariots.

V.M.MASSON (RUSSIA)

ASIAN ANCIENT RIDERS WITHIN THE CONTEXT OF WORLDWIDE
HISTORY

In the aspect of worldwide history and culture the contribution of Eurasia zone is
concluded in forming a special way of living as a stable standard complex and a model in
peoples living and cultural standards, ideology, mentality and social psychology. This was a
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stable layer of cultural heritage, conserved fundamental importance of all ethnic groups, in
spite of existing changes of linguistic guiding lines. Cardinal line in this development was
confirmed in the 1/3 of the 1000 B.C. with the broad usage of horses. Due to its cultural and
social importance let socially compare this transition with the so-called urban revolution,
generation the basis of first civilization settled oasises. The direct heirs through Parthian State
the strong speed horses - Akhal-Teke ones - have been bred that time. This fact has influenced
on all aspects of day-to-day activities, on ideology, psychology and dichotomy “horse-rider”
became the starting molecule of all ancient nomadic societies with natural, spatial and ethnical
variants. This phenomenon was interpreted as the image of Centaur in Hellas. The sound
equality of women, which could not be shook by Islamic doctrine gravitated to fundamental-
ism in the societies with strong cultural traditions, was confirmed. In military business to-
gether with slightly armed riders-archers there have been appeared hard cavalry, where riders
were supplied with defence equipment. Riders militarization according to genetic-tribal tradi-
tions with the development of professional fighting squards started evolving to the elements of
regular army and Hunna was the bright example of it. Dynamism, peculiar to the natural sur-
rounding of many people from steppe zone - as an adaptive factor, was joined with new society
organization and inner cement power of dichotomy “horse-rider”. Among other ancient no-
madic actions in the history of society, the primary and important one there was the movement
of nomadic tribes to the south of Middle Asia with their political leading in Parthia and Bactria.

The joining of settled civilization with nomadic one, full of free life promotes in
formation of two world powers of ancient east - parthia and kushan state. This “parthiano-
kushan model” was still in progress in spite of some catastrophic event like mongolian inva-
sion.

The role of horse is widely known and studied in economic life and military art of the
peoples of Middle Asia. However, its meaning in political culture of the given region is re-
searched insufficiently. As it seems, the horse had been the inalienable attribute of traditional
power, the sign of prestige and authority in management system. For example, the Bukhara
Emirate of 19lh- the beginning of 20iicentury, where executive power belonged to emir,
should be considered. The state consisted of districts headed by beks/khakims appointed by
high governor. The districts divided into regions (amlokdors), the heads of which were ap-
pointed by beks and submitted to him.

THE HORSE-BREEDING IN POKROV’S CULTURE OF AMUR’S REGION

The role of horse in the human’s history is immense. The intensive horse-breeding
was not adopted to the natural conditions of Amur’s region and Manchjuri (Taygas’zone). But
ancient chronicles and archaelogical data witness about horse’s taming in the very old time
and about developed horse-breeding. The horse was used to ride, and for mover and also
horse’s flesh was good for eating (excavation of children’s graves in Ludannic Sopka in korsak
and Tray’s and other graves, and also rubbish pit on Shukino).

Hunters who led a nomad’s life, had difficulties in storing up hay to the winter, and
that is why they began to give berries, bushes and raw meat to their horses. But farmers and
stock-breeders prepared hay for the winter; archaeological foundations witness it for us (piece
of cast iron boiler with signs ofgrass on it from living peace of Shukino) and many instruments
for cutting hay near the Amur’s regions.

Necessity of future studying question about stock breeding in winter time.

H. YUSUPOV (TURKMENISTAN)

THE ROLE OF HORSE IN CATTLE-BREEDING IN TURKMENISTAN

VI-V c. B.C. - probably the time of horse domestication in Turkmenistan. It is possi-
ble to assume considerable percentage of horses on Uzboi at the end of Il and at the beginning
of the 1st c. B.C. Findings of horse hoofs, jaws in Temple-Sactuary of Ichyanly-Depe on
Uzboi. Sublingual bones on Garawul-Depe of the large Balhan and ancient written sources are
evidence of horse-breeding in the North-Western Part of Turkmenistan. In particular, Gerodot
(Vc. B.C)), referring to data the middle of the VI c. B.C., describing armament and munitions
of Massaget Cavalry. Gerodot also pointed out to the fact that massagets, living in the East to
Caspiy, had worshipped to Sun and sacrificed horses for it.
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The following archaeological excavations are of great interest: jug debris with hands
in a form of horse figures (Sactuary of Ichyanly-Depe), horse and rider on flasks from burials
of Shahsenemgyz -3 and bronze horse statue from Sactuary of Garawul-Depe.

The important role of a horse in moving as well as in military actions of ancient
people in Turkmenistan is proved by Tolibiy (208-127y. B.C.) and, Kvinta Rufa (Ic. A.D.)
data. From ancient Middle Age horse was poetised in Turkmen destans and verses. And nowa-

days horse is one of the state symbols on National Emblem and Flag of Independent and
Neutral Turkmenistan.

Y.S.KHUDYAKOVA (RUSSIA)
THE BRIDLE RECONSTRUCTION OF WESTERN AND EASTERN TURKS

The different bridles forms and set of metal decorations in eastern and western re-
gions of Turks are the evidence of different riddle constructions, their usage and development,
the bridles fixing ways and modification of metal decorations.

Firm bridle construction and smooth plaque with figured borders were typical for the
First Turk period. The bridle construction with embrasures and knots, the smooth, round and
spherical plaques have been spread up in the ruling period of Western Turks in Tien-Shan. The
same decorations were excavated within ancient Turk monuments in Tuva dated the ruling
period of the Second Western Turks. Skewness in forming and difference decoration sets were
typical mostly for Western Turks. After the ruling period of the Second Western Turks (the
middle of 8 c.), an ancient Turk culture did not stop its existence and it has suffered a great
influence of Uigur and Kyrgyz cultures. Probably, under their influence, harness decorations
with canonical religious symbolism in figuration got their spreading among Turks in Minusinsk
basin.

Horse decoration of ancient Turks suffered several stages in its development during
the early Middle Age and it has been served as an example of borrowing from other ethnic
groups, which were under Turk influence for many years.

V. TYUNIBEKYAN (TURKMENISTAN)

A HORSE AND A HORSEMAN (ACCORDING TO THE MATERIALS OF NU-
MISMATIC MONUMENTS OF TURKMENISTAN)

The symbolic signs of bank notes in the whole world and for all times reflect the most
considerable spiritual and political values of the state, its ideal essence. Typically those were
coins issued in the ancient times on the territory of Turkmenistan with the image of horse and
horseman, as a symbol of integral unit of the man and his faithful, reliable friend - a horse.
Firstly the image of the horse appeared on coins in the II-11l centuries B.C. in the state of
selewkids and Greek-Backtries. Turkmenistan is the motherland of one of the powerful an-
cient Parthian states. In spite of that the images on Parthian coins were not changed nearly
during all the century-old history of the state, reflecting the official ideology of Arshakids on
the coin of the tsar Orod I (57-37 y.y. B. C.) the image of the horse which was the image of the
perpetuation in the memory about the great victory over the Roman people. In the 1-st century
A. D. On the territory of Turkmenistan the Kushan tsarism was bom and turned into a giant
empire quickly, on the coins of this empire the tsar possessing the title of “Saviour”, sitting on
the horse which was going to the parade. Inthe epoch of the developed Middle Ages in the XTI
and at the beginning of XIII centuries the Turkmen Khorezm state achieved its highest pros-
perity and here we see the whole series of images on the coins, connected with the horse and
the horseman. Here the horseman is not deity and crowned governor but a warrior.

HORSEMEN OF KOCHKOR VALLEY

In 1998, during the archaeological works a whole complex of the old Turkic runic
inscriptions, tamgic signs and petroglyphs, which were cut on the large stone was found in
Kochkor Valley. The most interesting object from this complex is a picture of horseman, who
was sitting on horseback and holding a bird, in which we probably can recognize a peacock, in
his right stretched hand.

Iconography of this picture, especially detailed of harness and appearance of the
bird, finds analogies with China on the one hand and with monuments of Sogday art of Penjikent
on the other had. The picture of horseman is accompanied with runic inscriptions, the deci-
phering of which let us get new vision of Army - political significance of Kochkor Valley in
Turgesh period.

A large series (more than 20 specimens) of accidental finds of iron tips for arrows,
which belong to the number of Turkic wares and can be connected with different cultures
including the culture of Kirghizs living at Yenisei River, descends from the south-west terri-
tory of Krasnoyarsk area (a region of Nazarov hollow). Numerous cases of their revelation in
grave complexes together with the wares of horse harness at the other territories of South
Syberia testify that bow and arrows with the iron tips were the parts of arms for warrior-rider.

Objects, belonging to the arms at Turkic period of time, which were found in the
bounds of Nazarov hollow, let us suppose that armed riders - Turks left there the signs of their

(982-1227)

The horse-breeding in Tangut State was a traditional sort of economic activities, horses
were the main point of export into China. The horse-breeding was governed by stat structures,
Tangut laws adjusted the work of horse industry. The shock troops of the Tangut’s horse (cav-
alry) were so-called “Iron Hawks” - cavalry corps delight, consisting of professional warriors,
who fought on high pedigree horses. The relationships between man and horse were reflected
in Tangut folk-lore.

HORSE MUNITION AND NOMADIC MIGRATION

In excavations of Pazyryk burial mounds there was discovered the way to put leathered
covers on horse tails. Felted carpet from Pazyryk, belts from Siberian Collection of Great
Peter-1, Chinese ceramic and bronze sculptures of Tsin and Hansk centuries, coins of Indo-
saxes and Kushan governors, wall paintings in Dalvalzintepe, gold buckle from Saksonohur,
bone plates from Tahti-Sangin and Orlat burial grounds, paintings and rulings from Dura-
Evropos, paintings and epitaphs from Bospor, all these materials have reflected this tradition.
This tradition of uechjiy - sax etymology, assists in following the migration way of these
ethnical groups, directions and zones of the closest ties and influence on other nations.

V.KOVALEVSKAYA (RUSSIA)

THE FAMOUS AHALTEKE HORSES IN ANTIQUITY

The history of the Akhal-Teke on the broad plains of Eurasia, which is inextricably
linked with the history of mankind, is just one section of a larger painting and we must take
survey the broad canvas if we want to see the whole picture - the Akhal-Teke, the Turkmen and
the Nesaean horse, “the Blood sweating” Central Asian horse in China and the “Oriental”
horses in Greece, the Alan horse in Rome and Western Europe and the Central Asian Argamak
among those people who have combined effort and zoo-technical knowledge to produce and
train this “Supernatural” horse.

Ifwe are going to attempt a professional study of the origins of the Akhal-Teke horses
by digging out there history from the debts of the centuries, we should make an appraisal of the
specific nature of material we will be handling. The following information is available with
regard to the characteristics of the present day Akhal-Teke stud horses.

On the basis of a metrical analysis of the characteristics of a constitutional type we
get an idea of the use of the horse in the life of the people we are studying - either for riding, as
adraught animal under the yoke or for the quality of its meat.

We analyse the extensive iconographical material. Our initial notions of the horse
start to come to life once we can describe its appearance, colour, height, gait, style of move-
ment and quality with more certainty. All these different types of sources should be the focus
of aspecial investigation and comparison by professionals trying to discover the history of the
horse, which we call the Ahalteke.

HORSES AND RIDERS IN AVESTA

Travellers, who visited Turkmenistan in the middle of X1X and the beginning of XX
c., have marked the unusual whiteness of Turkmen horses. Preference to white horses, which
were belonged to Zoroastrism ones in ancient time, remind us White horses of Avesta and
Rigveda, and not only people but divinities, have been proud of them. Probably, the singling
out of horses from other domestic animals is connected with the formation of three main
classes in Iran society - priests, soldiers and farmers, which was fixed in Young Avesta. With
the formation such class as soldiers horse and chariot have become its essential attributes. In
Yashts, Avesta hymns and its priest Code Videvdata we come across the following domestic
animals, mentioned according to their importance: horse, camel, cow, donkey, sheep. In
Videvdata due to the coast of each animal there are different kind of agreements, and a horse
is the most valuable guarantee of a bargain. The name of a horse (aspa) is fixed in Avesta and
ancient Persian Proper Names and Toponymies. The following Gods mentioned in Young
Avesta are ruled by heavenly chariots: Mithra, Ardvisura Anahita, Spaosha Usha, Apam Napat
and the God of Sun. At the same time, the horse serves as a symbol of avatar and demon in
Avesta.

The preference was given to white horses because, according to Zoroastrism religion
white colour symbolizes clearness and regulation o world harmony. Ancient Iranians also
knew other colours of horses such as - dun, sorrel, dark sorrel and black, all of them are
mentioned in Avesta. Ancient Iranians also new different kinds of movement on horses. The
settled lranians differs from nomadic ones by possessing chariots, riding was also well-known
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between them, in other words, the world of horse and rider mentioned in Avesta in all its glory,
presents the reader Asian steppe, where world-wide horse-riding has been started.

THE IMPORTANCE OF THE HORSE
IN ANCIENT IRANIAN PROPER NAMES

The Indo-Europeans are generally believed to have been the earliest people to
domesticate the horse and to use it for drawing war chariots. All present evidence suggests
that the Scythians - leading a nomadic form of life in the northern part of the Black Sea in
the first half of the first millennium BC - were the earliest Iranian people whose army
included very strong cavalry units.

The Scything and the other Iranian peoples who emerged to the east of them (e.g. the
Sarmatians, Alans, Medes, Persians, etc.) celebrated the horse in their art, literature and reli-
gion. The honoured position of the horse and its importance in the life of the ancient Iranian
peoples is underlined by the fact that many notable Iranians bore names compounded with the
word “aspa”- the common Iranian word for horse, derived from Indo-European “ekwo”. Such
names can be found in different sources, such as:

a) Assyrian cuneiform tablets of the 9thand 8thcenturies BC, e.g. Kustaspi, from Old
Iranian Vistaspa - “having ready horses”;

b) Old Persian cuneiform inscriptions of the Achaemenid period, e.g. Aspacanah -
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“delighting in horses”;

c) Elamite tablets of the Achaemenid period, e. g. [Hw], ad-as-ba, from OIld Iranian
“Hadaspa”- “equipped with horses”;

d) Greek literary sources and Greek inscriptions from the Pontic area, e.g. Aspourgos,
from OId Iranian “Aspaugra” - “having strong horses”;

e) The Avesta, e. g. K 'r 'saspa - “having learn horses”;

f) Middle Persian literature, e.g. Aspwarzwar - “possessing miraculous power through
horses”.

Some of the Iranian names thus made were even adopted by non-lranian speaking
peoples. Forexample, Asparuh, which was the name of the sublime Khan of the proto-Bulgars
and the founder of the medieval Bulgarian state, is derived from Old Iranian “Asparauka” -
“having shining horses”.

DOMESTICATION OF HORSE IN THE SOUTH TURKMENISTAN: NEW
PALAEOZOOLOGICAL AND ANTHROPOLOGICAL FACTS

The most ancient domesticated horse in Central Asia was discovered in Turkmenistan,
in spring 2000 during the excavations of the necropolis Gonur on the territory of the ancient
delta of the Morgan River. Bones of domesticated horses were discovered also in some other
Margian settlements, e.g. in Kelleli and taip where they are dated by not later than the turn of
the 3rd-2nd millennium B.C. and are possibly contemporary. Domesticated horses appear and
spread in southern Turkmenistan as is evidenced by the skeleton remains of a horse registered
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in Tekkcm Depe. Another graphic evidence is the terracotta head of a horse excavated in the
upper layer of Altyn Depe at Meana. Such terracotta models of chariots were discovered on
the surface of the Namazga Depe settlement at Kaahka where they depict light two-wheel
chariots with clearly modeled spokes (B.Kuftin).

Horse-breeding appears in Turkmenistan a few centuries before the very first appear-
ance of the Andronovo culture tribes which fact stands in contradiction to the premise about
the direct connected of cattle-breeders with the population of the sedentary agrarian oases.
Horse-breeding in Turkmenistan is over four thousand years old and has no direct connection
to the development of horse-breeding among the Andronovo tribes. The fact that the horse
head figurine from Altyn Depe depicts a thoroughbred animal can be pointing to the very early
selection experiments with these animals which could the beginning of the intricate process of
breeding the famous Akhal-Teke horse.

The article is devoted to the cult of horse in Eurasian archaeology from the late
Paleolithic period. The author shows traditions and consistency in the cult of the horse from
the time of its appearance till the IV—HI millennium BC. Samples from the Dereivka monu-
ment (Ukraine), Batai (Kazakhstan) are shown in the article also. The cult of horse inheres for
all steppe cultures of Eurasia in eneolith and bronze period. The brightest example is the
shown burial ground Sintashta dated with the first half of Il millennium BC. The influence of
Syntactic culture was spread to a vast territory. That was the basis for development ofsrubnaya
and andronovskaya cultures. These traditions appeared in Scythian epoch. Example is Ardjan
burial mound VIII-VII BC in Tuva.

The horse and horseman were the basis of the society in ancient societies of Central
Asia: Parphia, Bactria and Horezm. Those traditions were followed till the period of Islam.

A great importance was given to the use of horses by new Islamic states. Arabic race-
horses preferences which were the offsprings of Akhal were given.

There is the belief in Islamic religion corrected with horses. Horses were buried as
people. “Braveyard of horse” where the horse of Sultan of Ottoman Osman II’s horse was

buried is widely famous. Some sources testify, that people bring their horses to this brave yard
to cure.

A HORSE IN TRADITIONAL CULTURE OF SYBERIA’S PEOPLES

Numerous peoples have been living on the territory of Syberia since ancient times.
Horse-breeding occupies the important place in their culture.

Since ancient times, in the period of Scythians (VII1-111c.B.C.) in the Altai tsarist and
common warriors have been buried together with their favourite horses.

A special attitude for a horse has been inculcated in the Turkic peoples of Southern
Syberia including the Tuva people since early childhood.

Cattle-breeding in the Pre-Sayan region came into being in IlI-l11 c.c. B.C. In XVl c.
horses, sheep, cattle and camels were bred widely here.

The Yakuts’spread into the northern lands was along process on a new land. Adapt-
ing to natural and climatic conditions, the Yakuts managed to preserve their culture of horse-
and-cattle-breeding.

A horse occupies a significant place in the economic activities as well as in spiritual
life of stock-raising population of Syberia even today.

L. FIROUZ ( IRAN)
ORIGINS OF THE ORIENTAL HORSE

In 1965, Louise Firouz discovers a miniature horse on the shores of the Caspian Sea
in northern Iran which was named the Caspian after its provenance. This discovery prompts an
intensive search into origins of the Oriental horse. With the help of a grant from Mrs. Mary
Littauer in the United States and the support of Dr. David Stronach, Director of the British
Institute for Persian Studies in Tehran, a study of the faunal remains from BIPS sites was
initiated. Dr. Sandor Bokonyi, a noted archaeozoologist from Budapest was invited to lead the
study.

Dr. Bokonyi’s conclusions were that: a miniature horse was native to pre-historic
Iran; that the Caspian (100 cent, tall), Turkoman (150 and above) and Scythian (140) horse
had existed in the wild state in Central Asia (Touran) and that a tall (over 150 centimetres)
horse had been introduced by at least 2000 BC to Iran and that selective breeding by the
Medes in the Zagros mountains had produced a Arabian, Kurd, Bedouin etc.) were mixtures of
the above first developed at least 4000 years ago.

Research was continued with Dr. Cothran, University of Kentucky, on the genetics of
the Oriental horse and tracing the continuity of the three primary Oriental breeds (Caspian,
Turkoman, Scythian) down to the present day. Genetic and archaeozoological results reach
uniform and consistent conclusions; the foundation strains of the Oriental horse are the Cas-
pian, Turkonian and Scythian and the ‘Arab’ is a mixture of the three. Louise Firouz lives with
the Turkomans, takes treks of riders into the mountains and steppes on the ancient Turkoman
horse, and with agrant from the Sofie Trust and Rare Beed Int’l continues the research into and
preservation of the Turkoman horse in Iran.
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CHRONOLOGY OFTHE ORIENTAL HORSE
Prehistoric 3 types of wild horse existed in the area known as Touran in SW Central
Asia; the Caspian (range from the Kopet Dag, through the mountains of Iran, the Alborz and
Zagros ranges), the Turkoman (range from Caspian Sea through Kazakhstan), the Scythian
(range from Caspian Sea to Siberia).

4000 BC FIRST DOMESTICATION OF HORSE IN ASIA, IRAN, EASTERN EUROPE.
USE OF CASPIAN BY ELAMITES.

2000 BC Eastern horses (Turkoman/Touranian) have reached the Alps. Some specimens up to
150 Indo-Europeans reach Iran with their horses.
Medes selectively breeded from 2 different types of horses (Caspian and Turkoman)
in the Zagros. Arab type developed.

1800 BC Buhen horse from Central Asia found in Egipt.

648 BC Olympic Games based on eastern horses started in Greece. Pure Turkoman type de-
picted on amphoras and carvings.

500 BC Pazyryck burials. Turkoman type and Scythian entombed in ice. Altai mountains.

336 BC Alexander the Great comes to power. Philip of Macedon had already imported large
guantities of Turkomans from SW Central Asia and Bucephalus said to be Turkoman
horse - Han dynasty; Turkoman horses taken to China.

700 AD Arab conquest of Persia - first Arab use of horse and horses taken in quantity to
conquered Arab lands in the Middle East.

Over 80years agoTurkmen tribes began moving from Turkmenistan (Ahal, Mary, Balkan...) into
the Jargalan region of north KHORASAN in Iran.

They brought their “Oy”’s, their horses and their traditions, folk, art and mythological issues.

Today that still continue living in the old way. Although Oys have been traded for stone
and brick houses, they raise their horses on the open race at weddings and circumcision cer-
emonies and keep their stallions tied out with the traditional seven felts.

The result is a fine, strong horses with plenty of bone and endurance - the result of 500
years of pure breeding.

Tribes: Teke, Goklen, Nokhorli, Gerkez.

They are now holding traditional horse racing, long distance, short distance and Aillaw
till to 10 km rapidly.

D.QINGBO (CHINA)
THE HORSE IN QIN HISTORY

The domestication of the Horse in Qin History, throughout China’s long and storied
past, no nationality like people of the Qin was noted for their skill with horses. The prosperity
and decade of Qin nationality was closely related to the horse domestication. We are not sure
what kind of contribution the domestic horse devoted to people of the Qin and how much it
was involved in. But the horse has been a central figure in the creation and survival of the
culture in Middle Kingdom, and then it proceeded to become the mainstream of Chinese cul-
ture.

Horse administration of Qin Empire.

Horse raising was highly developed during the Qin Dynasty. There were three organisations
for horse management in court and the Central Government, border area and counties. The
organizations at different levels were all very strict with the persons who were in charge of Qin
Empire’s horse administration. The horse trainers were slaves or indentured servants. There
are two methods of horse raising. There are different examination standards and means of
reward and penalties for indentured horses and military horses. There have fixed Institutions
for supplying the feed and marking the horses. There is a problem for people of the Qin to
castrate for male horses and to eliminate the lice on the bodies of horses then.

The unearthed Horse and Horse Harness.

A large quantity of horses and horse harnesses has been found within the area of
Emperor Qin’s mausoleum. Itis evidenced that people were adopt in harnessing the power of
the horse during the Qin era. The discovery of the spectacular bronze chariots and horse re-
flected the most advanced technology in the orient 2,200 years ago. Lots of pottery horses
have been unearthed from the terracotta pits, which can be divided into two types: the chariot
horses and the cavalry horses. All chariot horses were castrated, only some of the cavalry
horses were castrated. Many remains of the real horses have been found in the stable pits of
Emperor Qin’s mausoleum. Investigations showed that the horses had been buried alive as
sacrifices.

The Training of the Cavalrymen and Charioteers.

In Chinese history, the famous horse physiognomists and the noted work - The Book
of Horses were mainly from the Qin Dynasty. The skill of horse raising was outstanding and it
provided the countless well-trained cavalry horses. The cavalry was a new element of warfare
during this period and became acomplement to the infantry and the archers, having an entirely
different capability on the field of battle. There were very strict requirements selecting the
cavalrymen. The costume and weapons of the cavalrymen had been standardized. So far we
have not found any stirrups for mounting the horse. Selecting and training charioteers was
also very strict. Being the commander of the chariot the charioteer was equipped spectacularly.

Horses were tamed in the IV c. A.D. on the territories of Southern Turkmenistan. The
excavated horse bones have been compared with the size of Modem Akhal-Teke’s bones.
Sculptured figures of horse found in Namazgadepe are the evidence of their great role in
people’s life.

V.R.GRIGORIAN (ARMENIA)

HORSE BREEDING, MEDICAL CENTRES AND HANBOOKS ON HORSE
BREEDING IN MEDIEVAL ARMENIA

Horse breeding was one of the highly developed fields ofeconomy in Armenia since
ancient times. According to Greek author Xenephontus (5c. B.C.) horses were bred in Arme-
nia for the Persian kings. One third of the army of the Armenian king Tigtan 2nd (95-55 B.C.)
which counted 100,000 soldiers was the cavalry. During the reign of the Armenian Arshakids
(I-5cc.A.D.) the number of cavalry men was more than 10,000.

Horse breeding was well developed also in the Armenian kingdom of Cilicia (11-14
cc. A.D). Horses were irreplaceable in agriculture, trade and for military purposes. Horses
were sold on markets and exported to foreign countries in great quantities.

Handbooks and medical centres were needed for proper care, reproduction and treat-
ment of horses. In the 13th century into Armenian was translated the work “On nature and
breed of horses, mares, asses and foals, as well as advice and treatment...” To specialists’
opinion this is taken from the 16th chapter of the Greek book “Geoponics” (10c. A.D.).

In 1296-1298 by order of the Armenian king Sumbat the 3rd into Armenian from
Arabic was translated the book of physician Pharaj “A guide for treatment of horses and other
animals of burden”, dated to the 13th century A.D. In the 1788 the Armenian version was
translated into Georgian. This book reflects the century old experience in horse breeding.
This book was kept in Tavriz (Iran) for a long time but now it is in Los Angeles. We got the
copy of the book in Armenia and one of the scientists of Matenadaran B.L. Chukasizyan (now
deceased) published it.

Many Armenian handbooks on horse breeding reached our days which were written
in 1695 and in the beginning of the 18th century. They comprise detailed information on care,
breeding, diagnostic and treatment of sick horses. Almost all guides for treatment are written
not in grabber (old literary Armenian) but in everyday speech.

THE TURKMEN HORSE TROUGH AGES

Ahal-Teke Horse - Argamak. The horse sweating with blood. Heavenly Horse. The
golden horse of Parthia...The horse of Nissa. Each of these names has been exciting for more
than two thousand years. What is this? Is it the historians’ errors or the breaking of Chronol-
ogy? What is the answer?

The Parthians succeeded in perfecting the Fate’s gift more than two thousand years
ago. The gift was the excellent horses that defeated the invisible Roman troops at that time.
The Turkmen ancestors, who had owned the best world horse since the Oguz Khan times,
turned this breed into the breed able to make better and create new breeds. That a best horse
was valued to be twice as expensive than the Nubidy and Arabic breeds and all the wealthiest
citizen in Rome honored to ride them.

Is it the breed or just a huge number of horses? It is certainly a breed, because a
thousand years later, today’s Ahal-Teke horses the exact replica of the horses’ remind found in
the burials and excavations of ruins at Altyndepe, Gonurdepe, in the Altay(Pazaryk), Kellelia
and Tayim, Tekkem-Depe, on frescos, rock carving pictures and sculpture.

At present will contain views on the development of the world saddle-horses breed-
ing, in light of the interaction the three thoroughbred breeds, the significant past played by the
Turkmen horse, and its brilliant representative - Ahal-Teke horse - in developing all the
cultivated horse breeds.

In itself, the ancient variety of the Eastern saddle-horse, portrayed in the ancient
cultural record shows, that it had emerged from the Turkmen territory.

SOME QUESTIONS ABOUT THE HORSE DOMESTICATION
AND DEVELOPMENT OF HARNESS AND HORSE RIDDING

On the early stage of cattle-breeding firstly were domesticated small horned cattle.
Horse domestication appears later. Large herds of wild hoofed animals were spread in Central
Asia. Hunters began to rear them; the gradual transition on horse domestication began. The
territory of Turkmenistan partly becomes a zone of Eurasian steppes where ox and camels
harness were spread early than chariots and carts were used. But it is really difficult to indicate
the exact time of horse saddle. But riding is possible even without a bridle and bit. Horse
breeding of some steppe cultures tie together with the necessity of horse herders. The earlier
information about horse riding in Central Asia dates the first half of Il millennium.

SADDLE IN ARIDER EQUIPMENT ON BOSPORA
IN THE FIRST CENTURIES A.D.

At the beginning of the first centuries A.D. under the influence of neighbouring no-
madic tribes there has been considerable changes in the Bospor cavalry munition. In particu-
lar, there have been appeared hard pikes, long cutting swords, bows (“Hun type”) in the
armour - clad cavalry, all of them were formed in Volga and Middle Asia region. The saddle
construction to provide “deeper” seating has been in progress. Different saddle types were
examined: saddle with front ledge with distinct branch piece (the end of the Istc. B.C.), saddle
with vertical front and back ledge and slightly prominent pillow (the beginning of the Ic.
A.D.), saddle with so-called “horn-shaped” ledge (lie. A.D.). Starting with the second part of
the 1st A.D. a “deep seating” saddle with a massive front part, with round ending and bent
ledge defending the lower part of a rider. From behind the saddle was equipped with vertical
ledges. At the same time, the simple saddles in the form of bent pillow with round ledge as it
was drawn on silver vessel from Kosika of Old Nisa. Low soft saddles were characteristic
features of light cavalry. Saddles of different types were fixed by suprasternal belts, cruppers
andcircingles. The construction ofsaddles in Bospora has been developed under the influence
of different cultures, especially under the influence of nomadic tribes.

THE HORSE OF SARMATS AND ALANS AS ANTIQUE SOURCES PROVIDED

The Sarmats continued the Scythian tradition in breeding the typical steppe horses,
well adapted for raids including winter raids. Such horses obtained feed for themselves under
snow. These horses were destined not so much for fast as for long-distance races that were
necessary in long-distance raids. The Sarmats as well as other nomads preferred geldings for
horse-back riding. After all, their horses being in drove of horses in pastures were more proud
and disobedient steeds, than the animals of the Romans kept in stables. That’s why the monads
gelded them. The Sarmats’skills of horse-breeding in the late antiquity made great influence
on the development of the Roman typology itself.

INFORMATION ABOUT HORSE-BREEDING IN THE NORTH-EASTERN PE-
RIPHERY OF THE FIRST BULGARIAN KINGDOM

At the end of VII c. Budjack steppe, located in the interfluves of Dniester and the
delta of Danube, was an area of significant historical events preceding the formation of a new
European state - Danube Bulgaria in the time of Asparukh khan. It is here that the place
“Onglos” can be localized according to the data of archaeology and written sources. In VIII c.
This territory was controlled by pro-Bulgarians who had nomadic way of life then. In IX-X
c.c. the system of fixed-site settlements took shape and developed in this north-eastern prov-
ince of the country (137 were discovered).

The discovery of the bronze amulet in the form of a rider’s statue with a bow in his
right hand on the north-eastern bank of the lake Yalpug near the city Bolgrad can be referred to
the nomadic period.

The materials from settlements are of great interest too. According to a faunistic
definitions a horse is present on all studied monuments making up nearly 5-15% compared
with the other kinds of domestic animals. This testifies to their limited use in food ration
because of its special features to be used. The most remarkable discoveries referred to horse
riding are represented by the fragments of iron bits and snaffle bit, bronze vorvorka from the
settlement Bogatoye | (south-eastern bank of the lake Katlabuh), by three iron horseshoes
from the settlement Etulia VI (north-eastern bank of the lake Kagul).

MBAYYA-KADIUVEO ARE HORSE
INDIANS OF SOUTHERN AMERICA

Horse Indians of Southern America are a rather large group of tribes. Their economy
and culture have been considerably changed since a horse became one of the most important
parts in various spheres of their activities. One can evaluate how important and multisided
such transformations might e on the example of the economy and culture of Mbayya Indians.
Mbayya Indians got acquainted with a horse by the mid of XVII c. A horse became a good
means to increase the mobility of the tribe and enlarged the possibilities of hunters among
roaming hunters and collectors. The principles of training have been acquired from the Span-
iard, but the Indians developed and improved them. Having found a horse and having become
stronger than many of their neighbours, Mbayya, emerged into a special “military group” of
the Indian world. At the end of XIX c. horse lost its place in the economy and culture of the
Mbayya-kadiuveo Indians because of a number of reasons.

HORSES IN TIMOR

The earliest information about small horses at the island of Timor (eastern Indonesia)
date back to the first centuries A.D. Horses were never used there as draught animals. In the
mountains ponies served mostly as pack animals and also for riding. Local harness, even used
by chiefs, was rather primitive. Horses were highly estimated, so horse stealing could provoke
war between the petty kingdoms. Horsemen took part in skirmishes, and the Portuguese after
colonization carried on the tradition. For centuries ponies made a significant component of
Timor export.

THE HORSES IN EARLY MEDIAEVAL
NORTH EUROPEAN CULTURE

Horses were held in high esteem in North European cultures as animals used for riding,
as companions in battle and as objects of the cult. Material from various pre-mediaeval and

mediaeval cultures, i.e. pre-Christian and Christian Germanic and Slavonic cultures, can be
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shown: Merovingian Horseman'’s stone, Homhausen, 7" c.

Viking petroglyphs, ca 1000 AD Norman mounted army at the Battle of Hastings
1066, Bayeux Tapestry Both in the oral folk tradition and in written sources (Icelandic Edda
and saga literature) the horse - like the dragon - plays an important role as a symbol of
divine force, strength and loyalty owed to the horseman.

When the pagan Germanic gods are replaced by Christianity which gradually
advances from Southern and western Europe the horse is partly reinterpreted or adopted into
a new symbolic context: Portals of Norwegian stave churches, 11"1- 13thc. With the Chris-
tian religion new Saint are transferred in the North and with then horses as venerated
animals: St Martin St George

The Three Magi from the Orient Horses are held in high cultic esteem by the
Slavonic tribes on the south coast of the Baltic Sea. When these early feudal tribal confed-
erations are conquered by Christian feudal lords (Henry the Lion, 12lhc., Danish Kingdom,
and others) they are integrated into the Christian sphere of power:

Svatevir - holy place of Arkona, Isle of Ruegen, destroyed in 1168

In Southern Europe, on the other hand, the artistic representation of the horse is
based on Classical ideas and models:

Equestrian statues, e.g. statue of Marcus Aurelius, Rome

In this context the knowledge of Arab-Islamic horse breeding and the contact with
the Eastern mounted peoples are particularly important:

Viking migrations to Spain, the Mediterranean, Byzantium, and Russia

Coin finds (from trade relations)at Haithabu, Ralswiek, Arkona, Birka

Battle of the Lechfeld near Munich, 955

The famous bronze horses on the gallery of S. Mark, Venice, may be shown as an
example of the fusion of Oriental and Christian-European conceptions. Due to its impor-
tance since the High Middle Ages as a working animal in agriculture, forestry and mining
the horse has been represented up to the present day in folk art and heraldry:

North German house gables with crossed horse heads

Swedish wooden Dalama horse. Symbol? Used as a toy today.

WOMEN, HORSES, AND THE HERITAGE
OF THE STEPPE IN TANG PERIOD CHINA
THE HORSE AND THE RIDER: HORSE-BREEDING AND CAVALRY IN
POLITOGENESIS

Imagery of horses as well as sacrificed animals were symbols of empowerment in
elite burials of early Dynastic China. Horses were sacrificed at the death of leaders; they
pulled war vehicles; they acted as a portent of the power of the ruler; they were offered in
tribute exchanges; they pulled funerary chariots of the elite; and were used to draw vehicles of
immortality for the rulers. Throughout their history, the Chinese obtained their most coveted
horses from outside of their own political realm. Emperor Wu-di (c. 140-87 BC) of the West-
ern Han Dynasty, for instance, imported the famous “blood sweating” horses from Ferghana in
the hopes that they would carry him to immortality. These uses, both actual and symbolic,
were a constant reminder to the Chinese of their vulnerability as well as dependency on those
outside their own political sphere who supplied the animals as well as the know how to train
and look after these treasured beasts. In the Tang (618-906 CE), horses were against used for
such purposes, with one interesting addition, as the mount for women. Horses at this time
connoted the foreign or mythical ‘other’ while still signifying power and prestige and, I pro-
pose, a process of civilizing or sinicizing was required to empower each.

RIDERS AND THEIR HORSES - THE EVIDENCE FROM BURIALS
IN CENTRAL EUROPE (C.600 BC TO C. 1000 AD)

The horseman and his horse are only seldom to be associated in the archaeological

record. The only exception are graves where the rider and his horse have been buried together.
Such burials are known in Central Europe from the Pre-Roman Iron Age, the Migration Period
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and early Middle Ages. Many of them have been studied from an archaeological as well as
from as archaeozoological point of view, thus having put forward a large body of data con-
cerning different aspects of the exploitation of horses in warfare, especially in the cavalry of
those times. This paper presents results of the zoological examination on riding-horses from
burials in Central Europe. Data on age distribution, sex ratio, size variability and breeding
patterns as well as pathologies related to their specific use will be discussed for Skythian
horses from the Carpathian Basin, Migration Period horses from Central Germany and NO-
Poland, Avar horses from Hungary and Slovakia, Early Medieval horses from Thuringia and
other parts in Germany and finally for hoses of the Magyar Conquest from Hungary.

G.REGER (USA)
THE HORSE IN WAR AND THE ECONOMY OF THE HELLENISTIC WORLD

Keeping horses was always an important marker of wealth and status in the ancient
Greek world. From the horse burial at Lefkandi in Euboia to the fierce competition between
aristocrats in the horse races of Olympia and elsewhere in the Archaic period, horses signified
money and power. The ability to keep horses symbolized the great rift between the Greek
aristocrats of the Archaic and Classical periods and the rest of the population (see, for exam-
ple, Alkibiades’ self-justification at Thuc. 6.16.1-3 with Leslie Kurke, The Traffic in Praise.
Pindar and the Poetics of Social Economy [Ithaca 1991] 171-172). Popular resentment of
aristocratic privilege was often targeted precisely at this distinction, as appears several times
in the comedies of Aristophanes (e.g., Lys. 562). Perhaps nothing shows so clearly the aristo-
cratic stature of the horse as Askelpios’ cure at Epidauros of a lame man, who dreamed that the
god had him removed from the incubation chamber and laid out before the temple to be tram-
pled by horses yoked to the god’scart (1G 1X12 122.110-116), or the appearance to St. Nikolaos
of Sion in Lykia of an angel on a horse to announce to him the start of the great plague of 541/
2 CE (Vita Nicolai Sionitae 47).

But it was not always entirely as a matter of display that certain members of Greek
elites kept horses. Horses served at least one practical purpose: warfare. Xenophon’s manual
on horses (Peri high pikes) presupposes that his reader’s chief criterion in buying and keeping
a horse was its suitability for war. Xenophon also wrote a handbook aimed specifically at the
commander of the Athenian military forces, the hipparchos. The surviving texts on equine
veterinary medicine were written with military needs in mind; attested horse doctors seem
mainly to come from a military context (Mustafa Hamdi Sayar, EA 29 [1997] 107-110). In
Athens, the city about which we know the most, the cavalry seems to have suffered loss of
prestige after the Thirty Tyrants (whom many members of this group supported), yet the city
continued to provide subsidies for cavalrymen - proof that the Athenians treated their cavalry
seriously. The importance of cavalry comes out elsewhere, as in the strange anecdote about
Eumenes of Kardia, who kept his horses fit for cavalry service while besieged by hanging
them up from ropes and beams and whipping them till they ran up a sweat (Diod. 18.42.3-4;
PluL, Eum. 11.4).

We know something about the cost of keeping military horses at Athens in the third
century BCE thanks to a series of lead tokens found in the Kerameikos and in the Agora and
analyzed most recently by I. G. Spence (The Cavalry of Classical Greece. A Social and Mili-
tary History with Particular Reference to Athens [Oxford 1993] 272-286). Each year the Athe-
nian hipparchos was required to assess the value of the horses of his units (a procedure attested
most interestingly in adecree of 187/6 BCE for an unknown holder of the office; see Christian
Habicht, AM 76 [1961] 127-141 no. 1 [SEG 19 435]). These assessments were probably used
as a basis for calculating the catastasis - a loan made by the Athenian state on the security of
the horse itself to allow a potential cavalryman to buy a mount. In addition, the Athenians
provided a fodder subsidy from at least 410/9 (cf. IG 13 375). The data from these sources
permit a general assessment of the costs of keeping awarhorse in the Hellenistic period. Spence
argues that these costs were considerable, and that people who undertook cavalry service must
have continued to come from the wealthier segments of Athenian society. It is at least as
important to note, however, that though the absolute numbers of cavalry seem to have de-
creased in the Hellenistic period, the Athenians nevertheless considered the upkeep of a cav-
alry force crucial to their security - something expressed only too clearly in the inscription
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cited above for the anonymous hipparchos, who was praised for (among other things) sacrific-
ing for the salvation of the demos. Moreover, the willingness of the demos to subsidize the
expenses associated with keeping a cavalry force is proof enough that cavalry were no mere
showpiece, no mere opportunity for wealthy young men to strut - they served aserious military
function.

John Ma has recently shown the continued importance of war among the Hellenistic
poleis («Fighting Poleis of the Hellenistic World,» in War and Violence in Ancient Greece,
ed. Hans van Wees [London 2000] 337-376). Our anonymous Athenian hipparchos frequently
took his cavalry on manuevers in Attike so that they would know its boundaries and the land;
thatsuch exercises were not merely for show comes outclearly in the struggles with Antigonos
Gonatas during the Chremonidean War (see Christian Habicht, Athens from Alexander to
Antony [Cambridge, Mass.] 142-149). Athenian cavalry also fought the Gauls at Delphi in
279 (1G112 680.12 with G. Nachtergael, Galates 210-235; see also ISE 1.16). Yet though we
know the most — as usual - about Athens, there is plenty of scattered evidence for the continu-
ing role of cavalry in the Hellenistic world generally. In Ptolemaic Egypt a cavalryman whose
archive survives includes lists of equipment for his horse and himself (Katelijn Vandorpe,
«“When a Man Has Found a Horse to his Mind.” On Greek Horsemanship in Ptolemaic Egypt,»
in Akten des 21. Intemationalen Papyrologenkongresses Berlin, eds. B. Kramer et al. [Stutt-
gart-Leipzig 1997] 984-990). When Manlius Vulso was crossing the Tabai plateau in eastern
Kariain 188, a contingent of cavalry from Tabai attacked him, unsuccessfully in the end (Liv.
38.13.11-13 with Ma, p. 339). Two centuries later, the citizens of Tabai honored one of their
own for (among other things) «becoming hipparchos and setting up the cavalry force in diffi-
culttimes,» i.e., surely during a military threat (perhaps the invasion of Labienus? Louis Robert
and Jeanne Robert, La Carie Il. La plateau de Tabai et ses environs [Paris 1954] 102-105 no.
6). The plain of Tabai, one of the largest and flattest in southwestern Asia Minor, afforded
excellent space to raise horses and run a cavalry. But the hipparchos also played an important
role in Hellenistic Lykia (see J. A. O. Larsen, CP [1945] 65), a far less forgiving landscape —
and areminder that horses were useful, and used, on other topography than the great plains. At
Priene we hear of citizen hippotrophoi paid in public service in the struggle against the Gauls;
the Prieneis also paid publicly at least part of the cost of feeding horses, which proves that the
system attested at Athens was not unique to it and indeed was probably a widespread phenom-
enon in the Hellenistic world (IvPriene 17.18-19 and 174.25-26, and see G. Maier,
Mauerbauinschriften no. 70 for Kolophon; cavalry at lulia Gordos: TAM V 700; other exam-
ples at Ma, pp. 344-345). Provisions for pasturage of horses on sacred land are known (e.g.,
SIG3 636 from Delphi, 178 BCE); it is worth asking whether such provisions, on land control-
led by the polis, may not also have served military needs.

It is impossible to say with any confidence how much subsidy the various poleis
afforded their cavalry, but the example of Athens (which I will analyze in more detail in my
paper) makes clear that the sum might be considerable. Thus for any assessment of the role of
the horse in the economy of the poleis we must bear in mind the flow of funds collected from
taxes or liturgies (see Priene) through the hands of cavalry and out into the pockets of horse
breeders and traders, owners of pasturage, sellers of fodder, suppliers of equine equipment,
and manufacturers of cavalry armaments. The value of other public subsidies, like public
pasturage on land owned by polis sanctuaries, must also be taken into account. It is clear that
even if we cannot say how much money was exchanged (or value traded), the amount must
nevertheless have played an important role in the overall economic activity of the poleis.
Moreover, the military role was not the only one that horses served. Horse racing continued to
be a central feature of the pan-Hellenic games and also of the local agonies of many poleis,
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though these sports were imbricated in military prowess: for example the awards at Athens for
the winner «throwing a spear from a horse» (IG 1122311.68, 957d-p 11 83, 958 11 95-96); but
horse racing generally was widespread (e.g.. IG XI1 1.58,1CE). Horses were even used occa-
sionally for traction, as at Delphi where a man supplied twelve yokes of horses for transport
(CID 1l 113.18). And, of course, those who could afford them also used their animals for
travel. AH of these factors and more need to be entered into the equation to get a sense of the
role played by the horse in the Hellenistic economy. In general, it is important not to underes-
timate the role of thq horse in the Hellenistic world. While its function in the cavalries of the
great Hellenistic armies - including, after 190 BCE, the Romans’ - is its most visible task, the
horse continued to fulfill a central job in the defensive (and offensive) plans of the poleis of
Greece and Asia Minor and in the economies of the elite. It has been argued (by Philippe
Gauthier, Les cities grecques et leurs bienfacteurs [Paris 1985]; there is now a considerable
bibliography on this point) that the aristocracy narrowed notably in the poleis after about 200
BCE; fewer men received honors, and those honors were more elaborate, as their recipients
provided more and more of the money and the administrative skills to keep the poleis running.
However that may be, it is clear | think that this is not true of the cavalry: the poleis continue
to subsidize the men who fought on horseback, alive to the need to protect their territory and
take advantage of their neighbors when they had the opportunity, unwilling to compromise
their security just because it was expensive. Whether a narrowing of the elite is reflected in
other, less vital uses of the horse, remains to be seen.

G. BURGER (GERMANY)

THE HORSE IN THE CELTIC RELIGION,
MYTHOLOGY, WARFARE AND ART

The archeological, oral and written sources testify to the Proto-Indo-European/Ira-
nian origin of the Celts. They had not only the same linguistic basis, but also many common
gods of the Pantheon. Celtic religious expression is represented in the Roman period by epig-
raphy and iconography. By inscriptions we learn the names of deities; imagery shows how
they are perceived as physical manifestations of the supernatural. One of the most worshipped
goddesses was the horse due to the fact that the Celts, like their Indo-European ancestors and
similar to the early nomads of the steppes, were horsemen and warriors. The horse was not
only means of transport and economical basis, but represented a privilege of the elite.

The Celtic horse-goddess was known under the names of Epona (*ekyo= horse),
Macha and Rhiannon. She was the protect rice of the cavalry, chariot and transport. Later she
became even the goddess of the Roman-Gaulish legionaries. She is represented either sitting
on a side saddle, holding a magical small bird or fruit, symbol of fertility, in her hand, or
standing between two horses.

Another evidence of her worship is a rite going back to remote times: sitting around
abig kettle warriors ate the bones and drank the blood of a horse, a sort of magic to strengthen
their sense of community. The veneration of the horse-goddess becomes most obvious by the
sacrifices made for her by the druids.

Many mystical attributes link her with death as portrayals on steles put up near bar-
rows of aristocratic Celts testify. Another, still more distinct evidence of the link of the horse
with death, represent the horse-burials, though not very frequent, compared to the Skythian.
Instead of horse’s parts of harnesses or chariots were put into the tumuli. The dead warrior
was, together with food, put on his light prestige-chariot to be taken to the next world.

The Celtic warfare-strategy consisted of cavalry and light, mostly two-wheeled chariot.
In the third and second centuries B.C. the cavalry was replaced by the chariots drawn by two
horses and mounted by guide and a warrior. After having thrown hisjavelin, the latterjumped
down, fighting with his sword.

Their warfare-strategy enabled the Celts to conquer most of Europe and even parts of
the Near East. The Celtic art does not only witness their unique creativity but are also precious
documents of Celtish feasts the high spots of which were horse and chariot-racing engraved on
bronze situlae (bucklets). Most of representations of horses appear on coins, though trans-
formed to fantastic personages. The coins illustrate the Celtic history and their conception of
the world. They represent on the one side engravings of a deity, on the other one animals,
mostly horses; either in the fantastic La-tene-style or transformed by abstraction and reduc-
tion. The portrayals witness to the artistic creativity as well as to their mythological connec-
tion. The coins, having been used as offering in holy places, belong to the sacred sphere. Thus
the horse, being represented on coins, also belong to it. It is known that the Celts were greedy
for luxury and gold. But as the passage by Diodoros from Sicily (V,27) shows, to worship their
gods was for the Celts a duty and more important than to mass gold. He writes: there is much
gold in the country of the Celts which the natives pick up when the foam of the rivers bounces
against the rocks. They make of it rings and bracelets for men and women, massive necklaces
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and even harnesses. Much of the gold is offered to the deities in sacred places. Though the
Celts love money, nobody would dare to touch it of fear of their gods.

THE CHEEK-PIECES OF THE GRAVE CIRCLE OF
A MYCENAE AND THEIR NORTH-EASTERN RELATIONS

According to today’s research it is undoubted, that the bone discs of the fourth Shaft
Grave of Mycenae, which Heinrich Schliemann still called vase lids, are cheek-pieces of horse
bits. The art of horse bridling and chariot driving was certainly known during the Mycenaean
Bronze Age, proofed by relieves on stelae mounted on some of the Shaft Graves of the Grave
Circles A and B. the origin of the chariot and the technique of harnessing related to it was until
then referred to the Near East, although it is evident for Near East archaeologists and Egyp-
tologists that in the Ancient Orient a bridled horse was a late and strange occurrence.
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Again and again since the sixties there were single publications of bone or horn discs
of the Russian-ukrainian-kazakhian area (e.g. Trachtemitrov, BalanbaS, Kamenka, SintaSta
und Berlik). The degree of morphological conformity was so immense that the disregard of
this fact is surprising. When in 1977 V.S. Gorbunsov, K.F.Smimov and E.E. Kuz’mina pub-
lished the kurgan 2 (burial 3) of Novo-Jabalakly, for the first time research was confronted
with some bronze plates whose decoration was identical with those on gold buttons of
Mycenaean Shaft Graves. Once more this remained unnoticed. At least close relationship be-
tween the Russian North East and the Mycenaean South could have been deduced. The finds
of Novo-Jabalakly, Trachtemirov, Balanbas and others give rise to look eastward when analys-
ing these correlations. The task was set to seek for parallels to the Mycenaean bone discs.

An examination of the material of the material which multiplied largely during the
last five or six years allows to define at least six variants of the cheek-piece: variant 1 -
including the four samples of the Grave Circle A of Mycenae - is distinguished by a central
and some smaller holes aside. Furthermore, the reverse shows solid studs, most of them are
stiffly connected with the disc. Variant 3 shows two central holes, forming tubular projections.
Variant 4 is described by G.Bandi’s ‘strap dividers’. A triangular flanking ledge is the main
characteristic of variant 5. Besides the body varies inform, from circle to disc segment, to
anything in between. Variant 6 is a mixture of oblong and discoid cheek-pieces according to
Hiittel a ‘Kontaminationsform’. Variant 1 has as an outstanding feature an extension formed
like a stud.

Regarding Russian-ukrainian-kazakhian cheek-pieces a considerable number of dif-
ferentvariants is offered, whereas in Greece only one appears, which is also reduced to a short
period. This delight to experiment and develop, together with the much bigger amount of finds
admits the conclusion, that the Russian Northeast is the origin of the bone discs. This point of
view was paved by some Russian researchers like A.M. Leskov, KIF. Smirnov and E.E.
Kuz’mina. The geographic conditions of the steppes support the conclusion that riding and
steering here was much more at home there than in the narrow and jagged landscape of Greece.
Although research lacks a fine synchronization of the Russian and Greek cultures it is possible
to date the find of the Abashevo-culture (type of Potapovo) and of the mnogovalikovaja-
keramika before Late Helladic I. New radiocarbon examinations verify dates for the Potapovka
culture ranging from 1889 B.C. until 1520 B.C. for the Timber-grave culture. Did a migration
to he south West to Greece (thereby crossing the area near the Black Sea and the mouth of the
Danube) take place about the time? If this is right, it could have probably started in the area
between upper Volga and Ural because most of the cheek-pieces (type 1,1) are to be situated
there. To assume a Near East origin of these pieces is absolutely beyond question: There were
no comparable finds to these of the fourth Shaft Grave of Mycenae. All pieces found there
belonged to types which are derived from bone discs and are to be related to a later period.

If there is any need of further proof that morphological conformities between Russian
and Mycenaean horse bits are not coincidental, a single look at the decorations of the cheek-
pieces is sufficient. The Russian-Kazakhian examples show the same little triangles and spi-
ral-pulley ornaments as those on the Shaft Grave finds. Those motifs are closely connected to
bone objects used for riding and driving. Other finds showing narrow running knots (e.g. ring
of I’'idevka) complete the picture. The parallels are not limited to the so far described decora-
tion: The ‘Schnabelwirbel’ which is so characteristic for Mycenae can be found on Russian
objects as well as the motif of the cross with dotted eyes in the nooks (cf. Bogojavlenka and
Novo-Jabakly). Guido Kazaschnitz-Weinbergs evaluation of the ornaments is to be supported:
“Es ist wohl dieser symbolische und magische Charakter, der den Mtiven ihre Konstanz und
ihre oft erstanliche Fahigkeit verleiht, ungeheure Strecken zu durchwandem”.



The possibility of cultural contact across longer distances starting in the East Euro-
pean - West Siberian North East depended on horse-drawn chariot. It created the necessary
conditions to mobilize populations in such a manner that they were able to leave their home-
areas very fast overriding other settlements. How important the knowledge of horse bridling
and the technique of steering was, can only be assumed by studying the multiple illustrations
of chariot scenes. They can be found on grave stelae of Mycenae’s Shaft Grave time and on
innumerable examples of pottery of the Andronovo and Timber-grave cultures of the North
Russian-West Siberian area and farther East.

Analysing the cheek-pieces and the motive treasure it can be deduced of which kind
the influence had been and which way it had taken. Influence from Russia and the Ukraine
substantlly shaped the Mycenaean culture in its earliest manifestations. This is why the opin-
ion up to now, that Mycenae is the starting-point for many cultural influences (e.g. the Carpathian
Basin), must be revised. Mycenae presents itself first as a recipient of currents coming from
diverse directions. In addition to the well-known contact with the Minoan culture and the
English Wessex culture, which for example can be read off the amber spacers of the fourth and
fifth Shaft Grave, one must also assume an enormous Eastern European influence. It should
crucially change the Agean and Eastern world by the introduction of a special bridling and
chariot driving as well as a new combat technique with the lance, arrow and bow. Beyond that
the figurative illustrations already mentioned also witness the appreciation of the lance and the
arrow as weapons of the highly esteemed man. These pictures have their best material corre-
spondences in the graves of Sintasta and Utevka. Situated Northeast the Volga knee they re-
flect by the quantity of a certain funeral gifts the repertoire of a ‘horse and chariot set’ or a
‘chariot and warrior aristocracy’: The chariot with two draught horses, control of the horses by
a driver by means of bridle and ‘nagaika’, weapon e.g. the arrow, which indicates him as
bowman, the lance, dagger, knives and finally stone clubs, which surely are to be interpreted as
sceptres.

The localization of the European North East as origin of the disc-pieces coincides
with the determination of the Eastern European and Asiatic steppes as the earliest centre of
horse domestication: “Neueste Untersuchungen haben... gezeitgt, dass eine friihe Domestikation
des Pferdes in den osteuropaischen und asiatischen Steppen erfolgte. Dort fand das Pferd nicht
nuroptimale Lebensbedingungen vor und es existierten deshalb auch groBe W ildbesténde,
sonden es lebten hier auch Bevolkerungsgruppen, fur deren Lebensweise die Domestikation
des Pferdes sehr vorteilhaft war”.

To localize the achievement of the chariot, drawn by two bridled horses, which also
could be made by a whip (Nagaika), in the European North East, has extensive consequences
for the cultural history of Europe. Mycenae loses its autochthonous Greek roots and its past
outstanding position concerning its influence on other cultures, particularly those of the
Carpathian Basin.

M. J. OLBRYCHT ( POLAND)

THE ORIGINS OF THE ARSACID PARTHIAN CAVALRY:
SOME REMARKS

1. Introductory remarks

During the reign of the Arsacids, the army of the Parthians relied on cavalry, their
infantry being relatively weak. The Parthian cavalry, surrounded by a glamour possessed by
no other ancient people, comprised two main fighting arms: mounted archers (hippotoxotai)
and heavy cavalrymen (kataphraktoi), the latter armed with long lances and protected, both
man and horse, with coats of mail (Plut. Crass. 24f.; Dio 40.15). Against the enemy, the Parthians
were generally successful if they took care to combine both kinds of troops and to fight on
appropriate ground.

Itis difficult to reconstruct the development of the Arsacid cavalry. In particular, it is
impossible to follow their beginnings closely, for the information up to the battle of Carrhae
(53 BC) is scanty. However, important starting points for this question may be found in the
history of the Achaemenid and Hellenistic periods in the Near East and southern Turkestan.
Thus, in the following paper an attempt is made to explore some aspects of the prehistory and
origins of the Arsacid Parthian cavalry within the framework of the military practises of pre-
Arsacid times.

2. The Iranian cavalry under the Achaemenids

The Persian Achaemenid army contained a lot of cavalry contingents, of which those
from Media, Parthyaia, Bactria, Sogdiana, Persia proper and from the nomadic peoples of
Turkestan were ofsuperb quality. In many cases, however, the Achaemenids used their cavalry
force under rather inappropriate circumstances (e.g. at Plataea and in some other battles against
the Greeks). Moreover, Achaemenid mounted warriors rarely could rely upon other units of
the army; Persian archers and infantry proved quite often inefficient, as discernible at some
wars against the Hellenes. Nevertheless, in several attested military engagements (including
Kunaxa), the Achaemenid horsemen exhibited their valours, and in the 4th century BC, Greek
troops operating in Asia Minor were seriously afraid of Persian cavalry attacks (Xen. Hell.
3.4.15; Anab. 6.5.29).

3. The Iranian cavalry at the wars against Alexander of Macedon

Philip and Alexander of Macedon created a powerful and well-trained army, in which
excellent cavalry detachments from Macedon and Thessalia often played a decisive part in
victories, being skilfully combined with the phalanx and other infantry regiments. Some cav-
alry and infantry units were armed with the sarissa. The Macedonians perceived the effective-
ness of cavalry utilizing the sarissa as an offensive force for breaking the hostile lines. Thus,
the troops equipped with the sarissa proved effective on the Granicus (Arr. 1.15.5) and at
Gaugamela (Arr. 3.14.3), where the Macedonians cut the faces of the Persians with those long
lances. Even under such unfavourable circumstances, the Achaemenid cavalry, using shorter
spears,javelins and bows, were of crucial significance. At Gaugamela, the cavalry wing of the
Persian army inflicted great losses on the Macedonians. The cavalry regiments under Mazaeus,
including the Medes and the Parthyaianas, disrupted the Macedonian lines and seized the
enemy'’s base-camp. In another engagement of the same battle, the Macedonian Companions
clashed with a retreating detachment of Parthyaians, Indians and Persians (Arr. 3.15.1-2):
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about 60 Companions were killed. Superb was also Bessos’ cavalry use on the Persian left
wing, which included mainly horsemen from Turkestan: Bactrians, Sogdians, Dahae, Per-
sians, Massagetae and Sakas (Arr. 3.1.2-4). However, the Persian defeat in the centre forced
Bessos to draw his troops off, although in quite good order.

Probably the greatest cavalry commander at the wars against Alexander was
Spitamenes. His small Sogdian and Bactrian cavalry army was temporarily reinforced by the
mounted warriors of the nomadic Dahae and Massagetae. The Dahae were famous for their
excellent horse archers, the Massagetae possessed also well-known heavy-armed cavalry. Having
troops numerically inferior to the Macedonians (up to 3,000 riders), Spitamenes was able to
achieve brilliant victories. His greatest exploit was the battle on the Zeravshan, variously re-
ported in Curtius (7.7.31-39) and Arrian (4.5.2-9; 4.6.1-2). Spitamenes’ troops (including
Bactrian, Sogdian, and Dahaean warriors) routed there a mighty Macedonian division - 2,000
footand 300 horse of Alexander’s army were killed, only few escaped. The losses were heavier
than at Gaugamela. Spitamenes’ horse archers (probably mainly Dahae) proved particularly
effective, whilst other cavalry units repeatidly charged the disrupted formation of the Macedo-
nians. When the latter tried to attack, Spitamenes’ cavalry had no difficulty in riding off. Thus,
the superb use of the combined mounted archers and charging cavalry (apparently including
heavy-armed horsemen) heralded the military practises of the Arsacid Parthians. Alexander
fully recognized the quality of the Turkestan cavalry troops. As a result, he used Bactrian,
Sogdian, Dahaean and Massagetaean detachments in India.

4. The Iranian cavalry lran in the Successors’ period

In this epoch, cavalry contingents from Iran and Turkestan often played the decisive
partin the military confrontations. One of the most capable cavalry commanders of this period
was Pithon, the satrap of Media. The bulk of his army was formed by mounted soldiers from
Media and Parthyaia/Parthia. The overwhelming superiority of Pithon’s cavalry enabled him
towin a victory over the revolted Geeks of the Upper satrapies (Diod. 18.7.1-9). In the battle
of Paraitaccne, Pithon commanded a mighty cavalty division (Diod. 19.26.1-32.3). His attack
on Eumenes’ army and the following retreat were in my opinion astratagem aiming at disrupt-
ing the hostile formation. In Gabiene, Pithon’s cavalry turned the battle into a spectacular
success of Antigonos; although the latter’s phalanx was broken, Pithon seized Eumenes’ bag-
gage park (Diod. 19.39.6-44.3). However, Pithon, who must have been popular amongst the
Medes, was finally put to death by Antigonos.

5. The cavalry from Iran and Turkestan in the Seleucid period

In my opinion, the Iranian cavalry were the real military mainstay of Seleucus up to
301 BC, afact neglected by the scholars. After defeating Nicanor, Seleucus gained control of
alarge army and annexed Media, Parthyaia and the adjacent regions (Diod. 19.92.1-5; App.
Syr. 55). In 311 and 310-308 BC, Seleucus was forced to evacuate Babylonia under the pres-
sure of Demetrius and Antigonos. However, his power was not annihilated. On the contrary -
apparently owing to the Iranian cavalry from Media and Parthyaia he was able to regain
Babylonia. Macedonians and Greeks were up to 301 rather not numerous in his army. At Ipsus
(301 BC), Seleucus had 12,000 cavalry, probably all from Iran and Turkestan. Seleucus’ son,
Antiochus, commanding the strongest cavalry division in the battle, was at first beaten by a
charge of Demetrius, but not really broken. It seems that it was an intended manoeuvre often
utilized by Iranian and Central Asian horsemen. Consequently, Demetrius’ forces were cut
fromthe rest of the army and destroyed (Plut. Dem. 28-30; Diod. 21.1-4b).

After ca. 250 BC, the formidable Parthian cavalry were not anymore obtainable to
the Seleucids. Their main recruiting base for horsemen remained Media, famous for superb
riders and herds (cf. Polyb. 5.44.1). Against the Arsacid Parthians, the Seleucid tactics failed.
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Seleucus Il was completely defeated (ca. 230 BC - lust. 41.4.9-10)), and later (209 BC) Arsaccs
Il fought with «extraordinary valours» against Antiochus Il (lust. 41.5.7). Antiochus Il must
have been deeply impressed by the efficiency of Parthian cataphracts and horse-archers, for
such arms, being promptly adopted by the Seleucid army, were clearly intended to be the
decisive offensive force at Panion and at Magnesia. In the battle of Panion, the Seleucid
cataphracts overwhelmed Ptolemaic horsemen (Polyb. 16.18-19) and alongside with the el-
ephants largely contributed to the victory. At Magnesia, Antiochus’ army included 6,000
cataphracts and 1200 horse archers of the Dahae. Moreover, the agema of the king was drawn
from the formidable Median horsemen (Liv. 37.40). As a matter of fact, Antiochus’ tactics in
this battle contained some ill-considered manoeuvres, which proved disastrous to his army. As
a consequence, the cavalry of lIranian origin and those imitating the Parthian arms were not
able to develop fully their mobility and offensive power.

6. The Arsacid Parthian cavalry The early Arsacid cavalry force (in the period ca.
250-140 BC) was developed on the basis of two main kinds of troops: the mounted archers of
the Dahae and the heavy-armed cavalry of the Parthyaians, influenced both by Central Asian
and Hellenistic warfare. In the armies of the Successors, the Parthyaians/Parthians were fight-
ing alongside the Medes, and made the acquaintance of Hellenistic warfare, including the use
of the phalanx and of Western arms, especially the sarissa. The Median and Parthyaian/Parthian
cavalry were actually the decisive force in several battles under Pithon (in Antigonus’ army)
and then under Seleucus. In the Hellenistic period, cavalry became on the whole one of the
decisive components of the armed forces. Thus, Polybius (3.117.5) maintains that it is better to
give battle with halfas many infantry as the enemy and an overwhelming force of cavalry than
to be in all respects the enemy’s equal. Another backbone of the Hellenistic armies was the
phalanx, possessing a strong resisting and offensive power. The Parthyaians/Parthians, well
acquainted with the phalanx, managed to solve the problem how to defeat the enemy’s unbro-
ken spear-line and to destroy the Macedonian phalanx successfully. Such operations proved
possible due to the employment of the cataphracts and horse archers. Arsacid mounted archers
and cataphracts were complementary, each providing the others with powers not inherent in
either separately. The horse-bowmen could swarm round the enemy’s troops shooting them
down from a safe distance for Parthian bows were extremely efficient. If the enemy tried to
attack, the Parthian horse retreated and then repeatedly attacked. The broken enemy’s lines
were charged by the cataphracts. The acts of disruption were usually followed by the act of
annihilation - the final charge of the cataphracts overwhelming the hostile troops. The long
lances of the cataphracts, imitating the Macedonian sarissa, but somewhat stronger, and heavy
armour made them able to disrupt even the phalanx. They employed the wedge-formation
(cuneus), attested already in the battle on the Zeravshan in the army of Spitamenes (Curt.
7.7.35). Heavy cavalry were evolved amongst the peoples of Turkestan, especially by the
Massagetae, in the Achaemenid period. At Gaugamela, some riders and horses of the nomadic
cavalry regiments, in all like hood of the Massagetae, were well protected by defensive armour
(Arr. 3.13.4). Herodotus (1.215) and Strabo (11.8.6) mention breastplates for horses and corse-
lets for riders amongst the Massagetae. This people was closely related to the Parthians and
early Arsacids, so it is conceivable that the development of the Massagetaean arms influenced
the military equipment of the neighbouring Dahae and of the early Arsacids in Parthia. The
horse-archers of the Arsacids were principally of Central Asian origin, being evolved espe-
cially by the Dahae; their famous mounted bowmen distinguished themselves in the wars against
the Macedonians and then, in the Hellenistic period, belonged to the best mercenary troops in
the East. To sum up: in developing their cavalry, the Arsacids followed local traditions of
Parthyaia and those of Turkestan peoples of the Dahae and Massagetae. At the same time, they
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adopted and improved some components of Hellenistic warfare. On the whole, the new tactics
and arms, as employed by the Arsacids, proved astonishingly efficient, and enabled them
decisive victories over the Seleucids and other powers in Asia.

INDO-SCYTHIAN WARRIORS ON HORSEBACK: TWO MINTS
FROM THE WESTERN PUNJAB (C.55B.C.E.TOC. 20 C.E))

The aim of the paper is to suggest a new arrangement of certain coins minted in the
western Punjab attributed to the Indo-Scythian kings Azes and Azilises. The current classifi-

cation, as formulated by Jenkins (Jenkins, G.K. 1955. “Indo-Scythic mints,” Journal of the
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Numismatic Society of India: 1-26), holds that there had been two kings named Azes. Azes |
issued silver coins bearing on the obverse a diademed king mounted on horseback, holding a
spear. His successor, Azilises, minted the same type but also introduced onto his silver the
obverse type of a diademed king mounted on horseback, holding a whip. Azilises was fol-
lowed by the last Indo-Scythian king, Azes I, who minted as the obverse type on his silver the
king mounted with a whip. Since many new specimens of this complex coinage have come to
light, I have reevaluated some of the coins that Jenkins had attributed to the kings responsible
for striking them and to his mints of Arachosia and Pushkalvat. | propose a different sequence
of the issues produced at Pushkalvat and at a nearby mint, which | locate at Peshawar, as well
as an alternative succession of the Indo-Scythian kings.

The methodology employed to assign each coin to its respective mint is based on six
criteria: type, weight, legend, metal, monogram and fabric. As a result, the mint at Pushkalvat
struck the coins of the rulers of three dynasties: Hippostratos, the last Indo-Greek king who
ruled the Western Punjab; the Indo-Scythian sovereigns, Azes I, Azilises and Azes Il; the
Aparacas, Indravarma and Aspavarma; and the Indo-Parthian king, Gondophares. The mint at
Peshawar, however, only issued coins of Azes I, Azes Il, and Gondophares (see table).

A comparison of the sequential arrangement of the coins assigned to their respective
groups reveals that any one of a number of factors when examined in isolation misses the
subtle complexity by which each mint developed. For example, an apparent dilemma is cre-
ated at the Pushkalvat mint in which the silver and copper of Azes Il (group E) contain as the
obverse type the king mounted not with a whip as we should expect, but with a spear. Likewise
the Peshawar mint never struck coins of Azilises. Consequently, the two mints reveal that Azes
Il minted coins with both obverse types and was a contemporary of Azilises.

Taken together, these mints reveal a revised order of the Indo-Scythian kings. We can
no longer accept the traditional chronology proposed by Jenkins that Azes | was succeeded by
Azilises and Azes Il respectively. On the contrary, our analysis indicates that the reigns of
Azilises and Azes Il overlapped and that each king ruled in different regions of the Indo-
Scythian realm. Upon the death of Azilises, Azes Il annexed all or a portion of the territory of
his former contemporary. Moreover, the turning point of both mints was the so-called “great
debasement” of Azes IPs coinage, which occurred prior to the overthrow of the Indo-Scythian
kingdom by the Indo-Parthians from the west (as seen in the coins of Indravarma, Aspavarma,
and Gondophares), and the Kushans from the north. Placed in this historical context, the Indo-
Scythian kingdom was fluid at its conception, for under Azes | the Indo-Scythian realm ex-
panded, while under his successors it experienced a number of external pressures that led to its
ultimate demise.

M.LEVIN (GREAT BRITAIN)
IN SEARCH FOR THE HEAVENLY HORSES

In 133 B.C. the Chinese were at war with their nomadic neighbours, the
Hsiungnu(Hulsewi, 1979). Wu-ti, Emperor of the Western Han Dynasty, sent his envoy, Chang
Ch’in, to Central Asia in order to win allies against this enemy. In the course of his travels
Chang Ch’ien heard about a state place, Ta Yan (now Ferghana), where particularly fine horses
were bred. When the Emperor heard about this wonderful blood sweating, heavenly horses, he
decided that he must have some of them. So he sent a delegation to Ta Yan with gifts for its
king. However, even in exchange for thousand pieces of gold and a horse made of solid gold,
the king refused to let the Chinese have any of these precious most valued horses. Because of
the great distance of Ferghana from China, some 4000 km across the deserts of Inner Asia, he
thought that Ta Yan would be safe from reprisals. The Chinese, enraged by his audacity, smashed
the golden horse. The Yan then had the envoys attacked and killed. In 104 B.C. the outraged
Emperor Wu-ti mounted and returned to China, where in 104 B.C. an expedition was mounted
to punish the Yan and take the heavenly horses by force. This army of 6000 cavalry and “some
tens of thousands of ill-disciplined young men” defeated by hunger and thirst, failed even to
reach Erhshin, the capital of Ta Yan, the town where the horses were held.

In 102 B.C. asecond and much larger military expedition was mounted by the Chinese.
We do not know how many heavenly horses survived the 25000 mile journey to the Chinese
capital at Ch’ang-an. Emperor Wu-ti’s expedition was part of China’s overall strategy to expand
its control over trade routes and access to exotic goods, which mediated its contacts both
within its neighbours. On other hands, and perhaps more to the point, the Chinese needed
good quality horses in order to fight their enemy, the nomadic Hsiung-nu, who were renowned
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both for their horses and their horsemanship. Wu-ti belief that the “blood-sweating” horses
carry him to heaven, the desire to improve the breeding stock in the imperial stables and the
need to improve the breeding of the horses used in the campaigns against the Hsiung-nu have
all been defended. This story is a kind of metaphor for the certainly of the horse in the history,
politics, economy, religion and art of central Eurasia. Before the development of firearms, the
horse was crucial to warfare and before the invention of the steam engine, it was the fastest and
most reliable form of land transport. Not for nothing was the steam locomotive also known as
the ‘iron horse’, and even now we measure by their ‘horse power’. The Skythians or Saka -
perhaps familiar to you from the recent BBC documentary about the “frozen princess’ - from
around the 8*to the 1* centuries B.C., at their greatest extent, controlled central Eurasia from
the foot of the Carpathians to Monolia. The horse dominated military machine reached its
height during the 13lhand 14lhcenturies A.D. under the Mongols, whose empire at its greatest
extent reached from Hungary to Korea. It was the largest continuous land-based empire in
history. The horse was the main instrument of destruction in warfare until well into the Gun-
powder Age, that is, until around A.D. 1,500, when it was superseded by firearms.

THE HORSE IN THE HISTORY OF TZYN’S DYNASTY

The people of the Tzyns House have laid the foundation in horse-breeding. The
Emperor Place and central government have built stables in order to adjust the mechanism of
breeding. The horse statutes made of ceramic and cooper and buried horses were found on the
territory of empire.

Mounted knights were selected out of able-boared men, under forty and 173 sm. of
height. The knight had to ride perfectly well and to shoot an arrow. The knights on chariots
usually had long head-dress and armours on. They had spears and other pointed weapons.

V. P. NIKONOROV (RUSSIA)
PARTHIAN SADDLES

On saddles which were in use by the Parthian cavalry of the Arsacids worthy of note
is above all the rigid one with four projections-»homs» on each of its comers. These firmly
braced the rider providing him with a very safe and comfortable seat needful in close combat.
This saddle type has been known thanks to studies of P. Connolly, a prominent expert in the
field of Roman warfare. On the basis of his conclusions G. Herrmann has revealed a number of
depictions of the «<homed» saddle on works of art of the Parthian and Sasanian periods (1st -
4th centuries A.D.) from Iran and Near East. A graffiti with the representation of a saddled
horse from Old Nisa, dating to the time no later than 1stcentury A.D., which has been recently
published by V. N. Pilipko, presents a new «home-saddle picture, this time for the territory of
Parathion Middle Asia. Like some others elements of Parthian warfare, this saddle type seems
to have been invented in the midst of Central Asian nomads so that to be brought then to
Parthiaalong with the Apamoi-Dahae - the steppe founders of the Arsacid realm. Subsequently,
as aresult of Partho-Roman military conflicts it came to be in the West and began to be widely
employed in cavalry forces of Imperial Rome. It is to be thought that the Parthian could make
use, in addition to «homed» ones, of other kinds of saddle: in particular, rigid saddles, also of
Central Asian origin, with front and back arches which performed the same function as the
«horns».

CAVALRY IN THE CHINESE ARMY OF
THE EARLY T’ANG PERIOD (VII CENTURY)

The activist foreign policy of the early T’ang China was carried out mainly due to the
sophisticated military-political doctrine and the highly developed military institutions of the
Chinese Empire. The cavalry occupied an important place in the T’ang army. The army was
organized under the militia (fubing) system and included, besides the foot soldiers, the light
cavalry and mounted archers. The T’ang emperors also frequently used the mercenary Turkish
(lujue) forces and their battle tactics. The use of the military experience and strategies of the
nomadic peoples became a significant factor for wide-scale foreign expansion of the early
T’ang China.

S. KOSHURNIKOV (RUSSIA)
CHARIOT IN THE ARMIES OF CITY STATES OF PRE-SARGONIC SUMER

Chariot as the type of combat vehicle appeared long before the introduction of horse
breeding. Two- and four-wheeled chariots in the armies of city states of Sumer (middle of the
Il millennium B.C.) is the first known example of efficient realization of the idea inherent in
such modem combat vehicles as tanks. The chariots drawn by teams of four asses, much like
tanks in modem armies, provided for the psychological superiority and defeat of enemies.

The most valuable data in research of the battle formation and the tactics of opera-
tions of Sumerian armies can be obtained from the archaeological finds by Sir L.Woolley (city
of Ur, modem Al-Mugaiyar) and E. de Sarzec (city of Girsu, modem Tall al-Lauh) in Southern
Mesopotamia, as well as by H.Frankfort (city of Tutub, modem Khafaje) in North-Eastern
Mesopotamia.

It is hard to understand the level of mobility of the chariots, and whether the driver
had enough control. In any case, it is obvious that, with the rise of horse breeding in the Il
millennium B.C., the two-wheeled chariot from the North of Mesopotamia by its urgent tasks
became, much like modem tanks, a mobile and efficient type of combat vehicle.

ON PLANNING OF STABLE AT ROMAN MILITARY CAMP

The article is dedicated to a problem of architectural renovation of a Roman paddock
opened by English archaeologists on the territory of a military camp in Halton Chester in
Northern Britain. The problem is briefly illuminated with particular requests to designing and
construction of paddocks, as well as in modem and in historical perspectives. The archeologi-
cal data are bounded with an identification of paddocks in Roman military camps, and with
history of making the fort in Halton Chester, as parts of defensive work of Hadrian“s Wall. In
the conclusion the author gives the graphic reconstruction of the paddock made on the basis of
the plan of a North-East part of the camp in Halton Chester.

About the capacity for work of turkmen horses, their endurance and fighting quality
is already written in Ancient and Middle Ages sources. Trained turkmen horse represented a
great danger for enemy: he pressed the enemy by its breast, threw the rider off the saddle, bit
and hoof. The horse covered its master from arrows and lances, lay down near wounded mas-
ter and helped him to sit down on a saddle, perform different manoeuvres, could cover about
150 km path per day, without eating and drinking.

The Rajputs are said to be Kshatriyas of medieval and modem India, their caste duty
and religious dharma being war and administration. Their origin is unclear. Tribes of Indo-
Aryan stock and nomadic hordes of Central Asian origin can be definitely listed among their
ethnical ancestors. These were Khasha, Yadava, Saka, Ephtalites, Gujara, etc. Having invaded
into India from Central Asia as conquerors, these tribes were gradually absorbed into the
Hindu world order, and henceforth became the main protectors of Indian land and its people in
the time of war. The Rajput warrior is inseparably connected with his horse in his soldierly
pursuits. Along with the sword and other weapons, the horse is also the main object of worship
in Rajput martial rituals.

Their narrowing is sharpened and
thick part of it is covered with ornament representing a head of animal with bared mouth of
wolf, bear and fish or snake mostly. The tips were made of those parts of predator’s skeletons
which sharpened and curved by nature. The spreading area of such finds is wide.

The popular magazine in Russia “The horse plant
and a horse breeding” had paid a great attention to horses of Turkmen.

The newspaper informs its auditory about the horse plant organized in Ashgabat, about
the horse advertisements and horse races.

ON AKHAL-TEKE HORSES BURRIED INTHE EMPEROR CEMENTRY OF
HORSES INSANKT-PETERSBURG

Barrows of ancient Sogda, dated by centuries Il-1 AD were the places of burial of
cavalry soldiers, whose skeletons were placed in characteristics “poses of cavalry soldiers”.
These poses of skeletons are similar to these found in burials in tombs of Central Asia and
adjacent territories, inhabited by Sarmat Tribes. The data provided by archaeological sources
and ethnographic developments serve as a stable basis for suppositions made by the author
about belonging of the group of burials under study to cavalry soldiers not only of Sogda but

of Eurasia steppes as well.

O.POLADOVA, G.PIRLEKOVA (TURKMENISTAN)

THE HISTORY OF TURKMEN HORSE-BREEDING IN ARCHIVAL
DEPOSITORIES

The Central State Archives of Turkmenistan is the largest storehouse of cultural manu-
scripts - documentary sources on history of Turkmen from the 70-ies of the X1X c. up today.
In 1895 the Commander of Caspian Region appointed the Committee on “Investiga-
tion of improving methods for horses Caspian region”. There is “The Report” of this Commit-
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tee in the Central State Archives dated June.24,1896, where you can find an interesting infor-
mation on Turkmen thoroughbred horses and their breeding. The Committee concluded that
“there is an Akhal-Teke breed, it is the established and fertile breed on the Turkmen land;... this
horse is, undoubtedly, beyond comparison”.

Documents, reflecting connoisseurs’ impressions, seeing Turkmen horses on horse
exhibition are of great interest. Created by Tsar administration in 1899 in Koshi, the Region
state stable got the best stud-horses of Boynau, Porhan, Pota-Kuli and Mergen, which assisted
in thoroughbred breeding of these horses. The State Stable presented stud-horses to the Ashgabad
exhibition on the May 13, 1900; 8of 14 are prized ones from such Region stables as (Boynau,
Alamanbay.Baba-bay, Abbas-Shih). There are references on horses, a list of thoroughbred
mares and stud-horses and their interesting documents in the Central State Archives.

The participation of Akhal-Teke horses in different international and national exhi-
bitions is of great importance. Thus, the first Akhal-Teke horse was exhibited in 1909 on the
agricultural exhibition in Tashkent, where it created a furore and got great awards and diplo-
mas. In 1912 our Akhal-Teke horses participated in Regional Horse Exhibition in Pyatigorsk
and 1913- in Kiyev.

On both exhibitions our horses attracted not only national connoissuers’atiention and
foreign ones too. There are detailed documents, proving the beauty, staying power and
faithfullness of Akhal-Teke horses in the State Archives. The legendary horse-race Ashgabat-
Moscow in 1935 is the evidence of it, which again has demonstrated the best qualities of
Turkmen horses. Our horses have reached Moscow for 82 days. In 1987 our Turkmen riders
reached 1,500 km for 23 days, participating in Ashgabat-Kushka race, and in 1988-they cov-
ered the distance of 3830 km from Ashgabat to Moscow for 62 days.

During the years of Independence, Turkmenistan pays a great attention to the devel-
opment of horse-breeding. Our President Saparmurat Turkmenbashy has stated that the coun-
try, possessing the best horses in the world should know a lot about its pride.

The horse on our Emblem is not only our pride. It is also our Turkmen history. It
symbolizes honesty, persistency and great achievements of Turkmen nation - as our President
marked.

Having created a Decree on celebrating the National Day - The Day of Turkmen
Rider on the last Sunday in April, our President - Saparmurat Turkmenbasy not only prevented
the disappearance of Akhal-Teke horses, but also promoted in developing Akhal-Teke thor-
oughbred horses.

A.A.SVIRIDOV (RUSSIA)

THE HORSE FROM THE COLLECT ION OF CESAREVICH (CROWN PRINCE
INTSARIST RUSSIA) NIKOLAI ALEXANDROV ICH

The horse is widely used in Military affairs in Japan. “Badeitsu” (the art of horse
riding) was one of the obligatory types (kinds) of war art for high ranks of samurai.

In middle ages on the plains of Kanto a special holiday was held-catching of wild
horses. This war they filled their stables with battle horses, and itenabled the prince to find out
the best riders. Later this tradition turned into synthoist holiday-“namaoi” (field manours of

horse cavalry).
Samurai battle horse-small and hardy breed of horses-had the whole set of battle

ammunition “bagu”.

As a symbol of belonging to war affair the horse even became the emblem of one of
the samurai clans-Hirano. Probably, this belonging brought the horse fame as a toy for boys.

The largest and the most beautiful picture ofatoy horse was brought to M.A.E. from
cesarevich Nikolai Alexandrovich, who during his touraround Asia in 1891 spent a free weeks
inJapan. This exhibitunder Ne 312-91 is the picture of the horse of white breed, which was
made ofwood and papier-mache.

One can say that the horse was the symbol of courage, military art, and valour in the
early times, and now in Japan the horse remains this symbol and children’s favourite toy.

S.MAMEDNUROV (TURKMENISTAN)

ON THE HISTORY OF THE NATIONAL HORSE-BREEDING IN PRECASPIAN
REGION

The unique archive materials which tell about the fate of our Akhal-Teke horses in
the course of the history are kept in the Central State Archives of Turkmenistan. The earliest
documents are dated to 1880. The careful study of the wealth of our Turkmen land began with
the formation of Pre-Caspian region on the territory of Turkmenistan. Among many pearls of
our country a new Government discovered the amazing might of the Akhal-Teke horse. For
mare thorough and detailed study of this question a special commission has been formed for a
short period of time. The commission was to go to the remote villages of Merv and Ashkhabad
to study everything related to this breed of horses.

While talking to respectful aksakals, who knew the history, origin and pedigree of all
famous Akhal-Teke racers, the members of the Commission leamt that the most ancient saddle
- horses of the turkmen land existed long before Arab, Turkish, and other breed appeared, they
were bred to combat, and as war horses they were indispensable. This is kept and praised in
most of the greatest Turkmen literary works. Russian investigators were surprised to find the
harmony of both the most unique characteristics and the magnetic appearance of our horses,
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given by nature itself.

Since 1896, when the Pre-Caspian racers’society was set up, the annual horse racing
has been held in our country, best racing were awarded by gold, silver and bronze medals and
gratuity.

The State Archives have historical evidence which tells us about horse exhibitions of
1901, 1909, 1913, where our Turkmen horses got the highest rewards.

JEANNINE DAVIS-KIMBALL (USA)

THE HORSE AND THERIDER-HORSE-BREEDING AND CAVALRY IN
POLITOGENESIS

Introduction. Populations expressed and preserved special activities and belief sys-
tems by carving and painting on stone. As a positive and dynamic art form, these images
reflect philosophical thought, religious beliefs, aesthetic concepts, economic development,
migration, warfare, and modes of life. The predominant theme of both Bronze Age and Early
Iron Age Eurasian rock art is zoomorphic, and both domestic and wild animals are portrayed.
Yet each cultural period and geographical location has its own distinctive stylization. Gener-
ally, the images are small, scenes may be precisely executed, or they may be random and lack
a central theme. Petroglyph sites, moreover, always have a cultic nature that is intertwined
with the carvers’ beliefs systems (Davis Kimball 2002). Therefore, petroglyph images and
those in other media connected to the same society may be considered a semantic system, a
form of writing in code (similar to hieroglyphs) that can be interpreted by those who under-
stand the code. Thus at a given time, the form and/or attribute of an image is not arbitrary for
it remains constant within its own sphere (cf. also Rozwadowski 2000:12).

In this paper we attempt to define the semantic use of horse though a preliminary
study of horse images from a specific group of petroglyph sites and from selected images of
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the horse found in representational two- and three-dimensional artifacts.

Background. During the Bronze Age and the Early Iron Age-the time frame that is the
focus of this paper-within the genre of zoomorphs that are found among the petroglyphs and
gleaned from other art forms, the horse is the most frequently represented of all domesticates;
infrequently the camel, yak, and occasionally pig are displayed. The principle complexes of
petroglyphs found in Central Asia are: (1) the Pamiro-Altay in Tajikistan and Uzbekistan; (2)
the upper basin of the Indus River in northern Pakistan and northwestern India; (3) the Altai-
Tien Shan mountains in Kyrghyzstan, Kazakhstan, western Mongolia, and western China
(Xinjiang Province) and, (4) southern Siberia. Although thousands of occasional petroglyphs
are also encountered throughout these regions, complex iconography is generally found at the
larger sites that were the focus of major cultic and religious practices over millennia.

Beliefsystems, such as an indication of the wearer’s status and rank, were integrated
into images that Scythians, Sarmatians, and Saka displayed on belt plagues. We cannot rule
out that these elaborated articles also contain other semantics. The same could also be true of
decorative harnessing elements and other portable art objects that formed the core of their
highly decorative Animal Style art.

Methodology

Research for this study poses the following questions: How was the horse depicted
during each time period? What are the attributes that were assigned to the horse? Can we
define these attributes as being non-ritual or ritual? If definition is made, does the attribute
affect the status of the horse? Does the horse share attributes with non-domesticated animals?
And if so, what are they? Is the horse associated with any non-equid images that have non-
ritual or ritual characteristics? If so, what do these images represent? After addressing these
questions by comparison of artifacts, does a modified belief system comes to fore? If so, can
we isolate a time period and a general locale when changes occurs?

In order to address these questions, it first was necessary to gather horses images that
were made during the time periods under consideration, define their attributes and, undertake
a comparative analyses.

For this preliminary study, the selected sites were: Tepsej, U sf Tuba, and Oglakhty
located in southern Siberia near the Minusinsk Basin (at these three sites, .089 % of all images
are horses, Francfort and Sher 1995: Fig. 4); Kalbak Tash in the Gomy Altai (Kubarev and
Jacobson 1966); Aldy-Mozara and Mugur-Sargol in Tuva (Develt 1990); Sagyr and Moinak
in the pre-Irtysh region; Eskiol’mes in eastern Kazakhstan (Mar’yshev, Goryachev, and Potapov
1998); Tamgaly, southern Kazakhstan (Maksimova, Ermalaeva and Mar’yashev 1985); Saimaly
Tash in the Kyrgyz Tien Shan (Bemshtam 1952); and along the Karakorum Highway in the
Pamirs (Zwichen... 1985). Images of related portable art objects and artifacts were assembled
from Pazyryk in the Altai Mountains (Rudenko 1970); Kurgan Issyk in southern Kazakhstan
(Akishev 1978); from various Sarmatian sites in the lower Don and Volga interfluve (Entre
Asie 1995); and artifacts defined as Scythian (Land of the Scythians 1974).

To determine the semantics of horses in the time period and locales under discussion,
we gathered data from these sites, noting the date attributed to the petroglyph. Subsequently,
each image was categorized according to the following criteria and the information placed in
the appropriate table as noted. Table 1. Non-ritual horse images on petroglyphs: (1) horses (no
other action); (2) horse suckling a colt; (3) horses ridden (no other action); (4) horses ridden
during a hunt; (5) horses ridden during battle. Table 2. Ritual horse images on petroglyphs: (6)
horses being led by a shaman-appearing personage; (7) horses drawing a chariot; (8) masked
and/or homed horses (cf. Francfort et al, 1995). Table 3. Non-ritual horse images from small
and portable art objects or artifacts: (10) horses ridden; (11) horse couchant, no other action;
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(12) leaping horse. Table 4. Ritual horse images from small and portable art objects or artifacts:
(13) Horse image in ritual context, no other action; (14) horse savaged by a griffin, fantastic
animal, or wild beast(s); combat scene, horse’s hindquarters turned 180 degrees, such as
Pazyryk style; (15) masked and/or homed horse; (16) winged horse; (17) kneeling horse with
ritual aspects. Table 5. Ritual petroglyph images possibly related to ritualized horses: (19)
anthropomorphic masks; (20) images of shaman with mushroom heads; (21) images of shaman
with bird heads; (22) images of shaman with multiple attributes; elaborately costumed; (23)
shaman (?) on horse back; (24) «Seythian-style» homed deer; (25) olenniye kamni (deer stones);
(26) horse image on olenniye kamni; (27) deer on tiptoe (Arzhan style).

Discussion. From the preliminary study, we may infer that during the Early Bronze
Age, realistic images of horses were created, principally on the stone outcroppings in Tuva,
southern Siberia, and eastern and southern Kazakhstan (Table 1). During the Late Bronze Age,
ritualized homed and/or masked horses appear on petroglyphs, particularly in southern and
eastern Kazakhstan (Table 2). This indicates that belief systems were being significantly modi-
fied and that the horse acquired a new semantic significance. Concurrently, and to emphasized
the trend, non-ritualized horse images diminish significantly on petroglyphs (Table 3). These
changes appear first in the Altai and Tien Shan regions, specifically the Saka world. The belief
system, philosophy, or concept that is carried by the modified images spills into the Sarmatian
and Scythian worlds, and ultimately is carried into the Pamirs where it is less frequently por-
trayed- although horses appear before stupa, possibly indicating the continuum of religious
connotation. (Table 4). Table 5 provides a list of images that share attributes with ritual horses
and that could have influenced the modification of horse images and associated semantics.

Conclusions. From elements found on Bronze Age petroglyphs, in this preliminary
study it is possible to suggest two ancient ideologies that may have played a role in the devel-
opment of the ritualized horse. The first is masking, an age-old tradition that probably carried
symbologies associated with ancestry- and shamanic-rituals. During the Early Bronze Age,
animals who regenerated new horns each season, such as the Siberian elk and various deer
species, were considered magical. As the horse became domesticated and ridden, it was re-
sponsible for unlimited possibilities in a new economic lifestyle: producing food and hides,
ritual koumiss and unlimited transportation that filled various needs. Thus, the animal evolved
from the lower ranking domesticate, acquiring new and consequentially more important cultic
attributes. As headdresses play a substantial role in the determination of nomadic status, the
addition of horns and other accoutrements in the form of elk, deer and griffin heads to the
masked and homed horse (cf. Rudenko 1970, Pis. 119-122), reveals its elevated status: it had
joined the ranks of the select spirit helpers of the shaman and acquired access to the heavens,
and thus to the life-regenerating sun.

This phenomenon indicates a change in belief systems that appears to have centered
in southern and eastern Kazakhstan, first manifesting itself ca. 1200 BC. As the sedentary
Bronze Age metamorphosed into the nomadic Early Iron Age, societies became mobile and,
having less time to record their modified belief systems in stone, recorded them throughout the
first millennium BC in Animal Style portable objects. With continual migrations and constant
contact between tribes, the semantics spread throughout the Eurasian steppes.

Traditions hold strong in the nomadic regions isolated from substantial sedentary
societies and some still today embrace ancient traditions. A recently published card illustrates
the four Sahius, the shamans’ animal helper spirits. These are the deer, the elk, the ibex, and
the horse (Mongol Tolbo: March 2001: back cover).

C. ANNS-BALDOCK (GREAT BRITION)

A PROPOSAL FOR PAPER ON THE VISUAL AND WRITTEN EVIDENCE OF
THE TURKOMAN HORSE IN EIGHTEENTH CENTURY ENGLAND

The foundation of this evidence lies in visual and written material and in records. |
will also be looking at what a (Turk horse’ is. The terms explained here are fairly loose and
therefore increase confusion.

Archeological and historical material will be introduced with a view to creating a
clear picture of the effects/changes in the type and shape of horse after the introduction of the
Turkoman.

The visual material pre-dating know imports of Turkoman horses will be examined
next to the visual material post-Turkoman horse imports.

The thesis rests too on the ability to create the Thoroughbred race horse. My hypoth-
esis is that creating such a horse from sturdy cold blood stock would be difficult as can be seen
by the Trakehner and the warm-blood
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stock. It would be nearly impossible to breed such an animal as the thoroughbred in such a
short space of time.

My hypothesis is that the stock came from somewhere else and was not indigenous
to the British Isles. Britain was home to horse both imported and native for thousands of years.
Certainly Boadicea’s chariot was drawn by stout native ponies. Horses were brought here by
the Romans. What type of horse it is impossible to know. We do know that the Romans valued
mules. (Jawbone of a mule found from the Roman level. Billingsgate Buildings. DUA 1977
R5068 Museum of London.) There is much evidence showing that selective breeding was
undertaken. Mules were essentially pack animals, horses were reserved for riding.

John Stowe wrote (EA Survey of London 15981 in which he describes the scene at
Smoothfields, (Smithfield Market) London, where horse sales and races are held every Friday.
He describes horse that pace or amble, (a lateral trot) He distinguishes between the trotters At
foresquires2 (p 26 1994 reprint, Sutton publishing). He identifies that the amblers move quicker
than the trotters. (In that part are the sumpter horses, powerful and spirited; here costly
chargers, elegant of form, noble of stature, with ears quickly tremulous, necks lifted, haunches
plump. 1 This would not be a description of a racehorse. | think more perhaps the horses of
Flanders or Italy. These would seem not be the type of horse we call a racehorse today. They
may well have looked more like Fell or Frisians. But itdoes show that there were different types
of horse, common and Fine. Stowe also explains the lateral and the diagonal trotting paces and
differentiates between them.

By the time Gervase Markham begins to produce his string of informative books on a
wide variety of subjects we have more information about the breeds of horses already in
Britain. Markham provides us with some information about the breeds available at this time.

If he is a Spanish breed his limbs are small and strait, dry and spare, like a hart’s; if
Barbary, a fine little Head, and a well set Breast and Shoulder; if of Naples, he is hawks Nosed,
and clear Eyes, his Eyes seeming to sparkle; if Dutch or Flemish, his legs will be generally
rough, and large Hoofed; as for French and English, they are almost alike, only the English are
stronger set, and more hardy for any Exercise whatsoever (p49/501933 reprint. The Compleat
Jockey)

The Turk or Turkish horse is not mentioned at this point, so it would be reasonable to
suggest that they were not imported into Britain at this point in time. If they were they were not
recognised as such.

One of the most interesting books on the subject of the British breed of race horse is
by T Hornby Moorland 1810. Although quite late it gives us a very broad view of horse
breeding for speed. Morland identifies foreign horses and calls the Godolphin one of these. He
also identifies many Turk horses

John Wootton (1683-1764) and George Stubbs (1724-1806) painted horses with their
handlers. Often the handlers were men dressed in traditional Turkish costume. Weaves of that
period have altered little to today and if examined could be used as a source of identification.
John Wootton does persist in showing a similar groom in many of his paintings so it is difficult
to know if he painted him once and the fashion caught on and he just copied the figure.

James Seymour (1702-52) in painting, racehorses exercising in a landscape, shows a
golden horse and a grey both painted as if trying to show the almost metallic shine on the
coats.

Outside of the paintings themselves we should consider genetics. Coat colour and
markings are genetic and therefore indicate relationships. It is interesting to see the similarity
between the Akhal Teke horse and The Tetrareh. Maksat has very similar Also amodem Akhal
Teke and a horse in a painting by Gericault (1791-1824) 3A Horse Frightened by Lightening’.

THE AKHAL-TEKE BREED OF HORSES:
THE PAST AND THE PRESENT

The history of famous Akhal-Teke horses is the part of the history of Turkmen nation.
This is as the art given by Turkmen nation to the world. Through centuries Turkmen genera-
tions kept horses improving its breed and quality.

Since ancient times Turkmen horses were famous in the territory of Turkmenistan.
The Turkmen horses are the descendants of “nisay” horses. Turkmen people are proud of their
horses. It is in the central part of the national emblem of Independent Turkmenistan. This is
how our people appreciate their faithful friend.

A. PARPOLA (FINLAND)

HORSE AND CHARIOT IN INDO-IRANIAN AND-GREEK RELIGION:
COMMON HERITAGE FROM THE PONTIC-CASPIAN STEPPES

The Srednij Stog culture (c. 4500-3600 BC) can be assumed to reflect speakers of
Proto- Indo-European, the Pit Grave culture (c. 3600-2500/2200 BC) Proto-Greco-Aryan, the
Catacomb Grave culture (c. 2500/2200-1900 BC) of the Pontic steppes the Proto-Greco-Ar-
menian, and the Poltavkaand Abashevo cultures (c. 2500/2200-1900 BC) of the Volga steppes
the early phase of Proto-Aryan,’ the Sintashta-Arkaim culture (c. 2000-1800 BC) the late
phase of Proto-Aryan, and the Andronovo and Early Timber Grave cultures (c. 1800-1500
BC) the early phase of Proto-Indo-Aryan and Proto-Iranian respectively.

Initially, only ox-driven waggons and carts were used by the Indo-Europeans, but a
horse-driven chariot was developed in the Pontic-Caspian steppes in the last centuries of the
third millennium. It was first a rough one-man chariot with plank-wheels, then a lighter and
broader two-man chariot for a car-fighter and a charioteer, provided with spoked wheels. All
these vehicles were buried with their owners together with the draught-animals, and in the case
of the two-man chariot, also with the charioteer.

I would like to argue that the invention of a horse-drawn chariot and its association
with nobility as a prestige symbol has played a most significant role in the formation of ideas
and symbols related to kingship in the last period of Greco-Aryan cultural unity or neighbourship.
At first, there was just a “rough chariot” driven by a single man; correspondingly there was
only one souvereign king, who with his rules and orders governed the society like the chariot-
eer managed the horse with his bridles: this is Greek Poseidon corresponding to Indo-Aryan
Vanina. In the Vedic ritual, such clumsy single chariot is preserved as the vipatha-chariot (cf.
Sparreboom 1983: 151f.) of the Eka-vratya (AV 15). When this one-man chariot was devel-
oped into the spoke-wheeled two-man chariot, the absolute ruler of former times became a
father figure, who was succeeded by two youthful twin princes, the Dioskouroi or Asvins. The
kingship was split into the dual kingship of Sparta. This seems to have a counterpartin India in
Mitra-and-Varuna.

The concept of twins is naturally associated with the Asvins, the divine chariot-team
of two men. But the idea of cosmic twins as the parental pair of creation is also associated with
the earlier concept of a single ruler. Yama, the first king, had an incestuous relationship with
his twin sister Yam. Or the primeval couple are Dyava-Prthiv, Sky and Earth. Sky is more
particularly the night sky, the Chaos, or “Demonic” Death, who has incestuous relationship
with his beautiful Daughter, the Goddess of Dawn. The union of night and the dawn also leads
to the birth of the twins day and night, represented by the sun and the moon, or by the morning
and evening star, the two brothers or sons of the dawn. This involves the paradox that Dawn/
Light (Viraj, Aditi) is bom of Night, and Night is bom of Dawn/Light. In twin mythologies,
however, often one of the twins is of divine origin (son of the incestuous Sky), the other of
human origin (son of the mortal bridegroom, the sun or moon, to whom Father Sky marries off
his daughter).

There is fair unanimity about the common origin of the Indian “twin sons / descend-
ants of the Sky” {divo napdld, Rv 1,117,12b; 3,38,5c; 4,44,2b) and the Greek Alocr/copot/
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AtbAlcopot / AtbAtoupot, in each case divine horsemen who are associated with the “daugh-
terofthe Sky” (divo duhita, RV 1,92,5 et alibi, and /ALoAKoprJ/ Kovpr)). These divinities have
acounterpart even in Baltic mythology. (Cf. Whitney 1852: 322; Mannhardt 1875: 309ff.;
Oldenberg 1917: 207-215; Macdonell 1897: 49-54; Eitrem 1902: 1; Burkert 1985: 212f;
Zeiler 1990: 7f., 15-18.)

The chariot team consisted of two men with different functions and different social
positions. This is reflected in the mythology. A distinction is made between the two Asvins:
the elder (socially higher) brother is a “victorious” (jisnu-), “heroic” warrior, a mortal king
rdjan-), son of a human father (Vivasvat), while the younger brother is more peaceful and of
divine origin, an “intelligent, wise, skilful” (dasra-) and “trickful” {mdydvin-} charioteer. (Cf.
Zeiler 1990: 36f.)The two Asvins are called Nasatya and Dasra Harivamsa 8,39; Mahabharata
12,201,17; and Brhad-Devata 7,6 (cf. Tokunaga 1997: 267).

Once such an opposition between the two is established, other contrasting and com-
plementary ideas can be associated. In RV 3,55,11 the day and night are spoken of as twin
sisters (yamya), who have assumed different colours: one of these two (colours) shines bright
{tdyor anydd rocate), the other is black (krsndm anydt). The Asvins, too, are twins (cf. Zeiler
1990: 24f.), arid as the companions of the dawn (Usas == suryasya duhita = divo duhita) they
too have been associated with day and night: (cf. MS 3,4,4 ahordtre vd asvind, and Zeiler
1990: 7f.), or, as expressly stated in Latvian songs, the morning and evening star which woo
the daughter of the sun (cf. Zeiler 1990: 8,96-98). I would like to point out that the Mesopo-
tamian goddess of war and love, the victorious and creative Inanna-Ishtar associated with the
first light of the morning sky, has as her special symbol the planet Venus, which as the morning
star has a martial connotation and as the evening star an erotic connotation.

The epic tradition of India seems to have preserved these certainly ancient ideas
associated with the chariot warrior and his charioteer very distinctly in its two main figures,
the greatest hero Arjuna, whose name means “white”, and his divine charioteer Krsna “black”,
who is a great trickster and a clever and wise negotiator and advisor. | have argued that al-
though the epic tradition in its present shape is post-Vedic, it goes back to the oldest Aryan
traditions in South Asia. The cult of black Krsna and his elder brother, the white and strong
Bala-Rama, who are also accompanied by their wife/sister, is particularly current among the
Yadavas (from the early RV Yadu tribe) in the region of Mathura, probably originally Mathura
(thus already Patanjali) according to the “demon” Madhu, who originally lived in the city. In
all likelihood, this Madhu is no other than Bala-Rama, the great wine-drinker: Madhu “wine”
is the drink associated with the Asvins.

The Greek Dioskouroi are overwhelmingly conceived as horse-riding heroes, some-
times even as horses, although they also have whirring wings, with which they fly through the
air (Homeric hymns 33,13). Helen of Sparta, daughter of Zeus, is their sister. They twins have
individual distinctions; thus one of them is depicted with a beard, the other not, indicating a
difference in age. Poludeukes is the son of Zeus and immortal; he is a good fighter, a pugilist;
he is originally called TloXvXevK’qc; (whence Latin Pollux) “much shining”. The mortal
Castor is the son of a human father, Tundareos, Castor’s name is derived from the Proto-Indo-
European root k’ent- “to prick, goad, spur on”, and he is a good “tamer of horses”.

In actuality the Dioskouroi are to a large extent a reflection of the body of young men
capable of bearing arms. They invent the war dances, and as mounted warriors they ride out in
search of adventure, rustling cattle and stealing brides, but they also rescue their sister. The
dual kingship of Sparta bears a special relationship to the Dioskouroi. The Tyndaridai are
invoked when the army marchews into battle, and if one of the kings remains behind, the so
does one of the Tyndaridai. (Burkert 1985: 212)
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It seems quite significant that their cult is specifically associated with Sparta, where
the Dioskouroi have been more or less “national deities”, called “the great gods” (cf. Nilsson
1955:1, 407f.). They may therefore be connected with the coming of the Dorians, the latest
wave of Greeks whose dialect has remained in many respects remarkably archaic - suggesting
that they have stayed some time in isolation from the other Greeks, while coming as a “remain-
der” from their original home in the Pontic steppes. By the time they arrive in Greece, around
1300 BC, riding had already displaced’chariotry, but the two-man team of the chariot remains
associated with horses even in the riding era. However, in lliad (11,750-2; 23,638-642) the
twin sons of Aktor (“driver”) alias Poseidon, from Elis, are masters of chariotry (cf.
Schachermeyr 1950: 34 n. 65).

The dual kingship appears an interesting survival of bygone days, which Bernfried
Schlerath in his study of kingship in the Rg- and Atharvaveda missed in Vedic India:

Nach dem Vorbild von Mitra und Varuna sollte man auch ein irdisches Dop
pelkonigtumgelegentlicherwarten (Schlerath 1960: 108).

With regard to “dual kingship”, one can however think of the integrate connection
between ksatra- and brahman- in ancient Indian kingship (cf. Gonda 1966: 62ff.; Rau 1957:
117ff.; Scharfe 1989: 112ff.). The word brahman- denotes in the Rigveda “sacred utterance,
powerful cultic poem, prayer, mantra”-(cf. Oldenberg 1916; Schmidt 1968: 16-22). In the
Brahmana period and later, this brahman- is in the care of the Brahmanas, members of the
priestly class. According to Hanns-Peter Schmidt (1968: 239), Brahmanas-pati = Brhas-pati
“Lord of the sacred word” was originally an epithet of Indra, whose kingship thus incorpo-
rated also the priestly function, but in the Rigvedic time Brhaspati became an independent
deity and the chief priest (purohita) of the divine king Indra. In the Brahmana texts and later
epic and Puranic literature, Brhaspati is the purohita of the gods. It seems to me that this
development is due to the pre-existing model of double kingship reflected by the dual divinity
Mitra-Varunau and the Asvin twins: Brhaspati is separated from Indra to stand for the priestly
side of a double kingship. “King and purohita are, for the sake of the well-being of the king-
dom, an inserarable pair; they are each other’s complement’ (Gonda 1966: 66). SB 4,1,4,1-2
actually compares the relationship between the king and his Purohita to that between Mitra
and Varuna (cf. Scharfe 1989: 114).

A horse is Sri-Lanka (the former-Ceylon) is a rare and imported animal, weil-known
from India. Horses are mentioned in the local chronicles, while describing the island history,
we can find some information about them also in military battles, dynastical ties of major
population - singals - with dravids - people the Southern India. Mostly, horses were imported
in the period of European colonizator’s governing. Nowadays, some horses are kept some-
where for entertainment. In spite of the fact, that elephant symbolizes the tsar power, wealth
and military value in Lankian culture, the horse also serves as such a symbol.

In local Buddhism surroundings (Buddhism) here is a state religion on and the main
creed of singals), there have been existed a memory about favourite horse of the tsar-Siddhartchi,
the future Buddha, with whom the latter, according to the legend, parted with sadness, while
leaving his Palace the spiritual searches. But in some folklore cults we can see a horse as a
symbol of foreign threshold. As an example of it, it is a symbol of demon-Huniyan-Yaki from
Singal cult, and the general characteristic features of which let us see its eastern “origin”. This
“King of magic” (“magic” in translated as “huniyama” in the singal language), in particular,
has the obligatory attribute - a white horse.

In Nepal, where a horse does not have a real economic significance, a horse is well-
known as a riding animal, mainly for solemn processions. The character of Hayagriva in whose
hair horse heads are depicted (one of dreadful gods) is represented in the pantheon of North
Buddhism adopted by some Nepal’s peoples. The horse image is of limited significance for
local Induists (this is a state religion). Nevertheless, there is a special Holiday ofhorses, the
point of which is the struggle with an evil angel before the sowing season. But one of Nepal’s
peoples (tharu) has a peculiar cult in which gods appear as horses.

SACRED SPOTTED HORSES: THE SYMBOLIC SIGNIFICANCE OF THE LEOP-
ARD COAT COLOR IN EASTERN CENTRAL ASIA FROM THE 1ST
MILLENNIUM BC

Archaeological research over the past 100 years has shed much light on the use of the
horse by early nomadic peoples of Eurasia. Much remains to be ascertained, however, regard-
ing the place of the horse in the spiritual life of these peoples, and the types of horses they
possessed. With regard to the former, at least as far back as the 2nd century BC, one particular
type of horse from the Altai-Tien Shan mountain regions of Eastern Central Asia has been
associated with rich symbolic significance. These horses were leopard-spotted (dappled; white
with small dark spots all over) and very consistent in conformational (morphological) traits. In
relation to this «type,» today a breed of horse still exists in the remote Ulagan region of the
Russian Altai, the «aboriginal» Altaiskaya Chubaraya (Dmitriev and Ernst 1989:307; Hendricks
1995: 13; S. Lebedev 2001; Turkina 1939). This horse matches both descriptions and depic-
tions of the sacred spotted horses of antiquity.

This paper: (1) presents the early depictions and descriptions of the leopard-spotted
horses in their mythological context, and (2) compares the «type» of conformation associated
with these early spotted horses with that of the spotted Altai horses of today.

The Tien Shan «Dragon-Horses»

One of the oldest and intriguing mythologic associations concerning the horse deals
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with the Tien Shan «Dragon-stallion» legends. In these legends, wild Dragon-stallions were
said to have been sired by dragons that had come «from the water.» The Dragon-stallions were
reputed to share the extraordinary characteristics of the dragons themselves. Like their dragon
sires they possessed «heavenly» powers; they were said to be able to fly, and to carry their
owners to the heavens. In relation to this, they are represented as having wings. When mated
with domestic mares, the Dragon-stallions were said to produce exceptional offspring. The
coats of the Dragon-stallions, or their offspring, are alternately described directly as being
spotted or metaphorically as «sweating blood,» or as having «sequins» or «scales.» The leg-
ends appear, through time, in Iranian, Chinese and Turkic sources (see Gladitz, Esin, Beal,
Banks). The earliest Dragon-horse legends are identified with the city-states of Kucha and
Kara Shahr on the northern Tarim Basin, and with the northern Tien Shan regions of the Hi and
Ferghana valleys. (Beal 1884: vol. 1, 20; Esin 1965: 170, 210; Gladitz 1997: 32-44). One
rendition of the Kucha legend comes to us through Buddhist pilgrim Shih Fa-Hain who traveled
the area in 400 AD. Other stories he recounts allow dating of the Dragon-horse legend prior in
time to the Chinese driving the Hsiung-nu out of the region (Beal 1884: vol. 1, 20).

Two particular artifacts found in the northern Tien Shan can assist us both in explor-
ing the symbolism, and in dating this legend to earlier in time. The first find, from Issyk Kul,
is a delicate and intricate gold-foil representation of winged horses with horns and has been
dated to around the 5th century BC. The second artifact from the Kargaly Valley, dated from
the 2nd to 1st centuries BC, shows a winged horse with a dragon next to it (Davis-Kimball
1997/1998: Plates 12,36). In both cases, the wings depict the horse’s «heavenly» stature and
powers, as the Dragon-horse legends describe. Winged horses are also noted in the epic litera-
ture of Kazakh, Buriat and Korezm peoples (Belenytky 1978).

Among other places, the aquatic Dragon-stallion legend spread east to the Kokonor
region, where on the «island of the dragon colts» (lung-chb tao) wild stallions sired spotted
foals on domestic mares. There, from around the 6th century AD, we have reference to «fa-
mous» spotted horses being bred by the To'pa tribe (Gladitz 1997: 112). Among the clan
lineages of the T’o0-pa were the Ho-lan, (from the Turkic ala, alaca-»spotted») known to the
Chinese as the Po-ma, «dappled horses» (Bloodberg 1939: 305). The legend spread west,
where it was associated with the leopard-spotted Khuttalan breed in the 9th and 10th centuries
AD. (Gladitz 1997: 110). Also, south of the Taklamakan desert in east Kansu, wild water-
source Dragon-stallions produced horses as good as the «heavenly horses of the Tien lake
(Issyk Kul?),» post-dating, by comparison, the original Tien Shan legend (Bloodberg 1939:
287, parenthetical note in original). Later tribes known to specialize in breeding the spotted
horses include the Alayondlu, Alakcin, Basmil, Bulag, Tukhsi, Chaganian Oguz, Cumul, Cigil,
Kirgiz, Kurikan, and Karluck (Esin 1965: 168; Gladitz 1997; Nemeth 1938).

The Earlier Shamanistic Connection

Two earlier depictions the leopard-spotted horse are shown in a petroglyph from the
Minusinsk Basin (6th-8th centuries BC) and a feiyi (burial cloth) from the tomb of Lady Xin
Jui (c. 180 BC) in the Hunan region. The petroglyph depicts what is probably a shaman with
two spotted horses, which appear as if suspended in the air (Bokovenko 1995: fig. 23b; see
also Kubarev 1999: fig.2:18 for Altai spotted horse petroglyph). On the feiyi, two masked
shamans ride spotted horses around a pole, upwards to the heavens (Watson 1974: pi.ll; Lee
1982: fig. 59). In addition to conveying a wealth of Chinese symbolic elements (sun crow,
moon toad, etc.) possibly the petroglyph and certainly the feiyi also apparently depict an as-

pect of northern, Altaic, shamanistic ritual-the horse sacrifice. In this ecstatic ritual, a horse
was Killed, and the shaman rode the soul of the horse to the heavens while ascending a notched
pole through the heavenly planes of the other world. It is known in this context that «light
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colored» horses were reserved for this particular ritual, which was conducted for a variety of
purposes, from mere divination to escorting the deceased’s soul to the next world (Banks
1989:202; Kubarev 1997:2-6; Esin 1965:177; also Eliade 1964; Vitebsky 1995). In both the
petroglyph and feiyi we see that these horses were not only light colored, but leopard spotted.

As evidenced by the petroglyph and feiyi, the spotted horses were present, and their
«heavenly» connections existed, in both the northern Saca and Chinese cultures prior our first
references to the Dragon-horse legends. The water-source connection, too, is much older.
Chinese legend has it that it was an auspicious Dragon-horse, possibly spotted, who brought
on his back to Fuxi, from out of a river’s water, the charts from which the I-Ching hexagrams
were drawn (Banks 1989: 175).

The spotted horse retains cultic, celestial connections in present Altaic shamanistic
beliefs as well. According to Esin, «Solbon (3olpan, 3oban in Ottoman Turkish), the evening
star, is a horse shepherd, on a dappled horse, whose herd grazed in the heavenly prairies.
3olpan-Solbon is represented on the kams’ drums as a rider holding a star» ( p. 195). Today in
Tuva, the leopard-spotted horses are termed syldys shokar, «star-spotted» (Donahoe 2001).

The «Heavenly Horses» of Han China

Following Chinese emissary Chang Ch’ien’s fateful excursions west in 139 and 117
BC, Emperor Han Wu-ti’s quest for the «Heavenly Horses» (called by the Chinese, Tien «heav-
enly» or Shen «supernatural» Ma «horse»)-which were described as «blood-sweating»-takes
us to precisely the regions of the earlier northern Dragon-horse legends: the Hi and Ferghana
valleys. The relationship between the «heavenly» powers of the horses coveted by Wu-ti and
the Dragon-horses is clear. Following this time, much Han-period artwork depicts horses with
wings (see e.g., Femald, Cooke). The Han hymn, «Heavenly Horses,» calls them «shaman of
the dragon» and states of them «the Dragon will follow in their wake.» In other words, the
horses, related as they are to dragons, will with them «one day bring along a Dragon, a being
even more magical than a Heavenly Horse» (Birrell 1993: 41; Waley 1955: 97). The aquatic
origin of the horses is also clear. In the same hymn, they are said to.have «issued from the
waters of a pool» (Waley 1955: 96). The hymn also notes the horses to have «tiger backs,» a
term which is descriptive of a particular type of marking of leopard-spotted horses, as is the
term «blood-sweating,» i.e., dark or red spots on a white background.

About the Dragon-horses’ coat color, Bloodberg states that the Chinese word lung
(dragon) «as an epithet applied to a horse may mean nothing more mysterious than “dapple.”»
(1939 : 288n). It seems that this indeed might be the case. As evidenced by a Han stone
rubbing, at least some of the horses metaphorically described in the Han literature as «blood-
sweating» or as having «tiger backs» are indeed depicted as leopard spotted (Yetts 1934:
fig.4). Here, the upper row of Chinese officials all proudly parade on such prancing spotted
steeds.

Conformational Characteristics of the Early Spotted Horses In addition to seeking
the horse’s symbolic significance to early peoples, researchers over the years have attempted
to discern and categorize the morphology of the early horses of the Central Asian nomadic
peoples on the basis of bone measurements of horses found in kurgans (see e.g., Bukunyi
1974). But these provide only very gross assessments (height, bone mass, head size), and do
not allow us to infer the conformational elements which depict breed characteristics, such as
angle of hip, shoulder and neck. (Juliette Clutton-Brock, personal correspondence, 4 January
2001). For this we must look in two places: (1) descriptions and depictions in the historical
record, and (2) possible remnants of such type present in isolated equine populations present
in the areas today.
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Both descriptions and depictions of horses of the Tien Shan and Altai mountains
convey the image of a particular type of horse. Termed «Shen» horses in the later Turkic and
Chinese sources, they exist in time and place, and are consistently associated with, the Dragon-
horses. Indeed, it is possible that in the term «Shen» we have a more original term for the
Dragon-horses, as the term is first noted in the Chinese literature in relation to the «Heavenly
Horses» of Wu-ti’s time (Hulsewe 1979: 133n). Of the Shen horse, Esin notes:

This creature presents a rather incongruous appearance which however corresponds
to areal breed, represented many times and existing to our day, combining a heavy Prezvalskii
type of trunk and limbs... with the paradoxically diminutive head and the gracefully arched
neck of a thorough bred___ [and] seemingly furry fetlocks (Esin, pp. 209-210).

Itis precisely this group of traits-down to the furry fetlocks-that are portrayed on the
horses depicted on the fine Pazyryk knotted carpet (Rudenko 1970: fig. 145; Gryaznov 1969:
fig. 135). Likewise artwork associated with both the Dragon-horses and Heavenly Horses,
discussed herein, depict exactly such traits of type (excepting the heavy heads of the Minusinsk
petroglyph horses).

The Altaiskaya Chubaraya Horses of Expedition 2000 In August of 2000, an expedi-
tion to the Ulagan region of the Russian Altai was conducted to photograph conformation and
draw blood from spotted Altai horses for DNA analysis (the results of which should be avail-
able by the time of this conference). Although some «aboriginal» horses were removed from
the region in the 20th century for crossbreeding, the Ulagan band remains virtually pure. Con-
formationally, the Altai horses can be described as consistently matching descriptions and
depictions of the Shen, Dragon and Heavenly horses: the legs are of medium length (length of
leg relative to body depth) and with sturdy «bone»; the heads are refined; the neck ties into the
chest high with no dip in front of the withers, and is arched and graceful; and the croup is
relatively flat. They often have «feathers,» the furry fetlocks described by Esin. A large per-
centage of them are leopard spotted.

In contrast, the Shen, Dragon and Heavenly horses of antiquity and the Altai horses
of today appear conformationally very unlike the two most recognized breeds in surrounding
areas: the Mongolian pony with its short legs, somewhat large head, and neck that ties into the
chest at a veritable horizontal level; and the desert-breds such as the Akhal-Teke with its long,
fine-boned legs, refined head, typical «upside-down» neck (called by some Akhal-Teke breed-
ers a neck with a «large adam’s apple») with a dip in front of the withers, and sloped croup
(Oliver and Langrish 1991: 13). The gene which causes leopard spotting is extremely rare in
Mongolian horses and entirely absent in the Akhal-Teke breed.

Conclusions

As the Chinese feiyi depicts, and accounts of shamanistic rituals describe, probably
throughout the area the «light colored,» leopard-spotted horses were not mere riding horses,
but were sacred horses reserved for the cultic functions of the horse sacrifice ritual. Over
time, the symbolic «heavenly» powers of the water-bom Altai-Tien Shan Dragon-horses-and
the horses themselves-spread from the Near East to the Far East., The Altaiskaya Chubaraya

of Ulagan today appears to match, in both conformation and coat color, descriptions and
depictions of sacred horses from the Altai-Tien Shan region more than two millennia ago.
Due more to the Ulagan region’s remoteness than to any concerted breeding efforts, in these
horses we may well have one living example of the pre-Han horses of Eastern Central Asia’s

nomadic peoples.

SADDLED HORSE WITHOUT HORSEMAN - A RELIGIOUS SYMBOL
OFPARTHIAN TIME (ABBREVIATED VERSION)

Through several centuries in antiquity images of horses with empty saddles were to
be found from the roman northwest provinces over ancient Iran up to the Far East. A promi-
nent example of them are the gold and silver coins of the roman general Quintus Labienus
minted in 40 BC (Fig. 1-3). On their revers-side they show without any explanatory or speci-
fying inscription a horse of heavy lranian breed with parthian harness (phalerae at its cross-
ings), asaddle and a quiver for bow and arrows (rather than stirrups). A rider is invisible. What
does that mean? The avers-inscription around the generals portrait runs as Q. LABIENVS
PARTHICVS IMP, having Parthicus as a surname and naturally not as a triumphal title, since
all historiographical sources say Labienus fought with the help of parthian troops against the
newly established roman autocratic triumvirate. M. H. Crawford therefore rightfully calls these
coins «the last republican issue». «Parthicus» must have had a positive connotation as part of
the name of the imperator in those areas, were he and his parthians allies operated - from
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Syrian Aramea up to Stratonicaea in western Asia Minor - to defend the lost position of
Brutus’ and Cassius’ lost republicans and certainly also to push forward the geopolitical
aspirations of their parthian supporters, the king Orodes and his son Pacorus. This alliance
made sense insofar as parts of the populations in the roman east preferred the parthian rule to
the seemingly harsher exploitation by the roman tax-farmers, as for instance Cicero complained
in 51/50 BC that people in Cilicia «eagerly await the arrival of the Parthians», an expectation
which later also underlies the messianic hopes of Rabbi Simon ben Jochai, who admonishes
«to listen to the pace of the messiah, when one sees a parthian horse bound at a tombstone in
Palestine»

The Parthians in Labienus army were cavalry, but in the propaganda-context of our
coin, which just shows the horse and not a rider, the message must be more - in my opinion at
least - than a military one. Since in the Near East the horse without rider can have a religious
meaning, it should be asked whether through such an ideological connotation of the saddled
horse people positively could be attracted to the politics and strategies of Labienus. Indeed
there is a rich iconographic material to support this interpretation. Comparable for instance
achaemenid seals with a sun-symbol over the empty saddle (Fig. 4) or a coin from the city of
Mopsos showing a saddled horse with a quiver and palm-branch in it (Fig. 5), calling into
memory Tacitus’ story of the invisible divine hunter on parthian Mount Sanbulos, whose trace
is marked by a plethora of shot game after a night’s race of a saddled horse. Tacitus here
speaks of Herakles - perhaps Verethragna? Mithras also comes into mind, who not only is
named Parthicus in an inscription from Potaissa, but who is also depicted as a riding hunter in
Dieburg and Dura Europos, riding also on a coin from Trapezunt, standing (!) on a horse ina
relief in Verona (Fig. 9), which because of the mountain in its upper background and the
upraised neighing horse head really reminds the Sanbulos-story by combining two levels of
reality in one picture: a realistic horse with an unrealistic rendering of Mithras standing in
frontal position on it.

Hypothetically one could propose Mithras also as the invisible god on Labienus’
coins, but characteristically enough the coin leaves open the concrete denomination of the
supposed deity. It obviously offers possibilities of other identifications, since riding gods be-
came numerous in the first centuries of our era - the famous Thracian Rider being only one of
them, Zeus Asbamaios possibly on a coin from Tarsos (Fig. 6) venerated especially in
Cappadocia whose name can be derived from persian asp- = horse. Further Men, Kakasbos
Sozon and others in Lycia, Helios, Horus and even King Salomon are shown as riders.
Eschatological expectations are in some cases connected with saviours on horseback - Christ
in the Apocalypse of John, or flames and other symbols for the Buddha (Fig. 8). The latter
especially is in early times an example for an iconographic representation of the supernatural
- empty throne, foot-prints etc. - a rendering of overwhelming power which occurs already in
the ancient orient, where empty chariots, empty thrones as well as empty horse-saddles give
place to the invisible. Very important in this context are bronze fittings of a more than life-size

saddle from late antique Corea in the Hamburg Museum because they are inscribed with “sub-
lime deity».

Similar interpretation is possible for the sepulchral use of a saddled horse - as a living
tradition still remembered in 20th century eastern Westphalia (Engem) where the big farm-
owners called «Sattel-Meier» had the privilege to be accompanied at their sepulchral cer-
emony in the church by a saddled horse, thus obviously preserving pagan ritual in Christian
surroundings as seems to be the case also with the presence of a saddled horse in the funeral
cortege of Churchill, or more allegorically on medals commemorating 1650 the death of King
William 11, an iconographic topos which in the north goes back to roman tombstones, but can
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also be found at the other end of the Eurasian steppe-belt in China, where the famous «heav-
enly horses» from Central Asia following one interpretation are also looked after in search for
immortality, comparable to the richly decorated saddled horse in Tang tomb inventories.

In the Islamic world we have the saddled horse in an individualized sepulchral/
eschatological context on an 13th century Iranian terracotta-bowl in the Freer Gallery standing
before a squatting male figure and more ostensibly and pompously represented in the ottoman
funeral procession of the sultan, where altogether 14 saddled horses paraded - 13 for the
imperial predecessors and one for Selim II.

Combining all these iconographic arguments one feels obliged to see more than just
an ordinary depiction of Parthian cavalry on Labienus’ coins: a religious symbol of
eschatological expectations which could be deserved by different deities and be used by both
parthian, roman-republican and various local political interests.

The cult of flying
horse Duldul is still very famous among people. Duldul horse of khalif Ali was considered a
protect of horses. The cult of Duldul horse is widely met in Southern Turkmenistan, near
Koytendag region.

O. TSEPOVA (RUSSIA)

THE IMAGE OF HORSE AND OF AN EQUESTRIAN
INTHE TERRACOTTA OF ANCIENT BACTRIA

In the material culture of ancient Bactria the image of a horse and of an equestrian
was widely used: in wall paintings, in decorative architectural relief, on coins, in the stamped
decoration on ceramics and in terracotta figurines. In coroplastics it appeared in the Il - 1c.
B.C. and became one of the most popular images met in terracotta. These statuettes can be
found in the constructions of different types but more often in houses. They were made by
hand, not very carefully. Very often they had a cult interpretation but someone supposed that
they were used as toys. The origin of terracotta figurines in antic times in the Central Asia was
related often to the influence of the western hellenistique world which was characterized by
the wide spread of them. The horse and the rider plated a great role in the life of the nomads
who came from the northern steppes and a presentation of them was related to the cult of
ancestor. As we know from the Chinese sources a wonderful breed was bred in Bactria. The
Bactrian coroplastics tradition continued in the following period but in much less degree.

The stallion of Arabic breed named Marengo was delivered to Napoleon during Egyp-
tian march after the battle with Turkish of Abukir in 1799.

Its rare qualities made it the ideal fighting horse. The emperor loved this horse more
than the others ones. The fate of this horse was remarkable. This horse participated in many
campaigns and historic battles. There are reasons for supposing the image of this horse is
engraved in one of the pictures of the collection of French painting in Hermitage. This canvas
“Napoleon’s Hunting in Kompyen forest” belongs to the brush of Karl Veme.

Possessing armory of means and methods ( devices) of animal painter Karl Veme
was crazy about portrayal of horses, showing preference to thoroughbred, thin-legged fast
horses.

The picture “ The Hunting in Kompyen Forest ” made to order by Napoleon, was
attached the historical importance of chronicle and glorification of the empire.

DANCING HORSES FROM EASTERN TURKESTAN

In the interaction of physical and moral values of Eurasian people the role of Silk
Road through Eastern Turkestan is of great importance. Among transported valuable things
there were music and musicians with different instruments; singers, dancers, actors and also
singing birds and dancing horses. The earliest ancient monument with musical image was a
terracotta donkey, which played on the flute sitting on the horse from Ancient Hotan. During
religious, ritual and other national holidays in Eastern Turkestan the mass dances and shows in
which animals have participated were very popular (bullfights, horse or camel competitions).
These mass presentations, which have been lasted for a long period of time, were accompa-
nied with music and musical shows where horses also demonstrated their dancing talents.
Dancing horses, have been selected for shows in the Imperial Palace, “made difficult motions
with head hoddings and tail flaps... they can dance benches, joining by there and stand motion-
lessly while strong men began to lift them up.” Among these dances there are “Lion”, “Bird”,
“Monkey”, “Horse” and others. Ancient Uigurs before their movement to the Eastern Turkestan
gave the following dancing shows as “Camel”, “Horse”, “Lion”, etc. Nowadays the imitating
dances are very popular in Xinjan and in llior Atushe regions - different types of “Horse”
dancers. Modem uigur bakshies use bridles to conjure ghost away in their dances.

THE HORSE AND THE RIDER: HORSE-BREEDING AND CAVALRY IN
POLITOGENESIS

The arts of the early nomads of the first millennium B.C. Eurasian steppe are charac-
terized by representations of many animals, although the horse is generally absent. Itisonly in
the 4th century B.C. that representations of horses with riders occur. Beyond the «Greco-
Scyth» objects found in the Black Sea region, such as the distinctive comb from Solokha, the
Chertomlyk vase, and other vessels, jewelry and ornaments, the horse and rider also appears at
approximately the same time in regions to the east. From Pazyryk kurgan V are a felt hanging
and the pile carpet with horses and riders, from Filippovka the cup ornament with a hunting
scene from kurgan 1 and the bone sculpture of horse and rider from kurgan 3. In this paper |
will explore the implications of this iconographic innovation and attempt to explain the cul-
tural significance or significances of this new artistic choice.

THE HORSE IMAGE IN THE MIDDLE
PERSIAN (PAHLAVI) LITERATURE

There are many writings in the Middle Persian Literature of the Sasanian epoch con-
cerning the horse image because of horse significance in the old Iranians’ life.

The horse is named in the mythical texts - e.g., the story of the battle of Tishtar
incarnated the horse with the demon aposh, in the epic texts - e.g., the description of single
combats and battles, the data of warriors as a social class, and in some classification lists. This
classification is quasi-scientific, representing everyday idea of horses differing in colours and
farming utility or simply known in Iran. Some texts enumerate weapons and armour. The
“Explanation of Chess’ describes chess as a game fully acted parallel to a battle. The horse
was mentioned in the non-remained ‘“The Code of Warriors’, is named in the text containing a
specimen speech and in some other works purely practical in content. There is some meta-
phorical using of the horse image in the Pahlavi texts, too.

The Pahlavi writings embody different descriptions of the horse image. This fact
indicates that they have been based on the Iranian beliefs and concepts traced back both to
the nomadic period and the late Sasanian one.

IMAGES OF RIDER AND HORSE IN SASANIAN GLYPTICS AND
NUMISMATICS

It has been made an attempt in the paper to classify and to evaluate the rich material
of the so called “horse subjects”, engraved on many sasanian seals and bullae (seal impres-
sions on clay) in the 3rd-7th centuries A.D. As aresult of analyses of museum and private to
diminuate the great variety of “horse and rider” images to three main groups, i.e.: 1) Riderand
horse; 2) Horse without rider; 3) Winged horse (“Pegasus™). The first group excels two others
in diversity of compositions, representing the horsemen now as hunter, now as dragon-killer,
or a participant of the peace treaty (truce), etc. The tradition of engraving a rider on horse in
Sasanian numismatics appears only in the cooper coinage of the 1st half of the 7th century, at
the same time of downfall of the Iranian state under Arabian conquests.

V.AAMESHKERIS (RUSSIA)

ERKALA RIDER-MUSICIAN AND ARCHAEOLOGICAL PARALLELS

The statue of a rider - musician from Erkala - the Old Merv Citadel (Gyaur - Kala
site) is viewed in two aspects: the investigation of nomadism phenomenon and historical intro-
duction to instrumentation. Historic-cultural aspect allows to state the regular ties of mass
terracotta figures of riders on the analogy with nomad in vasions (Indo-lranians in the coun-
tries of Front East and Mediterranean in the Il c. B.C. - Assiro-Babilon and Cretan World;
Sakouedji in Bactria in the Il-1 ¢. B.C.; chionits, eftalits and Turkis an the Middle and Central
Asia in the early Middle Ages (V-VIII c. A.D.). nomadism and Riding Science reveal the
problem of regular correspondences of convergent phenomenon in the Eastern plastic arts.
Organological musical aspects allows us to conclude about nomadis genesis of a horse charac-
ter, playing music on a double lute, which is the typical cattle-breeder instrument. There was
formed a stable tradition of stringed instruments in nomadic tribes. There were genetically
distinguished ethnocultural layers, which allow us to state organological and iconographic
parallels between early Parthians and late middle aged Kipchak monuments of Kazakh and
Volga-Ural region. Erkala rider - musician is a multi aspect monument, a Keyone in working
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out broad historic-cultural and decorative problems of nomadic history, which are of great
importance in highlighting the formation process of the East.

THE ORIGIN OF STRINGED MUSICAL INSTRUMENTS

The peculiarity study of the musical culture of the peoples of East within the frame-
work “A horse and a rider” raises two problems in the historical study of instruments. The
problems are closely connected with the origin of the sound source and the sound producing
methods. An ancient service weapon of a horse rider- a bow - functioned as one-stringed
hordofon in musical culture. And it resulted in the regeneration of this weapon into a musical
instrument. Horsehair and tendon were used to make bowstring as well as the strings of the
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instruments appeared on its basis. But with the appearance of the resonator the skin of animals
(including horse) has been used. So, a horse and a rider occupied a significant place in the
origin of stringed musical instruments.

It is marked that all
horse names in Azeri can be divided into two groups:

Common and proper ones: 1) names given due to all, sex, manner of riding-common
ones; 2) a part of horse names is given as proper ones, the main function of which is individu-
alism, Horse names in Turk languages are notable for their richness and variety.

M.GASYMLY (AZERBAIJAN)
THE IMAGE OF AHORSE IN AZERI LITERATURE
An ancient turkish attitude towards the horse springs from the historical function that
a horse fulfilled in his life.

A) a horse put turk’s wishes into practice that connected with movement (fights, the
nomadic way of life etc.)
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B) a horse regulated his economical life.

All these aspects developed Turk’s mental abilities, mythological artistic aspects of
his creativity. The main themes and subjects of Turk’s folklore were concentrated around a
horse. At present the folklore culture of Turk’s native speakers is directly connected with the
cultivation of horse. In this sense the historical-semantic reflection of the horse in the azeri
folklore is analogous with the Altais, Kazakh, Turkmen, Kirghiz, Uzbek, Uigur folklore. The
image of a horse created by the common turks culture often the stage of national differentia-
tion acquired some regional peculiarities and tinges in the folklore of related nations. However
close examination shows that common folk-lore material, image of a horse that has found
reflection in texts, literature; his mythological-semantic characteristics; ideas and relations
created by the function that horse fulfilled in historical-ethnographical life are compound parts
of the whole Turks’cultural complex. That’s why in such ballads as “Dede Korkut”, “Manas”,
“Gor-Ogly”, “Yedigen”, “Gyrk-Gyz”, etc. The dynamic development of the theme is directly
connected with the hero and his horse.

The investigations of the amount of memorial-cult monuments which have been done
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recently have shown the existence of steady tradition of horse portrayals mark on their walls.
The splendid models of such portrayals were opened in the Giz-Bibi sanctuary near the Imarat
village in the Baharden etrap.

Giz-Bibi sanctuary is the reminiscence of the ancient goddess cult, the goddess of
waters and fertility Irdvisura Anaghita. The tradition of horse offering to her was established
archaeologically. Sacramental pictures in memorial-cult monuments are interpreted as ritual
replacement of great offerings.

The stones with the traces of hoof of the legendary horse Dul-Dul of Ali imam have
the great interest.

Dul cult is connected with the Mitra cult who was the god of vegetation and the
patron of herdsmen, besides everything. The horses were devoted to him.

The Independent neutral Turkmenistan is the birth-place of the most beautiful and
Fastest horses - Akhal-Teke horses.

The culture of breeding of the Akhal-Teke horses has its own history. One of the most
interesting traditions is the tradition of giving a name to a foal. Instead of being nicknamed,
these horses were given names, like human beings.

Traditionally, the Turkmen people give names only to horses and dogs out of all
animals. Itis explained by the place these animals occupied in the life of the Turkmen people.

The Akhal-Teke horses are given names on the basis of existing traditions. The name
must be symbolic. Moreover, the names of horses and mares are different. The names can be
simple, complex and compound.

(on the example of Turkmen songs)

Turkmen folklore embraces all known folklore styles, fascinating its readers by re-
markable forms and profound message.
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Turkmen poems include such literary styles, as heroic epos (“Gorogly”), destans
(“Shasenem and Garib”), folk-lore tales and humorist stories and anecdotes (Apendi, Aldar
Kose, etc.), riddles, proverbs, sayings and songs. Poems of Turkmen folklore are very rich. A
special attention is given to the image of a Turkmen rider. There is a lot of information on
Turkmen horses in the heroic epos “Gorogly”, proverbs and sayings, for example: “When you
are wide awake in the morning, first see your horse and then your father”.

There are a lot of Turkmen songs. They are inspired with great patriotism, high hu-
manism, lyricism and warm-heartedness. They are penetrated with love and loyalty for a friend,
compassion for miserable people, hatred and contempt for enemies, aspiration for a happy
life. There is the image of Turkmen horse in a number of Turkmen songs, (children songs - “It
is snowing”, “Ahmet-aga”, lullaby songs “night is coming”, weepings and lamentations - “I
don’t know™”, lale (girl songs), a folk-lore song “I’ll give an advice”, “Turkmen Horse”, etc.)

HORSE IN TURKMEN FOLKLORE

An Akhal-Teke horse and its merits are being glorified in Turkmen folklore in a
highly artistic way. Historically, the Turkmen people estimates honour and a true worth of a
Djigit by his horse, the way he rides, the way he uses a sword. These factors were of great
significance for Turkmen tribes, surrounded by enemies.

The epos “Gorogly” is the summit of a horse glorification. In this epos the horse,
Gyrat by name, is not only a horse, but also a bosom friend to share a man’s thoughts, a friend
in fight, who helps a man out of trouble. There are lots ofexamples from sayings and proverbs,
where a Horse is described in all its dignity.

Besides, the image of a Horse is in the centre of many poems by Magtymguly, Seidi,
Zelily and other poets.

As one of the Turkmen poets puts it “I call you not a horse, but my brother”. This is
another evidence of the Turkmen people’s love for a Horse.

However, a Turkmen Horse was estimated by its true worth only in the epoch of
Saparmurat Turkmenbashy the Great. At present the image of a Turkmen Horse is one of the
main elements on the National Emblem of Turkmenistan, where it stands in all its beauty. This
is the image of a favourite Akhal-Teke Horse of our Serdar Saparmurat Turkmenbashy the
Great.

M.KURBANOVA (TURKMENISTAN)
THE TURKMEN HORSE ADORNMENTS

The work gives a wide coverage to the questions of the development of applied art,
carpet-making, production of Turkmen “koshma” and its influence on the improvement of
turkmen adornments for horse. More over the work gives full attention to the influence of
national craft on labour upbringing of turkmen nation.

P. HOFFMEISTER (GERMANY)
HORSESON TURKMEN TEXTILES

Turkmen Textiles: knotted tent items, flat weavings and clothing are normally ab-
stractly patterned. Occasionally, however, we find representations of more concrete objects,
such as a wedding procession, camels, a bird and horses with riders. That is the case here. Will
quickly recognize that this theme, considered in its historic context, is extremely interesting
and allows some insights into the cultural history of Central Asia.

We know that the migrations of whole tribes and groups from west to east and east to
west were the basis for established cultural transferences and reciprocal influences over thou-
sands of years. Clearly defined cultures occurred rarely, while overlapping and mutual influ-
ences were the rule. So it happens that different motifs and characteristics of style occur in
several cultures in similar forms. Swift and reliable horses naturally played a central role for
the mobility of the people for the purposes of migration, hunting and war well into the 19th
century - which is primarily the case here. The representation, that | would like to present to
you, is actually the horse in relation to men - strictly speaking to man. Man on horseback -
whereby the horse raises up or exalts man.« Hero on Horseback» We find this representation
already in the petroglyphs from the Bronze Age and throughout every century and cultural
sphere of west and middle Asia up to the 19th century.

By 1400 a distinctive nomadic style had emerged, found in grave sites as far apart as
the Caucasus and the Ordos. From their intimate connection with the natural world, the Cen-
tral Asians developed a visual vocabulary that included animal combat, _zoomorphic meta-
morphosis and what we are interested here:From their tradition of raids and intertribal con-
flicts came the images of the «<Hero on Horseback» and the enduring iconography of the royal
hunt. Important, powerful men on horse, mostly with a weapon in hand - signifying power - are
represented here. Emperors and kings hunting on horseback, the Greek hero Bellerophonte
rode on the winded horse Pegasus to slay the Chimara, St. George of early Christendom (a
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prince from Kappadokia in the 3rd Century) killed the dragon mounted on his horse, and
Sidarta is depicted leaving his home on horseback, quietly riding without touching the ground.
While | was developing this theme, | found so many examples that would have fit into the
framework of this speech that | could have taken them all into account. Therefore, | would like
to limit myselfto a few important as well as several perhaps less well-known representations.
Naturally the representations of the equestrian peoples play a supporting role. You’ll be eager
to see what meaning these representations have in the art history of Central Asia. I’ll begin
with an embroidery of the Tekke Turkomen from the 18th or 19th Century. Then I Awill talk
about several Petroglyphs that were found in southern Siberia - Mongolia. Afterwards, I’ll
discuss representations that have migrated from the west, meaning Mesopotamia and Iran to
the East, as well as from the Turk-mongol cultural region to the West. There are significant
differences between them. Naturally, one must include the representations of riders from the
barrow 5 in Pazyiyk, i.e. the rider figures from the great felt carpet and the knotted carpet, both
of which are preserved in the Hermitage in St. Petersburg. Dr. Elena Tzareva wrote the de-
scription of these figures in my lecture. I will quote her. As arule, pictorial representations on
Turkmen textiles appear only on tent bands and Asmalyks - in other words, on cultural items,
that played an important role in weddings. These objects were very skillfully made by impor-
tant, wealthy families. The Turkmen bride rode in procession from her parents’ tent to the
bridegroom’s in a covered litter mounted on the back of a camel.

THE HORSE IMAGE IN TURKMEN TRADITIONAL MUSIC

The horse image occupied a special place in traditional musical culture. In mythol-
ogy itis the image of Dyul-Dyul, the extraordinary horse directly connected with the origin of
dutar, militant horses of epic Oguz warriors, legendary Gyr-at from the epos “Gyor ogly”. The
bahshys (folk singers) praised the beauty and valour of the Turkmen horse in their songs.
Sazandas (musicians) devote their musical works to the Turkmen horse. The horse image as
the symbol of courage and power can be found even in Turkmen ritual songs. With great
artistic taste and technical mastery the performers show beautiful prancing horse playing the
gopuz and dilli-tyuydik. The horse image has acquired a special place in dutar music in which
it appears as well as a real character by means of sounds as it serves to express an objectivized
idea.
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The horse image appears to be many-sided; meaningful and serious, form shaping,
intonational rhythmical, the rhythm of races was shaped as musical symbol associating the
notion about the Turkmen land.

THE BRIDE’S KIDNAPPING AND HORSE’S STEALING -PLOTS OF AN
ROCKS’ART IN TUVA AND SOUTH SYBERIA

In Gunn-Sarmat’s and Turkic time we can find a new style of rocks’art, where the
epic motives, remained in some fables about Turkic national heroes, was appeared in Central
Asia. For example, on some rocks of Tuva or South Siberia we can see a sketch of a rider and
ahorse walking together; and it means the horse’s stealing. The same composition is known in
hard sup art, especially on wood planks, which were found in the grave of Tepsey (Gunn-
Sarmat’s time). Animals imprints on planks and also on rocks are made of special style -
tashtyk’s (reflection of a very fast movement with the help of legs’ movements and body’s
movements), people have special hair ups. Such stylistic features differs figures in the scene
“Bride’s kidnapping” on the mountain Synym-Chorek in Tuva. Plots ofbride’s kidnapping and
horse’s stealing are wide spreaded in Turkic heroic eposes. Inother to get a big power, man had
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to steal his enemy’s horse and in order to be a real hero he had to kidnap his enemy’s bride. All
this cultural features occurred in Central Asia during the Gunn-Sarmat’s time and found their
own reflection in Turkic culture what was proved in some works of the rocks’ art.

A horse and a rider are the most artistic images in antique art of Azerbaijan. Taking a
prominent place in economy and cult outlook of ancient times the horse served not only as
totem, but it was identified with divinity of before asian, Caucasian and eurasian traditions.
The horse image in ancient iconography of Azerbaijan coincided with sun and five cults.
Further the horse was the most important symbol in Zoroastrism.

Turk- oguz influence on Azerbaijan leaded to the development of general cultural
tendencies on a huge territory. The horse image in Kitabi Dede Gorgut and Gyorogly eposes
is equally important to Azeries, Turkmens and Turks. Turkmen-azeri state formations of
Kara-Koyunly and Ak-Koyunly, in which in preserving a special epithet to the image of
ancient assistant companions in arms.

A. A. AMBARTSUMIAN (RUSSIA)

HORSE IN AVESTA AND PAHLAVI LITERATURE

The paper deals with the lexical materials related to horse and horseman’s terms
attested in the Avesta (Yashts, Gathas, Videvdat, Frahang-i Oim) and in the Pahlavi (Middle
Persian Zoroastrian) Literature (Bundahishn, Vizidagiha-i Zadspram, Ayadgar-i Zareran). A
great range of the Avestan compound words and personal names, having as its component a
word “aspa” - “horse” (Aurvataspa, Vishtaspa, and so on) and “aurva(nt)” racehorse”, is widely
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observed. Analysis of the meanings of such compound words allows to understand better the
different spheres of horse and horseman’s use in the Ancient Iranian world of the Avestan
period. An attention is given also to the Pahlavi classification of horses and to the terms used
for the horse determination in the Arsakid and Sassanid periods.
