Annotation. Sergey Stepanovich Minyaev (12.18.1948-04.11.2020), senior researcher at Leningrad department of the

Archaeology Institute of the Soviet Academy of Sciences (LOIA, since 1991 — IHMC RAS) is the largest Russian researcher of
antiquities of the Xiongnu tribal union. In 1982, the scientist headed the Transbaikal detachment of the LOIA (since 1992, the
Transbaikal expedition of the IHMC) and began systematic excavations of the Xiongnu reference monuments in Buryatia (the
settlement of Duryony I, the Dyrestuysky burial ground, mound No. 7 in the Tsaram valley). Sergey S. Minyaev paid special
attention to the origin of the cultural complex of the Xiongnu, to the study of their artistic bronzes. He was also interested in the
further fate of this nomadic association, part of whose population continued to live in Central Asia even after the collapse of this
formation of nomads. He was one of the first to use the methods of natural sciences in the process of analyzing Xiongnu antiquities.

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Reflections on the development process
of Early Nomadic pastoralism on the Mongolian Plateau

Annotation. At the beginning of the 3@ millennium, the Afanasevo cultural group entered the Mongolian Plateau with their

animal husbandry subsistence methods, after which the Mongolian Plateau went through a long phase of development based on

animal husbandry. Around 1500 BC, with the development of an economy based on animal husbandry and the pressure caused
by population growth, pastoralists undertook a series of changes in livelihood and lifestyle, gradually forming a nomadic mode
of production, thus creating an early economic regime of nomadic pastoralism. During the period of the Slab-grave culture, the
nomadic pastoralism economy was further developed and eventually extended to the entire Mongolian Plateau, which laid the

foundation for the subsequent creation of a powerful nomadic pastoral empire by the Xiongnu.

Nomadic herding is a form of animal husbandry, an
economic model of grazing in a nomadic and migrating
manner (Wang Mingke, 2008). The dwellings and pastures
of herders are characterized by a certain instability. The
origins of early nomadic pastoralism vary from region to
region (Shao Huiqiu, Wu Yatong, 2020). The Mongolian Pla-
teau was a region where nomadic pastoralists lived since
ancient times. Historically, this land was dominated by no-
madic pastoral groups such as the Xiongnu (Huns), the Xian-
bei, the Turkic (Tujiie) and the Mongols.

The first to establish a nomadic empire on the Mongo-
lian Plateau were the Xiongnu, who had a well-established
nomadic pastoralist social and economic system that laid
the foundation for the emergence of later nomadic pastoral
groups. The Mongolian Plateau have already experienced
a long process of animal husbandry economy before the

Xiongnu, but there are still different opinions among sci-
entists about this development process, especially on the
question of the origin of nomadic pastoralism.

Human activity was already presented on the Mongolian
Plateau during the Paleolithic, when the main forms of sub-
sistence were hunting, gathering and fishing, and agriculture
arose during the Middle and the Late Neolithic (I[262310d0ps#c
Hap, 2002). During the early 314 millennium BC, groups be-
longing to the Afanasevo culture (3000-2000 BC) brought
bronze smelting technology and animal husbandry subsis-
tence model from Southern Siberia to the Altai and the Khan-
gai Mountains in Mongolia, opening the beginning of the
Metal Age on the Mongolian Plateau. Subsequently, the cen-
tral and western parts of the Mongolian Plateau entered a
long phase of mixed economic development mainly based on
animal husbandry, practiced along with agriculture and hunt-
ing. After the Afanasiev culture, the central-western Mongo-
lian plateau passed to the Chemurchek/Khemcheg culture
(2700-1800 BC), the remains in the form enclosures of Tsen-
gel type (2500-1800 BC) (Tepbam Hap, 2008; 2014) and the
Menkhkhairkhan/Munkhkhairkhan culture (1800—1600 BC).
This is the early development period of the Bronze Age on the
Mongolian Plateau, which lasted for nearly 1000 years (fig. 1, 1).
The remains of this stage are mainly located in the valleys

of the Mongolian Altai and the Khangai Mountains, where
population density was low and rich resources could fully meet
the needs of human groups and livestock, allowing pastoral-
ists to produce products (including grazing) and live within a
relatively stable territory. The remains of stone fences in the
form of a Cengel, square and round, divided into several spac-
es, with holes for pillars around the object, can be interpreted
as settlements of shepherds (fig. 1, 2).

Around 1500 BC, various types of stone buildings began
to appear in the interior, mainly burials, which mostly cov-
ered the entire Mongolian plateau. The remains of this pe-
riod include the Sagsai-shaped graves (1500-1000 BC) and
khirigsuur (khirgisiiiir) (1400-800 BC), which are common
in the Altai and Khangai Mountains, as well as the prone
burials, distributed in the steppe of central-eastern Mongo-
lia and the Gobi Desert (1600—1000 BC). The number of gra-
ves in the form of Saksai has increased significantly com-
pared to the remains of the early Bronze Age, and there is
evidence of their distribution in the Gobi region (fig. 2, 1).
The number of khirigsuur burials was higher than of the
Sagsai-shaped graves, and they penetrated eastward into
the Gobi area and up to the eastern steppe region (fig. 2, 2).
The distribution of these two types of remains shows that
during this period the population grew and spread to the
adjacent territories.

With the development of animal husbandry econo-
my and the pressure of increasing population, the Sagsai-
shaped graves and khirigsuur located in the Altai and
Khangai Mountains began to gradually move to the dry
steppe and to the Gobi areas in the hinterland of the Mon-
golian Plateau. The dry steppe and Gobi Desert had a harsh-
er condition compared to the Altai and Khangai Mountains.
Before the arrival of populations from the west, the groups

represented by the prone burials may have practiced mobile
pastoralism to some extent. After the western population
moved in and exploited the non-stable resources of these
arid areas together with the local groups, a nomadic pasto-
ralism production mode emerged, and the early nomadic
pastoralism economic model appeared. With the arrival of
new groups into the Gobi region, the demographic pressure
gradually increased, which required the practice of nomad-
ic pastoralism over long distances. The part of the popula-
tion represented by prone burials spread northward to the
Transbaikal region and southward to the western foothills
of the Helan Mountains and the Yellow River Hetao region
(fig. 3). A relatively stable way of existence based on animal
husbandry has transformed into a nomadic pastoral meth-
od of production. In the process of achieving this change in
lifestyle, the rapid mobility of the population due to the
spread of horses and chariots from the East should have
been the main motivation for the emergence of a culture of
nomadic pastoralism culture in the Mongolian Plateau dur-
ing this period.

The emergence of an early nomadic pastoralism econo-
my was reflected in five main areas. Firstly, during the peri-
od 1500-1000 BC, the phenomenon of burial or ritual sac-
rifices of parts of horse, cow, sheep, goat, or camel was com-
mon in the stone features in most parts of the Mongolian
Plateau. It is noteworthy that horses had a particularly
prominent status. The appearance of camels marked the
basic completion of the assemblage of the five domesticat-
ed animals on which Mongolian steppe nomadic pastoralism
depended (fig. 4, 1). Secondly, the choice of sites’ locations
and overall distribution of settlements shows that, livestock
production, which used to depend mainly on the resources

of the mountain valleys, expanded during this period to the
desert grasslands and Gobi areas with arid, little rain and
sparse vegetation. Third, the rock carvings and deer stones
demonstrate a large number of elements related to horses,
chariots, weapons, and tools, reflecting the trend of in-
creased mobility and conflicts among the population during
this period (fig. 4, 2). Fourth, so far, very few settlement
sites belonging to this period have been discovered, which
indicates that the settlement scheme at that time was dis-

persed, simple and rather unstable. Fifth, most of the stone
remains from this period include domestic animal bones,
small personal ornaments and production tools, while frag-
ile and inconvenient to carry household utensils such as
pottery are rarely found, again reflecting the nomadic nature
of people’s lifestyle. The series of changes in production and
way of live that occurred on the Mongolian Plateau during
this time period all reflect, to some extent, the emergence
of nomadic pastoralism production model in the region.

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Nomadic pastoralism economy was further developed
during the period of the Slab-grave culture (1200-300 BC),
and was eventually adopted on the entire Mongolian Plateau
(fig. 5). The main manifestation of this phenomenon is that
after 800 BC, a large number of burials containing of cattle,
sheep and horse successively appeared on the Mongolian

Plateau and in the peripheral areas, which can be exempli-
fied by the Xiyuan type burials in the Hetao region in Inner
Mongolia (fig. 6, 1), the burials of the Dvortsovskaya culture
in the Transbaikal region in Russia (fig. 6, 2), and the bur-
ials of the Pazyryk culture in the Altai region in Mongolia.
Among them, the number of sacrificed cattle, sheep, and

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horses in one Slab-grave culture burial discovered in the
northern foothills of the Yin Mountain reached a staggering
300 (fig. 6, 3).

The Altai and Khangai Mountain regions of Mongolia
were the first to enter the Metal Age with the expansion of
the Afanasevo culture. The human groups belonging to this
culture were the earliest pastoralists on the Mongolian Pla-
teau, and their arrival initiated a long stage of animal hus-
bandry-based development phase in the central and western
regions of the Mongolian Plateau. Around 1500 BC, with the
development of the animal husbandry economy, the popu-
lation grew and the number of livestock increased, the for-
mer relatively stable method of animal husbandry ceased
to be suitable for social development, and at that time shep-
herds made a number of changes in production and lifestyle,
thus gradually creating the nomadic pastoralism production
model. During this process of economic transformation, the
encounters and exchanges between the western and eastern
human groups of the Mongolian Plateau played an impor-
tant role in facilitating the process of expansion of nomadic
pastoralism, which also corresponds to a process of mixing
and cultural integration of large population groups within
the Mongolian Plateau. The nomadic economy developed
further during the period of the Slab-grave culture and even-
tually nomadic pastoralism was adopted on the entire Mon-
golian Plateau, which laid the foundation for the Xiongnu
to build a powerful nomadic pastoralist’s Empire.
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Study on bronze culture of Northern Steppes within the Zhang River
Drainage basin, Gansu during the Eastern Zhou period

Annotation. Gansu was the place where bronze cultures spread and developed in the northern steppes. The recent discovery
of the Bronze Age in a burial ground at the Dunping Historic Site in Zhang County, Gansu, is the latest in a series of similar
discoveries in the northern steppe region. The distinctive characteristics of the relics and burial practices provide valuable cul-
tural information for the study of the Eastern Zhou Bronze Culture in the northern steppes of the Zhang River Drainage basin.

Key words: Zhang County, Gansu, Bronze cultures in Northern steppes, Xirong peoples, tombs, Ethnic groups, cultural
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The Bronze Age cultures found in the Northern Steppes
generally encompass the remnants of bronze that brought
substantial influence to the cultures of Northern China.
These cultures significantly differ from those that ori-
ginated within the Chinese region concerning the objects,
forms, patterns, and artistic styles (Yang Jianhua, 2004).
Scholars commonly categorize Chinese history into the
Shang-Zhou Period and the Eastern Zhou Period. The
Xirong peoples, who resided along the Chinese border du-
ring the Eastern Zhou Period, represented a typical Bronze
Culture indigenous to the northern steppes.

The Xirong peoples of pre-Qin times remain a subject
of debate in contemporary academic literature. While scant
historical records exist about them, there is also no
archaeological evidence to provide further insight. Gansu
was the region whereby the initial Xirong communities
were divided and developed. Recent years have seen
intensive archaeological digs in this area, culminating in
the discovery of the Xirong burial ground at the Dunping
Historic Site in Zhang County, Gansu, the latest in a string
of similar discoveries in the region. The unearthed relics
and burial practices in this region offer valuable cultural
insights into the bronze culture of the Northern Steppes
within the Zhang River Drainage Basin during the Eastern
Zhou Period.

History of development and distribution

From ancient times, the Chinese states encountered
frequent conflicts with the Xirong ethnic group. The records
indicate that King Mu of Zhou led an expedition called
“March to the Quanrong” and fought against “Rong’s inva-
sion towards China” during the early Spring and Autumn
Period. Duke Xiang of Qin also conducted a “march to the
Rong ‘til their division”. Beginning from the reign of Duke
Mu of Qin, a new wave of conquest towards the western
Rong tribes of China was initiated. A historical record at-
tributed to Baili Xi details the “Submission of Eight Rong
Peoples”, further supplemented by accounts of military
campaigns aimed at defeating Rong kings, devastating
twelve Rong states, and expanding territorial boundaries
by a thousand miles. Subsequently, Qin forces conquered
Mianzhu, Dirong, Yiju, Dali, and Wushi. During the early
Warring States Period, it was believed that the Yiju were the
only barbarians. However, Queen Dowager Xuan betrayed
and killed the Yiju king in Ganquan. To defend against other
savages, the Qin built the great walls in Shanxi, Beidi, and
Shangjun. As a result, the centuries-long wars between Qin
and Xirong ended with the destruction and annexation of
Xirong into Qin’s territory.

There were numerous branches of the Xirong peoples,
and their cultural expressions were prevalent throughout
various regions. The archeological evidence, including in-
vestigation and excavation results, indicates that during the
Eastern Zhou Period, the remnants of the Xirong peoples’
settlements spanned from the Great Wall of Qin in the north
(213 BC) to the northern banks of the Wei River in the south,
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the Zhang River (a tributary of the Wei River) in the west,
and Zhiwu Mountain in the east, with Mount Long situated
at the center. They are primarily distributed in central and
southern Ningxia, southeastern Gansu and northern Shanxi.
The distribution of Xirong can be further categorized into
five sub-regions: central and southern Ningxia, Tianshui
Region in eastern Gansu, Zhang County in central and
southern Gansu, Qingyang Region in eastern Gansu and
Huangling Region in northern Shanxi. Gansu constitutes
the primary area of their distribution.

Description of the studying and culture types

In the 1930s, Su Binggi unearthed the “scooped-feet li
(cookware)” in 4 tombs during the Warring States Period at
Doujitai, Baopji City, thereby becoming the pioneer of stud-
ies on Qin and Rong’s cultures (Su Bingqi, 1948). In the
1980s, Zhao Huacheng categorised the cultural remains
unearthed in the Maojiaping Historic Site into two catego-
ries: “Qin’s Cultural Remains during the Western Zhou Pe-
riod” and “Group B Cultural Remains Featured by Brown
Potteries with Sands,” which are the “Xirong’s Cultural
Remains”. At the end of the 1980s, more historic sites of the
Bronze Age were discovered in southern Ningxia and east-
ern Gansu, which scholars call the “Yanglang type”. Later
studies suggest that the remains may belong to the activi-
ties of the Xirong during the Eastern Zhou period (Xu Cheng,
Li Jinzeng, 1993). In recent years, many more of Xirong’s
important cultural relics have been discovered through the
constant research and excavation by archaeologists and
researchers.

Zhang Ying divided Xirong’s cultures into five types:
“Yanglang”, “Majiayuan”, “Maojisping B Group”, “Zhaitou-
he” and “Guanzhong” (Zhang Ying, 2019). Among them, the
Yanglang type tombs are mainly linear tomb corridors with
buried bronze objects in the north (Xu Cheng et al., 1993),
and the forms of burial and the buried objects may vary
according to the rank of the tomb owner. For the Majiayuan
type, vertical ladder-like cave tombs are characteristic, and
the buried objects include luxurious carts, fine clothing and
ornaments. (Gansu..., 2014). The latest Dunping tomb is
similar to the Yanglang and Majiayuan cultures, which can
be seen in the cultural elements in tombs from the Eastern
Zhou period. However, it is also unique in its representation
of the bronze culture of the northern steppes.

Form and features of the burials

The Dunping tombs (fig. 1), which contain tombs of the
Rong people of the Eastern Zhou period, can be divided into
vertical put tombs and vertical corridor pit tombs (Gansu...,
2020), as well as vertical pit tombs with ramps and vertical

cave tombs. The vertical pit tombs are further categorized
into A and B types. The southern side of Type A has wider,
two-tiered platforms that are set at different distances from
the entrance to the tomb (fig. 2). The ratio between the
length and width of the pit is small and the shape is similar
to a square. The tombs can be divided into large and medi-
um types according to the scales and objects buried. The
southern side of type B does not have wider two-storey plat-
forms (fig. 3). The ratio between the length and width of
the pit is enormous, and the shape is a rectangle with round-
ed corners. The tombs can be divided into small, large and
medium types according to the scale and the objects buried.
The side tomb of the vertical pit is composed of vertical
tomb corridors and the side chamber located under the
northern walls of the vertical pit. The floor is an irregular
ellipse. Usually the floor of the side chamber is level with
the floor of the corridor, but some may be higher or lower.
The pits can also be divided into type A or B, depending on
whether there are two-storey platforms with a larger area
under the southern walls. The type A pit has the two-storey
platform under the southern walls (fig. 4). The pit has a
smaller ratio of length to width and the shape is similar to
a square with rounded corners. The burial area is larger and
the rank is higher. The type B pit does not have a larger
two-tiered platform under the southern walls (fig. 5). The
shape is similar to a rectangle with rounded corners. The
burial area is small and the rank is low.

The individual in the tomb is lying on his back in an
extended position. The head is facing east. The tomb was a
secondary burial. In terms of burial features, in most tombs
the stocks were buried in multiple layers in the fills of the
vertical corridors; some were placed in the burial chamber.
Most of the buried implements were randomly placed, ex-
cept for those buried in layers, which were intentional. Com-
pletely buried horse or ox carts were found on the two-tiered
platform on the south side of the vertical pit in a large,
high-ranking tomb. Disassembled cart wheels, cart bodies
and other wooden components, as well as bones and bronze
cart and horse accessories symbolising the cart, were found
in the fills of the vertical pit or in the corridors of medium
sized tombs. Wooden parts and bronze cart accessories were
not buried in small, low-ranking tombs. In addition to the
buried carts and horse accessories, the number of weapons
buried in the fills of the vertical pits and corridors is higher
in large and medium-sized tombs. In the burial chamber,
the buried objects are mainly necklaces, clothing, accesso-
ries for carts and horses, weapons and tools, especially in
the earlier tombs. Buried pottery was less common and was
usually found in tombs of later periods.

Investigating the ethnics of the buried

Records of the Great Historians: Biographies of the Xiong-
nu says: “Duke Mu of Qin followed my advices, and so the
eight kingdoms of the Rong obeyed the Qin. Now the Mian-
ju, Dirong, and Diyuan reside in the west of Long Yiju, Dalu,
Wushi, and Quyen reside in the north to Qi, Liang, Jing, and
Qee; the Hu in the forest and the Loufan reside in northern
Jin; and Donghu and Shanrong reside in northern Yan.”
Quotes from Description Encompassing the Earth in Anno-
tations to Records of the Grand Historians by Zhang Shoujie
say that “The former capital of Yuan was 37 miles away from
the south-eastern direction of Xiangwu County, Wei Prefec-
ture. It used to be the land of Yuanrong, one of the savages.
The Yuan in Hanyuandao are under the administration of
Tianshui County.” Commentary on the Water Classic: Weishui
goes on to say that “to the east of Weishui lies the former
capital of the Yuan, where Duke Xiao of Qin killed the king
of the Rong people’s Yuan.” Thus, Hanyuandao should be
located between present-day Longxi and Wushan. Further-
more, Gu Jiegang also thinks that the Yuanrong lived in what
is now Longxi County, Gansu and the surrounding area. Since
Zhang County bordered Longxi in the north and Wushan in
the east, the cultural remains of the Xirong in Dunping Tomb
may be closely related to the Yuanrong people. Ongoing in-
vestigations in the surrounding area have uncovered other
historical sites and tombs with similar cultural characteris-
tics in Zhang County. These findings suggest the presence
of a significant Yuanrong confederation that flourished in
this region during the Eastern Zhou period.

Zhang County, located in the inner lands of the north-
western region, was rich in salt mines. Salt as a key resource
was highly related to husbandry. The floras in Zhang Coun-
ty were primarily forests and highland grass. The woods were
dense, the grass grew in abundance, and the forage was high
in quality. Thanks to the long-term scouring of Zhang River
towards loess landform on both shores, a rather wide plain
and hills in the vale was formed, which was vary suitable for
animal husbandry. To the nomadic peoples, grazing and
hunting are the primary economic sources. The quantity of
stocks raised by the Rong peoples even served as the stand-
ard to signify personal wealth and social status. Records of
the Grand Historians: Biographies of the Xiongnu says: “They
scatter around the valley and are divided with their own lead-
ers. Hundreds of the savages can be gathered, yet they are
never unified under one banner. They migrate to other plac-
es following the stocks, which are mainly horses, cows, and
sheep.” In contrast to agriculture, animal husbandry is an
economic model that is vulnerable to various natural factors
leading to instability. In Zhang County, there existed abun-

dant natural resources and favourable living conditions cou-
pled with a unique and advantageous geographic location,
which attracted many Rong tribes to settle in the area.

Analysis of cultural factors

From the change of burial objects during the Late War-
ring States Period and the Qin Dynasty that were unearthed
in the eastern part of the Western Zone and the Eastern
Zone in Dunping Tomb, we can see that the peoples of the
steppes had advanced between the Late Spring and Autumn
Period and the Middle Warring States Period (Mao Ruilin et
al., 2019). In the late Warring States period, with the Qin’s
march to the west, the Chinese culture infiltrated to the
region, leading to the decline of cultures in the steppes.
Records of the Grand Historians: The Imperial Records of the
Qin says that the Qin invaded the city of Dongweixia and
slain the king of Yuan in the first year of Qin Xiaoxi
(361 BC). The Yuanrong were destroyed and the Qin moved
westwards to occupy this land. From here we can assume
that the Qin had a great impact on the culture of China,
resulting in changes in burial forms and rituals. The Qin

culture mixed with the indigenous cultures to create a new,
unique culture.

Compared with the Rong tombs in eastern Gansu, such
as King Qin’an’s Tomb in Tianshui and Majayuan Tomb in
Zhangjiachuan, the Xirong tombs in Dunping, Zhang Coun-
ty, are much earlier; there are fewer elements of Qin culture,
and the original indigenous cultures lasted much longer.
Geographically, the east was closer to the political centre of
Qin China. Tianshui, in the drainage basin of the Wei River,
was right at the centre of power in the early Qin dynasty and
intersected with the empire. Therefore, the east received
much more influence from the Qin than Dingxi in the Zhang
River Basin. Dingxi was a distant place on the border of Qin,
so the cultural influence of the Qin was not as strong as that
of the Rong peoples in the east. The early Yuanrong peoples
living in the Zhang River drainage basin were able to survive
the longest and retain their original culture because they
were only active in the westernmost regions of Qin. As the
Yuanrong were the last Xirong people to be incorporated
into the Qin Empire, their culture was able to be preserved
with unique and extraordinary features.

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Xiaoheishigou burial ground as a basic site of Donghu culture

Annotation. The paper presents the materials of the Xiaoheishigou burial ground, summarizes the results of its study by
Russian and Chinese archaeologists. Based on a comparison of Xiaoheishigou bronze vessels and their Zhou analogies, it is
proposed to date the earliest assemblages of the site to the 10th-9th centuries BC. Analogies to the finds from Xiaoheishigou
are traced in the cultures of the Late Bronze Age and the transitional period from Bronze to Early Iron Age on the territory of
Siberia and Northern China. The issue of ethnic attribution of the Upper Xiajiadian culture remains debatable.
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On the cow harnesses of Xiajiadian upper-stratum culture

Annotation. After analyzing and examining the bronze artifacts and their contracts, the author concludes that the bronze
yoke discovered in tomb No. M8501 of the Xiajiadian Upper-stratum culture’s Xiaoheishigou cemetery is most likely a cow yoke.
Similarly, the bronze bits are likely to be cow ring (“cow Juan”), and both “horse head sculpture” on top of the bronze curl head

and the awl form implement are cow head sculptures.

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The tomb No. M8501 of Xiaoheishigou cemetery is a
stone chamber tomb of Xiajiadian Upper-stratum culture
in Xiaoheishigou village of Ningcheng county, Inner Mon-
golia. After the villagers had dug up the earth and destroyed
tomb No. M8501, archaeologists managed to recover over
400 funerary objects, including various bronze containers,
weapons, implements, carriage and horse accessories, or-
naments, and more. These valuable materials provide sig-
nificant insights into the study of the Xiajiadian upper-stra-
tum culture (Xiang Chunshong, 1995; Neimenggu..., 2009).
Among the more than 400 funeral objects, there are a
“bronze cow yoke (#1%t)” and two “bronze bit (Hi#7)”.
Mr. Wu’en Yuesitu believed that “it is the first yoke of this
form which were found in northern area, and the shape of
it is different from the “ \” form yoke which was popular
during Shang and Zhou period. The bronze yoke found in
Tomb No. M8501 is large and heavy, resembling the yokes
used for cows in later periods. This suggests that during that
time, cows may have been used as draft animals alongside
horses” (Wu’en Yuesitu, 2007). The two “bronze bits” of
M8501 are only 8.8 cm long, I once thought they should not
be horse bits for their length less than the width of the horse
mouth obviously, and they have relation with driving cow
most probably (Tian Likun, 2017). I think that the terms
“bronze yoke” and “bronze bits” encompass all types of cow

harnesses. Furthermore, I have another argument to support
this belief.

According to the describing of excavation report, the
bronze yoke (object number is M8501: 64) with a bow back
shape, hollow body, round form in central, there is a wear
nose on both side of the back, there is a square form casting
nail on both side of the back. It is different from the normal
bronze yoke of Shang and Zhou period which composed of
one head and two legs forking like the form of “ \” (fig. 1, 1).
Wu’en Yuesitu had pointed out that the bronze yoke is sim-
ilar with the cow yoke of later generation (Wu’en Yuesitu,
2007). Wu’en Yuestu’s point is highly accurate. The “bronze
yoke” found in Xiaoheishigou tomb No. M8501 is undoub-
tedly a harness used for driving cows, and there is no need
for further debate.

The object numbers of the two “bronze bits” are
M8501: 172 and M8501: 173. “Bronze bits” No. M8501: 172
“with two rings setting together, and tiger shape ring orna-

ments on both ends, total long is 8.8 cm”. “Bronze bits”
No. M8501: 173 is “one cylindrical form separated ring, rings
set together, a ring looks like “ ] shape when looking at the
front horizontally, a ring set an animal form ornament when
being cast. Total length is 8.8 cm (on excavation report is
8.5 cm)” (fig. 1, 1-3). The two objects were categorized in
carriage and horse implements in “Cleaning excavation re-
port on Xiaoheishigou stone chamber tomb in Ningcheng
county (the following is referred to as “cleaning report”)”,
they were named as horse bits in excavation report. A bit is
a tool used to control horses, which is placed in their mouth
and has projecting rings on both ends that pass through the

cheek-pieces. The key features of a bit are that its length
should not be less than the width of the horse’s mouth and
it has rings on both ends for passing through the cheek-piec-
es. However, the other horse bits discovered in the Xiaohe-
ishigou cemetery, whether they are two-section or straight
rod types, have a length between the pots on both ends for
passing through the cheek-pieces of no less than 11 cm
(fig. 1, 4, 5). Therefore, the two “bronze bits” mentioned
earlier with a length of less than 8.8 cm could not have been
used as horse bits. Object No. M8501: 173 is most likely an
implement for cow harness in its nostril for driving.
Among the bronze carriage and horse harnesses showed
on the “cleaning report”, besides bronze yoke and “bronze
bits”, there are a bronze horse crown and a bronze curl head
as well. The bronze curl head “is a hollowed tube form ob-
ject, with a bent body, there are two upturned horns on the
curl head of front end and eyes glaring furiously. The total
length of curl head is 8 cm, the diameter of the backside
tube is 2.5 cm”. In “excavation report” the “bronze curl
head” was named “C type pole headdress” (funeral objects
No. M8501: 76) (fig. 2, 1). As described in the excavation
report, the cylinder-shaped head of the pole headdress is
incomplete. The front end is adorned with a sculpted Panchi
(Jg%5), which curls down slightly. The Panchi’s double horns
have a spiral form with four loops, and its double eyes are
circular. The nostrils are shown in a passing-through-holes
form. Based on the modelling of so-called “curled heads”,
it is likely that they represent cow heads, as the passing-

through-holes from the nostrils are a special characteristic
of cows (fig. 2).

One of the bronze tools unearthed from M8501 of Xiao-
heishigou is an “awl form object”. It is composed of upper and
lower sections, with a convex stripe in the middle and a cast
animal head at the top. Its total length is 7.7 cm, and the ex-
cavation report identifies it as a “type hair clasp form orna-
ment” with the object No. M8501: 144. As described in the
report, M8501: 144 has a sculpted horse head, a thicker base,
and a cylinder-shaped body (fig. 2, 3). However, it is more
likely that the horse head represents a cow head, which sup-
ports the idea that “bronze yokes” and “bronze bits” were
used for cow harnesses.

Shuo Wen’s description states that the “Juan” (&) is a
wooden ring used in the nostril of cows. Object No. M8501: 173
serves the same function as a cow’s nostril ring, so it would be
appropriate to refer to it as a “cow Juan”.

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A study on the chronology of Issyk kurgan

Annotation. Barrow Issyk is located in Kazakhstan near the border with Xinjiang, China. There is quite a bit of information
about the mound, and the date of its construction is still being discussed by foreign scientists. The article focuses on fragments

of gold leaf flakes of the Issyk barrow decorated with burin-embossed parallel stripes, with images of large-horned sheep and
abstracted bird heads. Objects are identical to similar artefacts found in the early Majiayuan cemetery. The winged bighorn

sheep from the Issyk kurgan predates the horned sheep found in the early remains of the Majiayuan cemetery. However, it is
later than the Griffin from the late Achaemenid dynasty of Persia. The animal with hind hoof-turned motifs of the Issyk kurgan
is similar to those of the burials in the Pazyryk cemetery. Based on a comparative analysis of the artefacts, the results show the
date of the Issyk Kurgan would be the 4th—3d centuries BC, suggesting a possible date range between the Middle and Late Warring

States Period.

The Issyk kurgan is located in the Republic of Ka-
zakhstan, close to Xinjiang, China, on the northern shore
of Lake Issyk, about 50 km east of Almaty. In 1969-1970,
under the direction of K. A. Akishev, two tombs were ex-
cavated in the western part of the cemetery, one of which
yielded more than 4.000 pieces of gold artifacts (Axuuwies,
1978). This was an important discovery in Central Asian
archaeology. This tomb is commonly referred to in Chinese
scholarship as the “Issyk Golden Man Tomb” or the Issyk
kurgan.

The Issyk kurgan dates back to the Warring States
period and provides important comparative material for
studying cultural exchanges between northern China and
the Eurasian steppe prior to the opening of the Silk Road.
However, the domestic academic community lacks under-
standing of the basic structure and composition of the
excavated gold artifacts and tombs at the site. As a result,
current research is limited to comparing some of the objects
excavated from the Issyk kurgan with relevant materials
from China.

However, there is a certain degree of controversy within
the academic community concerning the tomb’s age.
Currently, there are three different views on the dating of
the Issyk kurgan: 5th to 4th century BC (Ibid), 4th to 3rd
century BC (xymabexosa, bazapbaesa, 2018), and 3rd to
2nd century BC (Of Gold..., 2006. Fig. 39). Due to a lack of
understanding of the basic materials of the Issyk kurgan
within the domestic academic community, coupled with
significant disagreements between existing dating methods,
further research into the site has been somewhat limited.
This article will review the basic information of the Issyk
kurgan and propose a well-founded dating method through
comparisons with artifacts from the Majiayuan cemetery in
Gansu, the Achaemenid Empire in Persia, and the M2 at the
Xigoupan cemetery in Inner Mongolia (fig. 1).

Comparison with early remains

from the Majiayuan cemetery (fig. 2)

The gold artifacts discovered at the Issyk kurgan in
Kazakhstan bear the closest resemblance to those uncovered
at the Majiayuan cemetery in eastern Gansu Province,
China. Some scholars believe that the bronze and silver
ibexes on the side panels of the Majiayuan M1 chariot and
the horn-shaped decorations on the curled wheels are very
similar to those in the Issyk burial site, reflecting cultural
factors from the Seven Rivers basin in Central Asia that were
introduced to the eastern Gansu region via the Ili River

Valley and Northern Xinjiang (Yang Jianhua, 2010). The
previous academic consensus was that Majiayuan cemetery
dated back to the late Warring States period in China.
However, based on the changes in animal patterns and
Central Plains-style bronze containers, Majiayuan cemetery
can be further divided into two periods, early and late. The
first period dates from the mid to late Warring States period
to the early stage of the late Warring States period and at
least includes the M1 and M3 tombs, according to published
materials. The second period is the late stage of the late
Warring States period and includes most of the already
published tombs (Pan Ling, Du Xungqi, 2024).

Gold foil unearthed from both the Issyk kurgan and the
early remains of the Majiayuan are decorated with parallel
lines chiseled out, featuring images of large-horned sheep
and abstracted bird heads. Based on these similarities, it
can be inferred that the age of the Issyk kurgan should be
close to that of the early Majiayuan remains, which date
back to the mid to late Warring States period to the early
stage of the late Warring States period.

Evolution of the big horned sheep (fig. 3)

The big horned sheep found in the Issyk kurgan exhibit
two types of horns: a nearly circular coiled horn and a large
curved horn, both of which have protrusions represented
by smooth parallel ridges. The large curved horned sheep
can be further divided into two types: jumping and winged
prone. During the Persian Achaemenid dynasty, the griffin
with horns was popular, which differed from the hornless
griffin in the Greek style.

There is an obvious evolutionary trajectory from the big
horned griffin and winged big horned sheep in the late
Achaemenid dynasty to the big horned goat in Majiayuan, the
big horned deer, and the big horned mythical creature in
Xigoupan M2. The evolutionary trajectory involves a transition
from realism to abstraction and simplification, with horns
becoming longer and their tips moving from the neck to behind
the tail. The wings become more simplified and smaller.

The characteristics of the big horned sheep found in the
Issyk kurgan fall between the Achaemenid dynasty’s big
horned griffin and winged big horned sheep and the early
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Issyk kurgan Majiayuan M3&M1

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Majiayuan big horned sheep. Thus, their age should fall
between the late 4th century BC of the Achaemenid dynasty
and the early period of the Warring States in the 31d century
BC, equivalent to the mid to late Warring States period in
China.

Comparing the headgear of the burial masters

The animal-patterned gold ornaments discovered at the
Issyk kurgan were mainly used to decorate the burial master's
headgear. Although there are two different restoration
methods for the placement of the winged ram statue on the
crown, both methods place the ram statue on the front of
the crown (fig. 4, 1, 2). Pointed crowns similar in shape to
the Issyk kurgan gold crown are also commonly found in
the late Pazyryk culture tombs in the Altai region of south-
western Siberia. Among them, the crown of the female burial
master in the Aka-Alakha M1 burial site was restored with
two animal sculptures on the front of the crown, with bird-
shaped patches and abstract bird head-shaped floral patterns
decorating the front and middle of the crown, respectively
(fig. 4, 3) (ITonocomaxk, 1994. C. 40, puc. 40).

The Issyk kurgan gold crown has small bird sculptures
on the branches, and the hollow gold foils decorating the
rim of the crown are also in the shape of abstract bird heads.
The slender leaves of gold leaf, surrounded by four arrow-
shaped feather decorations on the lower part of the crown,
resemble the feathers on birds’ wings. The two funerary
crowns both have animal sculptures and abstract bird head
patterns on the rim, suggesting that they share the same
decorative theme. Therefore, their dates should be close.
The new date for the Akka-Alakha M1 tomb is around 277
BC (Linduff, Robinson, 2021. P. 15), and the dating of the
Issyk kurgan should also be close to this period.

Contrast of reverse hoofed animal motifs

The reverse hoofed animal motifs found on the Issyk
kurgan are characterised by their slender body proportions,
depicting either moose or horses with large antlers. The hind
legs of both animals are shown raised in a similar manner.
Reverse hoofed animals were also popular in the Pazyryk
culture, as seen in two saddle ornaments with reverse moose
motifs found in tomb M5 (Rudenko, 1970. Fig. 165). These
motifs also feature slender bodies, with one of the orna-
ments showing staggered hind legs, similar to the reverse
hoofed moose on the Issyk kurgan. The other ornament
shows a similar moose motif, but with a slightly shorter body
and only one raised hind leg.

The single reverse hoofed animal motifs in Xigoupan M2
are all horses with short bodies and only one raised hind leg

(Guo Suxin, Tian Guangjin, 1980). Radiocarbon dating plac-
es tomb M5 between 250-240 BC, while the date for Xigo-
upan M2 is between 234-221 BC (Huang Shengzhang, 1985).
The evolution of the reverse hoofed animal motif can be
seen in the transition from two staggered hind legs to
a single raised hind leg and from slender to shorter body
proportions. The single reverse hoofed animal motifs found
in tomb M5 represent a transitional stage between the de-
piction of two hind legs and the depiction of only one hind
leg. Based on the evolution of the reverse hoofed animal
motif, it is likely that the reverse hoofed animal motifs in
the Issyk kurgan predate those found in tomb M5 by a small
margin, placing them around 250-240 BC, which is
consistent with the dating analysis of the Issyk kurgan’s
large horned sheep statue and gold crown mentioned above.

By comparing the patterns and contours of the gold
artifacts, the big-horned sheep, the gold crown, and the
reversed-hoofed animal patterns found in the Issyk kurgan
mound with similar artifacts from the Achaemenid dynasty
of Persia in the 4th century BC, as well as the Majiayuan
tomb, Pazyryk culture and the Xigoupan M2, it is indicated
that the Issyk burial mound artifacts are from around the
4th to 31d centuries BC, roughly equivalent to the middle and
late periods of China’s Warring States era. After a com-
parative analysis of artefacts, the results show the date of
the Issyk kurgan would be the 4th century BC and the 3rd
century BC, which could correspond between the middle
and late Warring States period. This suggests that the owner
of the tomb was a local Saka leader influenced by Persian
and Greek culture.

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Excavation of the slab graves in Xinbaerhuyouqi, Hulunbeier

Annotation. The author discusses the research conducted by the Institute of Cultural Relics and Archaeology of Inner Mon-
golia Autonomous Region and Hulunbeier National Museum from 2019 to 2022. The excavation team carried out excavations
in Xinbaerhu Right Banner Hulunbeier and presented new findings from the funerary sites of the Bronze Age. The author high-
lightes several significant features, such as the categorization and location selection of stone graves, as well as the absence of

bones in the tombs, which could be discussed further.

From the Bronze Age to the Early Iron Age, the stone
tablet tomb was a popular burial form in the forest and
grassland areas outside Baikal. As a rule, the four walls of
the tomb are pasted with erected stone tablets or large
stones and the upper ends of the stones are mostly 0,5-1 m
above the ground, forming a rectangular or nearly square
stone wall with an area ranging from 4 m2 till 40-50 m2.
Gravel is piled in the stone wall and the tombs are mostly
located in the middle of the stone wall and covered with
slate. The buried persons lie oriented mainly to the east,
leaning back and straight limbs. Small pieces of bronze tools,
weapons, and decorations are buried in the tomb, as well as
various kinds of beads, shells, bones and pottery. The heads
of sheep and horses are often found in tombs, while cows’
heads are quite rare. With the deepening research on the
excavation of slab graves in the outer Baikal area of Mon-
golia, from 2019 to 2022, the Institute of Cultural Relics and
Archaeology of Inner Mongolia Autonomous Region and
Hulunbeier National Museum jointly launched the investi-
gation and excavation of Xinbaerhuyou Banner. Burdun
Mountain, Erdun Mountain, Haula and other cemeteries
were mainly excavated. According to the investigation and
excavation in the past three years, [ have got some know-
ledge about the rectangular slab graves but also I found
many problems. I hope to exchange some ideas.

The excavation of the cemetery

Burdun Mountain

The cemetery is located at the top of the hill with
7 tombs visible on the surface. In the center of the cemetery,
there are three remains connected by walls. Two large tombs
on the north side were discovered and confirmed. In the
middle of the tomb, irregular tombs, rectangular with round-
ed corners, were found. The northernmost one was buried
in a different cave for two people, and the middle one was
buried in a single person. The smallest one on the south side
did not find the middle tomb and any signs of human bones
after excavation, so it may not be a tomb. The rest of the
tombs are located around the central area, which is separat-
ed from the north and south. Due to serious damage, scat-
tered remains of animals’ sacrifice can be seen on the sur-
face. The southernmost side near the cliff once cleared
a tomb and buried it for three people.

Haula (Hao Side, 1988) is the largest cemetery known at
present, with dense distribution. It can be divided into east
and west areas. Investigation and excavation revealed that
there are more than 80 stone tombs in the eastern area,
among which small rectangular stone remains are presumed
to be non-tombs, and there are also several large tombs in the
middle of the cemetery, surrounded by small tombs. The four-
walled slate, seen from the surface, is short. In addition to the
overall distribution of small tombs in rows, there is also a
group relationship between them which obviously shows that
several tombs have absolutely the same direction. At the top
of the tomb, a short flagstone can be seen. Several small tombs
were excavated, but human bones weren’t found there.
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The cemetery at Erdun Mountain is widely scattered,
with the exception of the top, middle and bottom of the hill,
which extend along both sides of the ditch, and a few other
locations. It is roughly divided into four areas, based on
distance and distribution density. Excavation was carried
out on the selected tombs in each area. The tombs’ distri-
bution varies, with a significant correlation with the terrain.
The tombs are all distributed on the hillside and on both
sides of the valley, and the distribution on the hillside is
relatively regular, with the phenomenon of patches. Where-
as, on both sides of the valley, the tombs show a linear dis-
tribution.

The classification and site selection

of stone graves

The first type: a rectangular surface with clear stone
walls on the four sides, and the walls are filled with gravel
blocks. The exposed surface height of the stone wall is about
20-40 cm. The four corners and the outside of the wall are
supported by sloping stone slabs, high on the inside and low
on the outside. This type can be found in Burdun Mountain,
Haula, Deura and other cemeteries. Most of these tombs are
regularly distributed, mainly on flat and gentle slopes near
the top of the mountain. There is a tendency towards a row
distribution, and there are large tombs in the center, and
the tombs on the edge are scattered and of different sizes —
such as Burdun Mountain cemetery and Haula cemetery.

The second type: the tombs have rectangular stone
walls, and the middle is filled with rubble. The exposed sur-
face height of the stone wall is more than 50 cm, and there
are high stone strips or slabs standing at the four corners of
the stone wall, which can reach more than 1 m in height.
The four corners and the outer side of the stone wall are
supported by sloping slate and filled soil. The interior is
filled with slate or supported by large stones. Excavations
have clearly shown that the four walls of this type of tomb
are of different heights. Generally speaking, the eastern
stone wall is the most exquisite, with the highest and flattest
slate is chosen for the masonry, which is generally planted
deeper, while the other three walls are obviously different.
The opposite western wall is flat. Most of these tombs are
spread across uneven endless grassland, but in valleys and
gullies with obvious landmarks, which should belong to
seasonal rivers — for example, Elton Hill cemetery.

Some problems and thoughts

about excavation

1. Tomb construction. The excavation of Erdun ceme-
tery shows that the four slabs of the stone wall are not on
the same level, most of them are deep in the east wall, and

the stone slabs are the largest and tallest. However, the other
four walls are flat. In general, one stone wall is the shallow-
est, which is obviously erected on the fill layer. The tomb
and the stone wall planted on the east wall belong to the
same level. The depth of the tomb is about 50-80 cm from
the surface. It is speculated that the four-sided stone wall
is not completed all at once. It is speculated that one side
was reserved in advance to transport the internal cover
stones or large stones, and then the wall was completed.

The regular circular stone circle found next to the tomb,
excavated from the middle, showed that the bedrock had
appeared in a very shallow place inside. The fill in the wide
stone crevice in the middle of the rock is gray-black and
appears to have been artificially created, and there are ani-
mal bone fragments at the bottom of the crevice, which have
been placed on the bedrock. It is speculated that the site
might have been abandoned, as it is impossible to construct
a tomb, and a stone circle is placed on the surface as a land-
mark.

The stones used in the tombs are all quarried locally.
Some cemeteries are located at the quarry. Surrounding
Sutra of Large Slab Grave the investigation revealed that
there are quarries which are no more than 1 km away. Erdun
Mountain cemetery is divided into many points, the first of
which is distributed around the eastern and southern slopes
of Erdun, which is far from the quarry, but there are rela-
tively few tombs. The bottom of the mountain is widely
distributed along both sides of the valley in a linear pattern,
and the bedrock has been exposed at the bottom of the val-
ley. The investigation showed that many primitive natural
stones showed signs of mining fractures, and clear fractured
and mined rock faces were visible on the rock surface.

2. The absence of bones in tombs

2. 1. Some of the bones were stolen and excavated, and
the traces of stone removal are clearly visible. There are
traces of stolen pits and disturbed tombs, and the remains
of human bones can be seen sporadically in or around the
tombs.

2. 2. Without excavation, the cover plate of the tomb is
complete. The upper part of the tomb is relatively regular,
from the bottom to the bedrock. There are martyrs on the
eastern wall. It is speculated whether there is a phenomenon
that the tomb cannot be buried and abandoned when it is
built.

2. 3. The overall structure is the same as that of the
tomb. There is a rectangular slate frame on the ground with
a whole cover stone in the center, but the tomb is not visible
after moving the cover stone.

2. 4, The surface is surrounded by rectangular stones,
and the center is a tomb with a cover stone and integrity.
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There are no human bones in the tomb, but animals are
buried. And there are martyrs on the east wall. Apart from
the excavation and destruction of empty tombs, it is spec-
ulated that the rest may be due to the clothing burial built
by war, accidents and foreign deaths, or the foundation for
praying for the living to eliminate disasters.

3. Grave goods. The grave goods are basically gone.
Agate, turquoise and white stone beads have been un-
earthed, all of which belonged to the buried person. The
unearthed pottery pieces were previously thought to be
abandoned due to illegal excavation and breaking. It was
later discovered that the tombs that had not been stolen
were also found in the upper layer of rockfill, and they were
found in a concentrated way, and they were also very frag-
mented, presumably not complete pottery. Reminiscent of
a kind of rectangular stone platform sacrificial remains in

the Xiajiadian upper culture, broken pottery sherds are com-
mon in the southwest corner, which may have the same
cultural connotation.

4, Sacrifice. Sacrifice is widespread, whatever scale.
Judging from the tombs investigated, the heads of sacrificed
animals can be seen scattered around the excavated surface,
including horses, cows and sheep, and most of them are
horses. They are placed between the eastern wall of the
stone enclosure and the tomb, and are in the same plane as
the tomb. There is also a relationship between the scale of
tombs and the number and types of martyrs.

Annotation. The famous Noin-Ula archaeological site of the Xiongnu nobility is one of the greatest archaeological

discoveries of the 20th century, it is also rightfully considered a landmark of Mongolian archaeology. In 1998, the monument
was registered as an immovable monument of history and culture, under the state protection of Mongolia, in 2012
a protected zone was established by the government of Mongolia, and in 2014 the monument was registered in the
preliminary list of the UNESCO World Cultural Heritage. In 2020, by a decree of the Parliament of Mongolia, Noin-Ula
was transformed into a historical and natural reserve, and in 2021, by decree of the President of Mongolia, it became
a state sacred mountain. The report summarizes the results of scientific projects, exhibitions and measures taken by the
Government, Parliament and the President of Mongolia, conducted as part of the study of the Noin-Ula site in 2006—-2023.

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Results of the archaeological research of the Xiongnu elite tombs

in Duurlig Nars

Annotation. Archaeological research has uncovered some 13.000 tombs and burials from the Xiongnu period in Mongolia.
Among them are tombs of Xiongnu nobles, including such important sites as Noyon Uul, Golmod, Golmod-2, Bor Bulagiin Am,

Tahiltiin Khotgor, Belkhiin Am and Duurlig Nars. Duurlig Nars, a relatively large site, is located in the eastern part of the Xiong-

nu Noble Tombs area. The site has been excavated since 2006 as part of a joint Mongolian — South Korean project called “Mon-
Sol”. Currently, 3 large square elite tombs, each with a passage, 2 square elite tombs without a passage, and 13 satellite tombs
have been uncovered. In addition, since 2017, excavation work has been underway on a huge noble tomb located at the northern

end of the burial ground. This paper briefly presents the results of the research on Xiongnu archaeological sites conducted as

part of the “Mon-Sol” project at the Duurlig Nars site.

Key words: Xiongnu, Duurlig Nars, elite tombs with a passage (dromus)
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Some 300 tombs of Xiongnu nobles are scattered in a
circular pine forest outside the centre of Bayan-Adarga
soum in Khentii province, 450 km north-east of the capital
Ulaanbaatar. These tombs are known as the “Xiongnu site
of Duurlig Nars”, named after the location. The Duurlig Nars
site is not only one of the nine largest cemeteries of the
Xiongnu elite in Mongolia, but also the easternmost.

The site was first discovered in 1974 by Kh. Perlee (I3-
833Hdopic, 1996. Tan 266-267). In 1991, within the context
of the joint Mongolian-Japanese research project “Gurvan
Gol” (“Three Rivers”), the team counted the number of
tombs, registered them, and established a schematic map.
The project researchers recorded 198 tombs at this location
(A report..., 1994. P. 7-12). Since 2006, the “Mon-Sol” re-
search project, jointly implemented by the Institute of Ar-
chaeology of the Academy of Sciences, the National Muse-
um of Mongolia, and the National Museum of Korea, has
been working at the site. Within the framework of this pro-
ject, the tombs were again registered and documented in
detail. As a result, 299 separate tombs, divided into two
parts, were counted, and the background map was updated
(3pae3an, Bam6ond, 2010). Most of the tombs registered and
documented at the site are elite tombs with a main structure
surrounded by a square structure, or elite tombs with an

outer structure with an elongated passage or dromus in
front of it. Ring-shaped satellite tombs are located next to
these large tombs. There are also a number of medium-sized
tombs with square and ring-shaped stones, which may or
may not be directly related to the large tombs.

From 2006 to 2011, the “Mon-Sol” project expedition
at the Duurlig Nars site excavated three large square-shaped
elite tombs with a passage (No. 1, 2, 5), two medium-sized
square-shaped tombs (No. 3, 4), and 13 satellite burials
included in the complex of elite tombs (No. E-1, 2, 3, S-1, 2,
W-1, 2, 3,4, 5, 6). The results of the research were published
(Mongol..., 2011, 2015), and the findings were used for a
special exhibition (I[3823H00p# Hap, 2009; Opae33H, 2013).

Since 2017, the “Mont-Sol” project expedition has been
conducting excavations of a large tomb No. 160, located on
the northern outskirts of the site. This is one of the largest
tombs in the area, measuring 88 m in length with its square-
shaped main structure and a passage. There are satellite
burials on the left side of this tomb (3p32331 Hap, 2019).
Archaeological excavations at this site are currently ongoing.

The largest tomb excavated during the “Mon-Sol” pro-
ject is the elite tomb No. 1 with an external structure length
of 55.5 m including the passage. The outer structure is char-
acterised by a low trapezoidal mound with a depression in
the centre, which the researchers considered to be evidence
of early looting. The main structure of tomb No. 1 is 23.5 m
in length, with a width of 18-22 m, and a 34 m long passage
in front. The main structure and the edges of the passage
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are constructed with stone masonry, with a wall approxi-
mately 1 m high comprising the frame of the main structure.
The outside is covered with large flat stones to prevent the
masonry from collapsing. In addition, oblong stones have
been placed as monuments in the two front corners of the
tomb passage, which is a unique feature among similar sites.

Elite tomb No. 2 is relatively smaller than the tomb
No. 1, with a main structure of 11 x 9 m and a passage of
15 m in length. The external structure slightly bulges above
the surface of the same high non-bumpy ground as the tomb
No. 1, with the stone masonry surrounding the outer edge
being 30-50 cm high and built in three layers. Elite tomb
No. 5 is similar by the size to the tomb No. 2, with a main
measuring 10 x 8 m and a passage of 6 m in length. Howev-
er, the tomb No. 5 is different in that its entire surface is
covered with stones.

All the above-mentioned elite tombs have square-
shaped external structures with a passage and are similar
in terms of shape and the method of digging the burial pit.
For example, the hole of the tomb No. 1 was reduced from
top to bottom by 5 steps, while the holes of the tombs No. 2
and 5 were dug by 4 steps. Step digging is an engineering
solution to prevent landslides in sandy soil. It involves dig-
ging to a depth of approximately 1.5-2 m, leaving an inden-
tation 0.5-0.8 m wide, and then digging down to the same
height as a person. This indicates that the Xiongnu planned
and organized the earthworks well.

The tombs of the Xiongnu elites at the Duurlig Nars site
had very deep pits, with the burial part of the tomb No. 1
located at a depth of 15 m, the tomb No. 2 at a depth of 8 m,
and the tomb No. 5 at a depth of 7 m.

A mausoleum in the elite tombs was built in the form
of a thick wooden fence at the bottom of a deep pit dug by
steps. The deceased was buried inside a wooden coffin, and
depending on the size of the grave, there are two types of
wooden mausoleums: single and double. Elite tomb No. 1
had a two-story wooden mausoleum, while single wooden
fences were built around the outside of the coffin in the
tombs No. 2 and 5.

The arrangement and size of the elite tombs observed
are directly related to the rank and wealth of the buried
person. This can be seen from the type, craftsmanship, and
value of the artifacts found in the burial area.

In addition to the square-shaped elite tombs with pas-
sages, the project team excavated 2 square-shaped tombs
(No. 3 and 4) with external stone structures without pas-
sages. The tomb No. 3 had a square-shaped external stone
structure measuring 6x6 m, while the tomb No. 4 measured
10x9 m. In the burial area of the tomb No. 4 a wooden coffin
with a relatively large wooden fence was placed. But in the

tomb No. 3 only the burial of a man buried inside a wooden
fence was found.

The 13 satellite burials excavated at the Duurlig Nars
site are all located on the left, right and front sides of the
elite tomb No. 1. These satellite burials varied in size, the
composition of burial plots, and accompanying artifacts. For
example, satellite burials E-1 and W-1 located symmetri-
cally to the left and right sides of the elite tomb passage are
relatively large and have elaborate wooden structures with
wooden fences in the burial area. On the other hand, the
tombs S-1, S-2 located in the front and E-3 located on the
left were lacking additional structures such as wooden cof-
fins and were extremely poor in terms of artifacts. It is also
interesting that the person buried in tomb number E-3 had
shackles on his legs and metal articles that appeared to be
handcuffs on his hands.

The excavation of tomb pits revealed layers of charred
wood, charcoal, and stone sealant that were used to protect
the burial area, as well as ritual traces. For example, during
the excavation of elite tomb No. 1 5 layers filled with stone
to protect it from looters were found, as well as 5 layers of
charred wood and charcoal, the traces of rituals. In elite
tomb No. 2 there was 1 layer of stone filling and 1 layer of
charred charcoal. In tomb No. 5 the charred coal phase was
absent, and one phase of stone sealant was present. How-
ever, in the smaller tombs and satellite tombs no charcoal
layer was found, and stone fillings were used only for pro-
tective purposes.

Most of the tombs excavated at the Duurlig Nars site,
especially the tombs with the passage, which were the elite
burials, had been robbed and destroyed in the past. Traces of
digging a hole in the central part of the tomb by looters were
observed in many tombs. In the tomb No. 2 traces of wooden
braces were found to prevent the soil from collapsing.

The artifacts and findings connected with the tombs dif-
fer according to the tomb’s size and structure. Specifically,
the square-shaped elite tombs with passages contained the
largest number of elegant and finely crafted artifacts, while
the accompanying objects in smaller tombs, particularly sat-
ellite burials, were exceedingly poor. This illustrates the direct
correlation between the rank and wealth of the buried indi-
vidual and the form, size, and structure of the burial.

Artifacts from the elite tomb with a square-shaped ex-
ternal structure with a passage were found mainly in 3 plac-
es: around the coffin inside the wooden fence, in the sacri-
ficial area located at the head of the fence, and outside the
fence. For example, in the wooden coffins and in the vicini-
ty of the tombs No. 1 and 2, jade items, beautifully designed
amber, stones, glass beads, gold-plated hay ornaments, iron
rust, knives, and other weapons were found. And earthenware

pots, metal pots, lantern jars, lacquer cups, utensils, spoons,
and remains of food items also were found. Along the east-
ern fence of the tomb, horse and cattle equipment were
placed, and a beautifully designed horse-drawn carriage and
bones of horses and cattle were found at the top of the tomb.
The sacrificial area contained utensils, remains of food items,
and livestock bones, as well as rare artifacts such as an iron
cooking ladle and a tea broom in elite tomb No. 2.

Even in the small and satellite tombs the common fu-
neral rites were observed, with ornaments and clothing
items placed near the body and sacrificial utensils and food
remains at the head. However, the accompanying items’
shape, design, and materials were of poorer quality, and
their number decreased.

Most of the Duurlig Nars tombs were male burials, ex-
cept for the tomb No. 4, which contained the remains of a
female. Most of the human bones found resembled Mongo-
lian or similar in appearance, but bones of Indo-Iranian type
were found in tomb No. 3, and bones of a black man were
found in a satellite grave.

In the Xiongnu tombs decorative objects such as carved
jade items, vintage clothing and pendants, bronze mirrors,
wooden combs, and hairpins were found. Unique items in-
cluded jade ornaments with entangled dragons, gilded
bronze jewelry in the shape of a horse, bird-shaped stone
and plastic beads, and golden pearl-shaped jewelry soldered
together with small gold beads. Glass beads shining white,
blue, purple, and gilded oblong glass beads were also rare
at that time.

Horse equipment was commonly found, varying in
shape, design, and quantity depending on the wealth and
rank of the buried person. Several well-preserved bridles
made of wool with large gilded bronze plaques, heart-shaped
gilded bronze forehead, and iron bits with the same shape
as the plaque on the end of the bridle were found outside
the eastern wall of the wooden mausoleum of the elite tomb
No. 1. These bridles are considered as a valuable research
tool, bcause well-preserved full bridles were not previously
found in Xiongnu tombs.

Two-wheeled ceremonial chariots with parasols were
found in elite tombs No. 1 and 2. Although the chariots were
badly damaged by looters, they were beautifully designed
black lacquer horse-drawn carriages.

Organic materials such as trees and plant seeds were
sampled from the excavated tombs at Duurlig Nars and ana-
lyzed using radio-carbon dating, indicating that most of the
tombs date from the middle of the 1stcentury AD to the end
of the 1st century AD. These results suggest that the exca-
vated tombs are from the same period and date back to the
late Han Dynasty.

The excavation of the Xiongnu elite tombs yielded a
wealth of new information about their structure, along with
rare and valuable artifacts. Among the uncovered treasures
were gold ornaments from coffins, bronze lantern jars, bowls,
mirrors, stone necklaces featuring bird imagery, jade items,
and beautifully designed clay pots. Notably, iron pots and
filters were discovered for the first time at a Xiongnu site.
The excavation also yielded an array of new and unusual
tools, including seals pressed onto the bottoms of clay pots
and bronze jars used for storing fatty oil. These findings
speak to the intellectual and physical culture of the Xiongnu.

Researchers from the “Mon-Sol” project restored the
artifacts and organized exhibitions at the National Museum
of Mongolia and the National Museum of Korea. They also
hosted an international scientific conference (TanbiH
aHxXHBL..., 2008), presenting their excavation and research
to local and foreign scientists. This event was a significant
step in promoting the Duurlig Nars site, not just in Mongo-
lia, but around the world.

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Archaeological study of Xiongnu elite tombs Belkhiin am,

Ulaanbaatar city, Mongolia

Annotation. This report presents the information on the excavated tombs and the tombs that are being prepared for exca-
vating in the burial site of the Xiongnu elites located in the Belkhi Am in Ulaanbaatar. The monument is one of the elite ceme-
teries belonging to the central region according to the administrative schedule of the Xiongnu Empire period and dates back to
the Ist century AD. It is unique in that it is located near Ulaanbaatar, the current capital of Mongolia, and there is a possibility
to develop it into an “open natural attraction” based on the monument.

Key words: archaeology of the Xiongnu, Belkhiin am, research, preservation and protection
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Introduction. During the period between the 3rd and
2nd centuries BC, the Xiongnu people became stronger and
established their state, which left a clear mark in the histo-
ry of Eurasia. At the height of their power, the borders of the
Xiongnu dynasty covered a vast area from the Korean pen-
insula to Tarvagatai, from Lake Baigal to the Great Wall and
Ordos.

When the Xiongnu dynasty was powerful, it occupied a
vast territory, but most of the historical and cultural mon-
uments associated with the Xiongnu dynasty are in Mon-
golia. To date, some 15.000 tombs have been discovered and
registered in Eurasia, including more than 13.000 in 440
sites in Mongolia. Xiongnu tombs and funerary monuments
can be divided into two categories: elite tombs and ring-
shaped small tombs (3p3233H Hap, 2022a).

It has been reported that 10 burial funeral sites of
Xiongnu elites have been discovered in Mongolia, these
are Gol Mod-1 in Khairkhan Sum of Arkhangai Province,
Gol Mod-2 in Undur-Ulaan Sum, Hyalganat in Khangal Sum
of Bulgan Province, Bornuur in Tuv Province, Noyon Uul
on the border of Batsumber Sum, Belkhi Am in UB City,
Duurlig Nars in Bayan-Adarga Sum of Khentii Province,
Borbulag of Binder Sum, Tahilt Khogor of Mankhan Sum

of Khovd Province, Ovoon Har of Taishir Sum of Gobi-Altai
Province, Yamaan Us of Aldarkhaan Sum of Zavkhan Prov-
ince. Looking at their distribution, there are 5 cemeteries
in the central part of Mongolia, 2 in the eastern part, and
3 in the western part. Xiongnu elite tomb is the deepest
and most majestic burial structure in the ancient history
of Mongolia.

The Xiongnu dynasty had an administrative division
divided into the central, eastern, and western wings (Epeen-
Op0oana, 2015), and the elite burial site at Belkhiin am is
probably one of the burial sites of central Xiongnu rulers
and elites.

Starting from 2021, the project “Archaeological research
of Xiongnu elite tomb in Belkhiin am” will be carried out in
cooperation with the Institute of Archaeology of MAS, the
Department of Culture and Arts of the Capital, and the In-
stitute of Hungarian Studies of Hungary at the Xiongnu
burial and burial site located in Belkhiin am, Ulaanbaatar.

Through the implementation of this project, the rele-
vant dates of the graves and burial monuments of Belkhiin
am in Ulaanbaatar city will be determined in detail, and the
position of Mongolia’s history will be determined, the an-
cient history of Mongolia will be enriched with new research
tools, and the people of the capital city will be proud of the
history and cultural heritage of the land they live in and
therefore includes the purpose of including it in the tourist
route. Also, the Belkhiin am Monument is located not far
from the center of Ulaanbaatar, so there is an opportunity
to develop the city into an “open natural attraction”.
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In 2021 the project team excavated the 34 tomb of the
nobleman of Belkhiin am, and the 3td satellite tomb of the
1st noble tomb, and in 2022 the surface soil cleaning of the
1st elite tomb was completed.

Location of the site. In the northeast edge of Ulaan-
baatar city, in the area of the 20th khoroo of Sukhbaatar
district, at the head of the Belkhiin river, a tributary of the
Selbe river, there is a monument with 6 noble graves and 4
small graves on the eastern slope of the mountain, which is
covered by a high head on the east side called Belkhi am,
and has a coniferous forest in the back. There is a place.

Study of the site. In 1961, the Institute of History of
the National Academy of Sciences of the Republic of Mon-
golia and the Academy of Sciences of the People’s Republic
of Hungary agreed to excavate some graves at the request
of T. Horvath, the head of the Hungarian Society for the
Study of Asia and the head of the Asian Art Museum in Bu-
dapest. N. Ser-Odjav, Ts. Dorjsuren, D. Dorj, and D. Navaan
worked as part of this field analysis team from Mongolia
(Cap-Ooixcas, 1963).

At the cemetery Belkhiin am Xiongnu burial site, the
joint Mongolian-Hungarian field team carried out registra-
tion and excavation research, registering 6 elite graves with
structures and 4 small ring-shaped graves, and making a
background map. Among them, the noble tomb with the
original number 4 and 2 satellite tombs with the numbers
7 and 9 were excavated in that year. According to the exca-
vation, no artifacts were found in the fourth grave, but in
the 7th grave, iron heaps, metal artifacts, and some parts of
human bones were found, while in the 9th grave, no other
artifacts were found except iron rust.

In 2021, the field analysis department of the Institute
for Archaeology of the Academy of Sciences selected the
elite tomb with the No. 3 in the old register and the third
tomb of the 15t tomb (the old register No. — tomb 8) and
completed the archaeological excavation research (3p3233H
Hap, 2021).

In 2022, the fieldwork team of the Institute for Archaeo-
logy removed and cleaned the topsoil of tomb 1, the largest
tomb on the Belkhiin am site (3p3232H1 Hap, 2022b).

Excavations 2021 (tomb No. 3) (fig. 1). This tomb is lo-
cated in the south-west of the group of tombs in the Belkh-
iin am and is located at 1727 m above sea level (fig. 1, 1, 2).
To the north of it is the 4th grave excavated in 1960 by the
Mongolian-Hungarian joint field team. According to the 1960
registration, we numbered the monument as the 3rd grave
and completed the excavation work in a total of 53 days.

When the excavation level reached a depth of 5.26 m
below the surface, a memorial burial area was discovered
(fig. 1, 5-7). Artifacts such as a bronze horse, a bronze cof-

fin ornament, beads, bronze chariot fittings, and pottery
shards were found in the burial. Although the burial area
was completely unfurnished, the size of the burial pit and
the coffin wood found in it indicated that it was a shrine
tomb with a double enclosure.

After the memorial was fully documented, the artifacts
were removed, and when the excavations were continued,
they encountered the natural soil at a depth of 5.4 m below
the surface, then research work was stopped and reburied,
and the restoration was carried out (fig. 2).

The wood sample from this grave was dated by the In-
stitute of Accelerator Analysis Ltd., Kawasaki, Japan, to 61
calAD — 210 calAD (94.9 %). This indicates that the tomb
was built at the same time as the elite tomb of Noyon Uul.

In addition to conducting excavations, we completed
the background map of the Belkhiin am site using a 2-wave
GPS device (9pae3aH Hap, 2021).

Excavations 2022 (tomb No. 1, cleaning of topsoil).
In 2022, within the framework of this project, the excavation
and research work of the largest tomb of the Belkhiin am
Xiongnu funeral site of Ulaanbaatar city, the 1st elite tomb,
was started, and the goal was to complete the cleaning and
research of the external stone structures, and to ensure the
conditions for studying the burial area in the following year.

This tomb is the largest of the elite tombs of Belkhiin
am and is located to the southeast of the group of tombs.
It is located at 1727 m above sea level. The tomb stone
measures 32 m from north to south and 27 m from west to
east, while the hollow part of the river measures 17 m from
north to south and 16 m from west to east. The size of the
elite tomb is 5 x 1.5 m.

Excavation began in an area measuring 32 x 27 m, in-
cluding the stones. The field was divided into four parts,
leaving a nose 1 m wide in the shape of a plus sign, and then
the stones were cleared (fig. 3, 1, 2). During the cleaning
process, a large number of broken pottery sherds were found
in the north-western part of the site. After the complete
cleaning it can be seen that the stones behind the tombs
are badly damaged and the stones are in disarray. The ex-
cavation and cleaning of the elite tomb revealed the gener-
al layout of the tomb. The tomb is said to have a stone frame
with a small square enclosure in front measuring 5 x 1.5 m.
However, the structure of the stone has been lost after being
heavily decorated in the early days, so that at first glance it
looks like a circle. This year, given the time and working
conditions, only the surface soil was completely cleaned and
the shape and size of the monument was determined in
detail (9paz3an Hap, 2022b). Next year, in 2023, it is planned
to fully complete the excavation of the elite grave 1.

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The foundation of the tombs of the Belkhiin am Xiong-
nu elite burial monument was built by the head of Bogd
mountain towards the summit of Tsetsee Gun, which shows
the high level of the practice of choosing a place for the
burial of the Xiongnu. This probably means that the Xiong-
nu peoples who lived in the Tuul Valley settled in the terri-
tory of the present-day Ulaanbaatar city and worshiped Bogd
Mountain. This is also confirmed by the fact that elites were
buried in a high hill where the peak of Tsetsee Gun was clear-
ly visible. Thus, the study of the monument becomes par-
ticularly important.

In order to turn the monument into a cultural heritage
and tourist product, it is planned to open the 1sttomb, which
has not been excavated and is the largest, and this time, the
work of cleaning the southwest part of the stone frame with
the heavy structure outside the tomb has been completed.

Within the framework of the project, the protection zone
of the Belkhiin Am monument has been established, and the
first sketches are being made to turn it into a tourist product
with a plan that includes the preservation and protection of
the monument, exhibition, information center, and service
area (fig. 3, 3-5).

The results of the joint archaeological excavations with
the capital city of Ulaanbaatar are of great importance for
the ancient studies of the Xiongnu, and in the future it is
necessary to preserve and protect the historical monuments,
make them cultural heritage and tourism products, and
properly promote them to the public.

With the implementation of this project, the relevant
dates of the graves and burial sites of Ulaanbaatar’s Belkh-

iin am, Xiongnu will be determined in detail and their place
in the history of Mongolia will be determined, the ancient
history of Mongolia will be enriched with new research tools,
and the people of the capital city will be proud of the histo-
ry and cultural heritage of the land they live in and therefore
it is intended to be included in the tourist route. In addition,
the Belkhiin am burial site is not far from the centre of Ula-
anbaatar, so there is an opportunity to develop it into an
“open nature exhibition” based on the monument.

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Results of the archaeological excavations of the Xiongnu remains
of Jihulangtu cemetery, Sunite Yougqi, Inner Mongolia

Annotation. From 2020 to 2022, the Institute of Cultural Heritage and Archaeology of the Inner Mongolia Autonomous
Region, in cooperation with Beijing Normal University and other institutes, excavated the Xiongnu cemetery in Jihulangtu, Sunite
Right Banner, Inner Mongolia, which contained a total of 44 tombs. These tombs mostly had stone circles on the ground surface,
with rectangular pits and inner-outer coffins. The burial objects were of various kinds, including sacrificial animal bones and

grains. The cemetery had 4 groups of sub-burials. In the tomb M59, golden floral decorations were unearthed, indicating that

the cemetery belonged to the middle class.

The Jihulangtu cemetery is located in Jihulangtu Gacha,
Erennoer Sumu, Sunite Youqi, Inner Mongolia Autonomous
Region, and consists of more than 100 tombs. From 2020 to
2022, the Institute of Cultural Heritage and Archaeology of
Inner Mongolia Autonomous Region, in cooperation with
Beijing Normal University, Xilingol Museum, The Cultural
Relics Center of Sunite Youqi, etc., excavated for 3 seasons
and uncovered a total of 44 tombs (fig. 1).

There are four groups of sub-burials, three of which
have a relatively clear main-sub relationship. Each main
grave has two sub-graves nearby (fig. 2). In the vicinity of
the barrows, some graves have sacrificial pits containing
burnt animal bones and small stone tools. This type of con-
text is rarely seen in other Xiongnu cemeteries. Most of the
barrows were built in a circle with a diameter of 6-13 m.
Generally, there is only one burial pit under the barrow, and
there is only one case of two pits, which are tombs M32 and
M?33. Tomb M17 is the only one without a barrow. The plans
of the pits are mostly rectangular, with one tomb built in a
niche type.

The diameter of the barrow and the size of the pit are
generally proportional. The pits are 2-3 m long, 1-1.8 m
wide and 1.5-4.1 m deep. Fewer barrows have a step and
some pillar holes at the bottom, and there are still pieces of

wood in the holes. In tomb M37, there are four pillar holes
separately along the east and west walls of the pit. Most
tombs have a coffin of various types. Larger tombs usually
have an inner/outer wooden coffin or an inner wooden cof-
fin/outer stone arrangement (fig. 3). Smaller graves have
only a wooden coffin or a stone cist, or no grave goods at
all. The wooden inner and outer coffins are both rectangu-
lar and assembled with mortise and tenon joints. The wood-
en coffin has mainly a frame structure made of planks laid
vertically along the walls of the pit. The stone coffin is made
of rough slabs laid along the walls, and the wooden coffin
is placed very close to the inside of the stone coffin.

Wooden coffins are made from a variety of materials,
including pine, hardwood pine, birch, fir and elm, of which
pine is the most common. Some wooden coffins have trac-
es of varnish. The surface of the wooden coffins was deco-
rated with iron in the form of quatrefoils and ribbons, and
some have sun-moon-shaped iron decorations. The back
of the quatrefoil ironwork shows traces of textiles, suggest-
ing that the wooden coffins may have been wrapped in
curtains. The quatrefoil ironwork was used to hold the cur-
tains in place. The larger graves have a head box to the
north of the wooden coffin, in which burial objects were
placed.

All tombs are with one individual, with the body lying
on the back and heading northwest or north. Only one case
heads to the east. The burials were heavily looted, so the
unearthed artifacts were not abundant, mainly including
pottery jars (fig. 4, 1), pots (fig. 4, 2), bronze mirrors
(fig. 4, 3, 4), buckles, bow-end covers, iron lamps, swords,

arrowheads, rings, quatrefoil (fig. 4, 5) and sun-moon-
shaped decorations (fig. 4, 6), lacquer plates, bone chop-
sticks and bow ends; turquoise and amber beads.

The pottery decoration consisted mainly of rope,
pressed, wave and concave string patterns, etc., and at the
bottom of the pottery there were mostly square inwards
stamps. The burials were mostly animal sacrifices, including
bones of horses, cattle and sheep, mostly in head and foot
combinations. Carbonised seeds were found in graves M10,
M?36 and M60. Research carried out at the Peking Universi-
ty Laboratory of Plant Archaeology revealed that the husk
from tomb M10 was millet.

We found golden quatrefoil decorations in tomb M59
(fig. 4, 7), indicating that the cemetery belonged to mid-
dle-class individuals. The tombs were of modest size, small-
er than those of the Xiongnu elite, but larger than those of
civilians.

The Jihulangtu group of tombs had cultural features
such as circular stone barrows, pits with a North-South di-

rection, wooden coffins facing north, quatrefoil decorations
on the wooden coffins, and the burial of horses, cattle,
sheep, and other animals. These features were similar to the
tomb structures and burial rites of the Xiongnu in the North
of the Gobi. In addition, Xiongnu-style cylindrical ceramic
pots made with sand have been unearthed.

There were also many Han cultural elements, such as
the inner-outer coffin custom and the use of bone chop-
sticks. Objects such as bronze mirrors, lacquerware, and
grains indicate close interactions with people living along
the Great Wall and further south. C14 dating data showed
that human bones from tomb M29 were dated to 2055+20 BP,
and sheep bones from tomb M4 were dated to 1820+25 BP.

The Jihulangtu is the first Xiongnu cemetery located in
the north of the Yin Mountains and on the steppes in the
South of Gobi. It is also the first time that Xiongnu remains
have been discovered on the steppes of Inner Mongolia, and
the materials from this cemetery have significant academic
importance.

in the Airagiin Gozgor (Ovoo) cemetery

Annotation. Airagiin Gozgor (Ovoo) cemetery is located about 7 km southeast of Jirgalantu Sumu in Orkhon Province,
Mongolia. From 2018 to 2019, joint excavations were carried out by both China and Mongolia unearthed a total of eight tombs,
including three tombs with sloping passageways, four pit tombs, and one vertical chamber tomb. These tombs are dated to
between 50 BC and 150 AD. Analysis of the funeral rites and artifacts allows us to conclude that the burial ground was built by
the Xianbei. At the same time, the materials of the monument record a significant influence of the Xiongnu.

The Airagiin Gozgor cemetery was discovered during
the 2008 cultural heritage census of Mongolia (/[asaauspaH,
Bamcatixan, 2011). From 2014 to 2017, the National Museum
of Mongolia and the government of Orkhon Province con-
ducted archaeological excavations at this site for four con-
secutive years, excavating a total of 13 different types of
tombs (Od6aamap6 nap, 2014; 2015; 2017; Od6aamapo,
Beutimaa, 2017). From 2018 to 2019, joint excavations were
carried out by both China and Mongolia unearthed a total
of eight tombs, including three tombs with sloping passage-
ways, four pit tombs, and one vertical chamber tomb
(Zhongguo renmin..., 2021).

1. Overview of the cemetery. The Airagiin Gozgor cem-
etery is located about 7 km southeast of Jirgalantu Sumu in
Orkhon Province, Mongolia, 32 km northwest of Erdenet,
and 210 km southeast of Ulaanbaatar. The site is located on
the southeastern side of a ridge called Hushuut, which con-
sists of five connected low peaks running from the northeast
to the southwest. The highest peak has an ovoo used for
worship by local herders. On both sides of the gully in front
of the mountain, grows a type of broad-leaved plant with
a sour taste when chewed, called “Airagiin” in Mongolian.

Thus, the ovoo on the hill was named “Airagiin Ovoo” and
the cemetery was named after it. The geographical coordi-
nates are 104°30.7630’ E, 49°00.7936’ N, at an altitude of
1060 to 1090 m.

The cemetery is divided into three zones by a north-
west-southeast gully on the southeastern slope of the moun-
tain and a ridge to the east. A total of 91 tombs have been
discovered so far. Zone I, with 58 tombs, is located to the
west of the gully and has a higher density of tombs. Zone II,
with 21 tombs, is located between the gully and the ridge to
the east, and the tombs are distributed in a chain-like pat-
tern. Zone III, with 12 tombs, is located on the ridge (fig. 1).

2. Tomb structures. Based on the characteristics of the
surface mounds, the tombs of this cemetery can be divided
into two types: square and round. Square mounds, larger in
scale, are usually chamber tombs with surrounding ditches
and sloping passages, and are mainly distributed in Zones
I and III, accounting for about 38 % of the total number
of tombs. Round mounds are smaller in scale and mainly
consist of pit tombs, some of which have horizontal cham-
bers or vertical chambers. They are mainly distributed in Zo-
nes I and II and account for about 62 % of the total number
of graves.

2.1. Square mound tombs. Square mound tombs tend
to be larger, with a convex shape on the surface, often sur-
rounded by drainage ditches and having long sloping tomb
passageways generally over 10 m. The chamber is located
at the end of the passageway, with a pile of stones sealing
the entrance. Wooden coffins are used as burial vessels,
and the burial style is supine position, head facing outward,

and feet facing inward. Burial objects include pottery, lac-
querware, bronze artifacts, bone artifacts, and wooden
objects (fig. 2).

2.2. Round stone mound chamber tombs. Round stone
mound chamber tombs are relatively small. They have
round stone mounds on the surface, most of which are less
than 10 m in diameter. Based on the structure of the un-
derground chambers, they can be divided into two types:
vertical chambers and horizontal chambers. The tombs with
vertical chambers are located in the middle of the mound.
The plan of the chamber is a slightly rounded rectangle,
with walls sloping slightly inwards. Some of the pits have
double-tiered platforms on the western wall, while others
have an east-west stepped passage to the bottom of the
chamber entrance. The entrance to the chamber is sealed
with stones. The chamber has an elliptical shape with a flat
floor and curved walls, with the ceiling partially collapsed.
Wooden coffins were used for burial. The burial position is
supine, with the head facing outwards and the feet facing
inwards. Due to previous disturbances, only one piece of
pottery was recovered.

2.3. Round stone mound pit tombs. Round stone mound
tombs are relatively small. They have round stone mounds
on the surface, usually less than 10 m in diameter. The
chambers are in the middle of the mound, with a slightly
rounded rectangular floor plan and a straight wall with a
flat bottom. Wooden coffins are used for burial and the bur-
ial position is supine. Burial objects include pottery, bronze
artifacts, iron artifacts, bone artifacts, and wooden objects

(fig. 3).

3. Xiongnu cultural elements. Although the overall cul-
tural elements of the Airagiin Gozgor cemetery are quite
different from those of the Xiongnu tombs found on the
Mongolian Plateau, they still share certain similarities with
the Xiongnu culture in several aspects, such as the surface
mound, burial customs and burial objects. These similarities
can be seen in the following aspects:

a. Square stone mound construction. The square stone
mound of the chamber tomb with passageways has convex
contours and is filled with earth on the inside. The sur-
rounding ditch on the outside of the mound has a rectan-

gular shape with an opening. The convex shape of the
mound consists of two parts: a slightly square rear half and
a protruding rectangular front half, which is slightly lower
than the rear half. The tomb passageways typically open in
the downhill direction of the mound. This type of stone
mound structure bears some similarity to the surface con-
struction of elite Xiongnu tombs, which are shaped like the
Chinese character “f” (jid), although on a much smaller
scale. It is likely that these surface constructions of the
Airagiin Gozgor cemetery were modelled on those of Xiong-
nu elite tombs.

b. Round stone mound. The surface stone mound has a
round shape with a diameter of mostly less than 10 m. It is
constructed of granite stones of various sizes, arranged in
a circular pattern without filling stones in the center. This
type of mound structure is identical to the commoner tombs
of the Xiongnu found on the Mongolian plateau.

c. Burial vessels. Wooden coffins have a larger opening
at the top and a smaller opening at the bottom. The coffin
walls slope slightly outwards and the side and end panels
are of the same height. The inner walls of the side panels
have longitudinal grooves at both ends, which correspond

to the end panels and fit together. In addition, the end plates
have tenons on both sides and the side plates have corre-
sponding mortises for reinforcement. The structure of the
lid is the same as that of the bottom board, both consisting
of three long wooden boards joined together with silver
ingot mortises. The silver ingot mortises on the lid are on
the top, while those on the bottom are on the bottom. In

the four corners of the lid and base there are four rectangu-
lar mortises, corresponding to the mortises in the side pan-
els, for insertion. This construction method is very similar
to that of Xiongnu wooden coffins (fig. 4).

d. Burial objects. Most of the tombs have been looted
long ago, so the number of items varies. Some tombs have
more than 10 items, others only one or two. Currently, over

130 artifacts have been recovered. The grave goods consist
mainly of iron objects, bronze objects, beads, wooden ob-
jects and bone objects. The iron objects include weapons
such as spears and knives, and production tools such as
shovels. Bronze objects include bronze bells, bronze mirrors
and so on. The beads are mainly decorative objects. There
is a significant number of bone objects, including decorative
pieces, bow pieces, arrowhead fragments and bone shovels.
Leather and fragments of silk textiles have also been found.
There is a slight difference in the arrangement of the grave
goods between the chamber tombs with passageways and
the pit tombs. In the chamber tombs, the burial objects were
generally placed outside the coffin in the free space, while
in the pit tombs, apart from personal adornments, a separate
area or niche was created outside the head end of the coffin
specifically for animal bones, similar to the burials found in
ordinary graves of the Xiongnu culture.

The primary pottery found at the Airagiin Gozgor cem-
etery is red-brown sand-tempered pottery, with a small
amount of grey sand-tempered pottery. Vessels are often
decorated with simple wave and cord patterns. The pottery
forms are relatively simple, with pots and jars being the
most common, along with bowls, basins and stoves. The
pottery shapes and decorations are similar to those found
in Xiongnu tombs. For example, there are two different
shapes of pots. One shape has a slightly flared mouth,
a slightly flat rim, a round lip, a high neck, a sloping shoul-

der, a rounded belly, linear patterns, and a square stamp
with a concave centre on the bottom. The other form is a
red-brown sand-tempered pottery with a flared mouth,
round lip, short neck, broad shoulder, distinct transition
from shoulder to belly, slightly sloping belly with a slight
curve, slightly concave base, and bands of incised patterns
on the lower shoulder, upper belly and middle belly consist-
ing of alternating horizontal and cord patterns. The jug has
a medium sized flared mouth, damaged rim, round lip, short
neck, sloping shoulder, slightly curved belly, sloping lower
belly and slightly concave base, with wave patterns and fine
cord patterns on the shoulder. There is also a pottery stove
(M40:2) made of red sand-tempered pottery. It is partially
preserved, with a remaining rectangular hearth measuring
approximately 16.2 cm long and 13.2 cm wide. The front
wall has a rectangular stove door measuring 4.4 cm long and
3.4 cm wide. The hearth surface is uneven and contains one
Zeng®l and two Fuzg, all connected to the stove (fig. 5).
These artifacts are common found in Han Dynasty burials
and later entered the Xiongnu funerary culture and can also
be considered as an element of it.

4, Conclusion. According to the Chinese historical docu-
ment Hou Han Shu, in 91 AD, after being defeated by the
Han army, the Xiongnu withdrew from the Mongolian Pla-
teau, and the Xianbei people “completely occupied the for-
mer Xiongnu territory”. At that time, “there were still over

100.000 remaining Xiongnu tribes, all of whom identified
themselves as Xianbei”. Geographically and culturally, the
Airagiin Gozgor cemetery is a reflection of the historical
process of the Tuoba Xianbei absorbing and assimilating
the remnants of the Xiongnu. As for the migration route of
the Xianbei people’s westward migration and southward
movement, crossing the Yin Mountains and entering the
Central Plains, the Chinese academic community generally
believes that they left the Gaxiandong in the Greater Khin-
gan Range and migrated to the Hulun Lake area before
heading south, crossing the Yin Mountains, and entering
the Shengle, where they established the Northern Wei Dy-

nasty. The discovery of the Airagiin Gozgor cemetery indi-
cates that at least one branch of the Xianbei people moved
westward into the Mongolian Plateau after leaving Hulun
Lake, crossing the Khentii Mountains and entering the Or-
khon River Basin. They coexisted and mingled with the re-
maining Xiongnu people who identified themselves as
“Xianbei” in the area, forming the Airagiin Gozgor site. It is
therefore quite normal for the Airagiin Gozgor cemetery to
have a significant presence of Xiongnu cultural elements,
reflecting the cultural heritage and innovation resulting
from the integration of the Xiongnu and Xianbei popula-
tions.

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An episode from the history of Southern Xiongnu and Han Empire contacts as reflected
in the Medieval Chinese painting of Song Period

Annotation. This paper briefly describes the biography of Han poetess Cai Yan (Cai Wenji). After the capture of Luoyang
capital by general Dong Zhuo’s troops in 192 AD she became a prisoner of Southern Xiongnu and 12 years later was redeemed
by Cao Cao general. Cai Wenji was often a subject for artists of different periods. Southern Song painting “Wenji returns to Han”
by Chen Juzhong was finished at the beginning of the XIII century. It expresses allegorically the hope of the author that Chinese

territories captured by Jurchen will return to Song.
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The “Qin Shu” excavated in terracotta warriors’ and horses’ pit
of the Mausoleum Complex of Emperor Qin Shihuang

Annotation. Based on research of historical literature and excavated materials, the author suggests that the supposed “Qin

Shu %% ” found in the terracotta warrior and horse pit of Emperor Qin Shihuang’s mausoleum complex are not ritual weapons,

but rather bronze Jue used to attach ropes for erecting tents. The Qin learned how to use bronze Jue (41%%) from the northern
nomads, which is why they appear in the terracotta warriors and horse pit, reflecting the close communication between the Qin

and the northern nomads.
Key words: “Qin Shu”, bronze Jue, northern nomads
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There are 31 cylindrical bronze artifacts unearthed from
the No. 1 and No. 3 terracotta warrior and horse pit of the
mausoleum complex of Emperor Qin Shihuang with 10.5-
10.6 cm length, 8.9 cm deepth hole for installing a handle and
2.2-2.3 cm for cross-section diameter (fig. 1). The excavate
person named them as bronze Shu (%) (Qinyong..., 1975;
Yuan Zhongyi, 1990; Wang Xueli, 1994). But is this truly a
weapon? What purpose does it serve? We will address this
topic in the following sections.

According to the historical texts, Shu (%) is one of the
Five Kinds of Weapon, it falls under the category of stick
weapons. Shu (5¢) is made from wood or combined bamboo.
They were commonly used as ceremonial weapons to keep
pedestrians away during surveillance.

During West Zhou and East Zhou periods (13th-3td cen-
turies BC), bronze Shu (%) took on a spherical shape. Addi-
tionally, Shu (5¢) made of bronze were produced with three
stabs, five stabs, and six stabs (fig. 2) (Liu Zhancheng, 1995).
Most Shu artefacts, featuring five or six blades, were uncov-
ered in the Inner Mongolia region. They are classified as
belonging to the Erduosi cultural series and were highly
regarded by the nomadic tribes of the northern steppe.

In the northern steppe, Bronze Shu (%) featured a
round addressing hole in its center, or a round tube for in-
stalling a handle on its button. In this region, Shu functioned
both as a crash tool and as a striking weapon when combined

with a handle. This made Bronze Shu useful as a weapon
during hunting, and it was consequently referred to as “Gudu
(‘A #F)” or “Guduo (‘H4%)” in the literature (fig. 3) (Cheng
Dong, Zhong Shaoyi, 1990.P. 12, 65).

During the Warring States Period (476—221 BC), three
shapes of bronze Shu were present. These were staff-type
Shu, spike-shaped with edge Shu, and flower ball-shaped
with edge Shu. (fig. 4) (Ibid. P. 79). During the Han Dynasty,
the main shape of bronze Shu is stick type Shu (fig. 5) (Sun Ji,
1991.P. 129, 130). We can find out that the “Qin Shu (%%)”,
namely, bronze Shu of Qin Dynasty (221-206 BC), were vert
different from other Shu.

First of all, “Qin Shu (%:4¢)” are too short. According to
the brief report on the excavation of No. 3 terracotta warri-
or and horses pit, there were wood handle of 100 cm long
assembling on the “Qin Shu”. On the other hand, the length
of wood handles of long weapons unearthed from No. 1 ter-
racotta warriors and horses pit were nearly 300 cm. Among
the unearthed out bronze Shu materials, the handle of
bronze Shu of Zhenghou Yi (1 % 2.) tomb is 321-340 cm
long, the iron handle of iron Shu in Mancheng Han tomb
(HIRIN E) is 204 cm. The length of Shu picture of Yinan
stone relif tomb of East Han Dynasty as well as on the Yan-
shi East Han wall painting tomb, are near 200 cm which
longer than the high of human. The overall lengths of above
mentioned Shu are much longer (fig. 5) than “Qin Shu”
unearthed in No. 1 terracotta warriors and horses pit, there-
fore, it’s doubtful if we see the latter as long weapon.

Secondly, the Qin Shu are too thin. The diameter of the
palm of the fist of the terracotta figure holding the long

weapon is more than 4.5-6 cm. However, the inner diame-
ter of the grip of the “Qin Shu” is only 2.2-2.3 cm. The large
palm of the terracotta figurine cannot grip the thin wooden
handle of the Qin Shu, which is less than 3 cm in diameter.
Therefore, I believe that the diameter of the handle cross
diameter of “Qin Shu” is not suitable for holding terracotta
figurines.

Thirdly, the Qin Shu were placed in a bundle before
being excavated. If the “Qin Shu” were used as long weapon
No. 3 terracotta warriors and horse pit, then they should be
scattered in the silted soil near terracotta figurines or in the
collapsed soil of the partition wall, similarly with the weap-
ons from the other two terracotta warriors and horse pits.
But it is strange that there are a bunch of 20 “Qin Shu” were

placed under the northern wall of the third unit of No. 3
Terracotta Warriors and Horse Pit. This placement is much
more beyond comprehension.

Fourthly, if Qin Shu was a long weapon, why were they
not taken by the robbers? According to the study, the ter-
racotta warriors and horse pit of Emperor Qin Shihuang had
been destroyed, and some people entered the pit before it
was destroyed by fire and took out all the bronze weapons
that were visible on the surface. Not only the bronze weap-
ons, but also many of the chariots and horse accessories
were removed in the same way. It can be seen that the im-
portance of “Qin Shu” was inferior to that of the carriage
and horse accessories. “Qin Shu” were reserved simply be-
cause they were not important artefacts and were not in the
interest of the robbers.

Then it is what kind of weapon being held in the fist of
the terracotta figurines of No. 3 terracotta warriors and
horses pit? A bronze spear was unearthed in the silted soil
of the No. 3 terracotta warrior and horse pit, this indicates
that in the No. 3 pit, the terracotta figurines are holding
actual combat weapons similar to those in the other two
terracotta warrior and horse pits, such as Ge (), spears and
halberds, not the ritual weapons speculated in the past.

What is the function of “Qin Shu (Z£%¥)”? The answer
to this question lies in the structure and character of the
No. 3 Terracotta Warriors and Horse Pit. Researchers believe
that No. 3 pit was a Junmu (Z%%), namely an army office of
the commanding officer, then there must have been a tent
for the generals and marshals. Therefore, the “Qin Shu
(Z&5¢)” are most likely artefacts for erecting a tent, the func-
tion of which is most similar to a short wooden stake or a
large iron nail used for fastening cords. The same kind of
artefacts had been unearthed in the mausoleum of Emperor
Cuo of Zhongshan State, which were called bronze Jue (4
) (Qin Shihuang..., 2017.P. 119) (fig. 6).

According to the record of Shi Ji (Historical Records), one
of the main ideas of Emperor Zhao of Qin State in building
the Great Wall is to defend Hu (##]), the northern nomads of
the Warring States period, as well as the ancestors of Xiong-
nu Emperor Qin Shihuang sent General Meng Tian (521%) to
drive the Xiongnu out of Henandi (the southern side of the
Huohe River) and extend the Great Wall further north (Shi
Magian, 1991. P. 2885, 2886). In the terracotta warrior and
horse pit of the mausoleum complex of Emperor Qin Shi-
huang, cavalry figures dressed in short and compact gar-
ments were clearly Hu clothes (fig. 7). The above indicates
that there was a close connection between the Qin people
and the Rong Di people, so it is a very normal phenomenon
that the bronze Jue for pitching tents were unearthed in the
terracotta warrior and horse pits of Emperor Qin Shihuang.

In particular, the bronze “Qin Shu (% %)” unearthed in
the terracotta warriors and horse pits of Emperor Qin Shi-
huang should be bronze Jue (4f4§), which was related to
northern nomads. This point of view should be considered
by specialists.

Annotation. The animal style plastic arts from the Bronze Age to the Early Iron Age in northern China have a complex
origin.

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The northern region of China, on the south-eastern
edge of the Eurasian steppe, was an important area linking
Chinese civilization with others. A large number of artifacts
with similar forms and decorative art have been excavated
in this region, showing a close link with the extraterritorial
world.

The earliest animal figures in northern Chinese bronzes
are from weapons, represented by the sword with two birds’
heads on the handle. The latter is widespread throughout the
eastern part of the Eurasian steppe, and in China it is main-
ly found in Gansu, Ningxia, and the Ordos and Daihai regions
of Inner Mongolia. The further east the sword is, the simpler
and more abstract the birds’ heads on the handle, and the
later the date, indicating that the meaning of the birds’ heads
is moving further away from its origin, showing a trend of
spreading from west to east (Shao Huigiu, Yang Jianhua, 2022.
P. 10). Liu Yang believes that if the bird is a griffin, this type
of short sword can only be born in the place where this belief
exists, the Eurasian steppe (Liu Yang, 2021.

The master of animals

In addition to the griffin, there are other figures that
show the influence of the Eurasian steppe. In M1 of Dao-
dunzi, Tongxin County, Ningxia Province, a horse-
shoe-shaped buckle was unearthed, described in the
archaeological report as a translucent carved buckle with a
bull’s head and two dragon heads (fig.1, 9). The burial ob-
jects in the tomb show the influence of Xiongnu culture,
and judging by the Han Dynasty coins found with it, it is a
Western Han Dynasty Xiongnu tomb. In the center of the
buckle is a bull-headed man, with two dragon-shaped ani-
mals on either side of the man, and the man’s two broad
palms are raised, each hand holding a rope connected to the
dragon’s head. The style of this buckle shows the animal
style and is supposed to express the master of animals.

Masters of animals or mistress of animals is a common
artistic motif in animal style — the composition mostly con-
sists of two animals (ranging from domestic animals to
snakes, lions, tigers, etc.) facing a central figure, usually
a human or deity. The rise of steppe art is related to the
flourishing of nomadic peoples in the Eurasian steppes. In
the 7th century BC, the Scythians entered the Caucasus, Asia
Minor, Armenia, the Midi, and the Assyrian Empire. The
Caucasus and the countries of the Midi (in this case
Luristan) came into contact with the Scythians. The Early

Iron Age (Iron Age I-II) cemeteries of Luristan were exca-
vated by the Belgian Archaeological Expedition between
1965 and 1979. In the cemeteries, series of bronzes were
excavated, which gives more space to discuss the animal
style in Luristan. The bronze objects from the archaeological
sites from Surkh-i Dum sanctuary and Pusht-I Kuh include
pins, standards and decorative objects (fig.1, 1-6), which
can be tentatively classified into three types.

Type A is the standard with a person in the center, a
beast on each side, the man has three heads, a head on the
chest and abdomen of the body (sometimes omitted), animal
legs, and decorative pieces on each side.

Type B can be divided into three subtypes, type Ba is a
person with two animals, another two serpentine animals
are composed of the outer circle, forming a ring around; type
Bb is more detailed on the figure of the person and animals,
and a frame was set around the figure of the master of ani-
mals, which is similar to the later generation. Type Bc has a
person in the center, with a serpentine body of two animals
distributed to the left and right, the central figure some-
times replaced by other objects.

Type C is a standard with two animals in a left-right
symmetrical shape; the figure in the center is sometimes
omitted.
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The master of animals in Luristan Bronze decoration
tends towards programmatic compositions when compared
with the later animal style. A number of bronze ornaments
were excavated from the burial mounds of the Elizavetins-
kaja stanitza near Kuban, the Scythian graves of the 5th
century. Two piercings show the connection with the
Luristan bronzes, the upper one is like a head, the middle
one like a pair of lions standing upright on/with their hind
legs, the heads turned to the right and left accordingly; from
their mouths come two palmettes (fig. 1, 7). Another is in
the same heraldic position, below two heads of indistinct
animals biting into the dragons’ bodies, similar to the
Luristan bronzes (fig. 1, 8). A decoration from the Sirén
collection shows two dragons in a heraldic position facing
each other, their bodies transformed into a symphony of
quasi-vegetal scrolls (fig. 1, 10). It is more an expression of
the master of animals than the charming figure of a butter-
fly with outstretched wings described by Rostovtzeff.

The tree of life

A gold-bronze alloy casting, with a gold content of 40%,
was unearthed from the tomb 2 of the imperial burial site
of Zhao in the Warring States period, Hebei County, China.
The obverse of the coin shows a dragon motif, and the in-

scription “thirty-one years” is engraved on the reverse
(fig. 2, 1a, 1b). It was thought that the tomb belonged to
the king named Hui Wen of Zhao (X # ¥ 7), so the object
was made around 268 BC (Zhao Jianchao et al., 2009).

The design of this plaque was called the “kui” pattern
(B Jp40), it is very similar in composition to a plaque from
the M1 of Daodunzi (fig. 2, 3), and a collection from Peter
the Great (fig. 2, 2). The Daodunzi plaque is decorated with
double dragons in relief, with circular and diamond-shaped
ornaments between the two dragons; the border is decorat-
ed with floral motifs. A plaque from Peter the Great’s Sibe-
rian collection (fig. 2, 2) is also similar to the two plaques.
Although there is no excavation information on the collec-
tion, the configuration shows that the plaque from the Dao-
dunzi tomb was made after Peter the Great’s plague, or it
had a similar sample of imitation. Peter the Great’s plague
has a tree-like center, with branches rising from the bottom,
the two beasts entwined with the olive-shaped branches,
showing the image of the tree of life. In the Daodunzi
plaque, the branches have been simplified and deformed,
the upper part of the branch being retained, while the lower
part of the branch has been replaced by the front claws of
the two beasts, so that the beasts’ bodies form a complete
S-shape without being disturbed by the intertwining.

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In addition, fig. 2, 2 is surrounded by a circle of branch-
es and leaves, with the leaves connected to the branches by
thin stems, and the central plant connected to the branch-
es of the border, which seems to express the lush vitality of
the plant. In contrast, the border of fig. 2, 3 has been some-
what simplified and deformed. It is more like a simple deco-
ration, and the meaning of branches and leaves is not obvi-
ous. The decoration in the middle of the two dragons of the
imperial tomb of Zhao is more abstract, the distribution of
the images is more symmetrical and flatter overall, and the
pattern of the surrounding borders is the curling cloud pat-
tern that is more familiar to the northern Chinese. Howev-
er, compared to the common Chinese dragon motif, this
motif from the Imperial Tomb of Zhao is more similar in
arrangement and detail to the plaque of Peter the Great, and
is more of a steppe style imitation of the historical context
of King Wu Ling of Zhao’s horsemanship.

The massive spread of animal art is linked to its stylised
tendency. In terms of the number of finds, the theme of
tearing animals is the most common. The master of animals
and the tree of life is more complex than the theme of wild
beasts tearing up animals, which has somewhat affected its
widespread distribution and popularity in the Eurasian
steppe. However, this compositional mode still has some
vitality and appears in various ways, implicitly or explicitly,
in the Eurasian steppe and surrounding areas.

Annotation. The costume in Xiongnu artistic artifacts looks epy uniform in many aspects. However, one has to take into
account that he is presented in epic and cult scenes. 16 compositions with the detailed costume are analyzed. The short clothes,
decoration of the hem border with the strip of fur, wide trousers tucked into half boots, hairstyle with shoulder-length hair combed
back are characteristic. The important attributes of status were the specific knee pads, torques, and the presence of two different
types of belts. The earlier depictions of camel riders have details typical of the Saka and Scythians of the 6th—3rd centuries BC.

Annotation. A considerable proportion of the gourd-shaped objects excavated from Xiongnu tombs in Russia, Mongolia
and China are details of horse harnesses (the whole set may consist of 10 or 12 pieces), some of which may also have been used
as horse frontlets. In the author’s opinion, they should be regarded as a reward or gift of the Han dynasty to vassal kings and

the upper elite of neighbouring political entities.

In the large tombs excavated in Russia, Mongolia, Korea
and China, a certain class of ornaments is often found. These
objects vary in material, their length ranges from 10 to 15
cm. They are slightly gourd-shaped, narrow at the top and
wide at the bottom, with images of various animals or myth-
ological beasts cast or hammered on the surface.

At present, about 100 gourd-shaped horse traps have
been found in different regions (table 1). They were either
commonly called horse ornaments or plaques, or classified
as horse frontlets (Danglu X4 /=) or trappings (Make = F).
Sun Ji believes that they are trappings, decorations on the
swinging band that runs from the horse’s tailbone to the
saddle (Sun Ji, 2001. P. 102-103). This view has had a signifi-
cant impact in academic circles and is shared by Mongolian
scholars. (Henan sheng..., 2022. P. 214). There are also other
opinions which suggest that this type of artefact is a horse
frontlet (An Wei, Xi Zhifang, 2009).

12 pieces excavated from tomb 10 of Gol Mod-2 ceme-
tery in Mongolia were decorated with unicorns, six facing
left and the other six facing right (fig. 1). Similar ornaments
can also be seen in tomb 1 of the same cemetery, tomb 20
of Gol Mod cemetery, and tomb 20 of Noin Ula cemetery.
These findings suggest that some of the gourd-shaped or-
naments were symmetrically decorated on the bodies of
horses and were used in sets that were intended to be horse
trappings. As most of the tombs were robbed, the number
of pieces used for single horse decoration is unknown, but

12 pieces each were recovered from tomb 7 in Shizhaishan
cemetery, Jinning, tomb 10 in Gol Mod-2 cemetery, and
Wanggen’s tomb in Lelang. In addition, 10 pieces were re-
covered from tomb 85 in Lijiashan cemetery, Jiangchuan,
and 30 pieces from tomb 1 of Gol Mod-2 cemetery (there
should be 3 sets). It is very likely that the full set used as a
horse trap should consist of 10 or 12 pieces. Many of these
items have perforations around the edges, probably to em-
bellish the swing bands. But some of them are not perforat-
ed and have two rings in the middle on the back, such as
those from tomb 1 in Lanjiapo cemetery, Ziyang, Sichuan,
whose shape is close to that of horse frontlets of the same
period. At the very least, the current finds can show that
some of the gourd-shaped ornaments may also have been
used as horse frontlets.

Pan Ling and others conducted a typological study of
specimens from the great Xiongnu tombs in Russia and
Mongolia and concluded that their evolutionary pattern is
that the overall profile changes from wide to narrow, the
degree of central inversion from large to small, the shape
of the upper part from wide to narrow, and the angle of the
protruding tip at the bottom becomes smaller and smaller
(Pan Ling, Zhang Jieyu, 2022). If we add the specimens found
in China and North Korea and study them together, this
opinion would be in line with the actual situation.

The earliest finds to date to are from the early Western
Han Dynasty (fig. 2), while the rest of the objects excavated
in Chinese territory date from the Western Han period. How-
ever, finds from the great Xiongnu tombs in Mongolia and
Russia date mainly from the Xin Dynasty (9-23 AD) and the
Eastern Han. Although they were previously considered
products of the steppe (Psarras, 1996), chronologically they

first became popular in China. The animal images on them
are reminiscent of steppe art, but with the exception of the
yak, the rest of the motifs are common to Chinese art.
A large number of artefacts in the steppe art style have been
found in the tombs of Chinese high rulers during the Qin
and Western Han dynasties, and are considered to be a new
creation of the Han dynasty, based on learning from the
northern neighbour and feeding back to the northern re-
gions (Wei Zheng et al., 1998). 25 ceramic moulds for casting
plaques and other Steppe Art artefacts found in the Late
Warring States Period “artisan” tomb in the northern sub-
urbs of Xi’an (Yue Lianjian, 2003) indicate that this activity
began at least in the Late Warring States Period.

The tombs in China where gourd-shaped trappings have
been found are all very high-ranking, scattered across east-

ern and southern China. These artefacts, which share com-
mon features, would have been made by the central govern-
ment of the Han dynasty to reward and retain the vassal
kings and upper elites of neighbouring political entities.
Patterns of horse carriages show that dragons and phoenix-
es are more common in the south, while unicorns, goats and
deer are popular in the north, suggesting some deliberate
selection.

With the victory of the Western Han over the Xiongnu
and the internal division of the Xiongnu, the admiration of
the Central Plain culture became a trend among the high-
ranking Xiongnu aristocrats. From the point of view of the
Han dynasty regime, it was also necessary to win over the
Xiongnu upper class (Lu Yi, 2019). The Xiongnu tombs of
this period contain an extremely large number of various

artefacts from the Central Plains, including gourd-shaped
horse ornaments, carriages, bronze mirrors, lacquerware and
jade vessels.

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Study of the beasts pattern on the golden plaques of Gol Mod-2

Annotation. In the tomb 1 of Gol Mod-2 a collection of golden plaques featuring a winged dragon depicted as a single-horned
beast was discovered. This creature is believed to be a fusion of the dragon and the bird (}774) which might be a mythological
creature called “Feilian ( % Ji)” during Wei and Jin Dynasties. In Chinese mythology, “Feilian” is the god of the wind, responsible
for guiding souls to heaven and being the mount of the gods. It is believed that being depicted on a chariot can symbolize speed.
Furthermore, these particular golden plaques are thought to have been gifted by the Han Dynasty.

Key words: Gol Mod-2, golden plaques, mythological creatures, longque, Feilian, the god of wind

The Gol Mod-2 cemetery was discovered in Undur-Ul-
aan sum, Arkhangai province, in 2001. It is located in the
east bank of Khanui valley, and has totally 190 tombs. The
tomb No. 1, which is located in the cemetery’s northwest
section, is a rectangular chamber burial. It is positioned
south to north and features a sole entryway passage situat-
ed in the southern part of the tomb. Measuring 86 m in
length and 21 m in depth, it is also the largest Xiongnu tomb
that has ever been discovered. Prof. Pan Ling contends that
the tomb dates back to the early Eastern Han Dynasty, and
that Yu, the Xiongnu Chanyu, was buried in it (82) (Pan Ling,
Zhang Jieyu, 2022).

The tomb contains an inner coffin and a wooden sar-
cophagus. Stones and wood charcoal have been placed out-
side the sarcophagus as a preventive measure against cor-
rosion. Regrettably, it was ravaged by looters prior to exca-
vation, resulting in the destruction of most of the grave
goods, except for one chariot in relatively good condition.
In the eastern passageway between the coffin and sarcoph-
agus, there are horse gears constructed of gold, silver, and
copper, including saddles, harnesses, and their decorations.
Among all the animal and plant patterns adorning the gold-
en plaques, a distinct pattern depicting a single-horned
mythological creature with wings on its shoulders has

caught the attention of researchers. This unique pattern has
never been found before and the golden plaques featuring
it can be classified into four distinct types.

Type A: a pair of circular items with a 13 cm diameter
are presented. The items possess a symmetrical pattern
whereby the heads face opposite directions (fig. 1, 1). In the
centre stands an upright beast, with staring eyes and a roar-
ing mouth. It boasts a single horn with nine ridges on its
head, bent backward. Droopy ears resembling those of an
ox and three whiskers extending from the cheeks are also
present. The creature has a long, curly neck and two wings
that are open behind it. It stands firmly on two front legs
that are similar to those of birds, each with three toes. The
body conceals both hind legs, while the right foot appears
tucked under the right wing and the left foot rests between
the tail and belly. A feathered tail extends forward through
the right wing, wrapping around the body and terminating
near the feet. Floral patterns, comprised of slender stems,
small oval-shaped leaves and flowers, encircle the beasts to
fill the space. The pattern recurs every two motifs and cycles
around. The golden plaques feature turquoise and carnelian
details on the horns, ears, tail, neck, chest, and wings of the
creatures, as well as the centerpiece of the flowers. In sum,
these plaques are impressive and awe-inspiring.

Type B: a set of 10 items; distorted ovoid-shaped; with
the length of 17.5 cm and the width of 6.5 cm. They share
the same but symmetric pattern (fig. 1, 2), and each is
presented by 5 pieces. Two creatures are portrayed in the
plaque, both exhibiting a gesture similar to type A. The
creature without horns situated below occupies around
two-thirds of the plaque. The creature above is smaller,

occupying approximately one-third of the plaque, and has
been simplified to feature a slender frame, a solitary horn,
wings and two feet. The blank space is adorned with floral
scrolls. Turquoise and carnelian are also embedded in the
creatures and floral patterns.

Type C: one piece, in the form of a strip, measures 28.2 cm
in length and has a width of approximately 2.5 to 3.5 cm. On
the surface of this plaque lies a sleek creature, wriggling and
contorting with its head turned back (fig. 1, 3). It is evident
that this creature is identical to the one in Type A, and the

surrounding embellishments are of the matching style,
adorned with turquoise and carnelian.

Type D: one object, resembling a slim oval tube meas-
uring 3.2 cm in length and 1.3 cm in width, exhibits a design
and decorative style similar to type A (fig. 1, 4).

The image of the beast on all types of gold plates is the
same creature. It has a single horn, the head of a Chinese
dragon, a pair of wings, four legs and a long tail. The whole
image of this beast is depicted on four square cooper tubes,
also found in tomb No. 1. They were mounted on the pillars
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of a chariot. The tubes have reliefs on the four sides show-
ing the beasts sitting on a platform or walking through the
clouds.

Excavators argue that this divine beast, based on the
image of Mongolian snow leopards, is known in the local
language as “bers”. However, some of its features differ from
those of the leopard. Firstly, the horn, ox-like ear and long
neck couldn’t belong to a leopard. Second, the beast’s legs
are more like those of a bird, and its feet have no pads.
Otherwise, the beast resembles the image of Chinese drag-
ons of the Han period: it has the body of a snake, the head
of a crocodile, the curved horn of an ox, the legs of an ani-
mal, and the feet with three claws (Luo Erhu, 1986). The
image of this divine beast also coincides with the dragon
described in post-Han dynasty historical documents, espe-
cially in Lun Heng and Er Ya Yi: the ox’s ears, the eagle’s
claws and the snake’s tail. In addition, the divine beast dif-
fers from the Chinese dragon in that it has bird-like wings.
Therefore, the divine beast could be interpreted as a com-
bination of the dragon and the bird: based on the Chinese
dragon and with the characteristics of birds.

What we argue in this paper is that the divine beast on
the golden tablets is “Feilian” of the Han and Jin dynasty
documents. Feilian is believed to be the god of wind, master
of wind and clouds, and responsible for guiding the dead to
heaven. His image is a combination of animal and bird. In
later generations, Feilian became the rider of the gods. In
the royal Shanglin Garden, Emperor Wu of the Han Dynas-
ty (reigned 141-87 BC) built a temple to Feilian and cast his
bronze statue. During the early East Han Dynasty, the sta-
tue of Feilian and another bronze statue of a horse were
moved from Weiyang Palace to the capital city of Luoyang.
A scholar living at this time named Zhang Heng described
the bronze statues in one of his articles: “Longque is spiral-
ing (JB4Ei%E), and a heavenly horse galloping (<5 27%)”.

Li Shan noted: “ ‘Longque’ (J£%) is what named Feilian,
while the ‘heavenly horse’ (K1) is the bronze horse. ‘Pan-
wan’ (I%gi) and ‘Banhan’ (3-7X) are describing words”. Some
ancient scholars speculate on the image of Feilian in their
articles. Guo Pu of the West Jin Dynasty said: “Feilian is
Longque. It has the head of a deer and the body of a bird”.
While another scholar at that time named Jin Zhuo said:
“Its body is like a deer and its head like a bird; leopard pat-
tern on its fur.” Whether it is a bird body and a deer head or
a deer body and a bird head, it has nothing to do with the
dragon. In Chinese, “Longque” literally means the dragon
and the bird, so the name is more in accordance with the
beasts on the golden plaques than with ancient scholars.
From this perspective, the crawling and circling beasts in
the type C coincide with the records.

The image of Longque has the only visual representa-
tion in archaeological material. In 1973, a 238-character
stone inscription was found in a Han Dynasty tomb in
Chenggian Village, Cangshan City, Shandong Province, and
the content of the inscription may correspond to the carved
images in the same tomb (fig. 2). An independent image
above the upper lintel of the front room could be divided
into three parts. On the left is a tiger and two dragons, in
the centre is a mythical beast with a phoenix head, and on
the right are two cranes pecking at fish. A line of the stone
inscription describing the image mentions Longque:
“Longque is wiping out the misfortune while the cranes
peck at the fishes (Ju 2[5 R 51K f1).” The two dragons on
the left open their mouths to bite the wings of a bird. This
scene is the visual representation of that inscription line.
The bird should be a “mandarin duck (%#%)”, which in Chi-
nese is the homonym of “misfortune”. This part should be
corresponding to the text “Longque is wiping out the mis-
fortune”. The dragon, the longque, resembles the beasts on
the golden tablets.

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A descendant of the royal family of the Qin Dynasty,
Feilian was said to be good at running and riding. In later
mythology, he became the god of wind and an auspicious
animal. According to the restoration, excavators believe that
type C gold plaques are decorations on the horse’s brow-
band, type A are embedded in the top of the yoke, type B
hang from the breast collar under the neck, and type D are
part of the headstall. The Feilian patterns are decorated in
the centre and above the head and neck of the horse, giving
the viewer a strong visual impact, symbolising that Feilian
leads the way as swift as the wind and will protect the chari-
ot from ghosts. These gold plaques were made by the crafts-
men of the Han Dynasty court. As a special custom, they
were presented to the Xiongnu Chanyu by the Emperor of
the Han Dynasty as a gift along with the chariot.

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Han Dynasty Gongguan (1. &) lacquerwares unearthed

in Mongolia and Russia

Annotation. The lacquerwares of the Han Dynasty unearthed in Russia and Mongolia include cups, plates and boxes — the
production of state workshops such as Kaogong (% 1.), Gonggong (it T") and the Xigong of Shu Prefecture ()£ 1.) of the
late Western Han period. These lacquerwares are made of wood, painted with red lacquer on the inside and black lacquer on the

outside, the edges of the ears or mouth are decorated with gilded bronze. On the outside of the lacquered cups bird pattern is

painted in vermilion. The tombs belonged to the Xiongnu elite, and these Gongguan (1.'E) lacquerwares are the important

material evidence of the communication between Han and Xiongnu.

Tsaraam cemetery in Tsaraam valley in the Republic of
Buryatia, Russia, is a cemetery of Xiongnu elite. A piece of
engraved lacquer box fragments was unearthed at the barrow
No. 7 (Miniaev, Sakharovskaia, 2007 ; Pirazzoli-t’Serstevens,
2007). The lacquer box was poorly preserved, with only 26
words remaining on the inscription: “...5% T T3¢, &
KER, HBEZE, AKRE . CAFE P TARREEA”
(fig. 1). According to the inscription, the lacquer box was
made by Kaogong (% 1). Although the inscription is missing,
it can be inferred from other inscriptions on lacquerwares
made by Kaogong that the inscription on this lacquer box
should also have the word “Chengyu (J£)” at the beginning
of the sentence.

Han Dynasty Gongguan lacquerware unearthed

in Mongolia

A lacquer plate from the first year of Yongshi (16 BC)
was unearthed from the tomb 20, Gol Mod I Site, Mongolia,
another famous Xiongnu cemetery. There are three large
noble tombs with tomb passage, a lacquer plate was un-
earthed from the tomb 20 (Eregzen, 2011. P. 184; Yeruul-
Erdene, Otani, 2015). It is poorly preserved, with only 31
words remaining on the inscription: “... #5481 R Fi.~] g, K4

(fig. 2). According to the inscription, this lacquer plate was
made by Gonggong in the first year of Yongshi reign of Em-
peror Cheng of the Han Dynasty. Judging from other en-
graved lacquerwares found in the past, the inscription sen-
tence should start with the word “Chengyu”.

In 2006, the “Yuan Yan Fourth Year” (9 BC) a lacquer cup
was unearthed at Noin Ula mound 20 (Chistyakova, 2009).
The wooden body is painted with vermilion lacquer on the
inside and brown lacquer on the outside, with bird patterns
painted in vermilion on it and inlaid with Gilded bronze
edging on both ears. The two ears have separated from the
body, and part of the body is broken (fig. 3-5). At the foot
of the vessel, there are 46 words inscribed: “TeE#LE2F i A
FH T @R, JCEEE TS, PHI%E, s
3, wREW), BESCE(R should be “3), fikE,
4 FiE44”. According to the inscription, this lacquer cup was
made for the emperor by Kaogong in the fourth year of Yuan
Yan of Emperor Cheng of Han Dynasty.

In 2009, the “Yuan Yan Fourth Year” (9 BC) a lacquer
cup was unearthed from Noin Ula burial mound 31 (Chistya-
kova, 2011). The wooden body is painted inside with red
lacquer and outside with black lacquer, painted with bird
patterns, and inlaid with gilded bronze edging on both ears.
The artifact is already damaged (fig. 6). Near the bottom of
the foot of the circle 54 words are engraved: “ &£} i A<

made by Kaogong in the fourth year of Yuan Yan of Emper-
or Cheng of the Han Dynasty. This lacquer cup and Noin Ula
mound No. 20 unearthed lacquer cup was made in the same
Gongguan in the same year, and the “Dangong (J}1.)” is all
“Xian (%2)”. The officials responsible for supervision at all
levels are basically the same.

In 1927, the “fifth year of Jianping” (2 BC) lacquer cup
was unearthed from burial mound No. 1 in the Tszurumte
valley which is also located in the Noin Ula mountains (Ereg-
zen, 2011. P. 185; Chistyakova, 2011). The wooden body is
painted with red lacquer on the inside and black lacquer on
the outside. The bird pattern is painted with red on it, and
there are inlaid with gilded bronze edging on both ears. The
body of the vessel is broken (fig. 7). On the circle foot, there
are 69 inscriptions engraved: “#°V- 4, ZHRIT T3k FeELEL
FHEAEHAS, H—THN#E, R0, KI1E, BT,
WHER TS, w0, FFLFE, HLA, S0, 0

scription, it can be seen that this lacquerware was made by
the Xigong of Shu Prefecture (%j#575 T) in the fifth year of
Jianping reign of Emperor Ai of Han, and was used as an im-
perial lacquerware. Both the Xigong of Shu Prefecture and
the Gongguan of Guanghan Prefecture () 7{HS L) are cen-
trally located in Sichuan, mainly producing lacquerware, es-
pecially those lacquerwares which edges of the ears or mouth
are decorated with gilded bronze. It is worth noting that the
“Jlianping (££°F)” reign title of Emperor Ai of the Han Dynas-
ty is only four years old, and the fifth year has been changed
to “Yuanshou (JG7)”. The chronology of this lacquerware is
incorrect, and the reason may be that the completion time of
the lacquer cup made by the Xigong of Shu Prefecture was
slightly earlier than the time when the emperor changed the
chronology to the Xigong of Shu Prefecture.

Characteristics of Han Dynasty Gongguan

lacquerwares unearthed in Russia

and Mongolia

At present, a total of 5 Han Dynasty Gongguan inscrip-
tion lacquerwares have been unearthed in Russia and Mon-
golia, from which we can see their characteristics.

1. Types of artifacts. There are 5 pieces of Gongguan
inscription lacquerware, including cups, plates, and boxes.
Among them, there are 3 cups, with the largest quantity, 1
plate and 1 box. This is consistent with the development of
lacquerware in the Han Dynasty. The lacquer cup is the most
common type of lacquerware in this period, which can be
used as both a kind of wine vessel or dinning vessel. It is
also the main type of Gongguan inscription lacquerware
(Hong Shi, 2006).

2. Name and era of Gongguan. There are three types of
Gongguan inscription lacquerwares: Kaogong, Gonggong
and the Xigong of Shu Prefecture. Among them, Kaogong
products are the most common, with Kaogong inscriptions
were found on 3 lacquerwares, while Gonggong and the
Xigong of Shu were found only once each.

The era of Gongguan lacquerwares date from the “first
year of Yongshi” (16 BC) to the “fifth year of Jianping” (2 BC),
during the late period of Emperor Cheng (33-7 BC) and Em-
peror Ai (7-1 BC) in the late Western Han Dynasty.

3. The craft of lacquerwares. These lacquerwares are
all wooden. Judging by the three well preserved cups, they
were painted with red lacquer on the inside and black lac-
quer on the outside, with bird patterns painted in red and
inlaid with gilded bronze edging on both ears. These cha-
racteristics are consistent with lacquer cups with the Gong-
guan inscription unearthed from other locations.

From the inscription on the lacquer plate, it can be
seen that the mouth edge should also have a gilded bronze
edging.

These well preserved lacquerwares which the edges of
the ears or mouth are decorated with gilded bronze. Is is
also one of the characteristics of Gongguan lacquerwares.

4, The identity of the buried person. Noin Ula burial
mound, Gol Mod-1 site and Tsaraam cemetery are late
Xiongnu royal tomb complex, especially Noin Ula mound 20
and Tsaraam cemetery barrow No. 7. According to the car-

riage with red wheels buried in their tombs, it is speculated
that a very high status Xiongnu nobleman should be buried
there, probably a member of the royal family — Xiongnu
Chanyu or high status king. These Gongguan lacquerwares
unearthed in the tombs of the Xiongnu elites correspond to
their status.

Conclusions

At the end of the Western Han period, the Han dynasty
restored the friendly relationship with the Xiongnu, enhanc-
ing the economic and cultural exchanges between the two
sides, and promoting ethnic integration. These Gongguan
lacquerwares unearthed in Russia and Mongolia are of high
specifications, and the tombs belonged to the Xiongnu
elites. Some researchers believe that these Gongguan lac-
querwares were the Han Dynasty’s reward to the Xiongnu
(Li Yi, 2019). The author believes that its source may be
diverse. In any case, these Gongguan lacquerwares are im-
portant material evidence of the communication between
the Han dynasty and Xiongnu.

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A reexamination of the Chinese inscription carved on four ear-cups

(Noyon Uul, Mongolia)'

Annotation. There are four ear-cups with Chinese characters originated from the tomb No. 20 and 31 of Noyon Uul (Noin-
Ula). All of them are assumed to be manufactured by central factories (Kao Gong workshop: cup No. 2006-76, 2009-12-1, and
2006-75-1,2; the anonymous workshop: No. 2006-67-1). After the reexamination of the inscriptions, it is revealed that the ear-
cup No. 2006-75-1,2 has been inspected by the same officials who inspected the ear-cup from the Han tomb at Mozuzi. It is
dated to be manufactured in the year 8 BC. Other two ear-cups have been recorded to be manufactured in 9 BC. Chinese goods
can indicate the lower limit year. Therefore, these relics point out that the tomb No. 20 and 31 were constructed after 8 BC and

after 9 BC, respectively.

. Introduction. The National Museum of Mongolia and
the Institute of Archaeology of the Mongolian Academy of
Sciences (MAS) co-organized a special exhibition titled
“Xiongnu: New Archaeological Discoveries” (November
2021 — August 2022). In this exhibition, about 400 objects
from the elite kurgan complex at Noyon Uul excavated by
the Mongolian-Russian joint expeditions were displayed.
Among exhibits there were also ear-cups from the tomb
No. 20 and 31 of Noyon Uul, so I had the chance of reexam-
ining the Chinese inscriptions.

II. The reading of inscriptions. The Mongolian-Russian
expedition, which was organized by the South Altai team of
the Institute of Archaeology and Ethnography of the Sibe-
rian branch of the Russian Academy of Sciences (RAS) and
the Institute of Archaeology of the MAS, carried out the
excavation at Noyon Uul from 2006 to 2015. Four T-shaped
barrows (this form indicates is a special burial construction
for the Xiongnu elite) were excavated in this project term
(fig. 1)3. Various kinds of goods were unearthed, including

Chinese lacquerware. According to the report, three ear-cups
have a Chinese inscription, which was read by A. N. Chist-
yakova (Yucmsxkosa, 2009; 2011; Polos’mak et al., 2011).

As I'had pointed out a misidentification of a single char-
acter before (Yeruul-Erdene, Otani, 2015. P. 108), I was hop-
ing to check the reading from real objects. When I researched
ear-cups in 2022, I found that one more lacquer fragment
from tomb No. 20 had characters. While I have not checked
all the lacquered objects from tomb No. 20 and 31, there are
four ear-cups that carry inscriptions (the photo and drawing
of each character: fig. 2-5, the result of the identification
of the modern Chinese font: fig. 6). The translation of each
inscription is provided below#.

satellite tombs were excavated at the Zuramt am group in 2007

If I write the number depending
on the photo which was carried on the reports of Russian
excavation, the cup No. 1 from the tomb No. 20 (Polos’mak et al.,
2011. P. 121, fig. 5, 6) is 2006-66-2, 2006-67-2, and 2006-76
(part of the cup is 2006-76, and the other both are ear-handle).
Second, the cup No. 2 from the tomb No. 20 (Ibid. P. 122, fig. 5, 8)
is 2006-65-1, 2006-65-2, and 2006-75. In the picture on the
Mongolian version (3pdana-Ouup Hap, 2021. T. 288, fig. 44), the
cup’s part has three fragments. And the biggest one can be shown
in the picture of Russian version, but the other two are absent
in it. The ear handles are 2006-65-1 and 2006-65-2. With the
former split into two, half of it has not existed in the photo of
the Russian version. Third, object 2006-67-1 is not carried on
the Russian version. At last, cup No. 2 from the tomb No. 31
(ITonocemax, Bozdaros, 2015. C. 69, puc. 3.31) is 2009-12-1.

3. Ear-cup No. 2006-76 from the tomb No. 20

This utensil is for the use of the emperor. This utensil
is a cup that has the capacity of 1 sheng 16 yue (= 232 ml.).
The cup is lacquered on a wooden base; the surface has
drawings and the ear parts are covered with gold-gilded
bronze plates. In the fourth year of Yuan Yan (9 BC), the
craftsman Tong 18 of the Kao Gong workshop had repaired.
The Mao Gong I craftsman who brought out the luster was
Xuan #. The supervisors were the following individuals: the
Provisional assistant clerk Zuo {4 was your servant Li 37, the
Workshop official Sefu #% K was your servant Xun Efj, and
the Executive officer Yuan ¥ was your servant Li 37. The
inspectors were the following two: the Assistant director of
the right You Cheng 457K was your servant Guang >, and
the Director Ling 45 was your servant Tan 3&.

lll. Consideration of the reading. As I corrected some
characters, I would like to add supplementary explanations
to the reading.

1. Ear-cup No. 2006-67-1 from the tomb No. 20

I was only able to identify two characters (fig. 7, 1, 2).
If we understand that character 2 (fig. 7, 1) is the title of his
function, character 3 (fig. 7, 2) becomes his name. Previous
studies of the Chinese lacquer inscriptions reveal that the
lacquerware was made in either central factories or district
factories (Otani, 2019), and the writing format of the in-
scription was different, as it’s shown below.

Central factories (Kao Gong % 1., Gong Gong fit T etc.).

Three stages according to the inscription: production —
management — inspection (it — &£ — 44)

The first stage: one or two craftsmen are recorded.

The second stage: officials are recorded from lower rank
to upper rank. i Hu — & Zuo — #%7% SeFu — 455 Ling-
Shi —~ # Yuan

The third stage: officers are recorded from lower rank
to upper rank. £ 7K YouCheng — 43 Ling

District factories (the west workshop of Shu comman-
dery &FF7E L etc.).

Two stages according to the inscription: production —
management (i& — )

The first stage: all craftsmen who are related to produc-
tion are recorded.

The second stage: the writing order of officials and of-
ficers change by period. If I pick up the case after 16 BC to
the end of the Former Han, they are recorded from upper
rank to lower rank after Hu Gong Zu Shi. # 1.7~ Hu Gong
Zu Shi—+ Chang—7K Cheng—# Yuan—435 Ling Shi.

If characters 2 and 3 are the title of his function and
name, it means that this ware is produced at the central
factories because Inspector Hu only appears in inscriptions
of the central factories. And this person doesn’t state “your
servant” in the inscription, so this ware probably was not
aimed for the emperor’s use.

2. Ear-cup No. 2006-75-1 from the tomb No. 20

At first, character 13 is not & Hua but ' Feng>
(fig. 7, 4). If this character is corrected, we can find out one
more example that has been inspected by the same two
people, i. e., Zhong and Feng (Gansu sheng..., 19729) (fig. 6,
comparative table 1). As a result of this comparison, it is
possible to deduce that Xiao’s function is Se Fu and that this
ware was made in the first year of Sui He #2f115c4F, that is
8 AD, for the emperor’s use of the Han dynasty.

But my question exists between characters 8 and 9. Al-
though the upper part is lost by a crack, character 9 can be
identified as & Zhong (fig. 7, 3). But if it is so, there is no
space to write a single character, k. chen (fig. 3, 8, 9). The
previous reading added chen in it, and that consideration is
correct because this ware is for the use of the emperor; that
is, all officials and officers have to state his name by the
format “his function + & Chen (your servant) + name”. It
needs a character chen between characters 8 and 9 logical-
ly, but I could not find it on the object.

3. Ear-cup No. 2006-76 from the tomb No. 20

We already corrected character 38 as Zhu. This is be-
cause a verb is needed here as the writing format of the
central factories’ inscription (Yeruul-Erdene, Otani, 2015.
P. 108). The names of both, that is character 30 and 37, are
not 3 Wen but 57 Li (fig. 6, 7). While these two characters
are sometimes difficult to distinguish, the bottom of cha-
racters 30 and 37 is a horizontal stroke; thus, they are Li
(Wen is two crossing strokes).

4. Ear-cup No. 2009-12-1 from the tomb No. 31

I corrected the identification of character 1-26 and 2-4
(fig. 7, 4, 5), and newly identified character 2-1 (fig. 7, 8).
This ear-cup was made in the same year at the same workshop
as that of the cup No. 2006-767, and the same officials and
officers were charged with product control (fig. 6, compa-
rative table 2). Therefore, it is assumed that the director was

#8Tan (character 2-12), and the provisional assistant clerk
was 37 Li (character 1-33). And this comparison of the two
inscriptions also tells us that the reconstruction of lacquer
fragments is wrong. Now, this reconstructed cup has a vast
space after the character 1-40, but this arrangement is wrong
because character 2-1 must be the next character after 1-40.

IV. Conclusion. The inscription on the lacquerware is
important as one of the key objects needed for dating. Need-
less to say, the date in an inscription is the year in which
the object was manufactured, and there is a gap between
this year and the year of the burial. However, it is possible
to use this date paradoxically, that is, the master of the tomb
had not been buried until the respective date. Now, radio-

carbon dating is widely used in excavation research. But it
is important to compare both dates, which are indicated by
radiocarbon dating or Chinese goods. Sometimes, Chinese
goods can be of help in narrowing the probable range of
radiocarbon dating (Otani, 2022).

In the case of the Noyon Uul, it is possible to conclude
the dating evidence (as shown in table 1). The eight barrows
at Suzhigt am group have dating evidence$, and they are

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dated after the second half of the 15t century BC. According
to S. S. Miniaev, the entire material and cultural complex of
the Xiongnu sites in Mongolia and Transbaikalia were built
no earlier than the 15t century BC (Miniaev, Elikhina, 2009.
P. 28), and this his view is still correct today. On the other
hand, it is generally assumed that the Xiongnu period ex-
tended from the end of the 3rd century BC to the 15t centu-
ry AD, depending on the Chinese historical records. This
gap is the next problem to be solved.

Annotation. In 2018, a series of experiments was carried out by the staff of the laboratory of Novosibirsk University to
evaluate the functionality of three-bladed tips in terms of such indicators as range and ballistics at the end point. Shooting was
carried out on their models of bows, which had a pull force of 27 kg and 25 kg. When shooting at a distance, arrows with
three-bladed, trihedral-three-bladed and flat arrowheads had close indicators. In the experiment on ballistics at the end point,
firing was carried out on a part of the carcass of a pig, which, during the tests, was successively blocked by protection from felt,
armor plates and chain mail. In all series of experiments, three-blade tiered tips demonstrated high efficiency.

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Annotation. The historical source mentions the use of "whistling arrows" from the very beginning of the Xiongnu time.
In various modifications, these arrows existed until ethnographic time and had the most varied context of use. At the same time,
their main function is to make a whistling sound, remained unchanged. Archery experiments with arrows having various versions
of whistle models have shown that the appearance of the sound effect is based on the same aerophysical principles as other
signal-musical devices. Such as a whistle. Depending on the location and shape of the holes, the sound they emit has a different

volume and tone.

The newfound seal bearing a Xiongnu tamga

Annotation. The article analyzes a bronze seal. It is a random find from Buryatia (private collection). A rider, a tamga in the
form of a circle with a “flame-like process”, arrow-shaped and U-shaped signs are carved on its surface. The image is identified
as a “heavenly horse” (“Davan horse”) with a Xiongnu tamga. It has been suggested that the seal could have belonged to a sup-
plier of horses from Fergana to the China at a time when the main trade routes were controlled by the Xiongnu. Probably, the
Xiongnu tamga of one of the clans on the seal made it possible to safely pass through the lands that were not controlled by the

Han. The seal can be dated no earlier than the 15t century BC.

Annotation. The Xiongnu period is still not filled with content in the archeology of Central Siberia. Of the middle reaches
of the Yenisei, the materials of the Shilka archaeological culture are attributed to this period. There are Shilka settlements, hill-
forts, burials. In the basin of the Lower Angara, the chronology of the late complexes of the Tsepan’ culture, which could coexist
with the bearers of the Shilka cultural tradition, has not been developed. The distribution of thin-rolled ceramics with thin raised
borders and ferrous metallurgy in Central Siberia remains controversial.

Excavations of the Ala-Tey 1 and Teresin burial sites in Central Tuva yielded numerous findings from the
Hunnu era and helped refine the dating of this historical period. The collection of discoveries includes characteristic items such
as openwork bronzes, jet buckles, ceramics, ornaments, and weapons. However, organic materials have not been well preserved
due to the impact of the Sayano-Shushenskaya Reservoir. Nevertheless, a well-preserved “birch bark container”-casket was
found in one of the burials at the Terezin burial site, containing a bronze mirror, a wooden comb, and a pouch-amulet. The
casket was made of wood, with walls fastened with overlapping straps and decorated with carved ornamentation, including wavy
and geometric patterns. This article is dedicated to a detailed examination of this rare discovery.

The main marks of the Xiongnu culture in Tuva

Annotation. Thanks to the excavations of the burial grounds of Ala-Tei 1 and Terezin, it became possible to identify features
characteristic of the Xiongnu culture in Tuva. These are elements of the funeral rite and clothing complex that appeared here
together with the Xiongnu and disappear after their departure. The combination of features allows us to date the Xiongnu era

in Tuva to the 2nd—]st centuries BC.

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Planigraphy and gender and age structure of the necropolis of the Xiongnu Time
Yaloman-II (Central Altai)

Annotation. The necropolis of the Xiongnu time on the Yaloman-II site is a basic archaeological object for the reconstruc-
tion of one of the stages of the history of the Altai ancient population. It has its own planigraphic features and radically differs
from the arrangement of the funerary complexes of the preceding Pazyryk culture. Thanks to the anthropological definitions
obtained, it became possible to consider the sex and age structure of the buried people group. The prevalence of children’s bur-
ials was indicated, as well as the presence of a significant number of cenotaphs. Only one male and one female individual each
turned out to be old. The most “rich” representatives among men and women were noted.

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New petroglyphs of the Tesin time on the stones of one of the Tagar mounds
under Mount Tepsei

Annotation. The article presents some results of the work of the Tepsei detachment of the Department of Archaeology
of Kemerovo State University on the identification and documentation of drawings on the stones of the Tagar barrows under
Mount Tepsei. Among the construction of one of the barrows on four slabs were found embossed images: a rider, an anthropo-
morphic character with pronounced fingers of hands, Tepsei “tangles”, opposing each other “giants” with weapons in their hands.
The identified petroglyphs can be attributed to the Tesin time by a number of features (presence of palimpsests, style, embossing
technique). The analysis of Tesin anthropomorphic images in various headdresses, including “horned” characters, is promising.

Annotation. The golden decoration of the dagger hilt from the Sarmatian burial (second half of the 15t century BC) on
Zubovskij Farm in the Trans-Kuban region has never been the subject of special research. Analysis of the decoration showed it
includes yunwen cloud motifs and other ornamental elements that characteristic of the art of the Western Han Dynasty period.
This conclusion indicates that the dagger was decorated by a jeweler who is well acquainted with the Han artistic tradition. The
craft shop in which the dagger was made could be located on the territory of Middle Asia.

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A study on the chronology of Zhalainuoer Xianbei cemetery
in Hulunbuir area, Northeast China

Annotation. Zhalainuoer cemetery is the most famous Xianbei graveyard. It is widely believed that this cemetery and other

Xianbei sites in Hulunbuir area are synchronic with the Eastern Han dynasty (25-220 AD), and Xianbei migrated down to the Great

Wall belt in the end of this period. In fact, Xianbei remains continued in Hulunbuir for more than five hundred years, and
Zhalainuoer cemetery can be divided into five chronological stages: 1) the early and middle Western Han (about 160-50 BC);
2) from the late Western Han to the early Eastern Han (about 50 BC-75 AD); 3) the middle Eastern Han (75-146 AD);
4) the late Eastern Han (about 146-220 AD); 5) from Cao and Wei period to the early Sixteen States period (about 221-370 AD).
The second stage is the boom period of the cemetery, as well as the formative time of the Xianbei Culture characteristics. The third
stage is marked with the sudden decline of the cemetery connected with the Xianbei migration to the Great Wall belt in this time.
The fifth stage is a varying period, and maybe the bearers of the culture changed their ethnicity.

Zhalainuoer cemetery is located in Zhalainuoer district
of Hulunbuir city, Inner Mongolia Autonomous Region of
the People’s Republic of China. There are nearly 300 tombs
totally, 51 of them were excavated during five excavation
campaigns from 1959 to 1994 (Zheng Long, 1961; Nei-
menggu..., 1961; Wang Cheng, 1987; Neimenggu..., 1994a;
Chen Fengshan, Bai Jinsong, 1994; Zhongguo..., 2015). It had
been widely believed that Zhalainuoer cemetery is dated the
Eastern Han period (25-220 AD) or, more precisely, its first
half. However, the artifacts’ contracts allow to trace five
chronological stages here and to extend the duration of the
cemetery’s functioning from the Western Han (202 BC-9 AD)
to the Sixteen Kingdoms period (304-439 AD).

1. Periodization. The first stage lasts from the early
Western Han Dynasty period to the turn of its middle and
late phases (about 160-50 BC). There is only a pot with side-
ling neck typical for the Hu ceramics (fig. 1, 1). It doesn’t

have any parallels in the other Xianbei relics, but we can
see similar vessels in Xichagou cemetery (fig. 1, 2-3) (Lia-
oning..., 2022) and in the tomb M1B of Wangong cemetery
(Neimenggu..., 1965; Pan Ling, 2007); there are mainly Han-
shu culture relics dated the above-mentioned period.

The second stage continues from the late Western Han
to the early Eastern Han period (about 50 BC-75 AD). There
is the largest number of datable remains, including six
tombs: 86M3012, 86M3013, 86M3014, 94M2, 94M3 and 94M4
(fig 2, 1-3, 7-16). Among noteworthy items of this stage
there are a series of black amber belt components (fig. 2, 6;
the figure shows only two datable items), two belt buckles
with flighting horse pattern (fig. 2, 4), a belt buckle with
running horse pattern (fig. 2, 5). The datable artifacts are
belt components, the Hu pot (fig. 2, 8- 10, 14), the Guan pot
with wide mouth (fig. 2, 12, 15) and the bronze Fu cauldron
(fig. 2, 11). The earliest datable contract objects originate
from Ivolga fortress and cemetery (fig. 2, 23-25) (Zasvidosa,
1995; 1996) as well as from Yaluoman cemetery (fig. 2, 29)
(Tuwxun, Mampenun, 2017) dating from the late part of the
early Western Han to the late Western Han period.

similar contract artifacts originate from middle stratigrapher
Laheshen cemetery (fig. 2, 17-21, 38, 39) (Jilin..., 1987),
Labudalin cemetery (fig. 2, 31-35) (Neimenggu..., 1994b)
and Gol Mod | cemetery (fig. 2, 36, 37) (Eregzen, 2011) da-
ting from the late Western Han to the early Eastern Han
period.

The third stage corresponds with the middle Eastern
Han period (75-146 AD). There are only tomb No. 86M3002
(fig. 3, 1-4), three bronze plates with three deer patterns
(fig. 3, 6, 7) and the golden one (fig. 3, 8). The artifacts of
this stage have some relation with Labudalin cemetery
(fig. 3, 9-13) (Neimenggu..., 1994b), Zorgol-1 cemetery
(fig. 3, 14-15) (Apemuyk, 2005) and the middle stratum of
Laoheshen cemetery dating from the Xinmang period to the
early Eastern Han period (fig. 3, 17, 18) (Jilin..., 1987). They
are also similar to the Xianbei artifacts of the late Eastern
Han period from the Great Belt area (fig. 3, 4, 5) (Wulan-
chabu..., 2004). Namely, the artifacts of this stage bear the
characteristics of two these periods.

The fourth stage coincides with the late Eastern Han
period (about 146-220 AD). The datable artifacts of this
stage are a golden ear ornament (fig. 4, 1) and a clay pottery
(fig. 4, 2, 3) similar to the same kind of artifacts in San-
daowan cemetery — Xianbei graveyard in the Great Wall
Belt (fig. 4, 4-7, 10) (Ibid.).

The fifth stage is dated from Cao and Wei period to the
early Sixteen States period (about 221-370 AD). The datable
artifacts of this stage are a cauldron-form ceramic pot
(fig. 5, 1, 2) and three bronze saddle ornaments (fig. 5, 3).
The form and pattern of this pot are close to the pot from

Hulunbier cemetery of Wei and Jin period (fig. 5, 6)
(Wang Kelin et al., 1992; Li Xingsheng, Wei Jian, 2004), as well
as to synchronic ones from the Xianbei tombs of the Great
Wall Belt (fig. 5, 4, 5) (Pan Ling, 2012). The bronze saddle
ornaments are similar to those of Qian Yan period from
Liaoxi area (fig. 5, 7-10) (Zhang Baizhong, 1989; Sun Guop-
ing, Li Xhi, 1994; Pan Ling, 2013; Chaoyang..., 2019).

2. On the time of Tuoba Xianbei moving down to the
Great Wall Belt. Basing on this periodization of datable ar-
tifacts and tombs, we obviously found out that the first
stage of Zhalainuoer cemetery does not represent the cul-
tural tradition of Xianbei. The second stage is the booming
period of Zhalainuoer cemetery, and most datable tombs
belong to this stage. On the third stage, the number of
tombs decreased rapidly, and on the fourth stage this de-
crease continued. On the fifth stage, a significant change
of the artifacts’ form and type, and maybe the main popu-
lation of the site of Zhalainuoer cemetery changed too
(table 1).

According to the historical literature, Tuoba Xianbei
migrated down to the Great Wall Belt from Hulunbuir area
during the Eastern Han period. The periodization of Zhalain-
uoer cemetery proposed in this article lead to conclusion
that their southward migration took place during the third
stage of Zhalainuoer cemetery, namely the middle stage of
East Han period (about 75-146 AD). It is indicative that the
number of relics decreased clearly in this stage. On the
fourth stage, there appeared artifacts similar to those from
the Great Wall Belt — a fact indicating that Tuoba Xianbei
southward migration finished in this time and caused

cultural exchange between Hulunbeier area and the Great
Wall Belt. During the third stage the Eastern Han Dynasty
destroyed Northern Xiongnu, and Xianbei moved to the old
haunt of the latters. The fall of Northern Xiongnu provided
the opportunity and space for the Tuoba Xianbei to move
southwards.

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Arrow points with whistles at the territory of Inner Mongolia in Xiongnu-Xianbei time

Annotation. Iron arrow points with bone whistles are known in Inner Mongolia in Xiongnu-Xianbei time only at four
sites: Labudalin, Qigia (Qika), Menggenchulu and Zhalainor. Whistles were never used in combination with bronze, stone and
bone arrow points. It has been observed that iron arrowheads with whistles do not look like battle weapons. Highly likely they
were used not to scare enemies with their sound, but to point the shooting direction.

Annotation. There were types of small sieves found in the Northern Wei Dynasty, Northern China. Similar products were

found earlier in the border provinces of the late Roman Empire and the Bosphorus, later most of them were found in early Aran
tombs in the North Caucasus. Moreover, there were certain similarities between the artefacts found in the tombs of the Xian-
bei-Northern Wei Dynasty, the Crimean Scythians, the Bosporan Kingdom and the early Alan in the North Caucasus. Therefore,
during the Sixteen Kingdoms period, the peoples who migrated to northern China may have had some connections with the Late
Sarmatians and Early Alans, etc., who participated in the Great Migration of the Western Eurasian steppes.

Key words: strainer, Northern Wei Dynasty, Alans, Crimea, Bosporus Kingdom, migration
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The Strainers found in the Tombs of Northern

Wei Dynasty and Rouran Period

Such strainers excavated from Northern Wei Dynasty
tombs were all found in the city of Datong (X [f]). The pub-
lished materials include Qilicun M15:7 (-G . #/}) (Datong...,
2006), Datong Nanjiao M9:4 (K [ # %), Datong Nanjiao
M14:16 (Shanxi..., 2006. P. 128, 140), which are all made of
a whole piece of bronze, with a total length of about
6-7.5 cm. The spoon is round, slightly concave, densely co-
vered with small holes and about 1.9-2.2 cm in diameter.
The handle is narrow and long and the end is usually
straight, curled or ring-shaped (fig. 1, 3). A similar one was
found in Talyn Gurvan Kherem (TaJibIH IypBaH X3paMm),
Mongolia, which possibly belonging to the remains of the
Rouran period, dating from the 4th-5th centuries AD
(Cepezun, MampenuHn, 2020) (fig. 1, 4). Such artifacts are
often described as “filter spoons” (in Russian — j105KkKM-
LIeIMIIKH, JIOKKM-CUTEUKH, etc.) in Russian materials. Other
English materials also use words “strainer”, etc.

In addition to the above-mentioned artifacts excavated
in northern China and Mongolia, such strainers are mostly
found in the remains of the Alans in the early medieval

period, the North Caucasus, a few in the provinces of the
Roman Empire, the 31d—4th centuries AD, as well as in the
Bosphorus kingdom, the early medieval Crimea and the
Volga-Don basin, etc. In the provinces of the Roman Empire
such objects were found in treasures, while in other places
they were found in tombs.

The strainers found in the provinces of the

Roman Empire and North Caucasus

In the border provinces of the late Roman Empire and
the Bosphorus, this type of sieve appeared around the 3rd
century. Almost all of them are made of silver, a few are
gilded; they are generally longer than 14 cm, with the largest
reaching over 20 cm; most of the ends of the handles have
larger rings, some were made as toothpicks. An earlier ex-
ample was found in Kerch, possibly belonging to a queen,
covered with a golden mask, dated to the 314 century AD
(Tpeticmep, 2004) (fig. 2, 1). In the late Roman Empire, such
strainers could be found in its frontier provinces, and almost
all of them were found in treasure troves, combined with
silver tableware. For example, the silver one found in the
treasure of Vinkovci, Croatia, with a length of 14.1 cm, in-
cluding the ring at the end of the handle, a total of 15.6 cm,
and a diameter of 2.58 cm, dates to the second half of the
4th century AD (Skelac, 2016) (fig. 2, 2). Another example is
the Kaiseraugst treasure in Switzerland, where two silver
strainers were unearthed. One of them ended in a toothpick,
dating from the middle of the 4th century (Der spatromi-
sche..., 1984) (fig. 2, 3-4). In addition, few similar silver

artefacts have been found in graves in Hungary and other
places during the same period (Tpeticmep, 2004).

Most of these have been found in the North Caucasus,
for example at the cemeteries of Mokraya Balka, Klin-Yar I11
and Khasaut. Most of them date from the 6th to the 9th cen-
tury AD, some from the 10th to the 12th century AD, and very
rarely from the 3t to the 5th century AD. Almost all of them
are made of bronze, mainly belonging to the Early Alans,
partly to the Late Alans and Bulgars. The smaller ones are
about 7.5-12.5 c¢m, the spoons are flat with a few regular
small holes, the diameter is about 2 cm. The handle is flat or
rope-shaped, with a small ring at the end for hanging (fig. 3,
1-12). The larger ones are about 13-15 cm, the diameter of
the spoon is 3-4 cm. The handle usually has a small ring,
and some have chains attached. The spoons are flat and have
a drop or almost circular shape (fig. 3, 13-17), while some
are deep and have a perfectly round shape (fig. 3, 18-25).

Fewer such sieves have been found in the Crimea, with
shallow spoons and relatively large dimensions, most meas-
uring 14-17 cm in length. They are generally thought to have
been influenced by the early Alans, dating from the 6th-
9th centuries AD (fig. 4). In addition, such scoops were found
in the Volga-Don region, with a relatively short length of about
6.5-11.5 cm, but the diameter of the spoon is larger. The
strainers could belong to the early Bulgarians, Khazars related
remains, dating from the 7th—10th centuries AD (fig. 5).

Evolutions and functions

The earliest hoards were found on the borders of the
Roman Empire, the Bosphorus and the northern Black Sea,
mainly dating from the 4th century AD, but few could be
dated back to the 31 century AD. Most of them have larger
scale and silver objects. In the Roman Empire, such products
nearly all were found in hoards, combined with sets of silver
tableware and some other vessels, the owners of which
might have been of a high social class. For example, the
Vinkovci Treasure, in Croatia, from which the strainer was
found together with 48 silver vessels. And the town was
destroyed by the invasion of Goths and other barbarians, in
the second half of the 4th century (Skelac, 2016). During the
Roman Empire, wine was often mixed with honey and pep-
per. This type of strainer may have been used to scoop up
the grains in the wine (Der spatromische..., 1984) and was
part of high-class tableware. The ring at the end of the han-
dle was probably used to hang it on the silverware. In addi-
tion, the sieve found in the Kaiseraugst treasure from Swit-
zerland had a toothpick at the end of the handle and may
have had a cleaning function (fig. 6, 1).

In the Bosporus, the strainer was first found in the
“Golden Mask” mausoleum in Kerch in the second half of
the 3rd century AD, together with a golden crown, a golden
mask, golden jewellery and silver vessels. Although it was
found in a tomb, it was found together with Roman-style

silverware. Considering that the Bosporan Kingdom was
closely related to the Roman Empire at this time, its func-
tion may be the same as thouse found in the Roman Empire,
used as tableware (fig. 6, 2).

Only a few strainers have been dated to the 4th-5th cen-
turies AD, all of them found in graves from the Bosporan
Kingdom, the northern Caucasus, northern China and Mon-
golia, belonging to the Late Sarmatians, the early Alans, the
Xianbei and the Rourans. The graves were not large and the
sifters were almost all female. Unlike the Roman period, the
strainers began to be combined with earpicks, nail cleaners,
combs, small knives, bronze mirrors, etc., and most of them
have small holes at the end of the handle, used to be strung
together with a ring, hung on the shoulder, waist or chest.
Thus, the sieve was used as a cosmetic tool, possibly for
filtering, applying dyes or anaesthetics, etc. (Munaesa, 1960)

(fig. 6, 3-5).

A large number of these sieves have been found in
graves dating from the 6th to the 9th century AD, almost all
of them in the North Caucasus, belonging to the remains of
the Alans. Fewer examples of this period have been found
in the Bosphorus or along the Volga. The owners of the
sieves were still almost exclusively female. The small arte-
facts associated with the spoons and their functions were
the same as in the 4th—5th centuries (fig. 6, 6-7).

Such toilets have been found in the Sui and Tang Dy-
nasty tombs of Fengnan M305, Fengnan M15 and Fengnan
M1 in Shaanxi Province, China. Among them, Fengnan M305
unearthed a relatively complete set of cosmetic tools, in-
cluding tweezers, a file, a bevelling knife, flat awls and an
ear pick, on the chest of the female burial owner (Shanxi,
2008. P. 16-17, 231), but there was no strainer (fig. 7, 8).
From the 10th to the 12th century AD, such sieves were found
almost exclusively in the tombs of the Late Alans in the
North Caucasus. The tomb owners were still female, and

although the grave goods were not rich, there are still some
indications that they had a relatively high social status
(fig. 7, 9). New types of cosmetic tools were developed at
this time. For example, in the Zmeiskaya grave 14 the cos-
metic tools were made of gilded bronze, which were attached
to a pair of round buckles (Ky3ueyos, 1959) (fig. 7, 10).

Peoples and their interactions between the

Eastern and Western Eurasian Steppes

In the second half of the 3td century, the sieve found in
the mausoleum of the “Golden Mask” could be the first time
that these objects were associated with women. The stone
coffin, metal vessels, harness and some other artefacts found
in the mausoleum suggest that the owner had close links
with both the Roman Empire and the nomads. In the 4th—5th
centuries AD, the cemetery of Tanais, at the mouth of the
Don, could be part of the Alan-Germanic remains (be3yenos,
Tonouko, 2001). And it had similar catacomb constructions
to Datong Nanjiao and Talyn Gurvan Kherem, all of which

had narrow or trapezoidal chambers and unexcavated strain-
ers. In the 6th—9th centuries AD, strainers from the Bospo-
rus-Crimea and North Caucasus were often found in cata-
combs with trapezoidal, square and oval chambers, and less
often in niche tombs or natural rock niches (Mepycanumckas,
2012. C. 72-77), and most of them belong to early Alan’s
remain. By the 11th—12th centuries AD, strainers were found
in catacombs with square chamber in North Caucasus, and
generally belonging to the Alans, fewer might related to the
Ossetian tribes (MuHaesa, 1971. C. 102-103) and the Bulgars
(PyHuu, 1971) and, etc.

During the Roman period, the Bosporan kingdom and
the Crimean Peninsula were the crossroads of Greek-Roman
civilisation and nomadic cultures, where significant numbers
of Sarmatians, Alans, Germans and other peoples lived. In
addition to the Sarmatians, the Xianbei-Northern Wei Dy-
nasty and the Crimean Scythians — Bosporan Kingdom, as
well as the early Alans in the North Caucasus, shared many
similarities in grave structure and material culture (fig. 7).

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For example, they all used catacombs with rectangular and
square chamber and niche tombs, the entrance of which was
sealed with stones. And the burial inventories include brace-
lets, glassware, small ring-shaped earrings, etc. During the
Sixteen Kingdoms period, the peoples who migrated to
northern China may have had some connections with the
late Sarmatians and the early Alans, etc., who participated
in the Great Migration of the Western Eurasian steppes.

Annotation. At present, some jindang (gold decoration on the headdress) have been unearthed in Chinese tombs dating
from the 31 to 5th centuries (the period of the Two Jin Dynasties and the Sixteen Kingdoms of China). The carvings on it include

animal shapes, cicada patterns, Buddha statues, etc. Meanwhile, cicada pattern decorations also appeared on the crowns
of some Buddhist Bodhisattvas in the Northern Wei Dynasty. Jindang was unearthed in the Jin tomb (M4) of Gaotaidi, Gansu,
decorated with cicada patterns. This paper focuses on this item and discusses the cicada-patterned golden dragon and its

influence on Buddhism.

Jindang has received considerable scholarly attention
in recent years due to its discovery in the Two Jin Dynasties
and Sixteen Kingdoms. Jindang ornaments were mainly
found in tombs in Shandong, Beijing, Luoyang, Gansu and
other regions during the Chinese and Western Jin dynasties.
Jindang was typically worn as an ornament on crown hats,
and historical records indicate that it was worn by san-
gichangshi (#%i % £F), shizhong (f¥t), and moun-
tain-shaped officials, and was decorated with cicada pat-
terns (fig. 1). The cicada pattern is believed to be related to
King Zhao Wuling’s (¥ £, R T) “Hufu riding shooting” (]
k%5 5)) event and was often incorporated into the design
of the crown.

The above analysis suggests that cicada-patterned gold
may have been used as a crown ornament in the Han region
during the Wei-Jin-Sixteen Kingdoms period, possibly only
for men according to the etiquette system. However, more
information is needed to confirm this. The step shake crown
was a popular decoration in Xianbei tombs and was often
applied to crowns in the Han region, creating a unique step
shake crown. However, no physical evidence of such crowns
has been found in the Han region. It is important to note
that not all cicada-striped crowns were step crowns. The
cicada-patterned golden dragon had a significant influence
on later Buddhist Bodhisattva statues, and we can see some

of these statues wearing cicada-patterned crowns in the
Eastern Wei and Northern Qi periods (fig. 2).

The cicada inherits traditional Chinese emblems and,
although not as numerous, it also reflects the sinicisation
of Buddhism.

Annotation. The study is devoted to the problem of the Huns and Goths place of encounter localization on the Kerch

Peninsula in the 5th century. According to the authors, the encounter took place near the coast of the Kazantip Bay, at one of the
passages of the Uzunlar defence line. This structure had not been severely damaged by this time and was functioning properly.
Consequently, the Goths did not rebuild the structure, but rather, before the arrival of the Huns, hastily reinforced parts of it that
had been damaged during the preceding events of Bosporan history.

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Barrow No. 7 in the Tsaraam valley and the State Hermitage Museum

Annotation. The excavations of a Barrow No. 7 in the Tsaraam Valley became one of the outstanding results of the scientific
and creative work of Sergey. S. Minyaev. In 1997-2005 Trans-Baikal Archaeological Expedition of the Institute for the History
of Material Culture, Russian Academy of Sciences, led by him, conducted research on an elite Xiongnu terrace tomb located on
the border of Russia and Mongolia. The collection of the objects found in this burial needed to be restored and published as soon
as possible. The transfer of the most part of the items to the museum storage was delayed. It was transferred to the Oriental
Department of the State Hermitage only in 2019-2021. At present, some objects from this burial are stored in the National
Museum of the Republic of Buryatia and the Kyakhta Museum of Local History too.

The heritage of the Mongolian-Tibetan expedition of Pyotr K. Kozlov in the Archive
of RAHMC/SAHMC: Its content and history of creation

Annotation. After excavations of the elite Xiongnu burials in the Noin-Ula mountains by the Mongolian-Tibetan expedition

of Pyotr K. Kozlov, a unique archaeological collection was stored and studied at the Academy for the History of Material Culture
for several years. During that period, a significant complex of documents reflecting various aspects of work with the finds was
created. Later, the ancient artifacts were transferred to museum collections in Russia and Mongolia, and the documentary ma-
terials were deposited in the State Academy for the History of Material Culture (now Institute for the History of Material Culture
of the RAS). The main records groups were formed in the process of transferring the archaeological collection to the Academy
and further distribution of items among museum repositories, during presentation, restoration and study of finds using natu-
ral-science methods, and also while preparing them for publication. An important position among them is taken by the field
documentation of Sergey A. Kondratyev, Konstantin K. Danilenko, Sergey A. Teploukhov and Grigoriy I. Borovka. The records
are considerably supplemented by photos and drawings of the 1920s.

Annotation. The paper deals with the publication history of the book on the archaeological collection from excavations of
the Mongolian-Tibetan Expedition led by Pyotr K. Kozlov in the Noin-Ula Mountains (1923-1926). This significant scientific
publication was prepared in the Academy for the History of Material Culture (Leningrad) in the second half of 1920s, but it was
never printed. A considerable complex of archival documents on this subject has been preserved in the Scientific Archive of the
Institute for the History of Material Culture RAS. With the support of Russian and Mongolian scientific foundations, it became
possible now to completely reintroduce them into the scientific community.

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An afterword to Pyotr K. Kozlov's activity: Scientific results of the anniversaries

Annotation. The article deals with the historiography of the life and activities of the eminent researcher of Central Asia
Pyotr K. Kozlov. The author distinguishes three main periods of the studying of his biography. The first of them, post-war, is
associated with the name of his son Vladimir P. Kozlov and his secretary Boris M. Ovchinnikov. The second period of activity falls
on the celebration of the100th anniversary of the traveler. The third period is connected with the opening of his memorial muse-
um in St. Petersburg in the early 2000s. Complete text of two Kozlov’s expeditions diaries, a biographical monograph, and
a number of foreign publications have been published in the last two decades. The author comes to the conclusion if in connection
with the demand for the scientific Kozlov’s legacy, the studying of his life and activities remains relevant.

Annotation. This report presents paleoanthropological data on postcranial materials of the Xiongnu period, which were
obtained during excavations of burial grounds in the territory of Buryatia. All the studied materials are stored in the two oldest
scientific institutions of Buryatia, the Kyakhta Museum of Local Lore and the Institute for Mongolian, Buddhist and Tibetan
Studies of Siberian Branch of Russian Academy of Sciences.

The author observes the diseases and traumas of human bones excavated between the 2005 and 2011 at
Shirenzigou site in Barkul, Xinjiang, and dating from the Late Warring States to the Early Western Han period. The naked eye
combined with electron microscopy revealed a low prevalence of dental caries, a high prevalence of periodontal disease, the
presence of individuals with enamel hypoplasia, and a similarly high prevalence of torus mandibularis. There is also a high in-
cidence of osteoarthritis, mainly in the cervical vertebrae, T6-T12 thoracic vertebrae, L1-L5 lumbar vertebrae, and fusion of
individual vertebral periapical osteophytes. The high proportion of trauma is concentrated in the skull, ribs and lower limb tibia
and fibula, and the prevailing type of traumas is fractures. Combined with archaeological data and zooarchaeological research,
it is believed that the cause of trauma is mostly high fall injury, and riding fall is the main reason. The features on the bones from
Shirenzigou are consistent with the pattern of disease and trauma of the long-term riding people, and their mode of livelihood
belongs to the type of nomadic economy.

The Shirenzigou site, located in the south of Shirenzi
Village, Shirenzi Township, Balikun County, Xinjiang, is a
large scale, rich in connotations, large settlement site of
nomadic culture from the late Warring States to the early
Western Han period excavated at the northern foot of the
Eastern Tianshan Mountains (Chen Xinru et al., 2006; Wang
Jianxin et al., 2009). In this paper 52 human bones found at
the Shirenzigou site between 2005 and 2011 were examined
for disease and trauma, providing important information
for the study of disease and trauma characteristics of an-
cient nomadic populations.

Characteristics of illnesses and traumas

According to the criteria developed by Wu Rukang and
Shao Xiangqing (Wu Rukang, 1984; Shao Xiangqing, 1985)
to identify the sex and age of individuals, 52 individuals in
which the sex can be identified are 32 individuals, 16 indi-
viduals each of males and females, 34 individuals of those
whose age can be identified, and 12 of immature individuals.
The mortality rate of minors was 29.41 %. The age range of
death was concentrated in the prime of life for females, and
in the middle and prime of life for males. In this paper,

a combination of visual and microscopic observation was
used to describe disease and trauma to the skeleton. The
microscope used was a Dino-Lite electron microscope with
Dino Capture 2.0 software.

The disease was mainly observed in human bones ex-
cavated in 2006, showing that only one individual of a
25-year-old male with caries in the mandibular left second
molar, with a caries incidence of 1.2 %. 54.22 % of the teeth
had periodontal disease, and these data do not include the
periodontal status of teeth lost during life. A 20-year-old
female with incomplete development of the occlusal cusps
of the left occlusal first molars of the mandible suffered from
enamel hypoplasia. Most of the subjects had osteoarthritis,
2006BSDMO013:1 with osteophytes all around the circum-
ference of the vertebral bodies from the second to fourth
cervical vertebrae, rolled outward and upward, with no fu-
sion of the upper and lower articular surfaces, with osteo-
phytes growing around the circumference of the vertebral
bodies of the sixth to twelfth thoracic vertebrae, and with
osteophytes also around the circumference of the vertebral
bodies of the first to fifth lumbar vertebrae. The second and
third lumbar vertebrae of 2006BSDMO003 are fused, and the
joint surfaces are surrounded by an annular bone flab. Most
of the articular surfaces of the femoral head were found to
be “Poirier’s facet” (fig. 1).

There were 8 individuals with trauma in all human
bones: 4 males, 3 females, and one individual of unknown
sex. Six individuals of rib trauma were seen in the people of
Shirenzigou site in Balikun, including three of female indi-
viduals, representing 18.75 % of all female individuals, two
of male individuals, representing 12.5 % of all male individ-
uals, and one individual of unknown sex.

There was only one individual with skull trauma, is
2011BSDMO03, who had a depressed type fracture at the
frontal tuberosity of the right frontal pterygoid region, the
injury presented a rounded subrectangular shape, approx-
imately five centimeters in diameter, with osteophytes,

a sagittal cut and a circular depression at the depressed type,
and a bone flank arising at the edge of the intracranial hole.
Individuals with rib and clavicle fractures accounted for
11.54 % of all identifiable individuals. There was one indi-
vidual of right-sided rib, three individuals of left-sided rib,
and two individuals of unknown lateral alike, with signifi-
cantly more left-sided than right-sided. Most of the rib
traumas were fractures, and most of the individuals had
healed, with two individuals not healed, both of whom were
female. The trauma healing was manifested by bone surface
hyperplasia and formation of verrucous protrusions, and
the location of trauma was mostly concentrated near the
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rib angle. Tibial and fibular trauma accounted for 3.85 % of
all identifiable individuals, including one female individu-
al, accounting for 6.25 % of all females, and one male indi-
vidual, accounting for 6.25 % of all males, all adults, with
good healing in males and interrupted healing in females
(fig. 2; table 1).

Characteristics of disease and trauma

in nomadic populations

The low incidence of dental caries in the Shirenzigou
population suggests that the dietary structure of this pop-
ulation had a high intake of animal proteins, such as meat
and dairy products, and a low intake of plant foods. Analy-
sis of 13C and 15N isotopes also indicates that meat and
dairy products were the bulk of the daily diet at Shirenzig-
ou, and cultivated crops, such as wheat and barley, account-
ed for a smaller proportion. The source of meat was domes-
ticated cattle, sheep or deer animals obtained from partial
hunting (Ling Xue et al., 2013).

In terms of survival stress, some individuals suffer from
malnutrition due to food shortage at some point during the
childhood growth period. The high incidence of torus man-
dibularis suggests relatively coarse food and high mastica-
tory stress in this population. The high incidence of osteo-
arthritis at the spine, especially in the cervical spine, may
be related to riding behavior. Most Shirenzigou individuals
have femoral head joint surface in the anterolateral side of
the formation of a small plane, this plane is due to people
riding for a long time, thighs straddling the horse, muscle
ligaments pulling and formed, that is poirier’s facet (Owsley
et al., 2001). In terms of trauma, the high incidence of rib,

tibia and fibula fractures is also associated with long-term
riding and immediate falling behavior. The cause of skull
trauma originates from violent conflicts between people.
Some scholars’ studies of horse bones excavated at the
Shirenzigou site have shown that the age distribution of
horses, the collapse of their ribs, and the alteration of their
vertebrae indicate that they have been ridden by humans
for many years (Li Y. et al., 2020).

We can conclude that the signs of disease and trauma
on the human bones from Shirenzigou indicate that this
group belonged to a nomadic society with long-term horse-
back rides.

Annotation. The carbon and nitrogen isotopic composition of bone tissues of human remains from Late Bronze and Early
Iron Age sites in Western Transbaikalia has been studied. According to the isotope characteristics, the diet of the slab-graves
culture and barrows-khereksur mainly consisted of protein foods (meat and fish). At the beginning of the Iron Age (Empire
Xiongnu), the dietary strategy of the inhabitants of Transbaikalia changed significantly, as evidenced by their weighted carbon
isotopic composition. The basis of the diet of people at the beginning of the Iron Age, along with meat and fish food, was made
up of plants with the C, type of photosynthesis, for example, millet.

Annotation. The isotopic composition of carbon and nitrogen in bone tissues of human remains from the Enkhor burial
ground on the river Dzhida. The data obtained allow us to distinguish two groups with different variations in the values of carbon
isotopes, indicating different diets. The weighted isotope composition of carbon marks the consumption of plants with C,-type
photosynthesis, which includes millet, along with meat and fish food.
