TRADITION AND INNOVATION
IN MODERN ARCHAEOLOGY

The title of this paper should be read in a plagfitit. There is nothing
very serious in an attempt to bring out the coexis¢ of traditional and inno-
vative forces in historical processes, nor muchinality in the analyses that
substantiate that claim: the game is simply toy.eas for the modernity of
archaeology, it merely refers to a time propertyhaf thoughts published in
the archaeological literature of the last fifty y@al do not take side in the
matter of their place in the pre- or post- (posdemm) sequence according to
anyone’s judgement. Why then such a non-committaPtThe reason lies in
the works and life of Professor V. M. Masson, tcowhthis volume is dedi-
cated. His impressive list of publications extenster the whole second half
of the present century; it includes a book thatieitly refers to the traditions
of Russian archaeology and their part in its admesnts, to this day (Masson
1996b). At the same time, it shows a lasting camder innovations in ar-
chaeological practice and theory. The growing nelié&aon archaeometrical
techniques is a case in point, despite finanamitditions that are all too fa-
miliar in archaeology everywhere. So is the plavemyto theoretical explora-
tions that had been hitherto somewhat neglectee bblok published by
V. M. Masson ten years ago on “Historical Recorwttoms in Archaeology”
(1990) is a distinguished manifestation of thandrelt benefited from the
findings of several seminars devoted to specifassts of such constructs
(e.g. domestic production, urbanisation, etc.)th@nbasis of actual fieldwork.
This intermingling of concrete and abstract redeasca noteworthy feature
of Prof. Masson’s activities, in the same spiritths conjunction of tradi-
tional and innovative practices underlined abovge purpose of the present
paper is to bring forward a few arguments in favofuthat approach in ar-
chaeology, away from the successive revolution®ntegd in the Western
literature on the subject since 1950.

1. Our knowledge of the history of Central Asia lasreased tremen-
dously during the same period. We owe that progi@ss number of major
archaeological programs conducted by scholars Rassia and Central Asia,
as well as from other countries interested in thst pf Afghanistan. Many of
those scholars had been trained in pre-war yehey, probably saw little
novelty in the kind of archaeology reactivated en@al Asia after 1945. Ex-
cavations and surveys took place on a larger $nalalong the same lines as
in previous decades (Staviskij 1996: 46). The mogent task was to estab-
lish or refine the time co-ordinates of sets okfatts and monuments re-
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garded as distinctive of specific cultures in vasigparts of Central Asia, from
the Caspian sea to the Pamir mountains. Typo-clogies were devised for
the purpose, following the traditional ways (an&sg associations, classifi-
cations). Most of them were of course subject tasien as new findings ac-
cumulated — a “traditional” requirement of sciernicthere ever was one. As
for the historical constructs built upon this cootlly expanding data base,
they naturally displayed the same plasticity, afigali by their authors’ alle-
giance to various creeds that guided the interpoetgprocess — again a fa-
miliar circumstance in traditional archaeology, hust as present in the
“new” archaeology of the ‘50or in the “post-processual” archaeology of the
‘80°. To sum up, the content of present and future awokthe prehistory and
history of Central Asia is bound to rest for thestpart on facts and theories
produced by archaeologists who have worked witha intellectual frame-
work of traditional archaeology, regardless of itheterests in new ways of
reconstructing the past, under any angle (technmathodological, philoso-
phical). This assertion, incidentally, applies tg awn case: limited as it is,
my contribution to the archaeology of Central Asialefinitely “traditional”,
although my Russian colleagues would probably exipéo bear the mark of
my meddling with theoretical matters of a more “reand sort. This form of
split personality calls for some comments; | subtiném to Professor Mas-
son’s 70 years wisdom.

A
well-formed arrangement, in mathematical terms, fadyto support any ten-
able interpretation; conversely, an intuitive tygwoonology is justified as
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long as it fits with observed distributions, notwatanding the formal weak-
ness of its roots. This banal reminder is not méaudiscredit numerical tax-
onomy and its heuristic strategy; but it does \datg the rule of thumb ap-
proach, provided we accept to submit its findingganstant revisions in the
light of new data.

The traditional responseutth gjuestions consists in
evading them. Choices are made on each level, sedlgs but without much
or any discussion of the underlying rationale. Mtegre exist modern ap-
proaches of the subject, using such tools as @ectkieory, economic mod-
els, sampling techniques, etc. Let us considerlésatcase, for instance, and
raise the following question: how can we explaie ttontrast between the
sizeable literature on sampling in archaeologya &iseoretical and methodo-
logical issue, and the relative scarcity of its laggpions in the field? Or, to
put it more sharply, how is it that most historicainstructs in archaeology
rest upon selections of data that are not the mtoofusampling procedures,
yet regarded by many as a necessary componensaéatific archaeology?
An easy answer consists in calling upon argumeitisne and money, or ig-
norance: sampling techniques are not altogetheitiganwhile our limited re-
sources do not always permit that part of them fentson mapping and
counting operations that would set us back in aimary mission. But this
not the whole story. There are good reasons totignethe scientificity
claimed by the advocates of sampling in archaeol@me of them is that we
generally know precious little about the represirgaess of any set of ob-
servable remains with respect to the parent papulags understood in sta-
tistics. The inferences related to such sets anethre a priori questionable,
for that reason alone; and the problem obviousiyaias the same when the
inferential game is played on a reduced data brasalting from the applica-
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tion of sampling techniques to those sets. Agdimst argument, one might
object that it ruins any hope of producing reliadteounts of past societies

This issaoif we care to keep in
mind, once more, the process of empirical validatd/e must most of the
times do as if the available archaeological evideinca given context al-
lowed us to build up hypothetical constructs, sabje revision, despite the
obvious weakness of the data base from a statistiearpoint.

example is the behaviour of our colleagues in patdogy, quick to propose
a new picture of the hominisation process whenevéaw more fossils are
found anywhere in the world, ranging over millioofsyears. Sampling con-
cerns are obviously untimely in this case; the amgut behind this well-

advised opinion justifies the behaviour of tradiab archaeology in matters
of sampling and selection, whatever modern critiquay claim against it.

By “substance”, | mean the broad, in fact open-dndmge of viewpoints
from which past societies and their evolution areigaged by historians and
archaeologists alike. The word “paradigm” has ofte®en used in the past
decades to designate this variety of perspectigeg. technological, sym-
bolic, ecological, feminist, demographical, econontognitive, etc. A fea-
ture of the successive revolutions proclaimed byst@ta archaeologists in
the last fifty years was the promotion of particytaradigms of that sort, re-
garded as innovative in contrast with former visiaf past cultures. An hon-
est look at the products of traditional archaeolegbracing all its branches
(classical studies, egyptology, oriental archaegladc.) over a sufficiently
long period (e. g. the 30century) is enough to bear out that most of the
“new” viewpoints had been considered before, inligaltions whose differ-
ence with their modern rivals turns out on closamixation to be more
rhetorical than substantial.

Let us now turn to the formal aspect of interpigtatonstructs, old and
new. A careful analysis of the archaeological #itare suggests that they are
amenable to a reformulation as a kind of calculughe computational sense.
A large number of propositions are stated as pwyndata (descriptions,
analogies, reference knowledge), without expliotieaedents in the text, and
an argument is built upon them, made up of suceesswrite steps “IFp
THEN ¢" leading to the conclusions or hypotheses thatathitnor wishes to
present as a contribution to the knowledge of pasteties (Gardin 1983:
166—207). Mathematical operations may occur atowaristages of the proc-
ess, to ground the selection of objects (samplitig),handling of analogies
(classification), the ranking of sites (spatial lgg), etc. In the same way,
laboratory measurements are currently part of amstucts, as a source of
additional data. The development of such tool®isainly a welcome innova-
tion in the archaeology of the present century; yabuld not take it as a suf-
ficient criterion to dismiss as traditional, in agative sense, historical con-
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structs that do not resort to them. In other wotks,positive value of an in-
terpretation, to me, does not lie in the noveltytsftools or paradigms; it is
first and foremost a function of its goodness of(ifi e. the correspondence
with empirical data), irrespective of the labeltthayone may wish to stick to
it in ideological or methodological terms. Doessthiean that no changes are
perceptible in the evolution of archaeology? | klwainclude with a few
words on that question.

3. The pre-eminence of empirical validation hasnbbg and large the
driving force in traditional archaeology, over aagbve the sociological fac-
tors that had an occasional influence on its istsreand ways of thought.
Admittedly, not much attention was being paid meaitermto the mechanisms
and foundations of our reasoning processes. The aasumption was that
“natural” language and “natural” logic took caretb&é matter — a position
that was recently made explicit by the French dogist J.-C. Passeron in his
defence of “le raisonnement naturel” in the humaierces (1991: 357—
395). However, a twofold pendulum movement is tgkiface in archaeology
today which is worth noting, relevant as it istie present discussion.

(A) The requirement of empirical validation has gahrough an amazing
cycle in the archaeological literature of the pweat- period. Acknowledged
by the processual school of the ‘50s, it was doadgd by post-processual
archaeologists of the ‘80s (Hodder 1986: 93—94gnthreinstated lately by
two leading scholars opposed to the latter. ColemfRew now recalls that
“validation rests not upon authority but on tesliai (19946), while
James Bell states bluntly that “the degree to whitheory is testable is the
most important single indication of its potentialdontribute to the advance
of archaeological theory” (1994: 97). A return taditional archaeology?
C. Renfrew seems to prefer the more glamorous eespf “cognitive ar-
chaeology”, the latest newcomer in our lineageplld not quibble over a
matter of name.

(B) Another swing of the pendulum is gaining sttng the field of
theoretical archaeology. The approach which | om@sented in the book
that bears this title (1983) gave rise to disparggeviews in the Western lit-
erature. The formal analysis of archaeological ttonts was regarded as a
vain exercise, of no avail in matters of interptieta and, worse still, an ob-
stacle to the production of ever more imaginatiaysvof reading the past. A
more cautious view emerged, however, as similaceots became manifest
in the broader universe of the humanities (Ennal§&din 1990). It was
eventually found possible to bring together antbiogists of different creeds
from both sides of the Atlantic, who were inviteddiscuss their respective
positions regarding interpretative processes (Ga&liPeebles 1992). The
expected outcome of this ongoing debate, in thg lam, is a move away
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from the loose inferential practices found in btytiditional and post-modern
constructs, towards more carefully controlled iptetation relying on eth-
noarchaeological research (Gallay 1986) — a coag&n supported by
Colin Renfrew in the name of his cognitive archagglto come (1994: 5).
But do we need this reference to yet another schpmpos of a trend that
has been with us for generations in the humardtseis the natural sciences? |
have taken elsewhere a different stand, illustréedn example of the kind
of evolution | have in mind, from traditional to ohern discourse (1998a:
86—108). By a happy circumstance, this examplakgn from a book that
falls within Professor Masson’s domain, the archago of Central Asia
(Gardin 1998b); he may thus be able to criticisaniboth formal and empiri-
cal grounds, taking the most of his twofold capesijtfor my benefit.

EARLY HELLENISTIC BACTRIA:
WEIGHING THE EVIDENCE

Every scholar devoted to the study of ancient Gértsia knows the im-
portance of numismatic evidence. We rely constamblgn the technical and
artistic testimony of coins to shape our basic wstdading of the region's
history, culture, and chronology. Indeed, the campstory of Hellenistic
Bactria could never be told without the indispemsavidence supplied by its
coinage. That fact explains the urgency for caredgearch and then for rig-
orous testing of all ensuing theories; otherwibe,iumismatic foundation for
our historical knowledge will be undermined andadlbur work imperiled.

One of the greatest dangers in modern numismagoae is the careless
handling of numerical data. Statistics must be alloscrutinized lest they
mislead us into false security or, worse, falsectaions. Too often, for ex-
ample, we ask various numbers to validate thedaesvhich the raw data
have no actual relevance. Therefore, we must bgocasuhow and what we
quantify because, inevitably, such information vaé passed along to other
scholars and, if unchecked, perpetuate an unfadwtein of errors. Because
Bactrian studies remain so dependent upon relialmeismatic analysis, our
responsibility to identify and to correct mistakiesthe scholarly literature
could not be greater. | therefore take this opputyito perform such a duty.

The weight standard employed for any mintage ctutes vital informa-
tion about regional economies, trade relationstupkural legacies, and other
matters. The adoption (or imposition) of the Agtandard throughout much
of Alexander's empire has been considered quiteifignt in this regard,
and scholars have looked closely to learn whiclgdkioms remained inte-
grated into this coinage system (Mgrkholm 1991:T8)s research is compli-
cated by changes in the Attic standard throughuait-ellenistic period, and
by methodological limitations owing, in part, totaal minting practices and
coin wear (Mgrkholm 1991: 7—8). In general, howewxperts have placed
Bactria (at least from the time of Antiochus | dowm Eucratides) in the
mainstream of Hellenistic states employing the cAitandard, allowing of
course for a gradually declining standard and stwoal aberrations (Lahiri
1965: 14; Hollis 1994: 279; Mitchiner 1975, vol.39—44; Bernard 1985:
105; Mgrkholm 1991: 118; Narain 1957: 29).

In his magisterial catalogue of Bactrian coinagemind Bopearachchi
has accepted this judgment with slight qualificatiti’'étalon dit attique, en
vérité gréco-bactrien”. Later on he writes (p. 4Nous avons dit que le
monneyage des Diodotes et leurs successeurs enaBacétait d'étalon at-
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tique. Il faut remarquer cependent que le poidstégadrachmes comme ce-
lui des drachmes...subit une I'égére, mais const@in@ution de poids: au-
cune tétradrachme gréco-bactrien n'atteint le pdiéslon attique de 17g et
presques toutes les piéces du trésor d'Ai Khandwuatlun poids inférieur a
16g.

Bopearachchi is not quite right, of course, when angues that no
Graeco-Bactrian tetradrachm attained the weighthefAttic standard of 17
grams. A tetradrachm of Heliocles | from the Kunthoard weights nearly 18
grams, and several other examples from the sammel egigh 17 grams or
more (Curiel & Fussman 1965: nos. 26, 31, 56, Gl %61). In fact, a tetrad-
rachm of Eucratides Il in the Bibliothéque Natianaleighs over 17 grams,
as catalogued by Bopearachchi himself (p. 2193httuld be noted as well
that the Attic standard was no longer 17 grams h®y ttme these kings
reigned; at Antioch, it had already dropped to ald@i80 grams and contin-
ued to fall (Mgrkholm 1991.: 8).

On the other hand, Bopearachchi's next numericalcannot be disputed
— nearly all of the Graeco-Bactrian coins from 18¥3 Ai Khanoum hoard
(I1) weigh less than 16 grams. To be more predise data recorded by Peti-
tot-Biehler shows that forty-three of these fortgencoins (88 %) do so. But,
does this simple statistic give us a valid overapression of coin weights in
Hellenistic Bactria? That depends first of all upeimether the 1973 Ai Kha-
noum hoard provides a representative sample, atalzhse skewed in some
way by unknown circumstances related to the hoaierone way to check
this point, we may compare the weights of tetrdoine from the 1974 Ai
Khanoum hoard (lll). In this instance, we are lexitto the ten tetradrachms
for which the weights have been recorded (Holt 398hly four of these (40
%) fall below 16 grams, a very different resultéed. This casts some doubt
on the original statistic, but this second (19@&ple is very small and it might
be argued that we only know the weights of coinerlappearing in auction
catalogues, a perhaps selective and misleadingsarfiine hoard as a whole.

Alerted nonetheless to a possible problem with Bogehchi’'s argument,
other hoards might be considered. The 1983 Bukhaead contained fifty
tetradrachms from the reigns of the Diodotids, Fdé#imus I, and Agathocles
(Rtveladze, 1984). Unfortunately, most of thesensaivere very worn and
three had been reduced in weight by cutting. Exerosly twenty-seven (54
%) weighed less than 16 grams, a ratio far belat ¢ifi the 1973 Ai Kha-
noum hoard. Now let us look to another, much lafgmard for corroborative
evidence. We may compare the weights of tetradradhnthe famous Kun-
duz hoard, drawing our data from the same reignsd@ids, Euthydemus I,
Demetrius |, Euthydemus Il, Agathocles, Antimachuand Eucratides I) as
found in the 1973 Ai Khanoum hoard (Curiel & Fussm®65). There are no
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specimens from the reign of Apollodotus | in eittlee Kunduz or the 1974
Ai Khanoum hoards. Of the 193 coins in this sample 169, a Eucratides
tetradrachm, has no recorded weight), only twerdgixefall below 16 grams
(15 %). This actuallyeverseghe picture afforded by the 1973 Ai Khanoum
hoard used by Bopearachchi. Similarly, if we coesithe weights of tetrad-
rachms (from these same reigns, excluding imitajiarow in the collection
of the Bibliotheque Nationale, we may note thaty@dventeen of eighty-two
(21 %) fall below 16 grams (Bopearachchi, 1991yduld appear, therefore,
that the 1973 Ai Khanoum hoard (II) cited by Boeduchi is not a represen-
tative sample in this regard and does not give tugeapicture of coin weights
in Bactria.

In spite of these problems, the argument made tpeBmchchi has be-
gun to show up in the work of other scholars anddtens to become a nu-
mismatic dogma. J. D. Lerner, for example, writeshis new book (1999:
89): “ Indeed, it appears that Graeco-Bactriaratbichms and drachms are
of a weight standard different from that employedithens, as nearly all tet-
radrachms from Ai Khanoum weigh lower than 16 chjlevdrachms gener-
ally fall below 4 g".

One can see that Lerner’s statistical argumentikagssentially an English
translation of Bopearachchi's French (“presquedsuées pieces...”), demon-
strating how easily and completely an errant ‘proah be imported into subse-
quent scholarship. Lerner changes slightly the rpaters of Bopearachchi's
sample by including the tetradrachms from all tike&hanoum hoards (1970,
1973, 1974), as made clear in his footnote 5. T hoard, however, has no
relevance whatever to this argument since it coathno tetradrachms; we have
noted already the limited (and contrary) evidemoefthe 1974 hoard.

Since Lerner reprises Bopearachchi's argument lang excursus on
“The Coins of the Diodoti”, let us examine the namatic data closely for
these important founders of the Graeco-Bactriate stwe relied only on the
evidence from Ai Khanoum, we would find that 82 atleeir tetradrachms
fall below 16 grams. But if, instead, we more pmitiecheck the weights of
as many Diodotid tetradrachms as possible, weeaatva very different sta-
tistic. Expanding our database from eleven to MEatirachms (excluding
clipped coins and one fouree), there are only 3aHieh weigh less than 16
grams (Holt 1999: 139—173). But let us be more igg2cThe mean weight
for these coins is 16.13 grams; the median weglii31 grams. Of greater
relevance to the quantification of weight standénd, mode for these coins is
16.50 grams with a standard deviation of 0.57. Thi$ certainly belies the
argument based upon the Ai Khanoum evidence alone.

If we make these same calculations based upon3BeKunduz hoard
tetradrachms mentioned above (Diodotids — Eucratijethe results are
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even more dramatic. The mean weight of the tetcdming is 16.47 grams; the
median is 16.64 grams. Significantly, the mode 6s8Q grams; the Attic

weight standard itself was 16.80 grams in this y@siod, according to most
computations (Mgrkholm 1991: 8—9). Therefore, ip@grs that the Graeco-
Bactrian kings remained loyal to the prevalent Agtfandard in accord with
most other eastern Hellenistic states. The casee rhgdBopearachchi and
copied by Lerner must not pass untested throughtérature and take on the
appearance of accepted fact, at least not withdutther review of the evi-

dence based upon better samples of coins.

CENTRAL ASIA AND THE ARSACID KINGDOM

Introductory remarks

Our sources concerning the Iranian Arsacid staven(the middle of the'3
century BC to the beginning of th& 8entury AD) are rather poor and their his-
torical interpretation is not beyond dispute. Tlhasib evidence for the study of
Parthia are testimonies of the Greek and Romaresutin spite of the fact that
most of those testimonies view the Arsacids froendhtside they still constitute
the most solid base for an approach to ParthiaariisThe peoples of Central
Asia and events which took place on the eastemiosiof Iran were as a rule of
little importance to the ancient western historidfiswever, some writers of an-
tiquity, above all Apollodorus of Artemita and Posnys Trogus in Justin, pro-
vide valuable accounts on Parthian history in theheast. On the other hand,
extensive evidence for Parthia and Central Asiaasided by Chinese records
(Pulleyblank 1968; Hulsewé 1979; Leslie, GardineB2Z; Posch 1998). The
study of Parthian and Central Asian history inlést decades has made consid-
erable advances mainly through the accumulationewf archaeological, nu-
mismatic and epigraphic materials (cf. Masson 198¥armatta (ed.) 1994;
Masson (ed.) 1994; Invernizzi (ed.) 1995; Olbryt8©8; 1998a; 1998b; Wie-
sehofer (ed.) 1998).

The history of the vast territory of Central Asglinked with the rela-
tionship between nomad and sedentary populatiohs.steppe expanses of
Central Asia have been traditionally a land of rsmymomads (Masson (ed.)
1975; Daffina 1982; Moskova (ed.) 1992). Unlikeiegitural production, the
pastoral nomadic economy was not self-sufficiehie iomads had to interact
with the surrounding sedentary areas to gain adoessrtain foodstuffs as
well as the products of urban manufacture. For peenomenon, there are
striking analogies in the nomadic-Chinese intecaxtisteppe tribes often
waged war on China to gain goods, grain, weaponslior(Barfield 1989;
Jagchid, Symons 1990). The south-western areasmtfal Asia, particularly
Bactria, Sogdiana, Farghana and Chorasmia, onttie® band, were centres
of a highly developed sedentary culture with nuraercities and smaller set-
tlements (KoSelenko (ed.) 1985). This culture vwasted in the achievements
of the Central Asian Bronze Age (cf. Dani, Masseds() 1992). As a rule,
there was no exact natural frontier between theailosnof the nomadic and
sedentary communities and the latter were exposeatimnamic and mobile
steppe neighbours. In such circumstances, varielasians between steppe
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and sown land determined the development of an€entral Asia (Masson
1987; Masson (ed.) 1989; Olbrycht 1998; 1998a).

Historically, the western areas of Central Asia éféen Turkestan) came
to be associated more closely with the Iraniane@lat While the links be-
tween Central Asia and Iran under the AchaememdsSasanians have been
investigated, the extent and nature of Parthiaefpation in Central Asia still
remain almost unknown. By combining literally saes¢ epigraphic, numis-
matic and archaeological data it is possible tatera fuller picture of Par-
thian history and to vindicate the observation thatpeoples of Central Asia
played to some extent a key role in the developroéntltural and political
history of the Arsacid empire. | do not intend listplace to analyse such a
huge problem in its totality. But it is necessamyshow some new observa-
tions on the issue and to define a new interpretdtamework better suited
to help with understanding of Arsacid history.

1. The Rise of the Arsacid Kingdom
in the Transcaspian Plains and North-eastern Iran

The emergence of the Arsacid state has been thecsui considerable
debate. In the middle of thé’®entury BC there appeared on the northeastern
border of Iran a people previously barely knownisTeople, the Aparni,
under Arsaces, within a few years changed the balahpower in the whole
region. Moreover, the clan of Arsaces introducen ithe scene of Central
Asian, Iranian and world history an ethnic and uiistic entity whose cultural
characteristics remain disputable. Yet, such camattbns notwithstanding, it
should not be lost from sight that the origins loé tArsacids were tied with
the nomadic world of Turkestan. The political deypghents of early Arsacid
history can only be explained in a coherent fastipshowing the sphere of
interaction between the nomadic and sedentary peadpl northeastern Iran
and Central Asia (cf. Olbrycht 1998 and 1998a).

Under the Achaemenids, different forms of co-existebetween nomads
and sedentary population were developed in CeAsial and northeastern Iran
(Olbrycht 1996: 148 ff.). The Iranian steppe trilo@eracted with the sedentary
communities in Sogdiana (Ob&nko 1992: 219 ff.; Mandel'Stam 1992: 108),
in the middle course of the Syr Darya (Negmatov9)9&nd particularly in
Chorasmia (Vajnberg 1992a). Finds of Persian inspioom the south Urals as
far as the Altai show the impact of the Achaemenitiure. Alexander’'s cam-
paigns in Central Asia dealt shuttering blow to thiation of nomads with the
sedentary areas. The pastoral steppe tribes wsendvack and cut off from
the settled population. It is significant that nalicapeoples, who during the
campaigns of Alexander had played an importantipatte Achaemenid army,
supported Bessos-Artaxerxes and Spitamenes adam$tlacedonians. In all
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areas adjoining to the steppe expanses (Parthimgé, Margiana, Transox-

iana) the resistance to the conqueror was strahgarelsewhere in Iran. More-
over, the sedentary population of these frontievipces gained the support of
nomads: the Sakas from beyond the Syr Darya, tha@as well as the Mas-
sagetae (Olbrycht 1996: 150ff.). The socio-politiegstem of the Hellenistic

civilisation — in contradistinction to that of thehaemenid period — isolated
the nomads from the sedentary areas. Here, ibaifiufficient to recall that An-

tiochus | created a huge wall around the city ofwe defend the province of
Margiane from the raids of nomads. Seleucus | untiodhus | tried to safe-

guard the north-eastern borders of the Seleudid, stad their generals Patrok-
les and Demodamas carried out military actions @si&fn Turkestan.

In the Hellenistic period, southern areas of Waesturkestan (especially
Bactria and parts of Sogdiana) and Iran experieacgebat urban growth. The
cities were instruments of colonisation and serasdnilitary as well as eco-
nomic centres (cf. KoSelenko 1979; Masson (ed.p1988 ff.; Olbrycht 1996).
On the other hand, nomadic tribes, roaming beybeadrontiers of the Hellenis-
tic world, tried to gain more influence on the bentdnd and challenge the re-
strictive Hellenistic system. Thus, the Dahae whd lived in the lands along
the lower course of the Syr Darya up to the bordé&ogdiana and Chorasmia
at the time of Alexander, by the middle of tH& @&ntury BC advanced to the
frontiers of the Seleucid kingdom in the vicinitiy Barthyaia and Hyrcania. In
addition, some steppe tribes including the Dahaetpated the Seleucid terri-
tory and the areas of Margiana and Areia (see WaB83: 24 ff.; Olbrycht
1996: 159 f.). An important role amongst the Datrdees played the Aparni
who occupied the areas on the Ochos river (i. ¢herlUsboi) to the north of
Hyrcania and Parthyaia (Strab. 11.8.2—3; 11.9.26£30Ibrycht 1992).

In the second half of theé“Xentury BC, the Seleucid state experienced
number of defeats and rebellions (Wolski 1999).aA®sult, Seleucid hegem-
ony in north-eastern Iran and in Bactria weaketrethe meantime, the tribes of
the Dahae were frequently invading agriculturabaref Hyrcania and Parth-
yaia, laying a local population under tribute whighs an important source of
revenue for nomadic aristocracy (Strab. 11.8.3)alkj, the Aparni under sub-
jugated Parthyaia and Hyrcania (in the 30s of fheeditury BC). Seleucid at-
tempts to regain the lost satrapies failed anditisacids consolidated their po-
sition in northeastern Iran (Wolski 1974; 1993:ff371996). Many factors con-
tributed to the establishment of the Arsacid kingddny convincing recon-
struction of early Arsacid history should take irgtocount not only political
events but also cultural circumstances as welbamiscomponents of this de-
velopment. These questions are still being discliaed are explained in differ-
ent ways by different scholars (cf., e. g., Wols8P6; Wiesehofer 1996; Ol-
brycht 1998: 51 ff.). It is now possible to sayttli® Arsacid kingdom came
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into existence in the sphere of interaction betwtbensedentary world of Iran
and the northern steppe expenses of Western Tarkast very quickly man-
aged to achieve the status of a world power. Herrrason it is desirable to
gain a better understanding of the importance ofiatbic components in the
emerging and further history of Parthia.

2. Nomadic and Central Asian links of the earlyakids

A key question in the early history of the Arsakidgdom is the extent
and nature of nomadic penetration in northeast lirathis respect, the histo-
rian of Parthia must bear the results of the arcloggcal excavations con-
ducted in contemporary Turkmenistan in mind. Atserd, there is evidence
that the Aparni moved partially onto the sedentaryitories of ancient north-
eastern Iran. Archaeological materials testifyhe fact that some nomadic
clans settled down within the province of Parthyasatheir cemeteries were
situated in the areas which were inhabited by tivécalturists. These burial
places consisted mainly of catacomb graves, sirggéh a north-south direc-
tion. Such burials have been discovered in Pardhgthe foot of the Kopeth
Dagh mountains (Bezmein, Kizgledme und Chas-Kjariz), on the Sumbar
river and at MeSrepi-Tachta nedukur in the ChodZakal valley (Olbrycht
1998: 247 ff.). They are to be associated withDiabae (Maru&nko 1956;
Nikonorov 1987: 34 ff.; Olbrycht 1998: 250 ff.).rilar catacomb burials are
also attested further to the north in the Trandeasplains on the Usboi and
in the vicinity of the Balkhan mountains (Jusup®8&: 37 ff.; Nikonorov
1987: 33 ff.; Vajnberg, Jusupov 1992: 128). Moreosgamilar funerary struc-
tures have been uncovered in some other areasndfaCAsia including the
Sarykamysh basin, Transoxiana, and the area belpngithe so-called Sar-
matian culture.

In the 29 century BC — 1 century AD, the presence of the nomadic Da-
hae on the periphery of Chorasmia and Parthia tesstetl in epigraphic
sources, i.e. in an ostracon from Kosha-depe ithipaia (Livshits 1977: 168,
185) and in an inscription from Burly-kala in Chemnaia (LivSic, Mambetul-
laev 1986: 39 ff.). The location of the Dahae omlterder of Chorasmia may
be also surmised from a passage by Pomponius NMela,(based apparently
upon a valuable source of th&-21% century BC) which situates the Dahae
astonishingly exactly in the great curve of theri®xos (Amu Darya-Usboi),
i. e. in the periphery of Chorasmia. As a mattefaof, on the western periph-
ery of Chorasmia, in the Sarykamysh basin, a latgeber of catacomb- and
side-chamber graves has been unearthed (Vajnb&l 1992a). The tombs
are similar to that from Arsacid Parthyaia and rbayconnected with the Da-
hae. It is believed that some archaeological resnmivestigated in Dihistan
north of Hyrcania are attributable to the DahaeNtdsson 1961).
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The early history of the Arsacids is bound up ndy avith the Dahae and
Aparni but also with the Apasiacae, a nomadic thiblnging in all likelyhood
to the Massagetae. As far as can be judged by stamsical accounts, the
Apasiacae were always willing to give armed supfmithe claims of the first
Arsacids, and just their help for the first Arsactdrned out to be decisive dur-
ing the invasions carried out by Seleucus Il antioghus Ill (Olbrycht 1998,
65). In may be surmised that the Apasiacae coattdlie vast area from the
lower course of the Syr Darya to the Usboi and@hspian Sea in thé’zen-
tury BC (P’jankov 1983: 41, 50 f.). It is believétht the tribal confederation of
the Apasiacae was in possession of Chorasmia (val€48: 17 f.). As a mat-
ter of fact, the Massagetae were not agricultusalbist at the same time are re-
garded in some sources as nomads having contsainoé sedentary territories
(cf. Strab. 11.8.7). This would imply that the aghtural country of the Chor-
asmians was subjected to the neighbouring nomadsssumtion which may be
vindicated by archaeological evidence (see ltimh) (£979; Vajnberg 1981).
Some light on the early Partho-Chorasmian relatignsnay throw sugges-
tions resting upon a statement of B8rdn§ on a camgenealogy of the
Chorasmian and Parthian Arsacid kings (Sal'’e 199B. Cf. Tolstov 1948:
234 ff.). The scanty written references concerrhggtribes of the Massage-
tae on the Usboi during the Parthian period casupplemented by archaeo-
logical evidence; in the course of the investigaticarried out along the Us-
boi and in the Balkhan Mountains burial places aligjious centres (such as
I¢anly-depe and Garaul-depe) of nomadic and semi-dmnmpulation have
been revealed, being assigned to the Massagetaep@iu1986; Vajnberg,
Jusupov 1992). During the pre-Arsacid and Arsa@daga peoples living to
the north of the Usboi basin seem to have stayetbse contact with the Da-
hae and the Arsacid Parthians. This may be surnireea the last excava-
tions in the north-western part of the Ustjurt etat at Bajte. Here, a large
number of stone statues surrounded by burial-greutaded to the 5—3"
centuries BC have been discovered (Ol'chovski, Ball®90; Zuyev, Is-
magilov 1994). The dress and weapons of the Bajipsires show similari-
ties to some Parthian objects such as the “PriaE&hami.

After the conquest of Parthyaia and Hyrcania, Agsddad to rule not only
over the pastoral Aparni but also over the settledulation of northeastern
Iran. The question of the character of socio-ecangglations within the Ar-
sacid kingdom is extremely complex. It is clearwbwer, that the principal in-
fluence on the social structure of the early Adddéhgdom as well as of the
Parthian state as a whole was exerted by the nortegdicy of the Aparni. This
inheritance is discernible in the social structafeParthia which was closely
connected with the military organisation of sociftly lust. 41.2.5—6; 41.3.4;
Plut. Crass. 21.14—23. This problem has been exairiy KoSelenko 1980.
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Cf. Wolski 1967; 1981; Nikonorov 1992). Moreovetr,nfluenced Parthian
military practices (Nikonorov 1987; 1994). The Kiis of the Parthians and
of the nomads as reflected in the similarity oftoass, dress, and the way of
life, is testified by many ancient authors (seey.eStrab. 11.9.2; Mel. 3.33 f,;
Plin. nat. hist. 6.29; lust. 41.1—3). In such cimaiances it is not difficult to
understand the statements of some ancient autbaceming the “Scythian”
beginnings of the Arsacid Parthia (lust. 2.1.3;.&.3Arr. Parth. frg. 1.2;
Strab. 11.9.2; Curt. 6.2.14; Plin. nat. hist. 6)11Bhe aristocracy of the
Aparni became the ruling class in Parthia. Thelm@dian nobility of Parth-
yaia was presumably not exterminated — it appear the fact that the lan-
guage of the Arsacid Parthians was actually thdahefold sedentary popula-
tion of Parthyaia (see Sundermann 1989: 120 witthéu references). How-
ever, it contained a number of eastern Iranian efgsnoriginating apparently
in the tongue of the Dahae. According to JustinZ4), the language of the
Arsacid Parthians was a mixture of Median and Sawth

Arsaces, having become master of Parthyaia, Hycand the adjacent
Transcaspian steppe territories, had to defingoahihto practice a new policy
for these regions. In spite of the warlike repotativhich the Arsacids attained
they were a clan quick to realize and profit bydkdeantages of peace. The Ar-
sacids showed the ability to adopt prompt andiefiity many achievements of
sedentary cultures. Thus, the establishment oAthacid coinage, that was in
denominations Hellenistic, took place already unfliesaces I; the first issues
show in script and iconography certain featurekvigio back to Achaemenid
and nomadic traditions (Olbrycht 1998: 66 ff.). Thkéscoveries at Old
Nisa/Bagir indicate that the Arsacid Parthiansriedrto appreciate Hellenistic
culture at least from the"2century BC onwards. Already Arsaces | attached
great importance to the erection of fortificati@m strongholds, having appar-
ently adapted certain concepts of Hellenistic policf. lust. 41.5.1ff.; Amm.
23.6.4. See Olbrycht 1992—93). Besides Hellensstitt Achaemenid also Cen-
tral Asian nomadic components contributed to theoliogy and policy of the
early Arsacids (KoSelenko 1971; Olbrycht 1997).

3. The development of the Parthian empire andasition in Central Asia

Under Mithradates | (about 170—138 BC), Parthiaaoee the most sig-
nificant state power in Iran and Western Turkesharthe east, Mithradates |
invaded the Graeco-Bactrian kingdom and annexed stsnwestern regions
including in all likelihood Margiana (cf. lust. 4.Strab. 11.11.2). The Par-
thian conquests in Iran, Mesopotamia and Westerkebtan marked the es-
tablishment of a new empire in the territories fribva Euphrates to the Indus,
the Usboi and the Amu Darya. The new status ofArsacid state as a re-
gional power defined a new character of the linksveen Parthia and Central
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Asia. In the meantime, the attacks of the Hsiunggainst the Yiieh-chih set
in motion many nomad tribes of Central Asia. Theelkdthih migration

forced some groupings to move into the territoridhey the Arsacids. Two

Parthian kings — Phraates Il and Artabanos | —tlosir lives in encounters
against the Sakas and the Tocharoi. ConsequehlySakas overran and
plundered the eastern Iranian provinces of Parthé® Daffina 1967; OI-

brycht 1998: 77 ff.). The nomadic migrations of @8 century BC altered

radically the political, ethnic and social situaisoof the invaded Sogdiana,
Bactria, and eastern Iran. From this period onwatds Parthian empire was
faced on its eastern and north-eastern bordersffeyedt tribes, kingdoms

and principalities dominated by nomads. As timespds the most conquer-
ors, influenced by local populations, became sedtgnbut their culture and
organisation of rule maintained in many respecsalplinked to the tradition

of their nomadic descendance (Masson 1987; Massdr) (989). At the

same time, however, the development of commercaugrah growth are dis-
cernible under the nomadic suzerainty (cf. Reg&ova et al. (eds.) 1987;
Puga&enkova, Rtveladze 1990: 46 ff.; Olbrycht 1998: #20

It was Mithradates Il (124/3—88/87 BC) who succelhsffought several
times with the Scythians and renewed Parthian paw@entral Asia as docu-
mented by Justin (42.2.4—5) and Strabo (11.9.2)cétejuered the areas of
western Bactria; the Arsacid coin finds in westBattria begin from the time
of Mithradates Il (see Rtveladze 1992; Rtveladzg314 87; Rtveladze 1995a).
Moreover, Mithradates Il probably subjugated theldt@ course of the Amu
Darya (including the Amul region). Control of thadadle Amu Darya was an
essential preliminary to any conquest in the regigmether in Sogdiana or in
northern Bactria (cf. Masson 1993). The dominarsitipm in Western Turke-
stan in the area from the Caspian Sea to the Anmjalizasin belonged ever
since for more than two centuries to Parthia. MeeeoArsacid efforts must
have stimulated an interest in commerce. As atrediplomatic and trade rela-
tions were established between Parthia and ChudkeyBlank 1992: 424 ff.).

In the history of the Parthian kingdom tH&cgéntury BC was the period of
significant political, economic and cultural devmieent. Arsacid influence
touched on the affairs of many peoples of CentshAand eastern Iran. This
may be surmised from written and, most importamtlynismatic sources. In the
1% century BC, Parthian authority seems to have ertkmder western Bactria
and the adjacent regions of what today is Afghanijsif one judges by the
number of Arsacid coins found there and by soneedlily accounts. In eastern
Iran and Bactria, local clanchefs began to ovangtérsacid coins with their
countermarks and later to produce imitations ofagid drachms (Sellwood
1980: 294 f.; Zejmal' 1983: 132 ff.). The nomad<ehtral Asia were often in-
volved in internal struggles in Parthia. Thus, Binges (78/78—70/69 BC) re-
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gained his kingdom with the assistance of the Saicae (Lucian. Macrob. 15.).
His and his son’s, Phraates Ill, royal tiara, gsiated on coins, has details ob-
viously of nomadic origin, including strings of deshaped appendages, which
make references to religious symbolism of CentrsiaA nomadic tribes (OI-
brycht 1997: 45 ff.). We hear that Phraates IV @8&-3/2 BC) fled to the
“Scythians” when his rival Tiridates entered Ctésip (lust. 42.5.5f.). It
should be noted that Phraates IV’s son, Vononega$ a relative of a rex
Scytharum (Tac. ann. 2.68.). It is striking thatjthe issues of those Arsacids
whose close contacts to the eastern nomads aeetefl in written sources
gained currency among peoples living in Westerrk@&stian and eastern Iran
and were imitated as well as countermarked thdras,;Ta number of coins is-
sued under Sinatruces and his son Phraates |l e found on the middle
Amu Darya and in western Bactria, in the allegedntry of their allies Sa-
caraucae; Sinatruces’ and Phraates llI's coinsattested at Mirzabekkala
and Kerki (Pilipko 1976), and at Alt Termez (Rtwidga 1993/4: 87). A num-
ber of coins of Phraates IV and their imitationséhdeen discovered in
southern Tajikistan, Usbekistan and northern Afigtan (Zejmal’ 1983: 129
ff.; Pugaenkova, Rtveladze 1990: 45 ff.; Olbrycht 1998: 1)8

In the ' century A.D., there were many episodes which sti@iconnec-
tions of the Parthians with the peoples of Cemtsid. With Artabanos Il (about
AD 10/11—39/40), who was related to the CentralaAsDahae (Tac. ann.
2.3.1; 6.41.2.), a new branch of the Arsacids viasegl on the thron (Olbrycht
1998: 138 ff.). The old Parthian countries Hyrcaana Parthyaia as well as the
Dahae from the Transcaspian plains were the palti@instay of the new king
(los. ant. 18.100; Tac. ann. 6.44.1; Dio 58.2618)the 40s of the *1century
AD during the struggles between the successorsriatbanos Il, Gotarzes I
(supported by the Hyrcanians and the Dahae), amdavias (ruled Media At-
ropatene), many areas of northeastern Iran wersstited (Olbrycht 1997a: 81
ff.). The fighting rivals met in the plains of Baet (Tac. ann. 11.8.4). Mean-
while, the struggles between Vardanes | and Gatdtaavolved Hyrcania and
the Transcaspian plains. On the river Erindes @bbthe Rid-e Atrak) Gotar-
zes |l was defeated and the victorious Vardanegsigated some areas as far as
the stream Sindes (Tac. ann. 11.10. 2) which &\sto be located north of Iran
proper, for Vardanes entered territory situatedidatthe previous borders of
Parthia (Tac. ann. 11.10.3). It is possible thaiddaes’ enterprise reached the
Aral Sea area (see Olbrycht 1997a: 87 ff.). Inipaler, Chorasmia might have
been affected by the Parthian actions. It is notdwdhat one Vardanes’ coin
minted in Mihrd~tkirt has been found in Chorasnigkitin 1991: 120 f.).

Internal troubles in the Arsacid empire in thetfinalf of the ' century
AD weakened its position in Central Asia and inliéélyhood accelerated
the consolidation of the Yieh-chi clans in eastaotria. Nevertheless, Par-

thia maintained the paramount power in Turkestanoughe mid ¥ century

AD. Tacitus (ann. 11.8.4) und Josephus Flavius. @Mi87) refer to Bactria
in the context of Parthian internal affairs underdanes (AD 39/40—45)
and at the beginning of the reign of Vologases D (30—79). In addition,
according to the Chinese Annals Hou Han-shu, Kdédoul, an important
center of eastern Afghanistan, was about the rlidehtury AD under Par-
thian control (Pulleyblank 1968: 248).

It was under Vologases | (about AD 50—79) when gisauthority in
Bactria and the Hindukush area was shaked andi&aittiluences in Central
Asia were limited. In the east, the Kushans, whi ¢@nsolidated their power
under a series of capable kings, became from the6B8 of the T century AD
the major rivals of the Parthians. Ch'iu-chiu-chiji®eing identified as Kujula
Kadphises, united the clans of the Yieh-chih andded An-hsi/Parthia. Ac-
cording to the Hou Han-shu, chapter 118: “The Ki@#'iu-chiu-ch’iieh) at-
tacked An-hsi and took the territory of Kao-fu.

In
all probability, the Parthian engagement in Armeagainst Rome (from about
AD 52 to 62) and internal rebellions of a filiusfdanis (ca. 55—58) as well as
of the Hyrcanians (ca. 58—61) could have temptedKiishan rulers to expand
their power. Certain western sources provide ingmbrindications concerning
the serious troubles of the Parthians in the eadtVologases | (Periplus of
the Erythraean Sea, 47; Tac. ann. 15.1. Cf. Olbry®B88b: 136 ff.). In such
circumstances, it is not difficult to accept thatjidla Kadphises, a contempo-
rary of Gotarzes Il and Vologases |, in the 50—6éDthe F' century AD might
have expanded his power at the expense of Pdtthiaist be pointed out, how-
ever, that the main direction of Kushan expansashtb India, not to the west.
To sum up, after a long time in the second hathef £' century AD, the Ar-
sacids were confronted in the east by a well-osgghand dangerous state in-
stead of many weak tribes and principalities. Assailt, Arsacid economic and
to some extent political influence in Central Aséspecially in Bactria, be-
came limited. Nevertheless yet Pacorus Il (aroubd78—110) tried to es-
tablish diplomatic links to China apparently asoairtermeasure against the
Kushans (Leslie, Gardiner 1982: 283 f.). At the saime, a Chinese diplo-
matic mission led by Kan Ying reached T’iaoh-chgrpbably the south-
western regions of the Parthian empire (AD 97 —lieeSardiner 1982: 283).

According to the information at our disposal, i tf century AD the
Parthian empire centred its activity merely in l@oper, Mesopotamia and
Armenia. Documentary evidence of this period in tistory of Central Asia
is extremely scarce. The peace of the Parthianrenipithe east may have
been disturbed by a conflict with the Kushan sthii@matta (ed.) 1994: 432).
It is probable that Parthia remained in controthef Amul region on the mid-
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dle course of the Amu Darya. At any case, Margi@maained the main Par-
thian bastion in the northeast. The city of Merjoged an exceptional impor-
tance in the “Silk Route” trade (cf. Masson 1994yl avas for the Arsacids a
key to control the adjoining areas of Central Altliappears that Margiana was
in the late Parthian period temporarily to someeixindependent (in particular,
under Sanabares) but as a rule its sovereigngdissies modeled on the Ar-
sacid pattern (Pilipko 1980). A number of fortifieeintres emerged in the Merv
oasis in the late Arsacid period (mainly in tiécntury AD).

On the whole, the Parthian empire was surroundédeirrast and north by
a number of strong tribes and states. Some arwighors repeatedly reflect the
significance of the Central Asian frontier in Path policy. Thus, Pompeius
Trogus in Justin (41.1.1) states that: (sc. Papitsigtera cum gravibus Scythicis
et vicinalibus bellis adsidue vexati variis perauim certaminibus urgerentur.
In addition, Pliny the Elder (nat. hist. 6.50) regsoon the neighbours of Par-
thia in the north-east: multitudo populorum innuenet quae cum Parthis ex
aequo degat, and adds furthermore: Pertinent @chiPad Scythas, cum
quibus ex aequo degunt (nat. hist. 6.112. SeeSdéia. 49.7 and 55.1). For
the classical writers, the Central Asian neighbaafrshe Arsacid kingdom
were mostly nomads. At our disposal we also haved3ke testimonies which
maintain that in Turkestan Parthia bordered mampatic and seminomadic
peoples, including the Yen-ts'ai (in the Aral regjipthe Great Yiieh-chih (in
Bactria) and the K’ang-chu (in the Syr Darya bagitgsch 1998).

4. The Parthian presence in Central Asia — somerghtons

Archaeological materials provide some clear indécatof vivid inter-
course between the Parthians and peoples of theid@aarea. Thus, amongst
the objects unearthed at Kampyr-tepe on the Amydéwrestern Bactria) a
strong Parthian influence is discernible. Moreovansacid coins of the 1
century BC and *icentury AD have been found at this site (Rtvelat®5).

In the burials of Tillja-tepe, Parthian coins (KkeS&o, Sarianidi 1992: 27)
and objects influenced by Parthian art has beeerated (Pug&nkova,
Rempel' 1986: 22). At the site of CkiaJan in the Surchandarya valley
(northern Bactria), G. A. Pugenkova has excavated a palace which proba-
bly belonged to a pre-Kushan sovereign. The inwvgnfimm this site con-
tained objects with striking Parthian affinitieeésPugéenkova 1990).

The problem of the interrelation between Chorasamd Parthia has not
been convincingly interpreted. Documentary evidefarethis issue is ex-
tremely scarce (Masson 1966; Vajnberg 1977; Ollrgy&98, passim). Close
connections between the Arsacid kingdom and Chadeasan be deduced
from certain epigraphic data. It is believed thme ¢reation of the Chorasmian
script was strongly influenced by the royal chalecils of Arsacid Parthia
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(Livshits 1968: 436. Cf. LivSic 1970: 162). The$mag influences must have
been tied with the predominant position of Parthgower in Chorasmia.
Such an assumption may be supported by a newlgwbsed inscription from
southern Chorasmia. Here, at Chumbuz (on the kefklof the Amu Darya
not far from Chazarasp), a pottery fragment wittexd has been found. The
document can imply that at least southern Chorasmsunder Parthian con-
trol in the ' century BC (LivSic, Mambetullaev 1986: 38). The dcil con-
trol of Chorasmia with certain adjacent areas ianBoxiana may be surmised
from Chinese records of the early Han period wigiglim that An-hsi/Parthia
bordered the Kuei River (Amu Darya) and even thepfeof Yen-ts'ai being
located on the Aral (Watson 1961: 268). The pdlitiand strategic impor-
tance of Chorasmia for Arsacid policy in WesterrrkBstan seems to have
remained valid throughout the whole history of Riart

In the period between the 10s and the 30s of theemtury AD (LivSic
1984: 253), a new era was introduced in Chorasiia. so called Choras-
mian era was presumably connected with the esteibdiat of a new dynasty
and remained in use for eight centuries. The asigihthe dynasty are un-
clear. It seems that some features of Chorasmiarage in the $—2" cen-
turies AD were imitated from the Arsacid patterna@don 1966; Olbrycht
1998: 222). Presumably, the establishment of a dgwasty in Chorasmia
took place in connection with Parthian activitiasthie east under Artabanos
II. V. M. Masson (1966) has stressed that politloeds between Chorasmia
and Parthia, especially because of Kushan dangest have been close. In
Chorasmia, some Parthian coins struck in Margiamdeu Sanabares have
been found (Vajnberg 1977: 176). On the other hamduoise from Chor-
asmia has been discovered at Parthian Merv (Pagys: 51 ff.).

Under the Arsacids, international trade developedaccale previously
unknown. The main sources of information on thedran Central Asia dur-
ing the Parthian period are Chinese records (sdm-Lesnéenko 1994).
There are material traces of Parthian commercig@iges in the interior of
Central Asia. Parthian coin finds are attested edand, in the vicinity of
Karakol near Issyk-kul lake and at Chodfient (cf.NMlasson 1930: 91; 1933:
8). It is noteworthy, that Mithradates II's coinshéeen found in eastern
Turkestan (Olbrycht 1998: 104, note 153).

New material concerning the peoples on the CeAsgln borders of Par-
thia has been gained through the recent excavdiipaschaeologists. Close ties
are discernible in archaeological evidence betwemth-eastern Iran and the
Usboi-area. A considerable number of pottery framrttita has been unearthed
on many sites of the Usboi-region in nomadic bugabunds (Pilipko,
KoSelenko 1985: 224). On the Usboi, the Parthiatrefss Igdy-kala has been
revealed (Jusupov 1986, 154ff.). The presence dahiBa pottery (Jusupov
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1986: 154 ff.) and ostraca (LivSic 1984a: 32) pldmefortress firmly within the
political borders of the Arsacid empire. Its estdivhent far from the sedentary
areas of Parthyaia took place probably in tHe@21™ century BC and manifests
the importance of the Transcaspian area, notallyeotisboi basin, in the pol-
icy of the Arsacids. On the other hand, on the Usbme funerary rituals (os-
suaries) and a number of ceramics from Chorasmjaaisa imply that the lat-
ter was somewhat linked with that region (Vajnbdrgupov 1992: 125 ff.).

In reconstructing the political history of Centfsdia and Parthian Iran it
is necessary to keep in mind the existence of otodteiral, ethnic and reli-
gious affinities between these areas — many phenarnretheir civilisation
are rooted in similar cultural background. Langsageed by the people of
Western Turkestan and Iran were closely relateds &vident from Chinese
records that there was a strong resemblance bettheelanguages used by
the peoples from Farghana to the east up to Patthaathe west of Ta Ylan
and as far as the state of An-hsi there are mdigrelt languages spoken,
but they are in general the same, and people uadergach other clearly”
(Hulsewé 1979: 136). According to Eratosthenestiat® (15.2.8.), the Ira-
nians, named as the peoples of Ariane, “speak appately the same lan-
guage, with but slight variations”. Sources contgggmeligion are scanty, but
it appears that Zoroastrianism (although in diffiérerms) was the predomi-
nant religion both in northeastern Parthia andlwr@smia, Sogdiana as well
as some other areas of Central Asia (see Grendt 838f. and 247 ff.). The
calendar systems of Parthia, Chorasmia and Sogeara derived from the
Zoroastrian calendar (LivSic 1975: 327 ff.).

Concluding remarks

This attempt at reinterpretation of some aspectérshcid history re-
mains more often than not unfinished and incompld&vertheless, from this
brief sketch it should be evident that from itswbeginning the Parthian em-
pire maintained closely related to the peoplesaitt@al Asia. These political,
economic and cultural links are clearly indicatgdwritten sources, numis-
matic data and archaeological materials.

It should be noted that the Arsacid kingdom wasmétad by a Central
Asiatic people of nomadic origin in a border zoreween Iran and Turke-
stan. The establishment and development of thehi@arstate, which main-
tained politically, economically and culturally ked with the peoples of Cen-
tral Asia, had in many respects fundamental coresezps for the history both
Iran and Central Asia. From the very beginning klbegdom created by Ar-
saces | had developed specific features havingaswd nomadic and seden-
tary elements. As a result, Parthia became a wstait#h, although it had been
established by nomads, possessed an expandingllagat and urban eco-
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nomic basis. The importance of the nomadic heritadbe course of Arsacid

history has not been recognised for a long time/ekibeless, the above men-
tioned new discoveries in Parthyaia, in the Uslasit and in Ustjurt may set
the research of many aspects of the nomadic-Par#ffaities upon a new

course. The Arsacids, although of nomadic origimrmaybe just therefore —

enabled to create a successful socio-economicnsystethis respect, there are
significant similarities between the developmenttted Arsacid kingdom and

that of the Kushans (for the latter, see Masso6;19837).

It must be borne in mind that the relationship lesta the peoples in
north-eastern Iran and Central Asia was not alveagsof conflicts and strug-
gles. Throughout the whole timespan of the Arsagidch, the links between
Iran and the peoples of Central Asia were extrerdifgrentiated and ranged
from conquest and political predominance to tradé eultural relationship.
The Arsacids carried out an active policy with melgéo their Turkestan
neighbours. Chinese historical annals (the Shihddain-shu, and Hou-Han
shu) considered Parthia (An-hsi) as a major steWeéstern and Central Asia.
In the west, the Arsacid kingdom crushed the posfeghe Seleucids and, in
fact, blocked Roman eastward progress. ParthiarthdeArsacids occupied
a key position between the Mediterranean worlchtowest and Central Asia
to the east (Olbrycht 1998b). As a kind of conausil would like to stress
one point: it is necessary to recognize the immengmrtance of Central
Asia in the course of Arsacid history. The studyPaithia can no longer be
isolated from the history of Western Turkestan.
