Several new archaeological sites dated to the Paleolithic have been discovered re-
cently in the western part of the Yana-Indigirka depression. All these localities are
associated with accumulations of mammoth bone remains. The paper deals with the
materials of two newly discovered sites, which for the time being are the northern-
most traces of human presence in the Arctic regions at the end of the Pleistocene. The
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MKR/U22 site can be dated to ca. 12400—11700 kya. The microblade industry of this
site is the first pre-Holocene industry of the kind reported for the Siberian Arctic. The
NKL site is dated to ca. 12050—11840 kya. This locality represents a full chronologi-
cal and cultural counterpart of the Berelekh site, which points to a wide distribution of
this culture in North-East Asia. Some tools from Berelekh and Lake Nikita have pa-
rallels in the New World among the so called Chindadn points. For the time being
they are the only perceivable indication of cultural contacts between North-East Asia
and North-West North America. The materials of MKR/U22 and NKL demonstrate
the presence of Paleolithic sites in the Yana-Indigirka depression and promise good
perspectives for the future explorations.

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GRINDING SLABS FROM CHULATOVO 2

K. N. Stepanova

The Upper Paleolithic site of Chulatovo 2 was discovered and studied in the
1930s. The lithic assemblage of the site allows to place it into the late stage of the
Upper Paleolithic (fig. 1). In addition to flint and bone artifacts, the collection in-
cludes quartzite and sandstone slabs of local origin (from the primary deposits), bear-
ing use-wear traces on one of their surfaces and, sometimes, traces of accommodation
(fig. 2, 3). These objects were ascribed to the group of tools used to process plant
foods obtained through gathering. The slabs show no signs of rounding, and the use of
microtraceological method may help to clarify the question of their functions. The
paper presents the results of the high-magnification study of the micro-topography of
their surfaces (fig. 4), which are then compared with some experimental reference tools
made of granular and crystalline rocks and employed in processing various organic
materials (fig. 5).

In the first post-war decades, the heads of the Kostenki Paleolithic Expedition of
IHMC A. N. Rogachev and P. 1. Boriskovsky played an important role in the forma-
tion of archaeology at Voronezh State University (hereafter VSU), which later be-
came the acknowledged leader of regional archaeology. Starting with 1948, students
of VSU supervised by A. N. Moskalenko took an active part in the works of the expe-
dition. In addition, the archive documents show that the scholars from Leningrad
maintained good contacts with the staff of and students of the History and Philology
Department of VSU, acquainting them with the newest achievements of national ar-
chaeology. Their tutorship contributed to the professional growth of many students,
some of whom have subsequently become renowned archaeologists. Two of them,
Lev Mlkhailovich Tarasov (1925-2010) and Nikolai Dmitrievich Praslov (1937—
2009), who actively worked in the Kostenki Expedition in the 1950%, joined the Pa-
leolithic Department of IHMC. The author analyzes the documents from the State
Archive of the Voronezh Region, shedding light on the research activity of the two
scholars in their student years.

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SETTLEMENT OF ASHAGY DASHARK IN THE CONTEXT
OF THE STUDY OF THE KURA-ARAXES CULTURE

Of great importance for the study of the ancient history of the Caucasus, including
Azerbajan, are archaeological sites of the Sharur region in the Nakhichivan
Autonomous Republic (herafter NAR). This fully applies to the settlement of Ashagy
Dashark, dated to the middle and late periods of the Kura-Araxes culture. The excava-
tions of this site have yielded numerous ceramic artifacts, including four types of
bowls (fig. 1, 2-9; 2, 2—4, 7), three types of pitchers (fig. 2, 1, 5, 6; 3, 1-3; 4, 1-6, 9—
11, 14), pots (fig. 3, 4; 4, 7-8, 10—13; 5, 1), models of wheels (fig. 2, 8; 6, 7), as well
as various stone (fig. 6, /-3, 11; 7, I-5), bone (fig. 6, 4, 6, 8), and antler articles. In
addition, there was found a metal leaf-shaped arrowhead (fig. 6, 5). The data obtained
as a result of the study of Ashagy Dashark and other sites of the Kura-Araxes culture,
located in the territory of NAR (Kultepe I and II, Makhta I, Ovgular Tepesi, Kha-
ladzh, etc.), enables us to subdivide the local history of the Kura-Araxes culture into
four developmental stages: / — formative stage, late V millennium BC through 3500™
year BC, represented at Ovgular Tepesi, Khaladzh, Shortepe, Makhta; /7 — early stage,
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3500-3150 BC, represented at Kultepe 11, Khaladzh, Arabenghidzhe, Ovgular Tepesi;
111 — middle stage, 3150-2700 BC, represented at Kultepe I and 11, Makhta I and II,
Arabenghidzhe, Ashagy Dashark, Shortepe; /7 — late stage, 2700-2400 BC, repre-
sented at Kultepe I and II, Makhta I, Arabenghidzhe, Ashagy Dashark, etc. On the
basis of the available evidence, it is possible to assume that the territories of NAR, the
Urmia region of South Azerbaidjan, and Eastern Anatolia formed the core area of the
Kura-Araxes culture. Moreover, the materials excavated at the settlement of Ovgular
Tepesi allow to suggest that its primary homeland was in the middle part of the Ar-
axes basin and, first of all, on the territory of what is now NAR.

ALKHANTEPE — AN EARLY BRONZE AGE SETTLEMENT
IN AZERBAIJAN

Several tens of settlements belonging to the Leilatepe tradition have been disco-
vered in South Caucasus during the last 30 years. The Uruk sources of this tradition are
beyond any doubts. The site of Alkhantepe, situated in the Mugan plain (south-eastern
Azerbaijan), is one of these settlements. Excavations of the site have yielded remains
of subterranean and semi-subterranean dwellings, as well as above-ground brick and
turluk (clay-walled) constructions. Several fragments of above-ground mortarless
«walls» made of adobe bricks were exposed in the second building horizon (fig. 1, 7).
There were discovered also remains of two metallurgical furnaces (fig. 1, 2, 2, 1),
with slag, clay molds for casting metal bars (fig. 3, /-3), crucibles (fig. 3, 4) and ce-
ramic scoops (fig. 3, 5) found nearby. In addition, the site yielded skeletal remains of
13 buried persons of different age. Infants had often been buried in ceramic vessels
(fig. 2, 2). A lead ring was found on one of the bones (fig. 4, /2). The ceramic vessels
of Alkhantepe are represented, first of all, by «good quality pottery» (fig. 2, 4, 5, 1, 2,
4, 7,10, 14, 17, 21) made of clay tempered with plant remains and fine sand. A con-
siderable part of this pottery had been formed partially or entirely on the wheel. The
surfaces of evenly fired vessels are usually engobed from one or both sides. The
«good quality pottery» is dominated by round-based vessels with sub-globular bodies,
pitchers with funnel-shaped rims (fig. 5, /, 2), two-necked vessels (fig. 2, 3; 5, 4),
bipartite tea bowls (fig. 5, 10), strainers, pots (fig. 5, /4) and cups (fig. 5, 7, 17, 21).
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In addition, this group of pottery includes fragments of painted and black or dark-gray
vessels, the latter often being burnished (fig. 5, 6). Some of the «good quality» group
objects have small loop-shaped handles (fig. 5, 6, 12, 13). The second group of ves-
sels is represented by «rough pottery», which includes kitchenware and hearth arti-
cles. The kitchen vessels are hand shaped of clay tempered with grit, grog, coarse
sand, ground obsidian, pyrites or quartzite. These gray-yellow, brown, and even black
vessels are represented by broad-necked and narrow-necked egg-shaped vessels, as
well as cups. The hearth articles are made of crumbly clay mass with rough inorganic
admixtures which apparently include dung. These crudely made, fragile articles, the
color of which varies from gray to brown-black, are poorly fired. They are repre-
sented by roasters (fig. 4, 19-25), supports, and fixed hearth appliances (fig. 5, /8). In
addition, the collection includes a fragment of an anthropomorphic terracotta figurine
and a figurine of an animal (fig. 5, 3, 5), as well as ceramic spindle whorls (fig. 5, 15).
To make stone tools the inhabitnts of Alkhantepe used different rocks. The collection
of stone objects contains also spindle whorls (fig. 5, /6) and miniature vessels. Bone
articles are mainly represented by Alkhantepe type pins (fig. 5, /9, 20) and spindle
whorls. Several copper artifacts were found too: two dagger blades, a small massive
chisel, a number of broken and intact awls (fig. 4, /-11, 13, 17), and ring-pendant of
lead (fig. 4, 12). The settlement of Alkhantepe represents the late stage of the
Leilatepe tradition and can be dated to the middle of the second half of the IV millen-
nium BC (33-32 cc. BC). It should be emphasized that the earliest signs of metallurgy
appear in the Caucasus with the Leilatepe tradition.

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NOVOSVOBODNAYA SETTLEMENT
IN THE NORTHWESTERN CAUCASUS

A settlement of the Novosvobodnaya culture was excavated during several field
seasons near the village of Novosvobodnaya. The settlement occurred beneath two
barrows, which were constructed over dolmens. The excavated area of 984 m” yielded
remains of two dwellings (fig. 1, 2) and a unique ceramic assemblage, characterizing
nearly the complete spectrum of the Novosvobodnaya pottery. The pottery was subdi-
vided into 7 types with a number of variants (fig. 3—6). In addition, there were found
a bone arrowhead and a bronze adze. The ceramic collection contains also some 20
fragments of Maikop vessels (fig. 7), which testifies to the existence of close enough
contacts between the two cultures. The series of radiocarbon dates obtained for the
settlement (table) accords well with the dates available for the tombs, allowing to date
the settlement with sufficient certainty to the second third of the IV millennium BC.

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DZHUGBA DOLMEN ON THE CAUCASIAN BLACK SEA SHORE

The paper presents the main results of archaeological investigations of a unique
dolmen with petroglyphs located in the modern settlement of Dzhubga (Tuapse dis-
trict of the Krasnodar region (fig. 1). The works were started by IHMC RAS in 2006.
The dolmen was named after its location (Dzhubga). As it has been established, the
dolmen represents a megalithic burial chamber surrounded with an earthen bank and
stone cairn with retaining wall. Its front is adjoined by a circular yard surrounded with
a stone wall (fig. 2, 3). Charcoal samples from the layer of building waste were radio-
carbon-dated to the second half of the III millennium BC (table). Thus, Dzhubga is
the oldest example of building with the use of regular ashlar masonry, known in the
western Caucasus and adjacent Black Sea areas. An architectural analogy to Dzhubga
is the dolmen in the village of Otkhara (Abkhazia), situated 200 km away from it. The
architectural details and building techniques, characteristic of these dolmens, are
known throughout the whole distribution area of dolmens in Western Caucasus. This
points to the local origins of this style, which appears to have been forming in the
course of a long development of the West Caucasian megalithic tradition since the
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end of the IV millennium BC. The anthropomorphic and zoomorphic petroglyphs on
the walls of Dzhugba (fig. 3, 4) show a compositional and stylistic similarity to im-
ages on the stelae from Mountain Crimea and on the bronze hook from the dolmen
near Novosvobodnaya (fig. 5). This implies that the stelaec with images of «twins»
were created and used in the second half of the [V—first half of the III millennium BC.
During that period the Mountain Crimea and Western Caucasus were probably parts
of the same cultural province. The anthropomorphic stelae of the western Mediterra-
nean area, and those of Southern France in particular, did not belong to this cultural
circle, and the assumption that the depiction on the stele from Les Maurels represents
«twinsy is erroneous.

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STRATIGRAPHY AND RELATIVE CHRONOLOGY
OF THE ENEOLITHIC-BRONZE AGE SETTLEMENT
OF AK-DEPE IN ASHGABAT (BASED ON THE MATERIALS FROM
A. A. MARUSHCHENKO'S EXCAVATIONS, AS WELL AS
A. A. LYAPIN’S OBSERVATIONS AND CONSIDERATIONS)

The Eneolithic-Bronze Age settlement of Ak-depe in Ashgabat was studied in the
1930s—1950s by A. A. Marushchenko (fig. 1). The paper analyzes the recently pub-
lished data on the stratigraphy of the settlement obtained by A.A. Lyapin, who deci-
phered the excavation field notes and supplemented this evidence with his personal
observations and collections conducted when the site was mouldering away (fig. 2; 3;
4, 2-7). In addition, this paper uses the materials of 20062010 excavations carried
out by the Institute of Archaeology and Ethnography of the Academy of Science of
Turkmenistan. The maximum thickness of the Eneolithic and Bronze Age layers of
Ak-depe was 20 m. The Anau IA pottery assemblage dates from the Early Eneolithic
(first half of the V mil. BC). It is followed by a 3 meter thick cultural layer of the late
Early Eneolithic — Ak-depe I complex (corresponding to Late Namazga I period, ten-
tatively dated to the first third of the IV mil. BC), and 5 building horizons (some 3,6
m thick) of the Middle Eneolithic — Ak-depe I complex (corresponding to Namazga
11 period — about 3650-3200 BC). Probably at the end of the latter period the settle-
ment was destroyed by a fire. The Late Eneolithic complex of Ak-depe III (corre-
sponding to late Namazga III — first centuries of the III mil. BC) is represented by
remains of two or three building horizons up to 2,5 m thick. The complex of Ak-depe 1V,
dated by A. A. Marushchenko to the Early Bronze Age (corresponding to Namazga IV —
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about 2800/2700-2350 BC) is represented, according to this researcher, by remains of
10 building horizons, the thickness of which is about 7 m. However, is seems doubtful
whether the whole thickness of Ak-depe IV can be dated to the Early Bronze Age,
since the site have also yielded some Middle Bronze Age pottery (corresponding to
Namazga V, the last third of the Ill-early II mil. BC — fig. 5, 4). The peculiarity of
Ak-depe III and IV shows that at least in the III mil. BC the settlement was in the con-
tact zone between two cultural-historical regions, namely the Southeastern Caspian
region and Northeastern Khurasan.

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SOLDANESTI CULTURE BURIALS WITH SPEARS
IN THE MIDDLE DNIESTER REGION
(NOTE OF WARRIORS’ GRAVES IN THE «ZONES OF
SEDENTARY SETTLEMENT»)

The paper deals with the problem of warriors’ graves among sedentary people, as
exemplified by the burials with spears of the Soldanesti culture in the Middle Dniester
region (fig. 1). The descriptions of the burials and iron spearheads are provided. The
latter are divided into two groups (laurel-leaf shaped and acute-leaf shaped), which
are further subdivided into several types (fig. 2—4). Two spearheads have holes in the
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basal part of the blade. The spearheads have analogies both in the Basarabi culture of
the Danube and among the pre-Scythian finds from the forest-steppe areas adjacent to
the North Black Sea region. The distribution area of the spearheads having holes in
the basal part of the blade (fig. 1) allows to consider them as markers of the Danube
routes of some groups or individual warriors armed with spears. The holes could have
served to attach pendants-symbols (military insignia, emblems, tassels, banners, etc.),
whereby the spears were imparted the function of standards. The military objects of
status (such as spearheads with unusual traits — very long, richly decorated, with holes
in the basal part of the blade) had existed all over Europe since the Bronze Age.

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COLLECTION OF BLACK-FIGURED AND RED-FIGURED
POTTERY FROM THE EXCAVATIONS OF THE MENEKSE
CATAGI SETTLEMENT IN PROPONTIS

The paper presents the collection of black- and red-figured pottery from the exca-
vations of the Antique settlement of Menekse Catagi, situated on the northwestern
shore of the Marble Sea, 12 north-east of the modern Turkish town of Tekirdag (fig. 1).
The collection consists of 33 fragments of kitchenware and vessels for cosmetics and
oil, dated to the second half of the VI-first half of the V c. BC (fig. 2-5). Worthy of
special note among the black-figured vessels is a rare pyxis, produced in one of the
East Mediterranean centers, probably on Rhodes (fig. 2, I; 5, 1). The most conspicu-
ous of the red-figured vessels are the neck of an oinochoe belonging to the Agora
P 15849 class, bearing an image of Nike produced by the Shuvalov painter (fig. 4, /;
5, 3), and a crater fragment with a depiction of the Dionysian thiasos (fig. 4, 2; 5, 5).

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BRONZE CAULDRON FROM PENJIKENT

V. 1. Raspopova

In autumn of 1997, a bronze cauldron was found by chance in Penjikent, in the
southern outskirts of the ancient town. There were no buildings nearby. The cauldron
was battered and punctured back in the past (fig. 1, /-5; 2, /-2). The finds of bronze
and silver vessels in the medieval layers of Central Asian towns are very rare. For
instance, 60 years of excavations of the layers dated to the period from the V to the
60%~70% of the VIII century have yielded just one silver beaker (VI-VII cc.) and four
bronze vessels (VIII c.). In addition, a clay casting mold for cauldrons was found too
(fig. 1, 6). A depiction of such an object is represented in the wall paintings of Pen-
jikent (fig. 1, 7). The weight of the cauldron is 6,3 kg. This amount of bronze was
enough to cast more than one thousand coins of the realm, that is approximately 20
dirhams. It is known that a craftsman’s monthly wage was 10-15 dirhams. Most
likely, the cauldron was buried by is owner before the seizure of Penjikent by the Ar-
abs in 722. It is possible that this cauldron was produced by a wandering craftsman.

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ARCHAEOLOGICAL INVESTIGATIONS OF THE MASHAD-ATA
MOSQUE IN TURKMENISTAN

The mosque of Mashad-Ata is situated 25 km of the modern settlement of Madav
and 1,5 km north-west of the ruins of medieval Dakhistan, in the Balkan velayat,
Southwestern Turkmenistan. In 2009, thanks to the financial support from the De-
partment of Monuments Protection of the Republic of Turkmenistan, the author con-
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ducted excavations of the area to the north of the mosque. As a result of this work
a complex of 17 rooms was exposed. They were arranged over the perimeter of a
square court-yard (11,7 x 11,7 m) (fig. 1), paved with hexagonal baked bricks. Re-
mains of three shallow ditches were found on the floor. The western ditch, which has
preserved better than the other two, is 7,4 m long (from south to north), 0,44 m wide,
and 8 cm deep (fig. 2). In the northern part of the court the ditches join a square water
pool (2,2 x 2,2 m), which is 1,7 m deep. Its walls were laid of baked bricks. The rain
water flowed through the ditches down to the pool (fig. 3, 7). To the east of the court-
yard there were rooms 1, 3, 4, which served for educational purposes (dastarkhane).
Room 1, with its high and deep niches for storing books, might also have served as a
library. To the west and north of the yard there were small living rooms 7-9, 15-17
(hujras), intended for single or double residence. A complex of three rooms (12—14)
was exposed to the north-west of the palace, and one of them (room 13) was
equipped with a sewerage system (fig. 3, 2). The excavation of room 5 yielded a
unique find: a fragment of a baked brick with Arabic inscriptions (fig. 4). The
mosque existed during two periods: the early one appears to fall on [X—X cc., while
the late period on the XI-XII cc.
