Kashuba M. T. «Eluding» iron: the transi-
tion to the Early Iron Age in the East Car-
pathian region. The paper is devoted to the
beginning of the Iron Age in East Carpathian
region, including both its definition and char-
acteristic. During the period under consid-
eration the region was the easternmost part
of the Hallstatt culture area. This caused a
particular vector of its cultural and histori-
cal development and facilitated the spread
of knowledge associated with iron-working
technologies from the Carpathian-Danube
area to the East Carpathian region, as evi-
denced by the finds of iron objects dated to
XI-VIlI/VII cc BC. The recent improvements in
both chronology and typology of iron tools,
as well as some specific traits in the depo-
sition of metals characteristic of the Cozia-
Saharna culture, give grounds to connect the
beginning of the Early Iron Age in the region
with the appearance of this culture at the end
of the Xl c. BC. It is concluded that the early
East Carpathian metal working represented
the Hallstatt (Carpathian-Danube) tradition.
This proves that the North Black Sea region
witnessed the coexistence of two different
Early Iron Ages: the East European one, and
the Early Iron Age of the Middle Danube ori-
gin.
