Anneotation. /n the beginning of the 15! millennium BC, the appearance of communities of early nomads of a Scyth-
ian-Saka type is observed in the Eurasian steppe. At present, the earliest of them have been found in the mountain-steppe
regions of the Sayan-Altay. Summarizing of an enormous archaeological material by efforts of many researchers has
resulted in periodization of archaeological cultures in these regions, i. e. Khakasian-Minusinsk steppe, Altay and Tuva.
The understanding of the processes of the formation of the early Sayan-Altay cultures is not identical among the re-
searchers. At present, different links between the Sayan-Altay cultures of the Scytho-Saka period and synchronous
cultures of Kazakhstan, Central Asia and Mongolia have been identified. In the light of new archaeological evidence it
becomes obvious that the area of the Kazakh Altay holds the leading position in the process of the formation of the
culture of the Scytho-Saka type. It is of importance that it is exactly in Eastern Kazakhstan that powerful metallurgical
centres and centres of metalworking (with large stores of copper and tin) of the Late Bronze Age are found. The presence
of them stimulated production of weapons and tools by the nomads.

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Cultures of the Sayan-Altay nomads in the beginning of the 15t millennium BC

In the beginning of the 1st millennium BC, the
appearance of communities of early nomads of a Scyth-
ian-Saka type is observed in the Eurasian steppe. At
present, the earliest of them have been found in the
mountain-steppe regions of the Sayan-Altay. Summa-
rizing of an enormous archaeological material by efforts
of many researchers has resulted in periodization of
archaeological cultures in these regions, i. e. Khaka-
sian-Minusinsk steppe, Altay and Tuva.

The origin of the Tagar culture of the Scytho-Saka
period in the Khakasian-Minusinsk steppe is not defi-
nitely treated by the researchers. Generally two views
are proposed: 1) the traditional one (S. A. Teploukhov,
M. P. Gryaznov, S. V. Kiselev, G. A. Maksimenkov, et
al.) connecting the origin of the Tagar culture with the
preceding Karasuk culture; 2) a polycultural hypothesis
(N. L. Chlenova et al.) according to which, in the Kara-
suk period, simultaneously two cultures existed while
in the Scytho-Saka period (87t century BC) there
were still other four cultural groups (Yzenosa, 1967,
1972). The latter scheme of the development of the
early cultures of the Minusinsk depression was sound-
ly criticized by researchers (Maxcumenxos, 1975),
therefore mainly the traditional hypothesis by Teplouk-
hov—Gryaznov is generally accepted. It is of principal
importance that a detailed analysis of early Tagar fea-
tures induces reviewing of the chronological frames of
some stages of the Tagar culture and dating its begin-
ning back to at least 9th century BC. This is due to the
fact that radiocarbon dates from early Tagar burial
grounds of Khystaglar, Tigir Taydzhen-4 etc. are in the
range of 11th-9th centuries BC (Gorsdorf et al., 2004;
EBpasusa panuoyriepon-vas, 2005; lHonakos,

Csamko, 2009; Yyeynos, 2005). Thus the appearance
of the Tagar culture can be dated to the late 10th centu-
ry BC or the turn between the 10th and 9th centuries BC,
but by no means later. The origin of the Tagar culture
is supposed to have been connected partly with the
precedent Karasuk culture and partly with cultural in-
novations from the Kazakhstan/Central-Asiatic region
(N. L. Chlenova, M. L. Podol’skiy, N. A. Bokovenko,
K. V. Chugunov et al.).

The studies of the Altay by a whole pleiad of re-
searchers (M. P. Gryaznov, S. 1. Rudenko, D. G. Savi-
nov, V. D. Kubarev, V. A. Mogil’nikov, A. S. Surazak-
ov, V. A. Umanskiy, L. S. Marsadolov, T. N. Troitskaya,
Yu. F. Kiryushin, A. B. Shamshin, A. A. Tishkin, et al.)
have considerably enriched the understanding of the
evolution of cultures of the Scythian-Saka period. These
works enabled them to develop a more precise perio-
dization of archaeological cultures of Altay, although
there are some controversies in interpretation and dis-
tinguishing of particular stages due to the incomplete
publication of all the complexes and because of theo-
retical disagreements. Having systemized the entire
material available, a number of scholars (A. S. Surazak-
ov, A. A. Tishkin) proposed the following cultural and
chronological scheme for the Scytho-Saka period of
Altay which is used presently: Arzhan-Mayemir period —
Biyken culture which is divided into three sequential
stages: Kurtu stage (9t — first half of the 8th century
BC), Semisart stage (8th — first half of the 7t century
BC), Boytygem stage (second half of the 7th — third
quarter of the 6t century BC). The Pazyryk period —
Pazyryk culture which is divided into three sequential
periods: Bashadar (second half of the 6t — first half of
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the 5th century BC), Kyzyl-Dzhar (second half of the
5th — second/third quarter of the 4t century BC, and the
Shiba stage (last quarter of the 4t—3rd century BC).

Also in Tuva, an analogous situation in the inter-
pretation of the archaeological material is observed.
Meanwhile, in the course of studies of materials of
the Scytho-Saka period, the researchers see a number
of disputable moments: 1) concerning the attribution
of sites of the Mongun-Tayga type to the Bronze Age
or to Scytho-Saka period, 2) the dating of kurgan
Arzhan-1 to the turn between the 9th-—8th century BC
(M. P. Gryaznov, A. M. Mandel’shtam, Yu. A. Zadne-
provskiy, et al.) or the 7th—6th century BC (L. R. Kyzla-
sov, N. L. Chlenova), 3) about the monocultural
(L. R. Kyzlasov, S. I. Vainshtein, M. Kh. Mannay-ool,
A. M. Mandel’shtam) or multicultural character
(A. D. Grach, D. G. Savinov, V1. A. Semenov, K. V. Chu-
gunov) of the sites of the Scytho-Saka period.

The understanding of the processes of the formation
of the early Sayan-Altay cultures is not identical among
the researchers and the further correlation of the typo-

logically distinguishable complexes is still in prospect.
At present, different links between the Sayan-Altay
cultures of the Scytho-Saka period and synchronous
cultures of Kazakhstan, Central Asia and Mongolia
have been identified. In the light of new archaeological
evidence it becomes obvious that the area of the Kazakh
Altay holds the leading position in the process of the
formation of the culture of the Scytho-Saka type. Be-
sides the early sites around Mayemir, Solonechny
Belok, Shilikta etc., elite sites of the 9th—7th century BC
in the highland valley of Yeleke Sazy (Tarbagatay
Mountains) have been by now investigated. The latter,
according to a number of features (certain details of the
construction, burial rite and some accompanying grave
goods), are close to materials of kurgans Arzhan-1 and
Arzhan-2 in Tuva (Camawes, 2018). It is of importance
that it is exactly in Eastern Kazakhstan that powerful
metallurgical centres and centres of metalworking (with
large stores of copper and tin) of the Late Bronze Age
are found. The presence of them stimulated production
of weapons and tools by the nomads.
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
